Argument Is Commenced in
the Now Famous Divorce

Action.

A Bride's Sudden Illness
Causes the Postponement

of a Wedding.

Gen. Wilson Returns From

The Moore divorce was on again yes-
terday morning before Judge Smith.
There were several new witnesses
called to the stand, and among them
were J. W. Field, the shoe man; Jacoby,
the photographer; and E. W. Alarich,
auctioneer. They testified toacquaint-
ance and good character of Moore.
These believed him to be apure-minded
man. or be would not be able to work
the cures of Christian science.

sachusetts to her husband in Minneap-
olis. The letter read: "Johnny, 1re-
turn your check. lam tired of these
continued quarrelings. You may pro-
vide for Lotta, if you desire, butIwill
not. accept the money."

Another letter was offered, and ob-
jections were made and sustained by
the court. Moore was again placed
upon the stand. lie, according to bis
statement, was penniless, lie owned
two houses in Massachussets. They
were worth IS,OOO, and mortgaged for
$3,250. He also owned a house InCam-
bridireport for which he paid $0,000,
but that, too, was mortgaged. He had
no personal property. His household
goods had been sold. Mr. Lane asked
what had become of $1,000 he had de-
posited in the bank when this suit com-
menced.

"Ihad only $000 at that time."
"So you nave spent $tioo on this ease

since it began last October?"
"Yes, sir."
"What have you got in the way of

diamonds?-' continued Mr.Lane, gazing
at a large diamond that sparkled in
Moore's shirt front. .. .V...

Private Detective Clark was the last
witness called to the stand. He said he
knew both Mr.and Mrs. Moore. He
was engaged last November by Gowdy
for Moore. Lane asked: "What was
the conversation between Webster and
Laing relative to Mrs. Moore?"

The Council Agrees to the

Proposition of Mr.
Lowry.

No Cable Lines Will Be Built
During the Year

1890,

But New Motors WillRun on
Washington and First Ay- ]

enues South.

Two Years' Time Is Allowed
in Which to Experi-

ment.

For the present, at least, there willbe
no cable lines built in the streets of
Minneapolis. Electricity will take the
place of the cable, and within two
years the horse car and steam motor
willbe a thing of the past. When Mr.
Lowry's proDositiou to substitute elec-
tricity for the proposed cable lines
was first made to the city council
there was considerable opposition
to the scheme, but yesterday, after the
special committee had wrestled with
the matter for several hours, the city
council inspecial session took itup and
practically granted everything the Min-
neapolis Street Railway company asked
for. There were thirty-six out of thirty-
nine aldermen in their seats when Presi-
dent .Johnson called the council toorder.
After Clerk llaney had read the report
of the committee, Aid. Gray moved that
the council should consider the report
Incommittee of the whole, and Aid.
Brazie, of the Fifth ward, was called to
the chair. The report was taken up
section by section, and after a few
minor changes had been made, the most
important of which was the restriction
of all trains to two carp, tfee following
resolution was recommended to the
council:

Besolved,That the Minneapolis Street Rail-
way company be au<l is hereby permitted .
and authorized ami required to substitute
experimental street railway lines similar to
the one heretofore constructed and now be-ing operate*} by Iton Fourth nvi'ime south,
on the conditions hereinafter contained, on
the followinglines:

First. On the two linos which, by the reso-
lutions of the council passed July 19, 1889,
ana approved July 26,1889, and by resolu-
tion of the council passed Jnne 29, 1881),

.and approved July 1, 1889. it was author-.lized, and byits agreement made inpursu-
ince to said resolutions, it agreed to con-

struct and put in operation cable lines dur-ing the year 1?9??. to wit: The Washington
avenue and the FirMavenue lines. N

Second. Onany ofits existing horse car or
motor lines wberu it may desire Bud shall
make such substitution during the year 1890,
provided said company shall, -within thirty
days after the passage of this resolution, ac-
cept the above permission and agree to the
followingconditions:

MRS. DAVIS TALKS.

She Tells All About Christian
