London, Jan. 17. -The activity and
earnestness of tho new premier of
Portugal, Senhor Pimental, in the pur-
suit of the policy of the ministry, is
winning many adherents from * the ma-
jority and fast disarming Republicans
who want to make the surrender of thoGomes cabinet to the demands of Eng-
land, a pretext for agitation, if not act-ual revolution. Senhor Pimental has
summoned to Lisbon the Portuguese
ministers to Berlin. Vienna and Romein order that he may verbally instructthem regarding the desire of the govern-ment that they will persistently insist
that the -towers shall interfere in thedispute withEngland in behalf of Port-ugal, whose rights have been wantonly
trampled upon. The announcement ofthis action has greatly conduced to tho
flow of a tide of popular confidence Enthe ministry, and itis believed that the
efforts of the representatives thus in-structed will result in a considerablemitigation of the severity of England's
ultimatum, to the end that a mutually
satisfactory understanding may be ar-
rived at. The Portuguese colon y inParis has held a representative meeting,
at which resolutions were passed con-demning the course of the English gov-
ernment and thanking the French press
for their efforts to secure the prevalence
of right in the dispute between Portu-gal and England wherein the progress,
prosperity and honor of the former is
