In their *‘warfare” against Sunday
papers, some of the Minneapolis minis-
ters who still care to oppose public
opinion attempt to pose as martyrs.

Evidently he has hoped for
abuse and is disappointed in not getting
it. As a matter of fact the ministers
have had nothing but kindness from
Minneapolis newspapers, and most of
them cordially acknowledge it. Their
sermons are prioted. free notices are
given them, their remarks are quoted,
and many a minister who would
be preaching to empty pews now
faces large congregations because the
newspapers, and especially the Sunday
newspapers, have puffed, advocated
and flattered him.

The committee of the Phi Delta Theta
yesterday submitted a long address to
the publicin which they declare that
the statements made by President
Northrop and Prof. McLean to the
newspapers were not founded on fact.
Tne chairman of the committee also
says “that it is unfortunate that the
moral standards of our professors
seem  lower than those of uni-
versity students, orthe public in gen-
eral; and as to the responsibil-
ity ot the professors, I will now simply
say that 1 have not yet stated my «on-
clusions, and cannot do it fairly with-
out taking more tiioe than 1 bave this
morning. I believe these men did
themselves the only wrong which has
been done them, when they mixed
themselves up in the mwatter. That
they did find this there is no denyiug.”

Late last evening Prof. Northrop sent
the following communication to the
newspapers for publication:

The charges made against me of in-
terference with the societies in the
university to sccure a chapter of Delta
Kappa Epsilon, and to break up
Phi Delta Theta, are unqualifiedly false.
Inever exchanged a word with a student
on the subject, and I had no part direct-
ly cr indirectly in causing Phi Delta
Theta to disband, and equally no part
in securing a charter for Delta Kappa
Epsilon. I have scrupulously avoided
all interference with the societies, and
I challenge all persons who have made
charges against me to produce a particle
of proof that the charges are true.

AN IMPROVED SYSTEM.

Councilmen Examine the Game-
well Police Boxes,

The Gamewell Fire Alarm and Police
Signal company, of Chicago, yesterday
gave an exhibition of their improved
police signal service system at the West
hotel. A number of councilmen were
present and the workings ot the system
were explained. The improvements
apparently consist of an attachment
which records the date and hour an
or a report is turned in, and
a method of indicating the
box from which the alarm was
sent when transmiitted to the stable by
perforating a slip of paper. Au attach-
ment on the street box also allows a cit-
izen who has a key to send in a wagon
call., While this is not the system which
the majority of the police commission
accepted, a few of the aldermen ex
pressed themselves as well satisfied
with its workings, but a majority of
those present yesterday were of the
opinion that the city was not in a posi-
tion at present to expend 11,500 for a
police patrol system, especially while
the one now in vse gives anything like
satisfaction.

MORE FROM MOORE

And the Probable Fate of
$5,000 Suit,

The “Dr.”” Moore side of the Moore
divorce suit does not feel discouraged
over the decision of Judge Smith, in
which he stated that there had been no
evidence to show the eriminal intiinacy
between Mrs. Moore and Senator
Clough. They elaim it will not affeet
their damage suit in the least. Mr.
Laing, the attorney for the renowned
*doctor,” says that he did not show the
fuil strength of his hand on the first
deal. He makes the further claim that
two of their best witnesses were not
brought up, and had it not been for
that fact they wouald have se-
ecured a divorce on the coun-
ter charge of adultery. Mr. Laing
contends that he still has a good
case, as he had some good witnesses
whom he did not produce at the divorce
trial, as he wished to keep them invio-
late against the advances of the enemy.
He says the damage suit against Clough
will not be dismissed, but will come on
trial next term, at which time there
will be some sensational evidence.

On the other hand Lane & Johnson,
Senator Clough’s attorneys, have been
granted until Jan. 31 in which to file
their answer in the sensational damage
suit, but Mr. Lane is firmly eonvinced
that the case will never come to trial.
He thinks that the prosecution has re-
ceived a black eye trom which it will
never be able to recover, by the decision
of Judge Smith, which he thinks has
practically settled the fate of the dam-
age suit. There were rumors about the
corridors yesterday to the effect that
the divorce case would be appealed to
the supreme court, but the whispers
lack confirmation.

