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THE AMERICAN HOG.
Alter a trial of about a decade in ex-

cluding the American ho? from Ger-
many, the embargo is likely to be
raised. The results anticipated liave
not worked out, and a strong sentiment
has developed in favor of restoring the
alien swine to the privileges of the
domestic article. The original ground
of exclusion was that the American hog
was disposed to disease. Itis admitted
now by the papers of that country that
there was small basis for this imputa-
tion. The native pork is peculiarly lia-
ble to infection and disease, vastly more
so than that from America. The sani-
tary excuse was not the true reason, lt
was simply one of the natural exhibi-
tions of the protective policy. Itwas
thought that by shutting out the Ameri-
can hog abetter market could be had
for the inferior native article. The
German hog grower could make the
consumers pay higher prices for
their pork, Itwas one of the few cases
where the protective policy seemed
adapted to the interests of the farmer,
lie was to have possession of the home
market free from the competition of the
hog growers 3,000 or 4.000 miles away.
Of course this would develop the indus-
try, and the German swine producers
would greatly profit by it. The system
lias had a fair trial in the tenyears, and,
as a result, the consumption has grown
less each year. The decrease from 1883
to1887 was from twenty-eight to twenty-
four pounds per head, and itis estimated
that the present average of the country
districts is only twelve pounds per cap-
ita, as against 160 pounds in this coun-
try. Instead of building up a great in-
dustry.the monopoly given the hog grow-

ers has only tended to destroy the home
market and drive pork out ofuse. Either
the higher prices or the dislike to the
native article, perhaps, both have oper-
ated to prevent the consumption of hog
meat. Possibly a small favored class
have been benefited, else there would
be no demand for the protection, but it
has been at the expense of the many
who were ill able tobear the increased
burden, consequently they have been
compelled to eat cheaper food. There
is urgent and growing demand that the
prohibition shall be removed and Ameri-
can pork allowed to come in and supply
the tables with better and cheaper

meat. Whether the government willbo
influenced to grant this, is by no means
certain, but quite probable.

COURAGEOUS PREACHERS.
In lowa the political prohibitionists

have been more successful than in this
state inutilizing the pulpit. There has
been a demand made upon the sacred
desk that itshall rise up andinsist upon
the retention of the precarious statuto
now on the books. There are, however,
a number of individual instances of in-
dependence and assertion of convictions.
Rev. Dr. Johnson, who publishes a re-
ligious paper called Church Bells,
has the courage to print andindorse the
call for a business men's anti-prohibi-
tion convention, and insist that prohi-
bition is not the most practical temper-
ance measure. All the clergy were
called upon to preach a sermon in
favor ot "the law, and insist upon
ts penalties and provisions be-
ng made more stringent. Rector
-Mackay, of Council Bluffs, was
one of those who dissented from this as-
signment, lie submitted a number of
reasons for his declination. Prohibi-
tion had been tried in his city tor years,
and proved an expensive and irritating
farce. The saloon had gone on de-
fiantly, while the people had the ex-
pense of futile law suits. Bis most
forcible reason was that in a city the
open saloon involved far less injury to
the young men than the ''club rooms
and private drinking habits that pro-
hibition always creates." These clubs,
boot-leg saloons, holes-in-the-wall, and
the back door he regarded as "the legiti-
mate results of prohibition.*' The gen-
tleman will most surely not be the Re-
publican candidate tor chaplain of the
legislature. St. John- would not even
admit him to his church.

tinuous trip around the world involved.
No good can come of it, and possibly
two young lives may be sacrificed."

NOT PRACTICABLE.
There arc alluring pictures hungup

bysome of the wordpainters and states-
men, of the possibilities of the vast con-
tinent of Africa in thedeveloping hands
of the enlightened, trained and saga-
cious transported natives of America of
African complexion— that expatriated
Afro-Americans. They are to carry
the torch of civilization all through the
dark regions that wait for them tocome
and gather the boundless riches of the
land. Aprophet who can peer far down
the vistas of the coming ages may sec a •

