NOT IN 1HA I BUSINESS,
The Toronto Mail Has Not Fur-
nished Secret Information,

ToroxTo. Ont., Jan. 23.—The Mail
to-day refers editorially to the eharge
that Mr. Farrer, a member of its staff,
visited Washineton and zave informa-
tion before the senate committee
on Canadian relations. intended to turn
the committee against the project of
unresiricted reciprocity. The  Mail
says: ““The main allegation, whieh, it
may be well to say here, is absolutely
false, is that the person in question has
supplied *secret information’ or some
sort to the Canada committee, or some
of its members. Aside from our em-
phatie denial of it, just look at the mat-
ter for a moment. If the Mail was
guardian or possessor of national or
state secrets, or if its stafil were in a po-
sition to obtain such seerets, the story
might be eredible. But what posstbie
information ecan any one connected
with the Mail furnish to anybody,
whether at Washington or elsewhere,
beyond  that  which is supplied by
the public newspapers  of the
country, or by ihe publie documents
of parliament to which mewmbers of con-
gress and the rest of maakind have just
as ready aceess as the Mail has.” The
Euwpire’s commissioner who went to
Washington to investigate the matter
gave Senator Dolph as authority for the

statement that Mr. Farver had appeared
before the senate commitiee and ad-
vised the committee to witnhold reci-
roeity  from  Canada, and stated that
efore long she would knoek for admnis-
sion to the Union. Senator Dolph was

All Minnesota cries out in one ac-
cord against the lawless and unsports-
manlike manner in which the state is
being bereft of its game. Especially is
this consternation manifest in the De-
troit lake district, and it is there that
the people are rising up in rebellion
against the defiant slaughter of deer
and other game, which the presumed
game laws of this state are supposed to
proteet.  The direet information of
these depredations came yesterday to
ex-Game Warden Warner, from P. O.
Stephens, a prominent werchant of De-
troit. Fully fifty eitizens of Detroit and
farmers of that vicinity join Mr.
Stepiiens in declaring azainst the prae-
tice of hunters wio are stripping the
and explosions,

eIk and deer. The letter states that the
people suffer a thousand and one dupes

daily at the hands of the marauding
band. Deer aie shot, and packed in
boxes, marked fishy, or old wash, and

shipped to ali parts of the neignboring
states. The men who are thus unlaw-
futly kKilling zame and hauling fish in
wiolesale quantit es  are enjoying a
grand incentive from the ready sale
their cateh obrains. Great snowbanks
are the objective points 1o whiceh the
same is beaten, and then when escape
i next to mpossible itis slaughtered,
regardiess ol condition, and in open
andi notorious  defiance ot all
law. The merchants who attack the
criminal trafiic declare that if some of
their tellow werckants in Detroit and
elsewhere in the neighboring towus,
should be prosecuted for encouraging
the Indians and huntsmen in their dis-
astrous wark, the Jaws would be re-
spected  mueh wmore.  But by all sorts
of eollusion and tricks, the game is
gathered by one party, and the other,
unaer eover of ligitimate business, pro-
cures its shipment to gamingz marts
in the East. M erchants who adhere to
honorabie practices are up in aris and
appeal to the executives of the law for
riddance of the netarious trade which
ontweighs all patience. They want to
know at ouce if it is official dereliction
or the foree of the iaw which permits
of the present state of things.

Pertinent at this time is the question
of the wisdom of the last legislature in
abolishing the office of game warden of
this state, ‘The law as amenaed last
year vestsin every police official of
city, county or state, the rigzht and duty
to prosecuie an infringement of the
gamwe luws, The same amendatory aet,
removed the game warden then in of-
fice, and left the enforcementot the law
to the general police, and with what re-
sult? Complaint bas been directed
from all parts of the state upon the un-
lawful kKillimg of zame. In the north-
ern part of the state, along Kettle river,
professional game butehers are Killing
everything, and in  Manitoba mosqui-
toes are not even safe.

THE SCHOOIL, BGOK SYSTEM.

State Sapt. Kiehle Counds Up a
¢« hicazo hditorial,

Supt. Kiehle. of the state puvlic in-
struction department, yesterday issued
he following letter, which explains it-
self:

My attention has been ecalled to an
editorial of a Chicago paper edited by
E. O. Vaile, in which he more than in-
sinuates that 1 am pecuniarily interested
in the state text-book contraet in this
state. This paper has been industriously
circulated in this state by parties finan-
cially interested in embarrassing and
defeating the exccution of the law, and
for this reason it seems as if 1 ought to
notice it, and say that the law specifie-
ally prohibits any such interest on the
part of school officers. That I have not
been a violator of the law, I do not feel
called upon to affirm. 1 have assumed,
however, that it is my duty to execute
the law in the interests of the schools
of the state, and of no one else,

I have obeyed the universal demand
of the schools and have done my besi to
replace objectionable books with good
ones, [ have given superintendants all
necessary instructions. and have con-
sidered every suzgestion made by them
in the interests of their schools.

The time is coming when it will be
proper for officers 1o discuss the merits
of the present system  of text-book
sugply. At that time, those who have
have honestly executed the law will be
 ntitled 1o 2 hearing. In the mean-

ime we will endeavor to get outot it
the best possible service for the schools
of our state.
