FLOODS FOLLOWSNOW

tains of White Flakes in
California.

Rivers Overflow and Wash
Heavy Bridges From Their
Supports.

Cne-Half of the Fertile Sacra-
mento Valley Is Under
Water.

Relief Parties Out in Boats
Rescuiny People From
Their Homes.

Sax Fraxcisco, Jan. 25.—The warm
rains that have fallen in Northern Cali-
fornia for the past two days have
melted a large amount of snow in the
Sierra Nevada and Siskivou mountains
and caused the streams and rivers to
overflow their banks. The rain on the
mountains has now ceased. The dam-
age will not be as great as feared
last night. The quick rise in the waters
has “vashed out many of the rail-
road bridges, filled the cuts and caused
land slides, and traffic on all the lines
in the northern portion of the state will

be impeded for several days. A num-
ber of flooded points report that
while the ‘individual loss will be

great, the overflowing of the
lands by which several inches of rich
sediment is left on the farms will add
greatly to its valuation. At the city of
San Jose the water is higher than ever

before known. At Santa Clara the
principal  thoroughfares are covered
with water for half a mile. The dis-
trict north and south of San Jose is
flooded. Although three lines of rail-
road operate between San Franciseo
aud San Jose, no trains were able to
move to-dav, owing to the washouts
at Santa Cruz. This morning twenty

feet of the approach to the upper bridge
across the San Lorenzo river gave way,
rendering

I'{E BRIDGE IMPASS ABLE.

At the same hour 100 feet of the ap-
proach to the railroad bridge on the
Southern Pacifie, at the mouth of the
river, which is supported by pil-
iug, fell in. The water reached the
highest point ever known and over-
flowed that portion of the ecity below
Eim street. At Emigrant Gap, in the
Sierra Nevada mountains,where the two

ch trains are imprisoned, the
u falling yvesterday afternoon,
iged & snow  again during

ight. The Western Union linemen
report that the deepest snow is in the
vicinity of Tamarack. For more than a
mile not a telegraph pole is in view,and
it was necessary to dig a trench
] the snow more than twenty-
feet ep in order to free the wires.
Provisions are very scarce at Emigrant
Gap, and if the road is not open by to-
morrow it will be necessary to bring up
supplies on snowshoes. At Chico, in
the Sacramento valley, the Sae-
ramento river is over its
banks and is flooding the entire coun-
try lIving nearit. It is estimated that
it is fifteen feet higher than 1t was dur-
ing the las. flood. At Redding and
Red Blufl, near the headwaters of the
Sacramento river, the water began to
subside this afternoon. All day and
last night the water stood from five to
six feet deep on over 20,000 acres of
land 10 the Russian river valley. From
Geyserville to Healdsburg, a distance
of ecight miles, it was a vast sea
of water. Several sections of Alsxan-
der valley bridge, the largest bridge in
the county, has been swept away. The
river spreads over an area of five miles

in width. Ata point on Dry creek it
joins the Russian river. Three
miles south of Healdsburg it be-

came a torrent, Hooding the Dry Creek
valley for many miles. Relief parties
were out in boats all day yesterday
rescuing  people from their homes.
The houses of Joe FitehandJ.C.Ke
near the nverbank were swept away,
the former breaking to pieces as it
struck the railroad bridge, while the

latter, a two-story building, is lodged
acainst the bridge. This morning near
the cen. r of the river a family was

rescued trom a building. At Knight’s
Ferry, on Stanislaus river, forty miles
south of Stockton, the people began
moving out of their houses in the lower
portion of the town this afternoon ow-
ing to the flood.

ONLY THE WALLS BREMAIN,

Fire Cleans Out a Seven-Story
Building in Cincinnati.

