WITH SILVER SPEECH,

Dahipl Dougherty, Orator and
Lawyer, Addresses a Rep- -
resentative Audience.

His Lecture, “Orators and Or-
atory.” Received With Im-
mense Enthusiasm.

Days of Oratory Are O’er--f
Newspapers Take Place
of Orators.

Dougherty Sumptuously Ban-
queted by the Bar at the:
Minnesota Club.

“Orators and Oratory”’—what a bound-
less theme, what an interesting field,
what a storehouse of wit and humor in
this for the master of the English
tongue. If there be any to doubt this,
let them gather the sentiment of the
1,500 people who last evening assembled
within. the walls of the "People’s
church, and for nearly two:hours were
thrilled by the eloquent periods of
Daniel Dougherty in-his lecture on

netic influence
A Jof the speaker
made itself felt
SJ- upon his audit-
ors from the
very outset.

They were first
_charmed, then

delighted, and

eventually car-

ried away on a

wave of un-

bounded en-

: & thusiasm. And

how could it be otherwise with a lec-

turer of the reputation that Daniel
Dougherty has so.justly earned?

Daniel Dougherty has been a promi-
nent figure in American polities the past
thifty, years, and needs no introduction
to his fellow countrymen. Ex-Mayor
C. D. O’Briep recognized this fact last
evening, when introducing the lecturer
to the assembled ladies and gentle-
men—there - was a good sprink-
ling of ladies present. Mr.
Dougherty had been accompanied
on the I;lntform by Gov. Mermriam and
Hon. Ignatius - Donnelly. He was
greeted right heartily on rising to de-
liver his lecture, and the commandibg
presence of the oratlor was seen to great
advantage. Tall, erect, robuast-looking,
gray locks clustering round his head
thinning off to almost baldness at -the
top—Daniel Dougherty stood, the very
picture of an orator—a leader ot men.
His opening words were aedressedin a
low, sweet. rising votce. Oratory was
lightly treated, and the requirements of
an orator enjarged upon.

There were and had been féw orators
—for wh!y? Orators were born, not
made. Mr. Dougherty prettily sized up
the difference between an orator and an
ordinary, every day stump speaker, de-
bater or deelaimer. = An orator must
have a mind to conceive and, es-
pecially, a heart to fecl “and a
tongue to fire ‘an audience ‘with
his own thoughts and emotions. That
such.men were scarce was shown by
the fact that England, with all her in-
tellect, had had but four orators, and in
the United States, where good speakers
abounded, the names of their speakers
might be counted on the fingers.

Whaf'a glowing picture was that Mr.
Dougherty drew of the ancient
orators. How the present day im-
itators dwindied into nothing-
ness, as he poetically conjured
up before the minds of his hearers these
giants of the past—men of irreproach-
able eharacter and of great courage. A
true orator should never prostitute his
heaven-born gift or utter a sentiment
that eame not from the heart. He
might be wrong, but he should be sin-
cere. It was the glory of the old eoun-
tries that its most illustrious interpret-
ers had ever spoken the sentiments of
their hearts, and that they were not
feared by the wrath of kings or terri-
fied by mobs to betray their convictions,
their country or their God.

Warming as he proceeded, encour-
aged and cheered by the enthusiasm he
was arousing, Mr. Dougherty planted
his soul into his theme and ruled with
absolute sway, the monarch of the hour.

From these instructive and absorbing
remarks on what anorator should be,Mr.
Dougherty turned to the lighter side

of his lecture and gave series
of wmimic sketches on modern
orators. ‘The wide divulzence between

the orator of to-day and the orator of
the ancients was strikingly shown, and
none but a masier mind could have ae-
complished. The style of speaking
now generally foilowed in the English
house of commons—that building which
bas thrilled with the fiery eloguence of
Burke, the persyasive periods of Sheri-
dan and the charming, lofty sentences
of Chatham, Fox, Pitt, Bolingbroke—
was cleverly depicted by the lecturer.
Mr. Dongherty particularly illusirated
Lord Beaconsiield (Benjamin Disraeli),
Mr.* Gladstone, -Lord ~Cairns. The
mannerisms _he. displayed when ae-
picting "Mr. Gladstone’s oratory were
strikingly life-like; but it is fair fo take,
as sample piecesof oratory, the several
replies made by Lord Beaconsfield and
othets in thé’house of conmmnons. Wou'd
it not be bettér to illustrate the styles
of these -orators, as noted when they
were delivering speeches during any
important debate or at any big, popular
gathering? Lord Beaconsfield could not
have stirred the masses of Eng-
land. as it did, if his oratorical
efforts always came up to the calibre in-
dicated by Mr. Dougherty. 1t was par-
ticularly noticeable that none “of “the
American orators were touched in this’
connection by the lecturer. It was
while giving these personal sketches
Mr. Dougherty was presented with a
beautitul basket of flowers.

