WasHINGToN, Jan. 3L--Undaunted
by their deteat to day, the Democratic
representatives rallied in foree to-night
in caucus to consult over the extent of
the injuries they had sustained as &
result of the speaker’s rulings sup-
ported and eonfirmed by the Republican
representatives and to devise ways and
means to preserve such power and 1n-
fluence as in their opinion should
be exercised by the minonty. They
were not of cheerful mien, but it was
a determined-looking set of men who
drifted into the nall of the house to-
night. Mr. Holman presided, and there
was a large attendance—ahout 120 mem-
bers being present.  Mr. Rogers, of
Arkansas, who was among the first
speakers, stated that he had heard Rep-
resentative Payne, of New York, say
that Mr. Carlisle was responsinle for the
delay in the presentation of the ru'es,
and that they would have been before
the house ten days ago if he had done
his duty. ‘Lhis vrought Mr. Carlisle to
his feet

WITH A VIGOROUS DENIAL.

He said that there had been only three
meetings of the committee on ruies, the
first being Jan. 23.  Lhere had been no
meeting in the commitiee room. He
had never received a notice in writing
of a meeting of the commitiee on rules
since the beginning of the congress,
But be had been sent for by the speaker
and had met him and Messrs. heKinley
and Cannon at the speaker’s request.
He had bLeen sent for to attend two
other meetings at the speaker’s re-
quest, lasting only about twenty min-
utes each. He had promptly attended
every meeting called. There had been
no meetings since last Monday. When
Mr. Carlisle had retuted the charge of
derclietion of duty on his part, a letter
was presented to the caucus trom Rep-
resentative Randall,  lle advised the
Demoerats to stay in the uouse and
stand by their guns: to use every effort
to stop absolutely all Dbusiness
in the house until a set of rules had
been presented and adopted. This
stirring advice from the old-time leader
lying on his sick bed was extremely
welcome to his fellow Democrats, and
was, moreover, in the line of action
that they decided to foliow. There
was much talk, of course, and some
ot the members were bitter in their
denunciation of the proceedings of the
last three days. But conservative
counsels prevailed, and it was felt that
the party bad Uetter follow the leader-
ship of Messrs. Carlisle, Crispand Milis.
No one could suggest any

that promised well, and the general
opimion was to the effect that the pro-
gramme followed during the last three
days should be continued in force, and
that every parliamentary wmove that
would obstruet tnhe Kepublicans in their
designs should be made. The reading
of the journal in full is to be insisted
upon, and is expected to consume an
hour each day; the yeas and nays are
to be demanded at every step,
and appeals are to be taken from
all rulings rezarded as arbitrary
and unjust by the minority. There was,
however, no formal resolution to do this
adopted. Mr. Carlisle, with the aid of
other leaders, will draw up an address
to the country, which will be published,
in justification of the course of the mi-
nority. During the speechmaking the
subject or securing the intervention of
the supreme court to attempt to estab-
lish the illegal nature of the Republican
proeeedings was broached, but no actien
was taken.

BLAINE'S DAUGHTER DYING.

Tne Secretary of ~tate’s Troubles
Come Thick and Fast.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 81.—Mrs. John J.
Coppinger, the eldest daughter of Sec-
retary Blaine, is lying critically ill with
brain trouble at her father’s residence
on Madison place, and the gravest ap-
prehensions are felt in regard to her.
She has not been well for some time,
but was not regarded as seriously ill un-
til this morning, when her malady took
a dangerous turn, and it was deemed
advisable to telegraph for her husband,
Lieut. Col. Coppinger,of the Eighteenth
infantry, who is now in the West on an
inspection tour, and for her brother,
Emmouns Bilaiune, the only member of
the family out of the city. The presi-
dent learned of the case this morning,
and went over to Necretary Blaiae's
house to offer sympathy and assistance.
A consultation of physicians was held
this morning. They offer no stiong
hopes of the patient’s recovery.

A CHANGE FOR THE BETTER.

Mrs. Coppinger was very low during
the afternoon, but towards evening her
condition improved, and at a late hour
to-night she was much better. Mrs.
Coppinger’s illness is attributable tothe
grip. She has been sufferivg for some
time from the prevailing epidemie, and
had apoarently recovered, but a relapse
oceurted, in the form of a severe chill,
Tuesday evening. Wednesday she im-
proved somewhat, and continued to im-

prove  during Thursday. Friday
merning severe cangestion of
the brain set in, which rendered

her condition alarming. She has been
attended during her stay in Washing-
ton by her famly physician, Surgeon A.
Heger, U. S. A.. assisted by Drs. Yar-
row and Magruder. At 11:15 p. m. her
physicians, after consultation, gave out
the following statement: There has
been a marked improvement and an
amelioration of the dangerous symptoms
noticed during the earlier part of the
day in Coppinger’s case. While still in
a very critical condition, mueh encour-
agement is felt to-night by ber physi-
cians. who cannot, however, as yet say
what the result may be.

