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ROASTED T0 A TURN.

Ald. Yoerg Drops a Bomb at
the Meeting of the City
Council.

The Northwestern Telephone
Exchange Is Razzled in
Fine Shape.

Why Roche Refuses to Sign
the Broadway Bridge
Contract.

Ilayor Smith’'s Veto Kicked to
the Four Winds of
Heaven.

The city council transacted its busi-
ness very quickly last evening. Ald.
Yoerg tossed a bomb into the body by
reading a communication in which he
arraigned the board of education. The
paper stated that the board had no
right to issue. bonds, and had made
reckless  expenditures. It showed
that Chicazo had expended per
pupil  per year $19.64, Cincin-
nati $23.24, Detroit $16.88, Philadel-
phia §1.762, Milwaukee $L.786 and St.
Pau! .51, The communication was
received in breathiess silence, and no
action was taken upon it, all the coun-
cilmen apparently losing voice when the
paper was properly presented. Ac-
cordingly the clerk took the document
and placed it among his batch of papers.

HERE’'S A SCORCHER.

Ald. Cullen and Yoerg, of the com-
mittee on streets, made a minority re-
port upon the Northwestérn telephone
franchise, The reportin full is as fol-
lows:

T'he city has grown too great, and its
future is too well assured, to continue
the policy—long since fallen into disuse
and disfavor—of granting perpetual
rights to a corporation of the streets for
this or other purposes. and the granting
of the franchise without a limit as to
time would seem to ve in contlict
with the prudence manifested by this
council on other occasions.

Section 1 provides that the tele-
phone exchange shall have the right to
construet. maintain, and operate and
repair electrical wire, conduits or sub-
ways with necessary manholes and serv-
ice pipes sufficient for the purpose of
conducting or distributing its wires upon
and through the streets, alleys and-pub-
lic grounds of St. Paul, giving them
permission to enter and build conduits
in uny or all of said streets, without so
much as defining the portions of the
streets to be occupied or the amount of
space to be used. The conduits to be
builtare for the exclusive use of theex-
change and by not requiring them to be
a conmon carrier for tenure wires it
will be necessary to grant similar fran-
chises to cther companies, which, owing
to the limited space in our streels
would be impracticable, and in view of
the expiration of the telephione patent
some three years hence, woeuld operate
disastrously to other telephone com-
panies desiring to obtain equal rights,
and give to the publie competitive serv-
ice with a possible reduction in prices.

It is not good policy for the city to
grant street privileges without a rea-
sonable compensation. The ordinauce
does not define any system of operation,
or when czonstruction shall be com-
menced. In rejecting the ordinance re-
tarned to the ecouncil on the 7th ult,,
the telephone exchange offers as a rea-
son that it is not permitted by its char-
ter to engage in a general conduit busi-
ness. This seems remarkable, but,
without wishing to reflect upon the rea-
sons assigned for the rejection or
the ordinance, in our opinion,
the council can ill afford to eonform its
legislation to the charter ot any organ-
ization unless its articles are in accord
and harmonize with the best interests
and requirements of the city.

Tne report was referred back to the
committee on rules.

WITHOUT HIS NAME,

Comptroller John Roche made the
following report upon the matter of the
substructure of the Broadway bridge:

The papers representing a contract
between Kirkland & Starkey, of the
party of the first part, and the city of
St. Paul, of the second part, for the con-
struction of the substructure of the
bridge across the Mississippi river,from
Broadway to State street,were received
bv me on the 20th ult.,, for signature
and filing in my office.

The important sections of the legisla-
tive act approved March 7, A. D. 1887,
relating to the said bridge, provide as
follows:

Section 1. That the common council, of
the city of St. Paul, by a two-thirds vote is
authorized to issue bonds to the amount of
two hundred thousand ($:00,000) dollars,
fora free wagon bridge across the Missis-
silppi river, from the foot of Broadway, ete.,
ete,

sec, 3. The common council of the city
of St. Paul shall have the supervision of the
construction of said bridge, ete., ete.

