Henry S. Roman
had graduated from a medical college
in Canada withcredit, and came to the
Northwest, locating at the village,
where he rented an office and com-
menced the practice of medicine. Ere
longhe was attracted by the rosy cheeks
of the prettiest miss in the village, and
subsequently, O'i Christinas eve, ISS4,
became the accepted suitor of the at-
tractive Mary. He then began to board
at the home of her father. The suit was
approved by the parents at a confer-
ence, in which they and the young
lovers were present. From that time
the love story ran smoothly on, with
frequent drives incutter and buggy for
over a year, Miss Tart showing all the
devotion of an ardent nature, looking
after the doctor's comforts by acts that

their engagement. They visited rela-
tives of the Tart family, where the en-
gagement was recognized. In Decem-
ber, 18S5, the. doctor announced that he
had received a telegram of the serious
illness of his mother at Montreal, where
he went, promising to return in a few
weeks, but the stay lengthened out into
mouths and even years. For the pur-
pose of showing his intention, it was
developed in the trial that the lover
took with him about ?1,000 inmoney
that he had entrusted to the care of
Miss Tart forsate keeping. Before go-
ingit whs agreed by the parties that in
consideration oi tho fact that Miss
Tart was only seventeen years old
she was too young to be married.
During this separation frequent letters
passed between the lovers, those from
the doctor at first being merely friendly
in tone, but iu -time teeming with ex-
pressions of unfaltering love, bright
hopes for the tuture, pet appellations
and soulful adjectives. The doctor
stated in one letter that he had invested
his money in a sanitarium, and would
soon be rich and ready to offer a home
in harmony with ins ideal of a dwelling
for his proposed wife. But the castle
vanished into the air and the 51.600 in-
vested followed after with swift wings.
Ina letter written Jan. 12, 188?, it was
incidentally stated that the doctor had
quit taking morphine and smoking
opium on account of his love. InOcto-
ber, 1887, the wanderer returned
to St. Paul and sought a loca-
tion to practice here or in West
St. Paul, but decided to go back to
White Bear. He was received there
withall the ardor of a sweetheait and
the kind consideration of friends inter-
ested iv the prosperity of both the
young people. Shortly after the return
the wedding was fixed for April,1888.
Atthe instance of the doctor, Miss Tart
commenced a course of education in the
fine arts, witha view of developing

into an accomplished lady. But the
weddingdiil not occui In April,because
the tastes of the doctor dictated the
necessity of first providing a home iv
keeping with the culture idealized by
him. Meantime Miss Tart was not per-
mitted to go out in society by her pro-
posed husband, except under Ins protec-
tion. As her father said, slid was a slave
toihe every wish and whim oftier lover.
She had several propositions from ad-
mirers of a desirable character, but re-
jected them all and refused attentions
iroin other joung men. She was so de-
voted that she washed the doctor's
clothes, drove his horse down to the
office "to get Mr. Gentleman," as the
father aptly said, and went with him
when he made professional calls in the
surrounding country, and often to the
homes of mutual friends. The wedding
day was frequently fixed and as often
postponed, Miss Tart saying that
lie gave as an excuse that he
was not yet rich enough,and he testified
tnat she pleaded postponement on ac-
count of being young. This state of af-
fair.scontiuuing.the young lady became
restless under her friends urging a
marriage to prevent the talk of tho
town, aud a fear began to possess her
tnat she was being deceived. The last
day fixed as she said was in April 1859,
but Aprilpassed and fear took posses-
sion of her very soul, and tears and
entreaties could not induce a
consummation of the contract,
Sunday was a day spent in weeping;
the uight would be half spent in bath-
ing her pillow in tears. The family
would wake up at midnight, and their
hearts were melted at hearing her
moans of sorrow. The father, accord-
ing to the testimony, interviewed the
fickle, hardened sinner, at his barn,
and demanded au explanation. The
deceiver pleaded poverty. The father
ottered financial aid

a business place and a home, and the
promise of fulfillingthe vows to marry,
but time went on and the doctor

in a location and a suitable place to
build. The cheeks of.the fair girl be-
came pale, and. the eyes lost somewhat
of luster. Miss Tart had been made
the custodian of $700 . by . her
lover. He devised schemes.' she said,
to get control of it again, began
to collect his accounts !and convert his
effects into money.

the advice of friends:. Miss Tart having

been driven todispair by five . years of
sham, brought suit in Ihe sum of $5,000
for a wrecked womanhood and a' deso-
lated life.

