Club’s Splendid Coming

Smith s & young man, not to say
handsome, but who has heretofore been
credited with possessing about as much
common sense as the average of his
neighbors. It had been thought of him
that he was capable of forming an
approximately correct idea of any mat-
ter within the caliber of his Intellect
and on which he might cause his mental
accumen to bear with such Intensity as
be might be capable of applving. Smith

shake the earth to its very foundations.
The whole blended together In one
strain of harmony most pleasant to the
ear and gratifying to the senses. Those
present appeared to be preparing for
the celebration of some great feast,
with divine and mystic rites. and deem-
ing it undesirable to further disturb
them, Smith escaped to the outer alr
and hied him to a neignboring hostelry,
where he was welcomed by an acaquaint-
ance who turned out to be fullv in-
formed regarding those things eoncern-
ing which Smith’s mind bad been exer-
cised.

Northwest.

A Relic of the War That
Tims Is Rapidly Wiping
Away.

Cold Weather and Rigid Rall-
way Ragulations Knock
Out the Hobo.”

Startling Train Expsriences
Whieh Turned a Tramp’s
Hair White.

The fact that St. Paui is above the
snow line, and within the territory poo-
ularly and erroneously known as the
brizzard belt, is responsible for the paua-
city of that social wart know as the
tramp. The chevalier d’industrie usu-
elly gives the woolly Narthwest a wida
borth, oblivious of the fact thatour
salubrious sumnmer chmate would bea
lotus eater’s paradise for him.

“The tramp,” remarked a G. A. R.
man on the brizade of Chief Clark, *is
aresult of the war. He was produced
on both sides of the line. There were
many worthless cusses in the service
who were utterly spoiled by the abandon
of camp life. and who became tramps
when the war war over. The number
of hoboes is rapidly decreasing, and the
order wiil, I think, finally die outtoa
large extent.”

SEEKINw A BERTIH.

The country childr'n rezard, both
tramps and peddlers with a strange feel-
ing of terror, but the pelller is ham-
pered with his merchandise, and has not
the same powsr to comn-nit any depreda-
tions that the tramp has, even if he had
any such an ineiination.

The journeys accomplished sometimes
by tramps from one secuon of the Unlied
States to another seem almost inered-
1ble, when the difficulties of the journey
are constdered. One of the most trav-
eled roads in the country 1is the
old national turnpike between Bal-
timore and Washinzton. The oyster
dredger who has grown tired of dredg-
inz.and who takes to the road in prefer-
ence, finds the old Washington road a
favorite course. He does not attempt to
make the journey of forty miles in one
day. and during the night at various
points along or near the pike the tramp
stretches out wita as much comfort as
he may before a tire of his own building
with the sky for a covering. The turn-
pike crosses a railroad in a dozen differ-

ent places, At many of tnose crossinzs
empty freight cars are sidetracked., and
an inspection of those cars at nizht
would be very apt to disclose the pres-
ence of one or more framps who have
taken to them for shelter.

The professional tramp never feels
any anxiety upon the subject of food.
His only concern is about a place of
shelter for the night, or from inclement
weather, or from the cold. If that con-
dition couid only be secared to him. the
tramp’s life would be a perfectly happy
one for him. However It may be
European countries, no man in the
United States need have any - difficulty
in getting plenty of food. The man
who is a tramp by profession never
takes any trouble on that score in any
settled part of the country. But about
4 p. m. during the winter months he be-

gins to look around him  with
a degree of cunning and anxiety
in order to secure a place of

lodging for the night, whieh is ter-

ribly susgestive of the vigllanee dis-
played by the fox when the hounds are
in full cry after him. The tramp’s
cunning mnst be used as an offset
against the watchfulness of the police.
and the tramp, like the fox, is enzaged
in a game in which he must win every
time, in order to keep out of trouble.

A very common experience in the
tramp’s life is this: He has. after in-
finite precautions. found a freight car
which is open, which wiil not be meved
during the night, and which is not

likely to be closed or locked.
He has just formed his ¢oat
into a pillow, and has commenced
to stretch out his limbs in ex-

pectation of a pleasant night’s repose,
when he hears a rough voice, whicli, by
by its manner, assures him that he has
been under surveillance all the time,
and which saysto him: *“Ii you don't
want to go to the workhouse. you had
better get out of there.” Then the
tramp’s cup of bitterness is full. There
is noroom for argument. He gets up
quietly, does not say a word, and like
the Arab, *folds his tent and quietly
steals away.” Then, from the comfort
of a freight ear, he is compelled to seek
the hospitality of some outlying wagon
and sleep there as well as he can.
Twenty years ago it was not so diffi-
cult for a man engaged in the “tramp”
business to beat his way over rail, 8,
but of recent years the case has been
Ercatly altered. There has been for a
ecade past a sort of wit combat be-
tween the tramps and the railroad coimn-

panies, the; latter using every
device by means of which
free rides would be  rendered

impossible, and the tramps using all
their wits to render such deviees futile,
There are different degrees of tramps;
which depend upon their “education”

