STRUCK A SUNKEN PEER.

Collins,

The Towboat Port Eads Sunk
Near Memphis,

Mewmeiis, Tenn., Feb. 10.—The tow-
boat Port Eads, Capt. Nelson Davis, of
the St. Louis & Mississippi Valley
‘Lransportation company, was sunk this
morni at 7 o’clock at the site of the
new railroad bridge, two miles below
the cityv. She carried a erew of about
forty men,and for a time the wildest
rumors prevailed, the loss of life being
placed at from twenty-five to thirty-five,
but it is now believed that only one
person, the colored chambermaid, was
drowned. The Port Eads had a tow of
six grain-laden barzes and one fuel
barge destined for New Orleans from
Cairo. 'They passed the city shortly be-
fore 7 this morning during a heavy tog,
hugging the Tennessee shore elosely.
The steamer approached the bridee as
slowly as possible, but owing to the
dense fog. she was unable to locate the
sunken pier. A moment later she was
seen to stop sudden!y, hang stationary
for & minute. and then swing around
with heavy force and settle on one side.
Men ran from every direction to the
yawl, fizhting each other in panie-
stricken desperation to reach it. One
man detached the ropes holding it and
was about to elimb in when water
rushed in over the boat’s de k, and all
ran to the other side. Another wave
closed over the boat's deck and all ran
to the other side. when she settled
lower. ‘Ten of the crew were taken to
the United States hospital near by, suf-
fering from cuts and bruises, and the
remainder were cared for at the houses
along the shore. The Port Eads was
valued at 230,000. The barges and con-
tents were uninjured,

1tis now kpewn that seven of the
crew were lost. They are: William
Hickey, watchman; Teenie Jones, col-
cred, cbamberinard; John MeDermott,
gecond cook, amt Firemen William
Stewart, James Walker, and an un-
known, all colored. The only body so
far recovered is that of MeDernott.
Pilot Gus Hiner, who was on wateh
when the accident happened, makes the
following statement: *“Capt. Davis,
Pilot Townsend, myself, were in the
pilot house. 1 was as the wheel and,
owing to dense black smoke, I could
not see more than twenty feet in front
of the buat. When 1 discovered the
pier, 1 siznaled the engineer to stop
the machinery,

BUT IT WAS TOO LATE,
as the next moment the fuel barge hit
tne pier and went down. 1 was power-
less to save the boat and . left her to the
merey of the water. When 1 realized
what had happened, I ran down into the
cabin and brouzht Mrs. Townsend out
on the huiricane roof and was in the act
of putting her on one of the barges
when the vessel careened and sank.
She was thrown into the river, and after
drifting down the stream some distance,
was picked up by the tug *“*Welcome.”
It is probable thata suit for damagzes
will be brought against the bridge com-
pany for not having the pier protected.
The Port Eads has the most com-
plete and valuable steering gear
eéver on a Mississippi river
steamer, but the swift current
ruuning more than six miles an hour
caused the tow to flank down against
the stone pier or obstruction and
knocked the steamer intoa thousand
fragments, all in spite of the most earn-
est efforts of the pilot, who is as skilled
In his profession asany man on the
river. As the fleet hit the pier the fuel
boat was thrown upon top of it, hung
there fora few minutes, then broke in
two and was carried under and went
out of sight in a moment. The six
grain-loaded barges scattered and
drifted off with the current below car-
rying Capt. Nelson Davis, of the
steamer, tozether with his mate and
seven of tho deck crew who had leaped
on them as their
VESSEL WENT TO PIECES,

The captain and his assistants man-
aged to cuide the barge down to near
the foot of President’s island. They
bumped hard a time or two, but were
not crushed, and drifting into slack
water, they were finally landed in
safety by the tugs Weleome and May-
flower, of the bridze eompany, which
tugs followed after them very quickly
after their mishap. One of the loaded
barges only is seriously injured. and it
is leaking freely. The harbor boat H.
M. Townsend went to the relief of the
wrecked fieet. and at a late hour to-night
was occupied in trying to stop the leaks
in the injured barze. The others were
made fast to the bank and are all safe.

WHIPPED BY WENCHES.

The Barnwell Lynchings Lead to
a Queer Black Cap Outrage.

CHARLESTON, S.C., Feb. 10.-A strange
story comes today from Allendale, a
small hamlet in Barnwell county, near
the scene of the recent lynchings. Hat-
tie Frazier, a negro woman, and her in-
fant a month old, were the vietims of a
queer black cap outraze. When the
news of the butchery at Barnwell court
house reached the Allendale section,
Hattie Frazier was one of the few ne-
groes who did not join in the chorus of
condemuation of the aet. On the con-
trary, she openly expressed the opinion
that the murdered men had only got
what they deserved. Sinee that time
the woman has been in bad odor with
her race. She had received threats from
time tc time, but treated them with
scorn. But one nizght last week, while
asleep in her house with her infant,
only a few weeks old, she was aroused
by & noise indicating that some one was
trying to get in at the door. Not sus-
pecting anything she went out with her
child in her arms to see what was the
matter. Arriving at the door she was
seized and dragged away from the house
and subjected to a most brutal beatinz.
The lIynchers were in maseculine attire
and wore black masks and caps. After
beating the woman neariy to death,
they left her with a warning that
they would return the next night and
finish her if she was found in the neigh-
borhood. After the departure of the
black cap the woman dragged herself
back to her house, where she found her
child lying on the ground. The next
g‘ny she identitied two of her assailants.
They were negro women living in the
vicinity and were at once arrested and
lodged in jail. The women turned
state’s evidence and confessed that the

