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A DREADFUL ORDEAL

A New Yorker Heartlessly
Deserts a Girl and Is
Tortured.

The Awful Sweating Through
Which Miller Is Com-
pelled to Pass.

Hellish Ingenuity of a Woman
Whose Honor Sought
Vengeance.

Imprisoned in a Strange Cell
to Be Released by
Death.

The recent shooting of Mr. Stephen
Pettus by Mrs. Southworth recalls many
episodes of a similar nature. In some,
summary punishiuent has been fnu!etl
out as it was in the affair mentioned,
yet in others weirdly horrible have been
the sufferings of men who have caused
women to undergo real or imaginary
Wrongs. !

A case Hlustrative of the helhsh_ in-
genuity with which woman is gifted
when her honor eries out for vengeance
can be cited:

Before the tunnel was built on Fonrth
avenue as a viaduet for the railroad cars,
which were at that time drawn by
horses from the old Twenty-seventh
street depot to Forty-second street, at
which point locomotives were att:l(-he(!
to the trains formed there, there stood
an old, rambling-looking building, so]l-
tary and aloue by the side of the rail-
road frack, not wany blocks from the
Fifth avenue entranze to Central park.

Weird and uncanny were the stories
related by residents in the vicinity of
the occupants of the old house.

Whether there was any truth In the
stories mentioned does not matter, yet
it s well-known that in 1867 one James
Garr took up his residence here. His
family consisted of himself, wife and
charming daughter, then a budding
maid ef eighteen.

By some strange fatality Maud’s
father and mother were stricken down
simultaneously with typhold fever, and
on the 27th of August, 1869, they died
within an hour of each other.

The fortune left b?' James Garr was
considerable, and within six months of
the death of her parents, Maud, who
was then a niost entrancing creature of
twenty, lithe and willowy in her every
movement, was beset on all sides by
suitors of the most ardent deseription.

Among the host of admirers Maud
seemed to favor one in_partlcutlar,
George Miller by name, The favored

Maud Garr was attached to Miller
with all the fervency of her warm young
nature, and although no one fora mo-
ment suspected any undue familiarity
in the rejations which existed between
the young people, yet Georgz Miller so
worked upon the feelings of the young
woman that before two months had
passed after their first meeting, although
the marital knot had not been tied, yet
their relations savored strongly of those
of man and wife.

When Maud found herself, some
months later, in & condition which so
well becomes a good wife, she urgently
requested George to repair the damages
done and make her his wife.

To this proposition he offered no espe-
cial objection, yet so dilatory was he in
the performance of the request that
Maud was compelled to seck medical
aid in her unfortunate plight.

When she recovered from iliness In-
cident to the ordeal through which she
passed she determined at first to sepa-
rate from Miller forever. On second
thought, however, Maud determined to
seek against hér betrayer vengeance of
the direst kind. She formed her plot,
and how well she carried it out will be
seen from events whieh subsequently
100k place.

Among the stories which were related
concerning the old house in which
Maud Garr’s father and mother had
died, and in which the young and
unfortunate woman still resided, was
one to the effect that it had been
used during Revolutionary times as a
sort of private prison. Be this as it
may, the arrangement of the upper
floor was, to say the least, peculiar,

AN ANCIENT EDIFICE.

Directly in the center of the honse on
the top tloor was a sort of pen which
was lighted from a skylight in the roof.
In fact, the pen. or room was the bottom
of a sort of shaft. The only egress was
& barred door which opened into a large
room, and any one standing in the pen
and peering throuzh the bars of the
door could have a full view of the large
chamber.

George Miller, when he learned that
Maud had taken recourse tomedical aid,
secmed more earnest in his attentions
to the young lady, One evening in Jan-
nary he presented himself at her house
and was received by the young lady.
He immediately began pressiug his suit,
at least to the extent they should re-
sume their former relations. His prop-
ositions were met by the statement that
she had been deceived by him once,
and that marriage must ensue before
she would ever consent. Her refusal to
yield was so firm and determined that

Maud then demanded a final decision
on the question of marriaze.

For a while she seemed to battle
bravely, then gradually she weakened,
and finally yielded to his entreaties.

The servants had retired, and going
out into the hall from the parlor, Maud
listened intently, and perceiving that

all was still about the house, she
bade the aqung man -follow her
up stairs. With alaerity he obeyed,

and in the semi-gloom of the hall she
led the way to the upper floor. She
opened the door of the large chamber,
and, taking Miller by the Land, led him
to the shaft-like pen in the center
of the house. When she passed
the door.which was formed of stout iron
bars, she requested George to wait until
she could secure a light.

Suddenly, as she left him, George
heard the sharp clang of the heavy door
as the catch closed and ‘left Millera
prisoner within its piteh-dark cell.

IAIPRISONED AT XNIGHT.

All was as still as death, ani the thor-
oughly frightened young man could
hear the distinct thumping of his own
heart as he groped his way in the diree-
tion of the barred door, and sirove in
vain to tear down' the barriers which
beld him imprisoned.

He had been thus engaged about an
hour when he saw a light suddenly
burst into the chamber just outside his
eell, and in a moment the form of Maud
entered the room. He called to her to
release him. She did not seem to hear,
or, if she did, in no way did she make
the fact known.

In the further corner of the large
ehamber stood a huge pbrass bedstead,

oD a table near the head of the bed,

eyes of her former lover were riveted
on her; nor did she seem to hear his
supplications to Le let free that he
might fly to her.

In the morning Miller found food
placed within his” reach on the outside
of the bars of the door. For a time he
did not taste it, but spent his time call-
ing loudly to be released from his terri-
bie predicament.

Each night for a week the half-crazed
Miller was subjected to the harrowing
torture of secing the woman. with whom
he was now thoroughly and madly in
fove, whose every eharm was revealed
as on the night of his capture and inecar-
ceration, almost within reach, yet as
far away and inaccessible as if thou-
sands of miles separated them,

The supreme torture was yet in store
for the unLappy Miller, who would
have been spared all this mental suffer-
ing and anguish had be acted properly
toward the young woman and married
her when he still had the chance.

On the eizhth night Maud entered to
retire, as usual; but, horror! as the light
of the lamp which she carried drove
away the shadows that baunted the
chamber, Miller eaw that she was not
alone. She was accompanied by a male
companion. the fricnd and cowmpanion
of Miller’s boyhood and youth,

DEVOURED BY RATS.

At the t p of his trembling voice
Miller eried out that if she would only
release him he would marry her.

Neither Maud nor her eompaniou
seemed to hear.

The torture which Miller endured was
even beyond human endurance, and be-
fore the lamp was lowered by the siren
he had sunk senseless upon the hard
board floor of his cell, and before day-
light dawued he was a raving maniae.

At the usual hour that night no light
appeared in the large chamver without
the eell in which the quivering form of
George Miller lay, but in its stead came
a strapge scampering sound, and at the
same time a nauseating, odor which
filied the chamber and penetrated the
cell in which the form lay huddied.

Scenting the odor of human flesh, the
herd of rats sprang throuvzh the inter-
stices of the bars in the prison door,
and the wretched madman, with
a demoniac yell, essayed to battle
with the fierce and hungry rodents.

passed nothing remained of the an-
fortunate man but a few shining bones.