EX-GOV. M’GILL SPEAKS,

He Reads a Paper at the Single-
Tax Meeting.

The Single Tax Leagune met last even-
ing in their new quarters at the West
hotel, and listened toa paper by ex-
Gov. A. R. McGill, recommending the
abolishing of the tax upon real estate

mortgages. Taxes, he maintained,
would be much Jess burden-
some if they were evenly distrib-

uted among the people. according to
the amount of property owned by them.
As for the single tax theory, he said
that he was neither its advoeate nor its
opponent. From his standpoint objec-
tions appeared, but from a closer ac-
quaintance with the subject he might
be led to believe with its advocates.
The state constitution, he said, con-
tained provisions which were never
complied with., *“By common con-
sent, assessors, boards of equaliza-
tion and everybody else,” he
continued, * puts a valuation
upon property which is not its real
value. In many cases its assessed value
is not even a criterion by which the
true value can be ascertained. Bank
stocks known to be worth a premium
have been valued at fifty cents on the
dollar for purposes of taxation, which is
a fiction and a myth. A list ot the per-
sonal property taxes paid bya large
number of the wealthy citizens of St.
Paul and Minneapolis, published some
time ago in a daily paper, made one feel
sorry for the utter poverty of many of
the rich men of the twe cities.”

He spoke of the advantages he claimed
the non-resident mouney lenders had
over those who were residents, and
claimed that lenders often have mort-
gages made out to a non-resident friend
or duly assigned to him to coneceal the
evidence of ownership, although he has
an unrecorded reassignment of the same
back to himself in his pocket.

*“This is a commoun practice,” said

the speaker, “‘as I have learned in the
ordinary course of the business with
whieh I am connected. 1t is a species
of fraud and dishonesty which is being
generally winked at by the people. The
rate of taxation is naturally increased
by this practice. The tendency of the
law is to force our home capitalists to
send investments of this kind outside
of the state, or if they lend at home
the amount of tax by the state must be
added to the interest, thus increasing
the rate to the borr)wer and imposing
npon him the burden of double taxa-
tion,”

After prayer was read discussion fol-
lowed, and Maj. Buell, an old soldier,
mounted his warhorse and waded into
the ranks of capital for a quarter of an
hour, in which he handled the supposed
menster rather roughly, and succeeded
in eliciting the wild applause of the
league. Chairman C. J. Buell had just
begun to faney that he had let loose a
hornets’ nest into the meeting by ask-
ing the fluent gentleman to speak,
when le finally wound up his remarks
by a parting thrust which made
the representatives of capital who were
present wince, and took hiz seat.

The
room was open to visitors, and many
wandered in from the hotel lobby out of
curiosity, until all the space was filled.
The board of trade had been invited to
attend, and a few of its members
availed themselves of tlie invitation, but
the poard as a body was conspicuous by
its absence,

TRADING IN FUTURES.

Chicago Is Jealous of the Outlook
for Minneapoils.

The American Elevator and Grain
Trade, of Chicago, has tried hard to dis-
courage trading in futures'in Minneaps
olis. In a recent issue it says:

“To have a good market for active
future trading does not necessairly re-
quire immense quantities of wheat, bug
it does require moneyed men who
have diverse views as to what wheat
will be worth in the future, and who
will back up their opinions by buying
and selling for future delivery.

*For a number of years Chicago has
been the chief market for the future
trading. and it will retain its pre-emi-
ence in spite of the efforts of Minuneap-
olis.

“*Grain dealers and millers at Minne-
apolis have enough to do, as a rule, to
look after the grain in hand; then. too,
if thu{ do find time and have the desire
to trade in futures, they are invariably
all on the same side of the market,
which, of course, makes future trading
among themselves impossible. Minne-
apolis corisumes most all of the wheat
she receives, so outside buyers would
not naturally trade there,”

T'he Market Record, however, takes
exception to the statements made by its
Chicago contemporary and, after quot-
ing the receipts of grain in Minneapolis
for the past three years, says that the
day is not far distant when the bulk of
future trading in grain will be done in
Minneapolis.