grand nation there, ono of the
richest and mightiest of the time,
covering all Africa and looking back
to forefathers who emigrated from
the United States. It may be
easily held that in the dispersion
of the races Africa was set apart spe-
cially tor the people who eaunot be
tanned by its sun and have adaptations
toinfluences that make reminiscences of
wliite people. Congo is made to do
duty inglowing periods. Itoffers high
opportunities tocolored statesmen and
capitalists, ifthey could be made to see
them and go, but they will have their
own way. The outlook is not inspiring
tor those who look to Africa as the ;
theater for the development ot the
negro race, For a generation or more
Liberia has held out inducements to
colored colonists from this country, and
special facilities have been furnished
them to reach there. Some 20,000
have gone at various times and
have become the ruling class in
a republic of three-quarters of a
million people. They havo.the form
of a republic at least, with presi-
dent, senate, and an apparent
chance for most everybody to hold of-
fice. Ifthey were capable of operating
a government and developing a country
that affords easy sustenance and has
untold richness, that has been their op-
portunity. One day the past week a
ship arrived at New York, thirty-five
days from Liberia. Its passengers were
American colonists who were glad to
get back to this country. The officers
of the ship reported that there was
hardly au American negro inLiberia
that was not longing to return to tho
United States; mostof them, however,
being destitute of the means, and al-
ways willbe. They were all right for
tho six mouths that the emigration
society that sent them there fed them,
but when the rations ceased they were
more helpless than the average Indian
when the government stops supporting
him as a pauper. The chief trouble
was that tne imported people would not
work. They could pick up potato peels,
banana skins and other odds and ends
tosupport life, and the climate helped
them out in the clothing department.
The original natives do all the work
that is done. The country has no cur-
rency, and probably no watermelons or
high-roosting poultry. In fact, the Li-
beria experiment toestablish a colony
of American negroes is a flat, unquali-
fied failure. Inthe face of that experi-
ence it would be an unprofitable task to
try to persuade several millions of the
negroes in the South to migrate to
Africa,even ifitwere possible to trans-
port them, Itis best to confine the ex-
penditures in that direction to wind.

A LARGE BUSINESS.
Those whohave compiled the records

of embezzlements the past year foot up
the large amount of $8,562,753. The
larger part of this has come from indi-
viduals, banks and private corporations.
They have been distributed pretty im-
partially over the country, and several
state treasuries have been sufferers. As
reformers have been at the head of the
general government most of the time,
itis evident that high examples and en-
nobling precepts are Insufficient todeter
these wrong-doers. The convenient
and secure resort afforded over the Can-
ada line has encouraged this industry.
Anextradition treaty may have some
restraining effects, but willnot add to
the honesty of the fiduciary agents. It
is a matter worthy of serious considera- ;
tion. Itis impossible to provide checks
and safeguards that will make itim-
possible for this vocation to be contin-
ued. Public sentiment should be more
rigorous in its view of this class of
criminals. The genteel, well-dressed
embezzler should be put lower in the
moral scale than the coarse, ill-trained
burglar or common thief. \ 'i*-

PLUCKY PORTUGUESE.
The war speck on the European hori-

zon is larger now than ithas been fora
long time. The demonstration at Lisbon
yesterday, when 4,000leading merchants
of that city paraded the streets clamor-
ing tor war with England, signifies that
the war feeling in Portugal is at fever
heat; and it is possible that the Portu-
guese government may not be able to
longer withstand the local pressure, lf
left to themselves to fightitout England
would make short work of demolishing
Portugal,and the Portuguese authorities
understand this well enough. . Itis not
probable, however, that England willbe
allowed to fight Portugal single-handed.
There are too many complications in
Enropean affairs to make such a
thing possible. The -moment that
war is declared Portugal will find
backers enough, and the chances
are that when the struggle would be
ended the map of Europe would have
undergone a good many changes. The
outbreak of a war between any two
European countries would result in the
explosion ofa mine under the entire
continent. Still, on this side of the
water, we can afford tolook on the situ-
ation witha degree of complacency: for
when Europe becomes involved in war
the products of American soil and
American factories willhave a boom in
prices.

without an expressed preference. There
is a rivalry between Boston aud New
York, but it does not go to the extreme
of the rivalry between St. Louis and
Chicago. Boston might*prefer Phiia-
delphia or Washington toNew York as**
the site of the world's fair, but. Boston
willnever prefer Chicago toNew York.
On the other hand.St. Louis, as a choice
between .Chicago and the "deep sea for
anything, would vote for the deep sea

onevery ballot. Chicago's only chance j
to winstrength on that committee is to
capture the two Washington delegates,
and even they would not bo enough to
assure victory, while the probability is
that one or both of them would vote for
New York as second choice. Chicago's
main chance for victory is to get the
business out of the hands of the com-
mittee and put itback into the house.
There is Chicago's stronghold. Give
her the whole field for operations, Chi-
cago willdistance JSew York in every
round, but when itcomes to making the
fight ina littleBxlopen, then Chicago
is out of the scuffle. There is no pent-
upUtica in the Chicago method of op-
erations.

THE DEPORTATION SCHEME.
Senator Morgan's speech insupport

of Mr.Butler's billto provide for the
emigration ot persons of color to Africa
has attracted more attention and pro-
voked more criticism than any speech
delivered incongress within the last ten
years. We regret to see, however, the
flippant manner in-whlch some of the
great newspapers on both sides are dis-
posed totreat the race question. There
isno probability, or even a possibility,
that Mr.Butler's bill will pass con-
gress, or that Mr. Morgan's deporta-
tion scheme willreceive the approval of
this generation of Americans. Ifcon-
gress manifested a disposition toadopt
Senator Morgan's views, the section
from which the senator comes would be
the first to antagonize. Whatever they
may think down South of the negro as
a citizen, there is no difference of opin-
ion in that section of his value as a
laborer. His continued residence in
the South is essential to the prosperity
of that section.