CINCINNATI, Jan. 22.—The Nevada
building on the southeast corner of
Fiftieth and Sycamore streets, a magni-
ficent new seven-story structure was
completed gutted by fire-to-night. The
two upper floors were occupied by the
Henderson-Achert Lithographing com-
pany. Among the other oecupants
of the Dbuilding were George P. Lap-
thorn & Co.; manufacturing jewelers,
Fabre & Duncan, manufacturers of pa-
er boxes:; Hicks & Farley, hardware;
1. B. Eckelman, shoe manufacturers;
Ebersole & Co., real estate agents;
Houston printing office; the Frauklin
laundry, and Hotfman’s barber shop.
The loss on building, which is owned by
the Glenu estate, is about $§75,000. The
Henderson-Achert company loses £60.-
000, The total lossis estimated at $200,-
000; msurance at about §75,000. The
fire started on the third tloor, butits
origin is unknown.

GARDNER, Mass., Jan. 25.—The Ste-
vens block was burved to-day. Loss,
§55,000, mostly falling on numerous
small tenants.

SHERBROOKE, Que., Jan. 25.—A large

; fire broke out here this morning. The
building occupied by S. Twose, furni-
ture manufacturer, and the National
bank building, in which were the
oftices of the Belle Telephone
company and the store of . A.
O’Dell, general dealer, have been de-
stroyed and the indications are that the
aujoining buildings, including the
Grand Central house cannot be saved.
All tbe books of the National bank
were saved as also were the switch
board and office papers and buoks of the
telephone company. The origin of the
fire isa mystery. The loss will be
heavy.

DE VERE AND HER DUPE.

The Cleveland Forgers Held to
the Grand Jury.

Torepo, Jan. 25.—The preliminary
hearing of Mme. De Vere, the clairvoy-
ant, and Joseph Lamb, charged with
uttering forged notes, occupied the po-
lice court all day. Popular interest
centered around Richard Brown, the
wealthy iron master of Youngstown,
whose name it is charged is forged to
the notes. Mr. Brown’s evidence was
sweeping and entirely convineing. He
was shown the forged notes (the bodies
of which was admitted by the de-
fense to be in Lamb’s handwriting)
and swore positively that he did
not sign them; that he never
haa any financial transactions with
either Lamb or Mme. De Vere; that he
never heard of them, to his knowledge,
till the present case came up; and that
he does not know any Florida G.Blythe.
1t will be remempoered that this is what
Mme. De Vere declared to Lamb and
the bank officers to be her true name.
The trial developed this woman’s true
name, through the testimony of a man
pamed Burt, of Woodstock, Out. He
said her family resided for years near
himself in that city, and that her
mother still lives there; that her maiden
name was Bigley, and that she married
a man named Hoover, which is her true
name, Both were bound over for the

b
grand jury’s action, Lamb’s bail being
fixed at $800 and De Vere's at $1,000.

HERR MOsST DIES HARD.
The Loud-Mouthed Anarvchist

Granted a Writ,

New York, Jan. 25.—John Most,
the anarchist, whose conviction and
sentence to one year in the penitentiary
was aftirmed yesterday by the general
term of the supreme court, was arrested
to-day by detectives from the central
office. He was captured as he was leav-
ing the house of Mrs. 1da Hoffinan, who
was on his bond pending the decision
of the general term. He expects his
counsel to obtain a further stay of pro-
ceedings and another release on bail
while his ecase is ecarried to the
court of appeals. Mosy was convicted
of using languace tending to incite a-
riot while making a speech at a meeting
of anarchists held in !\{owmbcr. 1887, to
denounce the hanging of the Chicago
anarchists. Judge O’Brien, of the su-
preme court, granted a writ of habeas
corpus requiring John Most's produe-
tion in chambers on Monday. The
petition sets forth that there are grave
constitutional questions involved in
Most’s sentence and he is desirous of
having his case passed upon by the
court of appeals. Iis counsel will ask
on Monday that he be admitted to bail,
pending the appeal.

PENALTIES FIT THE CRIME.

Pittsburg Burglars Sentenced to
Long Terms in Prison.

Prrrssunrc, Jan. 25.—The heaviest
sentences passed in the courts in this
city in many years were given William
Smith, alias *“Baltimore Harry,” and
James Burns, alias “Baltimore Jim,”
who pleaded guilty to seven charges of
burglary. The first named received
twenty-one years and six months and
the iatter seventeen years and six
months to the penitentiary. These two
men are well-known characters all over
the courtry. Their principal crime was
the robbery of the store of L. K. St.
Clair, in Wilkinsburg, a suburb of this
city. St. Clair was shot by them and
almost died from the effects of his in-
juries. The extreme penalty on all the
charges was seven years each.