The grandest field for the orator was
the pulpit, but Mr. Dougherty almost
pitifully regretted .the few preachers
there were of- more than average ora-
torical ability. A congregation should
not be told Sunday after Sunday that
God liveth; that  virtue was
right- and- vice was wrong. Those
fundamental ~truths they were told
in ‘the Sunday school, and, perhaps,
long before at their mother’s knee.
There was a muech wider field for the
clergviman than that, as well as the
well-prepared essay, with its *‘firstly,
seventhly, lastly and in conclusion, my
brethren.” Mr. Dougherty condemned
the - sensational - preaching, which
merely pandered to morbid tastes. ‘The
preacher had the great past and the in-
finitude of the future to draw upon.

Next to the pulpit. Mr. Dougherty
placed the public-assembly as the next
best place for the oration, and followed
up with Mare Antony’s eulozy of
Casar, which was greeted with raptur-
ous applause,

The peroration was grand, high, lofty
and full of beautiful thoughts. The
lack of orators ~was traced to the
rise of the ‘prmtlng press and
growing power of the newspapers, and
the lecturer touched on the great good
which had resuited therefrom, express-
ing the hope that the high integrity ex-
hibited by the orators in the past would
be maintained by the daily papers. “If
its aim be‘the welfare of the people, the
honor of the republic and the glory of
God, then we may-be well content that
the days of oratory are over.” -

Mr. Deugherty resumed his seat amid
1esounding applause.

LE DUC'S LITTLE OFFER,

For $100,000 a Day He Will
Supply the City With Water,
The ill-advised articles which ap-
peared in a morning paper on the St.
Paul water supply were responsibie tor
an almost ludicious proposition the
water board has received from William
G. Le Duc, of Hastings. He describes
the wonderfully pure and copious
supply of water flowing from
the Meadow Spring, at Kettle River
Falls, and then offers :to deliver
within the ecity limits 5,000,000 gal-
lons a day at two cents a gallon, or
would undertake to pipe the water into
the city, eighty miles, for 10 per cent
on the cost and a_ yearly rental of'the
springs. The water board smiles grimly
at fhe proposition, for 5,000,000 gallons a
day, at two cents a gallon, would cost
the city $100,000 a day, or $36,500.000 a
year. The water board has, for some
time, sold to the large consumers at the
rate of 1,000 gallous for 10 cents.

FARMERS IN HARD LUCK,

Canadian Agriculturists Are Not
Earning Their Salt,
ToroxNTO, Jan. 30.—The Ontario leg-
islature was opened at 3o’clock this aft-
ernoon by Lient. Gov. Sir Alexander
Campbell, who read his address, which
said: The agricultural industry, the
most important in the province, is still
in a depressed condition, owine to the
untoward climatie conditions, and this,
together with the low prices of cereals,
has worked much hardship among farm-
ers. The manufacture of cheese, how-
ever, has increased to such an extent
that the value of exports of that staple
now exceeds the aggregate value of all
the manufactures exported by the
dominion.

ONLY ONE HOPE LEFT.

Desperate Attempt to Keep
the Gentlemen’s Associa-
tion From Dying.

CHICAGO, Jan. 80.—The withdrawal
of the Union Pacific and Northwestern

‘from the interstate commerce ralway

association has hurried the committee
of chairmen in“the work of preparing a
new agreement. It must be ready for
submission to the presidents’ associ-
ation -on Feb, 11, or every hooe
of retaining the Union Pacifie
and Northwestern as members will
be abandoned. Should the new agree-
ment be accepted, 1t may be made oper-
ative at once and thus solve the diffi-
culty, but to the average railroad man
it looks like trying to reconcile irrecon-
cileables. The Uunion Pacific and
Northwestern people say they will,
under no :ircumstances give up their
traffic acreement with each other. The
Rock Island, St. Pau! and Burlington

are equally as positive in declar—
ing -that they will not be part-
ies to any agreement which

recognizes the legality of the Union
Pacitie—Northwestern contract. The
first meeting of the chairmen took place
in Chairman Finley’s room this after-
noon. Besides Chairman Finley there
were present Chairman Walker and
Chairman Midgley.