MORMONS WANT TO VOTE.

Those Resident in Idaho Object to
Being Distranchised.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 81.—The house
committee on territories to-day heard
an argument by Hon. Jeremiah Wilson,
of this city, on the bill for the admission
of the territory of ldahoas a state of the
Union. Mr. Wilson abpeared in behalf
of the Mormons, aud addressed the com-
mittee In opposition of the provision of
the constitution of Idaho, adopted at
Boise City last year, disfranchising
Mormons. He contended that the only
safe ground for the eommittee to take
in this matter was to deal with this as
with every case where a man commnits
a crime—not to inquire what he believes
or teaches, but when that beliet breaks
outintoanovertact,which is the commis-
sion of a erime, then punish him by
disfranchisement after the commissfon
of the overt act. He said he protested
against depriving the 25,000 Mormons in
the territory of the rights, privileges
and immunities of American citizens,
and aganst imposing upon them taxa-
tian and compelling themn to bear ail
the burdens of the state government and
at the same time refuse them their
rights. Mr. Wilson also argued that
e population of the territory was in-

adequate to bear with any degree of
confidence the burdens of state govern-
ments,

The senator searcely ever goes
anywhere, being 8o busy that his even-
ings are almost entirely occupied. With
the exception of Postmaster-General
Wanamaker’s reception, this is the firsy
timie he has attended anything of the
sort. Mrs. Davis wore a rich costume
of vlack velvet, with white point lace
almost filling the square-cut neck. The
elbow sleeves were cut out in diamond-

shaped holes and white lace in-
serted.

Maginnis and Colvill Likely to
sStick.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 3L.—That Duluth
land office is still a thorn in Mr. Com-
stock’s side.

Mr. Comstoek,
speaking of the same zatter, says: *1
am holding back from making a recom-
mendation beeause 1 want to imake no
mistake. 1 shall not recommend a man
on politieal grounds., but am endeavor-
ing to find one who will make a good
officer. 1 have another object in view,
which is giving me some difficulty.
When C. P. Maginnis is removed to
make room for another man, [ want him
to go out with no suspicion atiaching to
him. I, therefore, do not want him re-
moved for cause. Aspersions have been
made, reflecting upon his character as
an official and charging dishonesty in
the administration of the land oflice.
These aspersions and charges are, 1
belieye, entirely unwarranted, and 1 am
particularly desirous that no action of
mine should serve to give any color to
the idea that they are given any cred-
ence, either by myself or by the admin-
istration. This wmay delay matters to
to some extent, but I think in the, end
will result in the appointient of a first-
class officer and tne removal of Mr.
Maginnis with no stigma or shadow ot
suspicion resting against his character.
From this it will be seen that Mr. Com-
stock i3 only delaying matters from a
desire to be fair. Col. Colvill, register
of the Duluth land office,. and .J. C.
Flynn, postinaster, at the same splace,
will not be removed until their terms
expire. whichis still remote, both being
efficient officers and well liked,

WasHiNGgTON, Jan. 81.—One of the
most bare-faced steals over pervetrated
is now being considered by the senate
committee on territories, in the shape
of Senator Moody’s bill to reimburse the
state of South Dakota for the expenses
incurred in holding the constitutional
convention of 1885, by which the eitizens
of that territory got together, declared
themselves a state and elected senators
and representatives, wio were rejected
by congress and sent back home. Just
on what bases the state is entitled to re-
imbursement does not appear. but they
are making a vigorous fight for it, and
if work will accomplishanything, Sena-
tor Moody will cause Lhe transference of
some $15,000 from the vauits of the
United States treasury into the pockets
of the people of South Dakota. Per-
haps the latter need it most, but no
arguments have been advanced so far
to show just on what basis they are en-
titled to it. Moody is confident of a
favorable report, but the bill will not
be allowed to pass without thoroughn in-
vestigation. n many quarters it is
looked upon as nothing but a rank
steal.

LIFE'S DARKEST SIDE.

Shoeking Case of Abjeci: Pov-
erty Discovered in a Goth-
am Tenement.

A Whole Family of Lunaties
Evicted From Their Squal-
id Quarters.

Missouri Dudes Arrangs .a
Duel and Then Fail to
Materialize.