Sec. 4. “That it shall be the duty ot the
common council of the eity of St-Paul, be-
fore the contract or contracts for the con-

struction of said bridge are let. to cause the
establishment of the grade of all streets in-
tersected by or running to or from said bridge
and its approaches,” ete., ete.

T'his section also authorizes and em-
powers the common couneil to condemn
any property necessary to be taken for
the purposes of constructing the said
bridge or its approachies, but does notin
any way make it the duty of the council
to do so before letting the contract or
contracts, as it does only in the case of
the establishment of street grades.

Section b requires that before the common
council shaikissue the bonds the question
shall be submitted to the vote of the people
at the general spring election of {lay 1,
1888, ete., etc.

Tne people voted upon the question
at the said election held May 1, 1888, re-
sulting as follows, viz:

Majority in favor of bridge...3,221 votes
The only issue of ¢ity bonds up to the
present time as authorized by the pop-
ular vote, and under a vote of fourteen
(14) members of the cominon council for
the construction of this Broadway bridge
amounts to &150,000, bearing date of
Jan, 1, 1889, to mature Jan. 1, 1920, (30
vears) 4 per cent. I fully agree with
Corporation Attorney Holman, that the
first legislative act, approved March 7,
1887, is in no way or manner inconsis-
tent with the second act of Feb. 25, 1889,
and that said second or last act was
wholly enacted for the purpose of in-
creasing the appropriation of city bonds
£350,000, being $150,000 more than au-
thorized by the first act of March 7,1887,
1u answel to my letter of 31st ultimo to
City Engineer Rundlett he replies that
the grades have been established on all
streets that will in ani;way be affected
by coustructing the Broadway bridge
(so called) and its approaches, except
Alabama and Tennessee streets, 1n
West St. Paul, and that on the east or
Broadway side of the river no change
will be required on any of the intersect-
ing streets. Broadway being eighty (80)
feet wide, no change will be required in
the sidewalks. ete. The solid approach
of the bridge uvear Prince street will
only occupy about thirty-four (34) feet
of the center of the street. State street
grade will require to be changed from
Fairfield avenue to the levee: also Fill-
more and Fairfield avenues.

The city engineer also states that it
will not be necessary to condemn any
property for the purpose of construct-
ing said bridge or its approaches and
that there is some property in dispute
located between the Mississippi river
and Third streef, but the corporation
attorney has already given his opinion
to the council on this point. Corpora-
tion Attorney Holman claims that the
property in dispute belongs to the city
of St. Paul, therefore condemnation
proceedings will not benecessary, The
large majority (3,224) vote of the peo-
ple, May 1, 1883, authorizing the con-
struction of this Broadway bridge,

requires that the grade of all
streets and approaches shall be
established before the contract, or con-
tracts, are let. This majority vote is
sacred. I find by the examination that
all of the streets affected thereby are lo-
cated in West St. Paul (Sixth wara),
and there are none on the Broadway
side of the Mississippi river. The fol-
lowing are the streets affected:

Alabama and Tennessee streets require the |

rades to be established, which can be quick-
v accomplished at uny meeting of the coun-
cil after the city engineer reports the profiles
of the grades to the council for adoption.

Fairfield and  Fillmore avenues require
slight change of grades. No action has been
commenced; full proceedings are necessary.

State street, from Fairfield avenue to levee,
requires a change of grade. Thecommon
council, acting in good faith, sent the pre-
liminary order tothe hoard of public works
Feb. 7, 1889 ; board of public works referred
it to cily engineer Feb, 15, 1859: city engin-
eer reported profiles tothe board of public
works July 18, 1889, for the said State street
change of grade. No further action taken
since, as the matter has been pending a de-
cision as to whether the bridge should be a
high or low one. The *high” having been
udoslwd, it is probable that the board of
public works will immediately report to com-
mon council.