THE WEST SID*;LEVEE

Aud Better Mail Service Dis-
cussed by the Citizens' Union.
If the whole city were imbued with

the enthusiasm displayed by tho few
persons who attended the West Side
Citizens' union meeting last evening, it
would not only be possible to build tho
levee, but a number of other enter-
prises would spring up. The prop-
osition to appoint ? special com-
mittee to take the place of the old
one for the purpose of improving the
levee precipitated a livelydiscussion as
to where the work of construction
should begin. Itwas claimed that an
effort was being made by some people
toexpend the proposed $90,000, author-
ized by the legislature io be raised by
bonds, upon the lower part of tho Hats.
Others wanted the work to commence
at the sawmill near the high bridge,
and insisted there were funds enough
to construct a leveo sixty feet
wide from there to Annapolis street.
The idea of constructing one 200 feet
wide would make it necessary to un-
dermine lots and land belonging to pri-
vate individuals and was not thought
advisable, because too expensive. The
street could be used for two-thirds of
the way and that would avoid condem-
nation. Mr.Wedge, who was appointed
by the legislature as one of the levee
commissioners, was present and stated
that the common council had not au-
thorized the issuing of the bonus nor
the $500 recommended to defray the
expense ofsurveying and estimating the
cost and preparing plans for the levee.
He thought action should be taken soon
so that the commissioners would be able
to report progress to the next legisla-
ture. The committee to look after the
matter of urging the matter upon coun-
cilcousists of Messrs. Lawton, Anstett
aud Somers.

A.M.Lawton, P. Daly and J. Anstett
were appointed to investigate the feas-
ibilityof providing against the over-
crowding of Garfield school.

Mr.Anstett complained of a lack of
mail service in the lower part of the
ward; Messrs. Wincliell and Fulton
were appointed as a committee to wait
on the postmaster with a view of secur-
ing the extension of the mail service.

Hands ?Last Owners in Trimble.
The Winslow house has changed

hands. Wills Bros., the former pro-
prietors, sold out their interest in the
hoise on the sth to J. B. Harden, who
was formerly clerk in their employ, and
the senior partner left the city for Mil-
waukee with his family. Upon the dis-
covery of the sale by the Joseph Schlitz
Brewing company, which firm held a
mortgage of $1,000 against the bar
fixtures, the mortgage was at once
placed in the sheriff's hands for
ioreciosure. A suit of attachment had
been previously gotten out against the
stock by M. Frankel &Co., liquor deal-
ers, for ?<WO. The hotel is being con-
ducted by Mr. llayden, the purchaser
from the late owners, while a deputy-
sheriff guards the premises on behalf of
the cteditors. The building was re-
cently purchased by A.B. Wilgus from
S. G. LNckerson for 550.000. The Wills
are said to have returned toSt. Paul
yesterday. and to have made an assign-
ment iv favor of the mortgagee. Land-
lord llayden was seen yesterday by a
reporter for the Globk. but refused" to
state the amount paid by him to the
late owners.

"The Shades" Close I.
The concert saloon of Ben B. Stu-

demeyer, on Seventh, near \Yab-?sha
street, known as "The Shades," was
closed yesterday on an attachment
taken out by the Anheuser-Busch Brew-
ing company for ?5,000. The company
has occupied a portion of one of the
store rooms of "The Shades." Itis re-
ported that the place will go into other
hands and be reopened. A number of
beer jerkers and raspy- voiced singers
were considerably exercised about their
wages yesterday, but were told it would
be forthcoming.

The seventh annual report of the
board of workhouse commissioners whs
presented to Mayor Smith last evening,
accompanied by the report of the super-
intendent of the institution and the
physician. The board recites that water-
works have been put in during the year
and protection secured against ~liiv.
The board thinks the workhouse
is au institution of which all citizens
should feel proud, and invites inspec-
tion from all. Under direction of the
parlc commission, a large amount of
work has been accomplished in clearing
Cotno park tract, placing tojhe labor
account credit '.*,>JM days, or at ?v cenis
a day, ?7.<;'.Kj. The labor depart-
ment is also credited with $2,404 lot-
work performed in the knitting shou.
The collections during the year
were $9.7J0.00. The discipline has
been good. The stiles from manufact-
ured goods was 5'.).0t>7.70. The results
from the tanning was only 3778.80,
owing to the cheap market price of
produce. The number of prisoners
during the year was 59.014. a daily aver-
age of 101.70. The cost of feeding all em-
ployes and prisoners is 9.3v!cents per day
and 05.24 cents per week. Tlie total cost
of maintenance, includingevery item of
expenditure, was .*:5,4U2.84. The Dum-
ber of leleases by the city court was
318; by county justice, 1;by habeas cor-
pus, 2: by governor's pardon, 2; es-
caped, 2. The sanitary condition of the
workhouse is good. Too many are sent
to the workhouse, it is asserted, who
should go to other places, as the city
hospital, asylums, etc. Tlie number of
patients treated was 2,601, 953 oi which
were surgical cases.