He has a small, l?ght
pfa‘r!xlk. \whichdhl-.;l f:;;emder the body
of the ear, an t raté man ner
rides for hundreds of miles.

Some time ago a tramp rode into Kan-
sas City on an express train, but that ex-
perience of a few hours turned his hair

gray, for he rode on a cow-catcher.
When the train came into the depot he
was nearly frozen. and more nearly
erazy. The wages of six motnhs of hard
work would have been a much cheaper
ear fare.

There seems to be a pecaliar fascina-
tion in idleness which to the tramp
fraternity is worth more than all the
comforts of civilized life. In the large
Eastern cities the transportation eom-
panies wage continual warfare against
the tramp, and the companies, by means
of their intluence, have been able to

rocure severe legislation against him,
et the Pennsylvania Railroad com-
pany every day carries lots of passen-
gers free. The wits and the necessi-
ties of the tramp very often make him
more than a wateh for the ecompany’s
vigilance. The great freight yards of
that company in Philadelphia at nizht
time very often present a strange
sizht, whie) 1S no part of the com
pany’s programme. That extensive
railroad system ~ends out trains to all
points of the eompass, and at night time
the freight trains. bound north, south,
east or west,are eagerly watched by
men who are desperately anxious to
find an empty car which is going in
their direction. The dodgings and
doublings, the constant perils of being-
run over or erushed, the danger of de-
tection, and the greatest danger of all,
that arising from the company one
meets with, has a fascination tor some
men  which is stronger thaa all other
considerations.

When ail other dangers are passed
the tramo may find in the car, where he
thinks he is comfortably instal led,
greater danzers from some kind —
newly-made acquaintance—than he ever
had to fear, eitner from the police or
from raiiroad disasters.

GAMBLING DIDN'T GO.

The OCourts Hold Legitimate

Wheat Deals to Be Valid.

The verdict in the case of James E.
Boyd & Brother vs. Theodore Hanson,
which case has just been settled bya
jury trial before Judge Nelson, is inter-
esting frouw its bearing on the validity of
wheat transactions on the board of
trade. The tirio of Boyd Bros. is a well
Known concern, James Boyd. the sen-
ior member of the firm, is a leading ei ti-
zen of Omnaia, Neb.,having been mayor
of that city for two terms. Hanson, the
defendant in the suit, is a mere hant at
Benson, Minn., and the owner of num-
erous elevators and wheat warchouses
alonz the line of the Manitoba railway.
In Aucust, 1883, Hanson began to trade
in the market through the Boyds’ Min-
neapolis  azency and continued to
do so until June, 1839, He re-
ceived in proiits from them up
to  February, 1839, about $1i3, 000.
Between that date and May of the
same year he sustained losses aggregat-
ing over $17.000. Hanson baving been
mzhly recommended to the Boyds as a
man in_ good commercial standing the
firm paid nisiosses. In Juneoflast year
Hanson eclosed his dealings with Boy d
Bros., refusing at the same time to pay
either the money they had advanced for
him or the commissions due. Suit was
accordingly brouzht in the district court
to recover the amountdue, Attorneys D.
M. Kirten, of Chicago, and Ralph
Whelan. of Minneapolis, appearing for
Boyd Bros.,, and W. 8. Moore,
of St. Paul, for Hanson. After
a trial lasting four days the jury re
turned a verdict for the plaintiffs in the
full amount, $19,000. T'be court held that
In rezard to the validity of such con-
tracts as that resulting in the suit “just
finished, the only question of validity
was whether the eoatract was made by
either of the parties to the suit in goo
faith. If the parties entering into the
coutrae: could be shown to have entered
inw an agreement to buy without any
intention of making delivery, such a
contract could not be reeognized, and
neither party could legally recover.
Where, however, one of the parties is
iustructed to deal in the market on his
account, and, in pursuance of such in-
structions, made actual purchases, then
the contract is a legal one, and would
be sustained by the courts. Hanson’s
line of detense was that the debt wasa
gambling debt, and as such, not legally
collectable.