flogging was done by a band of from
thirty to forty negro women who were
dressed in male attire with black masks
and who undertook to punish their vie-
ums for the mother’s expression of
opinion about the Barnwell negroes’
fate. Upon their testimony fifteen ne-
gro women residing in the vicinity
were arrested. The affair has created
considerable excitement in Barnwell
county. Great efforts were made to
keep the matter quiet, but the story
leaked out to-day.

ILL-FFATED OYSTERMEN.

Dozens of Lives Lost in Sunday’s
Storm.

NorroLx, Va., Feb. 10.—The storm
which prevailed in this section Satur-
day night and early Sunday morning
proved very destractive to life and
vessels. A number of oyster pungies
were blown to sea. The sloop
Golden Rule sunk in Lynn Haven
inlet and Capt. Andrew Jones died from
exhaustion after being rescued by lite
saving service men. The sloop Annie
is missing, and her crew are thought to
have perished. The crew of the sloop
Wyandotte, which went ashore at Vir-
ginia Beach, was rescued by the life
savers, as was also the crew of the
schooner T. M. Thomas, which sunk in
Ocracoke inlet, near Hatteras. 1t is es-
timated that twenty lives have been
lost in Chesapeake Bay and vicinity
during the storm.

GOTHAM'S BANK WRECKER.,
Ex-President Peter Claasen on
the Rack.

NeEw Yorg, Feb. 10.—The examina-
tion of ex-President Peter J. Claasen,
of the Sixth National bank, wbo is
charged with complicity in the receut
bank wrecking, was continued this
afternoon before United States Commis-
sioner Shieids in the United States cir-
cuit court. Charles H. Leland, the
present head of the Sixth National bank,
and whose stock the wreckers ob-
tained by purchase, was cross-ex-
amined, but his testimony given
Saturday was not materially shaken.
G. F. Jordan, president of the Western
National bank, testitied that two days
Rrior to the exposure of the Sixth
National bank frauds the Western Na-
tional bank became possessed of 305
shares of Sixth National bank stoek.
It was furnished by Mr. Pell in response
to a demand froin the Western National
for additional security for exchanges
upon the Equitable bank, Andrew Col-
sen, cashier of the Sixth National bank,
testified that within fitteen minutes
after Claasen was elected president he
came to Colsen and asked to have three
checks drawn for $60,000 each. He said

he had made a loan and would
take the checks down town with
him and bring the collaterals up

next day. Colsen hesitated and sug-
gested that Claasen draw the checks
himself, as he was president. Claasen
responded that Colsen was better
known down town, and 1t was best for
him to draw the cheeks. Colsen then
drew the checks. These loans were
made to John Satterlee & Co., J. A.
Simmons and Pell, Willack & Co. Next
day Claasen brought some worthless
bouds as collateral for the loans. At
another time Director Watson asked
Colsen for the July ecoupons on a quan-
tity of bonds, saying Claasen had sent
up from Pell, Willack & Co.’s office for
them. Colsen refused to give up the
coupons except to Claasen personally,
He sent to Pell, Willack & Co.’s office
and Claasen was not there. The heur-
ing will proceed to-morrow,

At the instance of Assistant Uuited
States District Attorney ~Peck, suifs
were brought this evening agaiust
Ellis F. Bard. late cashier of the Lin-
coln bank and F, W. Hull. Bard is
charged with altering the books, mak-
ing fradulent entries, concealing the
condition of the bank and making false
statements. Hull is charged with aid-
ing and abetting him. A deputy United
States marshal went to Lincoln this
evening to serve the warraunts.

BRAINED WITH A HATCHET.
A Horrible Murder Comes to
Light in Oklahoma,

Gurarie, I, T., Feb. 10.—A horrible
murder has justcame to light at Ed-
moud, a small town near here. The
decomposed body of Edward Grant was
found buried oalya foot deep in a
manure piie at the rear of his stable.
A deep fracture of the skull, as
if made by a blunt instroment,
told the manner of his death. A hatchet,
the blunt end covered with bloody bair,
was found buried with the body. Grant
disappeared three weess ago, and since
then Edward Belden and Charles and
Mrs. Hawley have occupied his cabin,
Belden claiming to have bought the
claim for £400. All three were arrested
to-day by Deputy Marshal Paine. Great
excitement prevails 1n the vicinity of
the murder.

BARD ABSORBS A BOODLE,

The Cashier of a Pennsylvania
Bank Embezzles $25,000.