Still the question which Senator
Morgan discusses is a grave one and
merits the most serious considera-
tion. Itis a big question now to fore-
cast the futureof the negro race in this
country, but it willbe a bigger ques-
tion twenty-five or thirty years from
now, wheu the race problem will no
longer be a theory, but an actual condi-
tion, and one that will have to be dis-
posed of. And when the time comes
for solving the problem, our prediction
is that the Nortii will take a more ad-
vanced stand in favor of the Morgan
scheme, or some similar one, than the
South will. The colored race is on the
increase in this country, and what is
more, itis increasing more rapidly in
proportion to numbers than the whites.
Further, the race is distributing itself
throughout the country, and a quarter
of a century hence the probabilities are
that there willbe more negroes living
north of Mason and Dixon's line
than south of it. The race trouble is
mainly confined to the Southern states
to-day, but itwillnot always be so. And
wherever the negroes gather together
in bodies, whether in the North 01 in
the South, there will be race conflicts.
This fact cannot be obviated except by
repealing human nature.

S uppose the negro is educated, as he
ought tobe, and endowed with all the
qualifications for citizenship. What
then? He willhem better position to
assert his manhood. What does that
involve? The demand for social recog-
nition as well as the enjoyment ofpo-
litical rights. Are the white people of
this country prepared to grant it.or will
they ever be? We spend immense sums
annually in the education of the colored
people, but what effort has been made
to educate the white people of the
United States up to the belief that a
negro is as good as a white man, and is
entitled, on an equality with him, toa
full enjoyment of social privileges?
This is a question worth considering,
because upon its answer depends the
full solution of the race problem.
Itmakes no difference how high the

negro may be elevated in the moral, po-
litical and educational scale, as long as
the bond of social ostracism encircles
him be willbe dissatisfied with his lot.
And the better educated and more in-
telligent he becomes, the more aggres-
sive willhe be to gain the social status
that ought legitimately to belong to the
American citizen. Are the white peo-
ple of this country prepared to admit
that the time willever come that they

'willreceive a negro into tlieir parlors
with the same cordiality as they would
receive a white visitor, or that they will
give their daughters in marriage to a
colored man as freely as they would to
a white man? Ifso. the race problem
can be solved by education. Otherwise
there willbe a race conflict in this
country as long as the two races inhabit
ittogether, or until human nature has
been repealed.

The long and the short of the whole
matter is that there are but two altar-
natives tor a settlement of this race
question

—
one is amalgamation, the

other a separation of the races. Which
shall itbe? Itis not much use for us to
bother our heads about it,for itwillnot
be a question to be determined by this
generation. But it is a growing issue,
and one that willmost likely confront
the next generation as a grim reality.

A bill has been introduced in the
Virginia legislature reviving tho whip-
ping post for petty larceny. The old
law, in force before the war, limited
the stripes to twenty-nine, only twenty
to be dispensed inone day. This prac-
tice had been in vogue, in that state
siuce the Revolutionary war, and the
records show that most of the offenders
were negroes. They didn't care for
short confinement in jails or other
penal institutions. The Mahone ad-
ministration repealed it to favor
with the negroes. The bill intro-
duced restores the old system, with
some modifications. Its adoption is
hardly probable, as the sentimental
spirit of the age is against any applica-
tions to induce physical discomfort
after the mission of the maternal slip-
per is completed.

There is not altogether a dearth of
poetry in this country, but there is no
bounty, and uot verygenerous encour-
agement in any quifi^ier.

AT REST INST. PAUL'S.

Fuueral of Field Marshal Lord
Napier ofMagdala.

London, Jan. 21.— funeral of
Field Marshal LordNapier ofMagdala
took place to-day. The body was buried
in St. Paul's cathedral. There was a
military procession from the tower of
London, of which Lord Napier was con-
stable, to the cathedral. The queen and
other members of the royal family sent
wreaths. The Prince of Wales, the
Duke of Cambridge and other high offi-
cers of the British army and members
of the diplomatic corps received the
coffin at the grand portico of the cathe-
dral. The funeral of Lord Napier was
marked by a military pageant which, iv
respect of extent and splendor, has
been equaled but once in very mauy
years, and this on the occasion of the
queen's jubilee. From an early hour in
the morning every available part of .St.
Paul's cathedral was crowded withper-
sons eager to secure a place from where
they could witness the ceremonies
within. The famous "whispering gal-lery"of the edifice was crammed al-
most to suffocation, and all attempts to
eject persons whose right to be therewas questionable, in order to admitthose better entitled to the privilege,
were abandoned as hopeless, because of-
the manifest impossibility of either be-
ing able to pass through the compact
throng. The number of exalted per-
sonages was remarkably large and at-
tested the eminence of esteem in which
the dead held marshal was held.