WARNING TOHARD DRINKERS

A South Carolina Sot Murdered
by His Wife.

ABBEVILLE, 8. C.,, Jan. 25.—A, N.
Nelson was to-day shot and Killed by
his wife, who then attempted suicide by
shooting herself in the head. She is
alive, but is in a critical condi-
tion. Their five-year-old boy saw
the tragedy, which resulted from
a trivial cause. Nelson had
bought his wife a pair of shoes and lost
them while on his way home, while
under the influence of liquor. His wire
sent him back to hunt for them, and,
upon his return unsuccessful, she
killed bim. A coroner’s jury, rendered
a verdict of death at the hands of un-
known parties, the evidence being
meager, but the woman admits the kill-
ing. The weapon used was a shot gun.

" BLOWN FROM THE TRACK.

A Rio Grande Passenger Train
Derailed by the Wind.

MoxumENT, Col,, Jan., 25.—The Rio
Grande express was blown from the
track this afternoon and several passen-
gers were injured. The wind was
blowing a hurricane, Several houses
were unroofed. The two coaches
and sleepers which were blown
from the track took fire, but by
great efiorts the trainmen succeeded
n extinguishing the fire before any one
was burned. Among the injured pas-
sengers is Assistant General Freight
Agent Zimmerman, of the Rio Grande.
No one is fatally hurt. The wind was
general throughout the state, and in
many towns damage was done to build-
ings, telephone and telegraph wires.
It is reported that a railway grading
camp half way up Pike’s Peak was
struck by the hurricane and that several
men were Killed by beinz blown over
the precipice, but the report is not con-
firmed.

THE DRAFT CAME BACK.

An Ex-Confederate Agent for En-
glish Capirtalists in Hoc.

Pavis, Ky., Jan. 26.—Commodore
Brain, formeriy of the ecanfederate
navy, who was arrested here last week
by Mr. Shelby, of Lexington,
Ky., to secure €200 obtained
by Brain on a draft, was again
arrested on a warrant by the sheriff of
Henderson, Ky., to-day charging Brain
with felony, The ehargze at Henderson
is that he fraudulently presented him-
selt as an agent for Bodish & Co., of
London, England, for whom he was
aking options on distilleries. Brain
says that he has been i the employ of
the English syndieate for the past twen-
ty-two months, and that his drafts on
them at various times have been hon-
ored. He cannot understand why the
one made at Lexington was not.

¥IVE MEN KILLED OUTRIGHT.

The Twenty-Third Wreck on a
Southern Railroad in Three
Weeks,

OPELIEA, Ala., Jan. 25.—A terrible
railroad collision is reported to ha e oc-
curred at Camp Hill on the Savannah,
Florida & Western railway this after-
noon. Five men in all are said to have
been iilled. two engineers, one fireman

and two train hands. Others were
wounded. A wrecking train was just
on the point of leaving Opelika. This

is the twenty-third wreck on that road
in three weeks.

Showed Symptoms of Rabies,

SABATHA, Kan., Jan. 25.—In a street
fight which occurred here Thursday
night, Wesley MeNamara, a prominent
citizen, was bitten on the finger by a
stranger, whose supposed name is Gil-
pvert Jones. To-day McNamara died in
terrible agony, exhibiting all the symp-
toms of hydrophobia. Jones, who fled
the town, will be severely dealt with if
he can be found.

Seismic Shocks in the South.

CArro, 111, Jan. 25.—The officers of
the steamer Baton Rouge, passing up
last evening, report a heavy shock of
earthquage at Bellfoot lake, Tenn., at
3 o'clock vesterday wmorning. A veri-
table panic resulted among the inhab-
i*ants of the locality, who have not for-
gotten the resuits of the great earth-
quake of many years ago, when New
Madrid and mueh of the adjacent terri-
tory sank beneath the Mississippi.