The Bottom Drops Out of a
Mining Town, Causing
a Panic.

NEw Yorg, Jan. 8i,—Last night
there was brought to light in this eity
one of the most glaring cases of abject
poverty and destitution ever chroniecled
1 the history of New York’s poor. Offi-
cer Rosenthal, of the Thirteenth pre-
cinet, was walking through East Thir-
teenth street at 9 o’clock, and had just
passed the entrance to No. 622, when lie
heard avove the din and noice of traffic
in the street and shouts of drunkards:
“I'll be a zood girl! I’ll be a good
girl.” Believing that some oceupant of
the wretched-looking tenement was
beating his child the officer entered the
dark hallway and began to ascend the
rickety staircase. He had not taken
more than two steps when the shriek
of the girl again rent the air and he
realized that the voice was in a building
back of the house. Thither he went,
and found a briek block in the eenter of
a court flanked on all sides by towering
tenement houses. The ceries were re-
peated s he approached the block, and
he hastened to help. as he believed, the
ill-treated girl. The hallway into
which he plunged was dark, and the
odor that permeated it was nauseating.
At the first door on the left, within four
feet of the entrance. his progress was
arrested by the voice again erying:

“I'LL BE A GOOD GIRL!
I’ll be a good girl.” It was a novel ex-
perience for a man only six months on
the force, and though the stench was
overpowering he realized that ne had a
duty to perform and quickly opened the
door. He recoiled from the volume of
smoke whieh greeted him. but advanced
as an apparition dressed in rags and
with matted hair, holding a smoking
lamp aloft. stcol within the doorway
and glared at him. She leered at him
and erooned a dismal welcome, and then
Rosenthal stepped inside and gazed
about, He saw a room eight feet long
by fonr feet wide, in the ecenterof which
was a small stove, such as could be
bought from a junk man for $l. One
window gave light by day to
the apartment, and as It was
open it was apparent that, not
withstandiiig their other faults and
siiortcomings, the occupants of the
hovel had a rightful appreeciation of the
laws of ventilation. Boxes of ashes
stood behind the stove. pieces of old
carpet, broken furniture, tin cans,
crockery that had served its time, bot-
tles and poverty bric-a-brac of every
deseription littered the floor and was
piled up into heaps along the sides and
in the corners. On the stove, in which
tnere was a cheerless fire, there was a
frying pan, having within it a lot of
liver, so much cooked that it was begin-
ing to burn, and was emitting odors
that mingled freely with the general
strench of the apartment. The floor
was covered witn dirt. The eeiiing
and walls were cracked and broken,
and cobwebs were strung from point to
point, adding to the

Officer Rosenthal contemplated all
this in one hasty glance and then
passed into the adjoining room. There
was a man in the front room, and his
appearance was in keeping with that of
the hovel. **Take that lamp and show
me this room.” ‘I'he man took the
lamp out of the old woman’s hand and,
holding it high.-above his head. led the
way into the inner apartment. It was
fully a minute before Rosenthal could
see anything in the room, owing to the
dull light that flickered through the
smoky chimuey of ihe lamp But when
at last his eyes became accustomed to
the gloom he saw a strange sight.
Seated on the edge of the head piece of
the bed, which was the solitary piece of
furniture in the apartment. was a figure
which he at first thought was that
of an animal, it was so black
and so covered with hair. “I’ll be a
good girl, I’l be a good girl,” came from
the lips of the creature. as she extended
her hands toward the group at the door,
“She’s a zood girl, but she aint well,”
muttered the wretched creature who
had guided the officer to the place. *Is
that a giri?” said the officer, pointin
toward the nude figure rocking to an
fro on the head plece. “Yes, she’s my
daughter,” retoried the woman. *I’ll
be a good girl, I’ll be « good girl,” cried
the girl again, and then she beat her
head against the wall and rocked to and
tro s she must have done for days,
even weeks or months, for, with the
others, she had been an occupant of the
wretched hole for nearly two years.
Rosenthal wasted no time, but quickly
summoned three officers. 1t took the
united efforts of the four policemen
and the ambulance surgeon and driver

and carry her strapped and bound to a
stretcher to the ambulance, and all the
way to Bellevue her eriesof “I’ll be a
good girl, I’ll be a good girl,” startled
the pedestrians. At the hospital an at-
tendant was sent out to assist the am-
bulance corps, but he darted with the
assertion that, *‘I'here’s a monkey 1n
the ambulance.” When at last the
maniac was lifted out of the wvehicle
she was taken into the bath room of the
insane pavilion, where she was sub-
jected to a bath in a solution of chlo-
ride of lime and carbolic acid, after
which the wounds ana sores on her
body were dressed. To-day the improve-
ment in her appearance was most
marked, but as she has a form of in-
sanity that is incurable, it is doubtful if
she will ever leave the insti-
tution. The recora at the hos-