I am informed that the cost of estab-
lishing the grades ot each of the above
named streets affected will not exceed
two hundred (2200) dollars, and that all
of the owners of the property affected
are willing and ready to give the city of
St. Paul absolute releases for any and
all elaims, real or imaginary, for dam-
ages arising from the establishment of
the grade of said streets, they feeling
that the great benefit in every instance
to their property by the construction of
the said Broadway bridge will
be far greater than any possible
damage. Such being the case,
matters can be soon perfected.
In the meantime, the papers represent-
ing the contract will be on file in my
office, but my signature will be with-
held until the matters are perfected,
which can be accomplished through
diligence before the contractors (should
they immediately commence to operate)

would be entitied to reciive the first or

second estimate for work and material
placed into the structure. Then no laws
will be violated, and the purpose of the
sacred majority vote of the people in
authorizing and requiring the construc-
tion of the said Broadway bridge will
be completely fulfilled.

The communication of the comptroller,
which was accompanied by a letter of
introduction from the ¢ity engineer,was
placed on file.

OVER THE MAYOR'S VETO.

Mayor Smith vetoed the resolution
giving $68,000 of the $75,000 Midway
sewer appropriation to the Eleventh
ward. T'he mayor said in his communi-
cation that he thought $55,000 for the
Eleventh ward and £30,000 for the Tenth
ward would be an equitable division.
Ald. Pratt moved to give the Eleventh
ward the amount, §55,000, but the orie-
inal motion ecarried over the mayor’s
veto by a vote of 13 to 2, Ald. Pratt and
Bickel voting no. Thus the Eleventh
ward will receive $68.000 for sewers, and
the Tenth ward $7,000.

The matter of the gasoline contracts
was referred to the committee on
streets

A large amount of routine business
was transacted in short order, and the
session ended at 10 o’clock.

Open Letter to Business Men of
St. Paul---Why Not a Cigar Fac-
tory?

To the Editor of the Globe.

The interest manifested in the manu-
facturing future of St. Paul by the
chamber of commerce is no doubt highly
gratifying to the majority of the readers
of the GLoBE. Dut now that the agita-
tion has begun in earnest, and capital-
ists are awaking to the urgent need of
our city, they should begin to act in the
matter. Itis patent that we ought to
have factories to give employment to
tue hordes of men we see idle through
the winter months. In order to induce
outside capital to locate here and start
factories, the men of money and of pub-
Jic spirit must give the example. 1
pointed out the feasibility of a large
cigar factory in St. Paul in your issue
of Jan. 30. Why should the plan not be
acted upon? e need one here; it
would pay from the start.

Let a committee of gentlemen of infla-
ence call upov our grocery jobbers, who
handle many millions yearly of Eastern-
made cigars, and say to them: “Gen-
tlemen, we propose to start a large fac-
tory for the manufacture of fine cigars.
We will have ample capital to handle
such a factory. 1f we manufacture as
good and as cheap an articleas the East-
ern product will you give the prefer-
ence of your orders to home-made
goods?? Undoubtedly they—the job-
bers—would give the preference to
home industry. The jobbers of St. Paul
are public-spirited and would do all in
their power to further the success of
such an enterprise.

We can compete with the East in pro-
ducing a fine article this line, as I ean
prove by incontrovertible facts. Such a
factory would give sxcndf' employment
to a large amount of skilled labor, and
would be of incaleulable benefit to the
city as well as to 1ts promoters. Why
should we induce people to settle in our
city when we cannot give them employ-
ment to support their families? When
the factories are here, ready for opera-
tion, there will be plenty of operatives
found to work in them. Let us make a
start. Talking will not accomplish the
desired effect. The cigar factory would
be such a capital investment that mon-
eyed men would wonder that one had
not been started before. I believe there
are many men of money here who will
invest in the business if the initiative
step is taken by some men of influence
amf public spirit. It is not asked to
donate capital in a philanthropic spirit,
bnt to help to put in operation a legiti-
mate bnsiness, which would prove both
beneficial to the city and remunerative
to its promoters. X.