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HILL'SSCHEME FRUSTRATED

IfVWard's Goes Through -Engi-
neers Doubt the Water Power.

itiSome time ago Mr.Hill gave the- out-
lines of a plan by which ho intended to
accomplish just the ends aimed at by Mr.
Yillard.He proposed to utilize the falls
of the St. Authony Water Power com-
pany tofurnish electricity for light andpower to the Twin Cities, but there was
a condition by which St. Paul cedes toMinneapolis a certain portion of the in-
terurban territory acquired In 1885.

?While Mr.Hill was preparing his plan
it;is;evident that Mr.Yillardhad his
scheme entirely under way. But:there
isnot the slightest probability of the
cession of territory,being made. v^TA^All of the local hydraulic engineers :are in a quandary as to how Mr.Villardproposes to get his power at Meekerisland, especially in the winter time.
Maj.Jones, who succeeded Maj. Allen
in tnoimmediate charge of the govern-
ment works here, has been .stud ving
over1 the situation, and finds that' thedistance from St. Anthony falls to Kan-sas City's bridge is 12 mile* 1.510 feet.
Ata mean tow water stage the fall from
the crest of :the rollingdam at the falls
to this bridge is 98.617 feet, and from
the foot of the falls itis 55. 5 feet. The
distance from the foot of the ;falls to
Meeker island is 2.524 miles, and the
fall is 30.508 feet. The distance from
the foot of the falls to Fort knelling
bridge is 8.236 miles. In this distance
there is a fail !of f>0.170 feet. The dis-
charge at St Paul is 3,000 cubic feet per
second at zero stage, 12,100 cubic feet a
second at a four-foot stage, 19,300 cubic
feet at a six-foot stage and" 2fi,900: cubic
feet per second at an eight-foot ;'stage.

Caste and Starvation inIndia.

New YorkTimes.
The collector of Ganjam, the famine-

stricken district in India, in a recent re-
port, summarized by the London Times,
states that the caste difficulty has been
constantly reeurrinir in regard to the re-
lief kitchens. At Surada Pauos chil-
dren were found starving, the parents
refusing to take them to the kitchen,
while Bouris. \u25a0 who were formerly
brought there, deserted when they got
thu opportunity, lie thinks tho legisla-
ture must step inand make ita punish-
able offense for parents to allow their
children to starve when, food is to be
had with every regard to caste preju-
dices at the government kitchens. As
itis, force had to be used to bring them
into the kitchens, and this is not always
successful. Threats and persuasions
alike failed, and it was only by compul-
sion that the Bouris were brought into
the kitchen. . :.". The same tactics had to be pursued at
every kitchen visited by the* collector,
and the consequence was that in some
instances, notably at Surada, the vil-
lages were deserted on hearing of ?his
approach. "1cannot but repeat what I
have already stated? the people
would have died rather than have vol-
untarily come to the kitchens. Not
until it is made a penal offcnse for a
man to threaten loss ofcaste for feeding
at a government kitchen or for a parent
toallow his children to starve when
withina reasonable distance of such
kitchen willthe difticuity bo got over.
When some inhuman parent has suf-
fered the extreme penalty of the law
for killinghis child by starvation, in
lieu of taking him to the kitchen, we
shall hear no more of the so-termeu
east* objections on the part of the
Bouris, Panos, Dandasis, and so on."

.Tudsiinsr Quality of Broadcloth.
Clothier and Furnisher.

To judge the quality of broadcloth
particular attention must be paid to the
fineness of the fiber and the closeness of
the texture, according toan experienced
authority. If. on passing the hand
lightlyin a direction contrary to tho
nap there be a general silkiness of feel,
uninterrupted by harsh roughness,
these are grounds for concluding the
cloth is made of tine wool. The texture
should

'
not only be composed of tine

threads, but itshould have an even con-
sistency, produced by the operation of
felting, by which the fibers of the wool
are so incorporated that "they conceal
the tissue of the threads and give, the
entile web the appearance of felts.
or, to use a familiar com-
parison, a piece of cloth made
of fine wool and well wrought and
finished should exhibit no more indica-
tion of the loom than a sheet of woven
paper does of the apparatus employed
in its fabrication. Dealers judge of its
quality by an expedient which is more
easily understood by observation than
description. A portion of the cloth is
taken up loosely withboth hands; a fold
of it being then

'
pressed strongly be-

tween the thumb and forehnirer ofone
hand, a sudden. pull is given with the
other, and according to the peculiar
sharpness and vibrating clearness of the
sound produced y the slipping or es-
cape of

'
the fold the, goodness of the

cloth is judged. Another way is the
comparison of various lines of different
fabrics and of different prices; the soft,
even consistency, together with the
flexibility\of, fine broadcloth, will be
rendered more evident on being con-
trasted with that of an inferior cloth.