LANcAsTER, Pa., Fen. 10.—Ellis Bard,
cashier of the Lineoln National bank,
at Lincoln, this county, 1s a defaulter to
the extent of $25,000. The peculations
have extended over a considerable
period, and the money was used to as-
sist an Ephrata firmn. An investigation
of the bank’s affairs is now in progress.
No arrests have yvet been .made. Bard,
who is a young man, has no means of
his own, but his bondsmen are liable
for $25,000, which amount will probably
cover the deficit. The defaulter is not be-
lieved to have profited by the robbery,
the whole amount having been swal-
lowed up in the business of the Ephrata
firm, where larze sums were lost. The
directors of the bank claim to have been
deceived by Bard, who doctored the
books and advanced large sums without
their knowledge. Bard has resigned
his position, but no eriminal steps have
vet been taken against him. The bank
examiner, who has been sent for, has
not yet arrived. The bank is doing
business as usual, and President Niss-
Iey says it can meet all demands.

TERRESTRIAL TREMORS,

Two Earthquake Shocks Felt at
St. Louis,
St. Louis, Feb. 10.—At 7:03 o’clock

this evening two distinet earth-
quake shocks were felt in this
city. The disturbance was most

powerful in the southern part of the
city, where many people were so badly
frightened that they ran into the streets.
The bottles in the drug stores and bar-
rooms were shaken together and in
some instances broken. At the court
house, the insane asylum and Alexian
Brothers’ hespital the shoek pro-
duced much excitement. Reports from
the southern suburbs of Carondel show
that the shocks were violent there. At
first it was supposed that the powder
magazine at the military post of Jeffer-
sou barracks had esploded, but the
power was found Intaet, and then the
true solution was discovered. No dam-
age is reported.

Coasters Injured in a Collision.

WinTHREOP, Me., Feb. 10.—A serious
coasting accident occurred here to-
night. Five young men—Thomas Put-
nam. Walter Webb, Charles Remick,
Eilie Martiu ana Ovid Howard—were
sliding on an ark down High street, and
when near the depot collided with a
lamp post with a terrible erash. Put-
nam was knocked insensible, Webb re-
ceived serious injuries to his leg and a
deep gash in his kneepan, Remick was
insensible and apparently dead when
taken in. Martin and Howard are un-
injured.

Lynechers Charged With Murder,

MuoxcIE, Ind., Feb. 10.—Five of the
men in the posse that killed Eli Ladd
at Blountsville last Friday are in jail at
New Castle, and the coroner has ren-
dered a verdiet charging them with
murder in the first degree. The men in
prison are William and Henry Razzle,
Charles Smelzer, J. P. Smith “and Cas-

sius Lake. It now appears that Ladd
was pursued for over a mile and finally
shot down in the road: Only one of the
posse was slightly injured.

THREE LIVEsS IN JEOPARDY.

Careless Ralironders on Trial for
Murder.

CricAGo, Feb. 10.—The murder trial
of Seth Twombley, engineer, Henry La
Cloche, fireman, and Charles Buford,
couductor, was begun before Judge
Clifford this morning. 'The defendants
composed the erew of the Rock Island
freight train that ran into a passenger
car on the Washington Height branch
of that road on the evening of Sept. 23.
Seven persons were killed and several
were badly wounded. There are seven
indictments against Twombley and Bu-
ford, and one against La Cloche. The
day was devoted to securing four jurors.

A Crazy Socialist Butchers Him-
self in a Horrible Manner.

Recommendations Which the City
Fathers Wiil Probably Adopt.
The committee on sewers of the city

Assistant City
Attorney Hall had instructed the com-
mittee that the eity was not liable for
the loss, and that legally Mr. Blethen
was liable for the full amouut, The
committee, however, didn’t want to
impose any unnecessary burden upon a
citizen who was already a heavy loser,
and City Attorney Russell was instruct-
ed to compromise with the Tribune and

G. A. R. Men Complain of the
Treatment Given Them.

Warden Randall, of the Stillwater
penitentiary, has roused the ire of the
old soldiers, and a specified complaint
will be placed before the governor in a
short time. Capt. Taylor and other old
soldiers clalm that the veterans receive
very shabby treatment at the hands of
the new management of the prison. He
has a list of the men who have been
discharged from service there, and a
list of those appointed to the vacant po-
sitions and the records of each. The
claim is that not a single dismissal was
for incompetency, and that the new
men are entirely unfamiliar witn the
work and incompetent to fill the posi-
tions.

THE LOCAL MILITIA.

It Objects to Paying Rent for the
Armory Buoilding.

Interest in the local militia has fallen
off to such an alarming extent that it Is
feared that a crisis is at haund unless
something is done to revive the interest,
and a little financial assistance given.
The members claim that the state has
not done for them what it should in the
matter of appropriations, ana they can
not afford to pay the $£40 per month
asked from each company for the use of
the armory.

The equipment
ot the companies is in bad shape and
needs replenishing, and if the rent was
given to the companies, they could
afford to expend some little money to-
ward that end. Mecetings will soon be
held, and committees appointed to wait
on the council and see what can be done.