AUGUSTA, Ga., Jan. 25.—A young
man named Worrell, telegraph oper-
ator at Midville, on the Georgia Central
railroad, shot Jesse Thompson three
timues, at Midville to-day.

EMIN IS ACTING QUEERLY,

Belief That the Explorer Will Re-
turn to Africa,

Loxpox, Jan. 26.—The prolonged stay
of Emin Pasha in Zanzibar, together
with his manitest unwillingness to re-
turn to Europe has led to the general
beliet that he is seeking a favorable op-
portunity to return to the interior of
Africa. He still retains all of his fol-
lowers who journeyed to Baramoyo with
him, and they have givenevery evidence
of their determination not to forsake
him. In addition to these indications of
his desire to go back to his province he
has preserved a reticence with regard
to his experiences in the equatorial
regions of Africa inexplicable to his
friends in the eircumstance of Stanley’s
unrestrained reflections upon his stead-
fastness of purpose and qualities of
leadership, assertions which he would
naturally hasten to disprove it he were
contemplating residence in Europe for
the future.

SUSPENDED 1TS SITTINGS,

The Anti-Slavery Congress Shuts
Up Shop.

BRUSSELS, Jan. 25.—The British dele-
gates to the anti-slavery congress held
at Brussels have forwarded a memorial
to Lord Salisbury intimating their dis-
inchination to raise In the conference a
discussion of the question of traffic in
liquor in Africa for the obvious reason
that the matter could not properly be
brought up in a debate on the gquestion
of traffic in slaves without inducing
well founded suspicions that the main
question was merely an incidental one
so far as the Euglish were concerned.
The eongress has decided to suspend its
sittings for the present, owing to the
dispute between England and Portugal,
which has strained the cordial relations
hitherto existing between the delegates
representing the two countries. The
decision was reached after much delib-
eration as the only effectual means cof
avoiding reference to the affair,

BISMARCK’S SaTBACK.

The Defeat of the Socialist Bill
Hits the Chancellor.

LoNDON, Jan. 25.—The defeat of the
socialist bill in the German reichstag to-
day will probably be explained by the
advancement of many theories by the
adherents of the measure, excluding or
touching lightly., of course, upon the
real reason—that the government could
not bulldoze a sufficient number of dep-
uties into voting for it. That the result
is a serious setback to the government,
even the staunchest supporters of and
apologists for Prince Bismarck do not
attempt to deny. The fact that the
chaneellor, although journeying to Ber-
lin for that express purpose, failed not
only to make his much-heralded speech
or to honor the reichstag by his appear-
ance is generally accepted as evidence
that he scented defeat in the air which
he was unwilling toemphasize by either
speech or presence in the chamber, It
is almost positively known now that
very soon after his arrival in Berlin the
chancellor deputized Prince Carolath to
speak in his stead, and it is admitted
that to his Dbitterness of speech is due
the overwhelming vote which was east
against the measure. That there was
any chance of passing the bill nobody
now believes, but it is conceded that
without Carolath’s speech its defeat
would have been less severe. Emperor
William, when apprised of its fate,
deciined to express any opinion and, in
fact. avoided reference to the subject,
which is construed as showing = the
keenness with which he feitthe govern-
ment’s defeat. The result has set the
socialists wild with rejoicing, which is
not to be wondered at, in view of the
very many harsh acts of the legislative
branch of the government from which
they have suffered. Scarcely had the
fate of the legislative bill been an-
nounced to the public than a socialist
funeral passed through the streets,
beaded by a band of music and display-
ing red flags in great profusion along
the line of the procession. The police
charged upon the parade and dispersed
it, capturing neariy allof the socialists’
emblems and arresting many of those
who carried them.

Portugal’s King Has Fever.

LisBox, Jan. 25.—The king of Portu-
gal has the dengue, an inflammatory
fever, which so nearly resembles the in-
fluenza that the diagnosis is difficult,
The Dia states that the government has
ordered Serpa Pinto upon a mission to
Western Arrica, and will not permit his
return to Lisbon lest the jingo spirit
may be revived.