ital gives her name as Minnie

autler, aged thirty, single, Her
mother, who Is also insane,1s Eliza
Bautler. aced sixty, and the man in the
room when the officer called last night
is Edward Bautler, brother of the un-
fortunate girl, aged thirty-five. He is
a ne’er-do-well, and the fact that his
relatives are about as low in the social
scale as humanity can be doesn’t worry
him a bit. To-day a sister of Minnie
went to the hovel and helped the old
woman cart some of the stuff into the
court. While they were engaged at it
Landlord Hanley called and told them
to hurry. “Don’t be hard on us,” said
the old woman, while she munched a
biscuit. *I’ve taken pity on ye for over
a year now, and ye might stay longer,
only the board of health has given orders
for ye to get out,” said Hanley. “Ye've
got to g=t out by night.” hey’re out
in the street to-night, but who will
take care of them ?

MOTHER EARTH CAVES IN,

The Bottom of a Pennsylvania
Town Drops Out,

WILKESBARRE, Pa.,, Jan. 81.—The
bottom of a portion of the town of
Plains, about four miles from here,
dropped out to-day, and with 1t three
single houses and a double block, ecaus-
ing consternation among the tenants
and excitement in the town. The set-
tling, it is thought, is not yet at an end.
For a week premonitory signs of the cave
in have been noticed by experienced
miners, and one of them made it his
business to warn the inhabitants of
those houses to keep low tires in their
stoves, and make preparations to take a
drop down. They concerned them-
selves but little, as cave-ins are of com-
mon occurrence in this region, and
while the women of the warned houses
were preparing their noon-day meal,
the earth began to settle and in a
few moments= the houses were al-
most standing on end. The
fires in the stoves were quickly
extinguished. The danger now lies in
an extension of the eave-in, which is
altogether probable from present indi-
cations. A few feet from the scene of
the disaster, and in a direct line with it,
is the cemetery, and fears are enter-
tained that this will yield to the press-
ure of the squeeze. The earth is work-
ing In that direction. The Catholic
church and parsonage, that were
wrecked a few weeks azo by a cave-in,
are within a short distance of the scene,
These cave-ins are caused by the ex-
travagant robbing of pillars in the
mines.

BATTLE WITH A MANIAC,

An Insane Kansan Arrested and
Lodged in Jail.

WicHITA, Kan., Jan. 31. —After a ter~
rible struggle, during which one of the
three officers was seriously cat about
the hands, Robert Black, a murderously
Insane man., was finally arrested this
morning and safely lodged in jail.
About 10 o’clock he entered the house
in which lives his sister and her hus-
band, William Crossley. Inone of his
hands he held a flatiron, the other
grasped an iron poker. With a demo-
niacai yell he sprang across and knocked
Crossley down with the poker, jumped
on his prostrate victim and was about
to beat out his brains, when the cries of
his sister distracted his attention. The
maniaz  turned on Mrs. Crossley,
and  she narrowly ~ escaped a
savage blow aimed at her head. The
yells of the madman had aroused the
neighborhood by this time. and, seeing
the erowd, Black seizedj a shotgun and
went to a bed room, barricading the
door, When the three officers arrived

Black was sitting on the bed with the '

gun to his shoulder covering the win-.

dow. Gaining entrance by a back doo:;i i

the officers entered the room and seize
him from behind. Then ensued a des-
perate struggle. but the madman was
finally handcuffed. Thouzh badly
bruised and injured by the blow he re-
ceived from the poker, Crossley’s inju-
ries are not considered fatal.

CRAZY ON PROHWIBITION,

The Would-Be Assassin of Whit-
taker Pleads Guilty.

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 8l.—David Alex-
ander, who tried to assassinate Bishop
Whittaker on Sunday evening last,
pleaded guilty this morning before
Judge Arnold. Dr. Andrews, of the
county prison, testified that Alexander
was sane on every other subject ex-
cept that of prohibition. When asked
by Judge Arnold what he had to say,
Alexander rose,and, in an eloquent
voice, addressing the court, said: “I
always thought that the church was
supposed to help and support the poor
widows and orphans, and when a man,
a minister of the church, openly de-
nounces prohibition, I, as a Christian,
consider it a vile and base ecrime; but
when a man ranks so high as the bishop,
1 think he is guilty of a very vile crime
indeed, and a hindrance to the church
instead of a support. They speak of
the increase of the good cause and the
church, but when a bishop is allowed to
openly and publicly denounce prohibi-
tion, L think it shows a great decrease.”
Sentence was deferred,

SHOT HIS WIFE’S TRADUCER.