Talmage Sails for Home.
Loxpon, Jan. 25.—Rev. T. De Witt
Talinage and his wife are passengers
on the Cunard line steamer Aurania,

which sailed from Liverpool for New
York to-day.

Close of the Bohemian Diet.
PraGuE, Jan. 85.—The session of the
Bohemian diet was closed to-day by the
speech of the governor, which expressed

a hopeful of the agreement between the
Germans and the Czechs. .

Fatal Storms in Hungary.
VIENNA, Jan. 25. —There was a pro-
longed snow storm in Hungary and
Styria. Houses are demolishea and
many lives have been lost. St. Mar-
tin’s cathedral at Pressburg was dam-
aged by the storm.

IT PAID THEM 10 FIGHT.

Hawkeye Shippers Recover Nearly
$50,000 in Rebates.
Drs Moixes, o, Jan.
An important ease was
in the supreme court
that of a  number of  Jasper
county shippers via Chicago, Rock
Island & Paciflc to recover rebates
allowed other shippers during years
from 1580 to 1884. The shippers won the
case in the district court, and the rail-
road appealed to the supreme court,
but here the decision of the lower court
was sustained. The several counts in
each case, aggregating 2,826, and the
amount of the repate claimed in each
case is 17, amounting to $48,722. The
decision is very important in its bearing
upon the other suits that may be com-
menced. These suits were brought un-
der the common law, on the theory that
the rate which favored p 1id, wasa reason-
able rate, and therefore the differ-
ence between it and the money paid
was an unreasonable charge. As this
was only a testcase, there will be
seores of cases like it, making it a very
serious matter for the raflroad company.
The opinion is written by Judge
Given. It holds that when these causes
of action are alleged to have occurred
there was no statute or national insti-
stute fixing the rates, and the right to
maintain such actions must be de-
termined by the common law. it
is not questioned, but that under
such common law the carrier was not
allowed to charge more than a reason-
able rate on shipments. The main
question discussed by the court is its ap-
plication of
the statute of limitation in the present
case and whether or not such statutes
defeat the present action. The court
holds that the statutes do not prevent
the actions being brought now.

Responsibility for a Quadruple
Killing Fixed by a Jury.

CricAco, Jan. 25.—A verdict was
rendered to-night by the coroner’s jury
as to the responsibility for the quadru-
ple killing at the entrance of Rosehill
cemetery. Two of the people who lost
their lives were a husband and wife
attending the funeral of their little
son. The railway train which ran
down their carriage Kkilled also
the driver of the vehicle and a lady
friend of the unfortunate parents. The
blame was three fold. Aceording to the
verdict, the accident was due equally
tothe carelessness of the carriage driver,
Simon Anderson; the negleet of the
Rosehill Cemetery company in not tak-
ing proper precaution to guard the
crossing, and the violation of the city
ordinance regulating the speed of trains
by the Chicago & Northwestern railroad
company. Engineer E. J. Mahoney was
exhonorated from all blane,

Fewer Deaths From Hydrophobia,
Pall Mall Gazette,

The deaths from hydrophobia were
fewer last year than in any year since
1868. As compared with sixty deaths in
1885, twenty-six were recorded in 1886,
twenty-nine in 1887, and only fourteen

in 1888, so that muzzling appears
to have had good resuits. The
registrar general brings out the

curious fact that hydrophobia appears
to have in this counfry two centers,
from which it radiates into the sur-
rounding districts. These centers are
London and Lancashire. Of the 14
deaths last year 6 occurred in the
metropolis or the immediately ad-
joining counties, and 5 in Lan-

cashire, while there was 1 apiece
in  Wiltshire, Cumberland — and
Ylamorgzanshire. Taking a twenty-

years period, 1869-1888, there were 121
deaths in London and 45 in the home
counties, the annual deaths per million
living being 1.59 and 1.45, respectively.
In Lancashire the deaths numbered 236,
or an anuual rate of 3.39 per million,the
West Riding coming next, with 107
deaths, or 2,43, and Cheshire with 30, or
2.41. This geographical distribution of
hydrophobia in a man tallies very
closely with the distribution of rabies
in animals, and it would be of much in-
terest,as the registrar general suggests,
to know whether these two centers are
distinguished from the rest of the coun-
try in the number or the character of
the dogs that inhabit them.