A Wealthy Californian Kills a
Money Broker.

SAxN FrANcIsco, Jan. 81.—Samuel W.
Garness, a money broker of this eity,
died at the eity hospital late last night
from the effects of bullet wounds in-
flicted by D. H. Arnold, a wealthy res-
ident ot Colusa county. The shooting
is believed to have had its origin in
some anonymus circulars distributed in
Colusa over a vear ago charging Mrs.
Arnold with having been guilty of
improper conduct. Ainold has endeav-
ored to ascertain the author of these
cirenlars, and his suspicions rested on
Garness.  The men had quarreled over
the affair several times before, and ves-
terday afternoon they entered a saloon
on Market street tozether and went into
a private room. A few moments later
several shots were heard, and when the
parties entered the room they found
Arnold had shot Garness with & revol-
ver, three of the shots taking effeet, and
causing his death last night. Arnold
was arrested, and is still in custody. He
refuses to make any statement in regard
to the affair.

BUFFETED BY THE STORM.

The Dracona Reaches Baltimore
in a Damaged Condition.

Bavrimore, Jan., 8L.—The British
steamship Dracona presented a sorry
appearance to<day upon arriving at this
port. Capt. Tait tells of a thrilling ex-
perience. The vessel left Newport,
England, Jan. 11, “it was on Jan.
17,” said the captain, ‘*‘that eour
troubles began. The storm turned
into a perfect hurricane. Mountains
of water washed over the decks
until the vessel became unmanageable,
and the wmen were driven below, The
cabin was flooded, the iron gang planks
carried away, the lite-boats stove in, the
bridges smashed into matchwood, and
the huge ventilators carried away. The
steamer’s deck was started and a large

rtion of the stores washed away.
ﬁ(v’/erythlng movable in the cabins and
on the decks were smashed, and only a
lot of debris remains to tell of the fury
of the storm.” The Dracona encoun-
tered a field of ice and ~ icebergs that
seetaed boundless fifty mides off the
coast of Newfoundland.

Shot by His Father-in-Law.
MIDDLETOWN, Md., Jan. 31.—Rufe R.
Shoemaker, a young man of this piace,
was shot and dangerously wounded to-
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day by his father-in-law, Harry Cron
dnrin;atamily row. Shoemaker a
Crone’s youngest daughter, Pet, quar-
reled about repairing a- smoke house.
Pet called her father, and he came
armed with a blacksmith’s tongs. Shoe-
maker picked uo a stone, whereupon
Crone got a gun and shot Shoemaker in
the thigh and back.

MAY KILI: THE CHILD,

‘Daring and Sensational Abduction
at St. Louis.

St. Lours, Jan. 81.—A daring and
gensational abduction of a child took
place at dusk last evening from the St.
Louis Children’s Free Hospital
on Jefferson avenue and Adams
street. The child abducted was
Roy Bryant, aged six years and
his father and two women figured in
the abduction, while an attorney en-
gaged the matron in the parlor. The
child, just recovering from an attack of
pneumonia, was taken from his sick
bed and carried off in his nightgown.
The conspiracy was well planned, and
the matron, Mrs. Sheble, was thrown
completely off her guard by the lawyer,
who handed her a cark bearing the in-
seription “Charles L.Hamm,Attorney at
Law, 519 Pine street.” He claimed to
be seeking information about the in-
stitution and held her attention while
the abduction was accomplished. Dr.
Boyce, the physicilan of the hospital,
says the exposure may kill the child.
There is mystery surrounding the affair
which the authorities are endeavoring
to clear up. But little is known of the
antecedents of the parties involved.
The child was placed in the hospital by
its mother.

DIED BY THE ROADSIDE.

Despondency Prompts a Young
Kansan to Knd His Life.

LAwgrgeNcE, Kan., Jan, 31.—Alphonso
E. Dickem, twenty vears of age, com-
mitted suicide at 4 o’clock last evening
by shooting himself. He left home to go
to the distriet school, about two and one-
half miles distant. Coming back he took
charge of two small daughters of a near
neighbor and started home. He had
gone but a short distance when he sud-
denly stopped and going to one side of
the road and sitting down called to the
girls to “look here,” at the same time
suying “good bye,” and pulling a 32-cal-
iber revolver from his pocket, placed
the weapon against his bLreast and
fired. The ball caused instant death.
Despondency was the cause of the act.

Tons of Mail Matter.