A Heartfelt Tribute From One
Who Knows Him Well.

Combining the proverbial audacity and
well-known imperturbability of the
drummer with the artistic lying ability
of the affidavit editor of a daily news-
paper, the advance agent is a distinctive
type of American character. The local
manager knows him well. There is
something about him which to the in-
itiated bespeaks his occupation the very
moment contemporaneous with his
presence. It may be his self-satisfied
air, his perennial smile, his lordly car-
riage or.the cut of his clothes, or it may
be a combination of them all: but, be
it what it may, it is ever pres-
ent and altogether unmistakable,
The manager is sitting in his office,
vainly endeavoring to devise some
scheme whereby the whole town can be
induced to make a simultaneous rush
for tickets,when a brisk knock is heard,
and, without waiting anyinvitation, the
door is opened and instinctively the oc-
cupant knows that the advance agent is
upon him, With a breezy *“The man-
ager? How de do,” he proceeds to make
himself at home, and with feet carefully
tilted oo the edge of the‘ desk he com-
placently puffs away at his cigar, and,
altogether heedless of the signs, “Ad-
vance agents will please not spring
their salary lists on the un-
suspecting wmanager” and *‘Posi-
fively no money loaned,” he says:
“Seen our show? No? Greatest show on
earth. Turning people away every-
where. Can’t get ’em in. Standing
room at a premium. Managers crying
for it. Papers give us columns. Don’t
kunow yoar luck, my boy, getting us on
the terms you did;” and when the au-
ditor meekly inquires why, when they
are doing such an enormous business,
their printing matter is sent C. O. D.,
entirely unabashed he tells a story
about a quarrel with the lithographer,
who owes the management money, and
is afraid to send the paper any other
way for fear they would appropriate
it in payment of the debt. Then he
tells the enormous amount it takes to
run the company, the special cars they
have to hire on account of the amount of
special scenery, the wonderful salaries
drawn by the leading members of the
company, and he invariably finishes
with **As for myself, my boy, I draw
just $100 per week.

Then he gently “touches” the manager
for the loan of a few dollars until he
gets a remittance which he is expecting
that very day, but the manager quietly
points to the ominous sign vn the wall,
and gives his head that silent shake
from which the interested watcher
knows there Is no appeal.

The advance agent is often a man of
great exverience in the theatrical busi-
ness, and his knowledge of men and
places is simply wonderful. Mention
any small town thousands of miles
away, and he will, aimost without any
hesitation. tell you the various railroads
which reach it, the hotels, newspapers
and the names of their dramatic critics.
He has a remarkable fund of reminis-
cences and tells them in his own inim-
itable and racy fashion. He says: “Talk
about the theatrical business, it isn’t a
marker to the circus. There a man has
a chance to spread himself. Have I
been connected with a circus? Well, I
should smile. This s only a littie recre-
ation for me; a little preliminary train-
ing, as it were, for my summer’s work.
Ever hear how Forepaugh took the wind
out of Barnum’s sails in the ‘whbite
elephant’ business? No! Well. ’ll
tell you, and I want you to know rizht
here that the scheme from start to finish
was mine. See this zotd-headed cane?
Well, Adam Forepaugh himself gave
it to me in recognition of =y
services on that occasion. It was
this way. Barnum had one agent
abroad who was instructed to travel
anywhere and everywhere till he se-
cured some novelty, some attraction,
that could be made tne feature of the
show. Neither pains nor expense were
to be spared, and once heard of, he was
to follow the object of his search until
it was secured. Well, this foreign
agent heard that the king of Siam had
a white elephant, and he made up his
mind that that was the very thing he
was afger. He went straight to Siam,
and, after extraordinary trouble and a
wonderful outlay of money, he got his
hands on the coveted prize. Then he
had to get it out of the country. This
was much more difficult than it looks,
as white elephants are objects of great
adoration in hat country. By

having special traius and other
expensive maneuvers he got it
safely across the border. Then
