(Winnipeg Grauites)22 to 11. Chisholm
and Rogers (St. Paul) beat their op-
ponents 10 to 13 and 23 to13,respect-
ively, thus leaving them the only Amer-
icans in the third draw. When the
third draw was reached the competition
had narrowed down to seventeen rinks,
Including the crack curlers, and interest
In the contest had reached fever heat.
Chisholm, of St. Paul, was pitted
against Han by, of the Winnipeg
Granites, a green rink, and came
Off victorious by a large ma-
jority. Rogers, of St. Paul, had not
Buch a snap as Chisholm. His opponent
?was W. 11. Sparling, of Portage, one of
the best curlers in this country. While
the Portage men had numerous enthu-
siastic admirers, the St. Paul men
seemed to have the sympathy of the
Winuipeggers. Itwas a great game, but
Rogers was defeated, 19 to13. Harstone
beat Frazer, 21 to 8. These men are
both well known in St. Paul. This
leaves only niue rinks to finish this
contest, which will be commenced at
11:30 to-night. Chisholm is now the
only representative of the stars and
stripes in the swim, buthis chances are
good. The contestants for the fourth
draw are Chisholm, St. Paul; Harstoue,
"Patton and Wilson, Winnipeg Granites;
Flavelle, Lindsay, Out.; Sparling,
Portage; Brown and Erb, Winnipeg
Thistles; Lindsey, Stonewall. While
the second and third diaw of the chal-
lenge cud competition were going on,
the Walkerville Tankard contest began.
The Americans are not eligible for this
contest, so they took a rest, and willbe
ingood form when the fourth draw be-
gins.

EASTERN TURF BOSSES.

The National TrottingAssociation
Suspends Two Horsemen.

Buffalo. N. V., Feb. 12? The thir-
teenth biennial congress of the Na-
tional Trotting association was con-
vened this afternoon by President P. P.
Johnson, of Lexington. A large num-
ber of horsemen were present. The
number of persons and horsemen re-
maining under penalty Dec. 31, 18S9, ac-
cording to Secretary M. M.Morse's re-
port, is as follows: Persons suspended,
2,705; persons expelled, 209; horses sus-
pended, 1,405; horses expelled, 12S; to-
tal, 4,437. The report for two years
shows: Persons suspended, 3,317: per-
sons expelled, 178: horses suspended,
1,974; horses expelled, 111; total, 5,580.
Deducting the numberof men and horses
under penalty oc suspension and ex-
pulsion Dec. 31, 1889 (4,447), shows a de-
crease in the aggregate of1,133. Treas-
urer Lewis J. Powers, of Springfield,
Mass., reported as follows: Cash on
hand Jan. 1, 1888 (as per previous re-
port). $10,740.56; receipts for 188S. $10,-
--801.04; total, $27,602.20. Disbursements
for 1888, $13,341.-77. Balance for 1888,
$14,260-43. Receipts for 1839, $16,888.13.
Disbursements for 1889. $14,315.27. Bal-
ance on hand Jan. 1, 1890, $16,833.29.
Dr. Page, of Philadelphia, moved the
following resolution, which was unani-
mously adopted:

Resolved, That the members of the Na-
tional Trotting association, in congress as-
sembled at Buffalo. N. V., Feb. 12, 1890,
hereby tender their deepest and most sincere
Eymrathv toHon.

Mr. Page, also a member of the rules

committee, presented the followingres-
olution:

Whereas, The board of review has been re-
strained by the court from Investigating the
charges of fraud pending against C. N.Nel-
sou. V.N.Noble and George H.Robins and
the stallions Nelson and \lcryon, therefore,
itis resolved by the congress of the National
Trottingassociation that the said parlies aud
horses are hereby suspended from all privi-
leges on the courses inmembership withthis
association until said injunctions are dis-
solved and the said charges are legally inves-
tigated by the board ofreview.

The resolution was passed by the
members and thecongress, and although
they expressed deep sympathy for
Messrs. Noble, and Nelson they believed
that in serving au injunction on the
board of review it was their duty to de-
fend that honorable body. Mr.Nelson
spoke a few words regarding the mis-
take he had made in seeming an injunc-
tion, and publicly announced that at
the next meeting of the board of re-
view he hoped to satisfy the board aud
his friends, who were all members of
the national trotting association,
that he was innocent. Mr. Nelson
also said that the injunction would be
dissolved immediately. The report of
the committee on luleswas then sub-
mitted. Among the important amend-
ments was one that a record to a road
?wagon was a bar to races of every char-
acter. Carried. Dr. J. W. Day, ofWaterloo, N. V.. offered a resolution
designed to prevent "ringers.-" Itwas
to the effect that there must be fur-
nished by the nominator a certificate
from his county clerk of the de-
scription, color, pedigree, and marks
of the horse, enteied. Defeated.
The following officers were elected:President, P. P. Johnston, ot Lexing-
ton;vice president, David Bonner, of
New York; second vice president, W.
W. Stowe, of San Francisco. New
York was selected as the place of meet-
ing in1892, and the Murray Hillhotel
willprobably be the specific seat of the
congress. To-night Cicero J. Hamlin
entertained the turfmen at a banquet at
the Hotel Iroquois.

STERN MAKES SOME SALES.

Three Cincinnati Players to Be
Transferred to New York.

New York,Feb. 12.? President Stern,
ol the Cincinnati club, arrived in this
city very quietly yesterday and had a
conference with President Day. The
result that was attained by that confer-
ence the two gentlemen alone know,
and won't tell? at least not now, but it
is learned from reliable sources that
two, and possibly three, of the Cincin-
nati players will be transferred to this
city. President Stern is willingto sell
and President Day is anxious to buy.
The only question is what price sliall
be paid. The Cincinnati team now con-
sists of seventeen players, of whom two
or perhaps three are not altogether nec-
essary. These are Outfielder Nicol and
Third Baseman Carpenter, with
Catcher Earle to make up the possible
trio. If these men can be brought
to New York the local team willbe
materially strengthened, as all are hrst-
class players and good batters. Al-
though President Stern was decidedly,
uncommunicative regarding the trans-
fer of any of his players to New York,
he talked freely regarding the base ball
situation in Cincinnati and the pros-

pects of the coming season. He said:
"Buck Ewing is wintering in Cincin-
nati, and is very loud in his talk about
placing a brotherhood 'club ivthat city.
Iam perfectly willing to have him ac-
complish his desires, as the Cincinnati
base ball public is solid to the backbone
for the famous Red Stockings and the
National league. lam in favor of an
eight-club circuit, and am confident
that this will be arranged before the,
opening of. the league season." Mr.
Stern will try to sign a pitcher who is a J
member of the one local brotherhood
team before leaving for the West. -

MINNEAPOLIS.
THE ELECTRIC LINES.

They Will Be inOperation by tin-
First of*June.

Engineer Clifton Wise has returned
from his Eastern trip, and is a firmcon-
vert to electricity as a motive power,
He has been in the East comparing dif-
ferent lines of electricity and cables,
and the costs and effectiveness of the
different modes of locomotion in use
upon street car lines. He states that
he has been accorded every courtesy,
and been given ample opportunities to
judge. "Asa result of my tour of in-
spection,'." he says, "Ifind that the
electrical lines are workingsatisfactorily,
in all of the Eastern cities where they
are in use. Inall cases they told me
that at first they were opposed to elec-
tricity,buthad been convinced of its
effectiveness after givingita fair trial.

'?It has been hinted that the East
Cleveland line does not operate success-
fully,but the fault there was because,
the electric motor didnot have sufficient
horse power to operate the line. Al
Johnson attempted to run the motor
witha 73^-horse power on each axle, but
found .that it was inadequate, and by
doubling the power all defects were
remedied.

"Inregard to the climatic conditions
of Minneapolis, Isee noreason whythat
should interfere, as 1saw an electric
line ?in Washington inoperation with
six inches of slush and snow upon the
tracks. This city is aptly fitted for
electricity, as there are no heavy grades
to pull the cars up, and the Fourth ave-
nue line has shown that storms willnot
affect it.

"We willbegin buildiug as soon as
possible. Iintend going East again in
a few days, to forward the material for
the new line, as fast as itcan be secured.
This material willbe distributed along
the lines before spring, and we will
begin operations as soon as the frost is
out of the giound. We will start with
the live on First avenue south and in-
terurban lines, working from both tho
Minneapolis and St. Paul ends, so that
we expect to have it completed within
two months after it is begun, and both
lines will be running by Jane 1. Wo
willuse thirty-horse power motors on
each axle, which is amply sufficient for
all grades we havo to deal with."

JUDGE EMERY'S COURT.
AllSorts or Petty Offenders Dis-

posed ofSummarily.
William Bock, Albert Kyan and Will-

iam Broan, who are charged with steal-
inga lot of Bridge bolts from the "Soo"
road wore before the court, but their
examination was continued until to-
morrow. Thomas B.Hawkins commit-
ted the heinous offense of driving a
common, every-dey express wagon
over the Hennepin boulevard. A min-
ion of the outraged law caught him in
the act, and, after informing him that
the ground was sacred and only for the
use of the gentlemen who own car-
riages and that the common people had
no right there, yanked him befoie
Judge Emery. The court looked seri-ous when the policeman made the
charge, and imposed a fineof $10, but
before Mr.Hawkins could recover from
his astonishment the fine was suspend-
ed and he was allowed to go, much to
the disgust of the policeman and to the
general satisfaction of the court loung-
ers.

Ida McDonald is what the police call
an ''old-timer." Ida has been before
the court on numerous occasions, and
officiated as vice-president of the wash
tubs at the workhouse. When she
stood up in court yesterday itwas toanswer the old charge ofdrunkenness.
She pleaded guilty, and was
sentenced to ninety days in
the workhouse, but as she said she
wanted a chance to reform, she was
sent to the House or" the Good Shep-
herd.

According to the story told by Ellen
Carroll, William H. Carroll, her hus-
band, has not given his family the prop-
er attention a good husband should. it
was alleged that he failed to properly
provide them with the necessaries of
life, and the court suspended a sentence
of ninety days in the workhouse to give
hima chance to do better.

T. F. Riviere, druggist at 701 Adams
street northeast, was charged by the
license inspector with selling liquor
without a license. He pleaded not
guilty and will have his defense ready
to-morrow.

E. D. Hoyt, who was recognized as an
old offender, was sent to the workhouse
for sixty days for drunkenness, and E.
B. Peters, who was run inby an East
side policeman for disorderly conduct,
was given work lor ninety days break-
ing stone for the city.

Frank Delaney, "a fourteen-year-old
boy. who lives on Twenty-fifth avenue
northeast, admitted stealing a ring
from Mrs. Josie Moore, a next door
neighbor, and then pawning it. As
the boy's mother is dead, the courtthought the reform school would be a
good place for him, and he was accord-
ingly sent there.

J. E. Luce, the chattel mortgage
broker, was before- the court on the
charge of doing a pawnbroking busi-
ness without a license. The court, how-ever, held that the ordinance did not
cover the case, and he was discharged.

THE BEEF SUPPLY.

'ABetter Quality Needed, Says the
American Agriculturist.

The question, "When shall we get
better beef?'' which was discussed in a
recent issue of the American Agricult-
urist, is one that comes home to the
teeth and stomachs of all the people.
The evils complained of are more wide-
spread than the public generally be-
lieve. Why are the herds of the United
States in a bad condition? Why
is their health doubtful? Why
is poor meat salable? -* The
herds of our country represent, Inthe
aggregate, quantity, not quality. Their
health is under suspicion, because own-
ers are short-sighted and look for the
ready profit rather than the greater but i
more distant gain. Poor meat is sal-
able because the demand for itexists.
The masses prefer sirloin steak
and rib roast from worn-out oxen
and diseased Texas steers to
flanks and chucks of healthy
corn-fed grade beeves. Why do :the
masses prefer to feed on meat little bet-
ter than carrion? Because of their ig-
norance. Chucks and flanks, to be
profitable, must be scientifically cooked,
and American housewives are too much
hurried to give a studied care to cook-
ing. The price of eood beef vexes
the soul of the economical house-
keeper

-
and raises

-
the anger of

the retail butcher. In Great Britain,
where tons and tons of American re-
frigerator beef are annually consumed
in the populous districts, flanks and j
chucks are higher than In America, be-
ing in active demand, while sirloins and !
roast ribs are cheaper, the value of the
entire carcass being more equalized.

The suggestion of improving pastures
and breeding better beef cattle is in
itself excellent, but the field is so wide
that many influences must be brought to
bear upon itbefore more than a very
gradual improvement can be looked for.
Many causes work together torender the
cautions buyer doubtful- of the sanitary
condition of our meat supply. The
native grasses South andsouthwest fur-
nish the eerm from which arises splenic
fever. This caused the underwriters
during all of last summer to refuse to
Insure American herds during ocean. transit, save^rom three states: Ohio,
Virginiaand Kentucky. Distillery feed-
ing develops "lump jaw," a disgusting
disease, which cannot be detected after
the head has been severed from the body.
We believe that our flocks are in the
main healthy, and, although the de-
crease of 10,000,000 in our sheep within. this decade Is a step backward, the qual-
ityhas been much improved, and good
mutton and well-fatted lamb are plenty
in our large \markets. . It would be a
general blessing iflocal production kept
pace withlocal demand. Itwould save
consumers from the illeffects attending
upon fevered and bruised meats. Herds
slaughtered in Western centers for
Eastern markets travel thousands of
miles by train; herds slaughtered in
our Eastern states travel hundreds of
miles by train; in neither instance is-
there sufficient time allowed for healthy
recovery. This injures the flavor and
|renders much of our meat distasteful to

FORESTRY.

Timber GrowinginDakota? Paris
Gibson Talks. .

Hon. S. M.Daboll furnishes the Da-
kota Ruraiist a valuable communlca-
tiou upon "My Failure to Grow Tim-
ber." He succeeded with cotlonwood
by planting them late in the spring
on low ground in strips four rods
apart, and keeping . them trimmed
down to not more than twenty-five
feet hieh. With box elder he was like-
wise successful, but while the trees
made good shrubbery, they are not
worth .much as timber. Catalpa and
ailanthus do tolerably well on weedy
ground, .keeping a small space clear
around each tree. . lt is well also to
mix them with other trees except cot-
tonwoods. Black wild cherry makes
a moderate growth, and is hardy
Dakota elm makes only a moderate
growth, but it is hardy, readily raised
from seeds and easily transplanted.
The same may be said of white elm.
Honey locust is easily propagated
from seeds, is hardy and Is a beauti-.
ful tree, but it grows slowly. White
ash is one or the best trees to plant,
but itis troubled witha worm on theleaves, and may need spraying. The
oaks are of too small growth for one
man's lifetime. The abele (silver leaf;
is a rapid grower and extremely hardy.
Itmay be crown in unbroken prairie
by setting them in holes wide enough
to give them a good start the first year.
A grove made up of cottonwood,
Lorabardy poplar, silver-leaf, yellow
willow, catalpa, ailanthus and . soft
maple makes a good show. Walnuts
and butternuts are doing

_
well,

but the same treatment as to weeds,
recommended for the catalpa, seems to
suit them. What ifthis is found to be
the best way for all forest trees in this
climate? Mr. Daboll concludes as fol-
lows:

"Many trees which Ihave not tried
promise well, but lam not writing a
dissertation on forestry. Iam only
givingmy modes of failure."

Pork at 5 cents a pound makes corn

worth about 50 cents.
The most profitable hog: One that

willnot die until its owner wants itto,
has a steady appetite and eats plenty of
good food.

Cooked wheat has been shown to be a
capital food for swine, but, unless itis
unmarketable wheat, it would seldom
be profitable to feed it.

When but few pigs are kept, itis
sometimes advisable to keep them in a
portable pen. The disadvantage is that
they do not get enough exercise.

Pretty hard work tocatch that colt, is
it? Well, ifyou had petted the janimal
from the start, itwould not be so hard,
and it would not be so hard to break it
either.

Feed a sow corn all the time, and you
willbe getting her ina splendid "frame
of mind" to destroy her pigs. Such a
sow is very apt to feel a good deal like a
man with dyspepsia.

Upon general principles the advice is
given to salt hogs, but ifanybody has
ever determined by experiment whether
or not they willfatten just as well with-
out salt as withit, we do not know it.

"To teach a horse to kick up. simply
prick him on the rump witha pin until
there is an inclination to kick up, when
stop and caress him," says a writer, If
anybody wants a horse that willkickup,
we know of one that willdo it to any-
body's satisfaction without the use of
the pin.

Somebody asked us not longsince how
to prevent a horse from pawing in the
stall. We see it stated that tying a
piece of carpet around the foot to pre-
vent the noise willstop the habit iv
some cases. ?;.-.. nr*
lfthe tongue of the horse is put over

the bit, eet a piece of thin sheet iron
|about two and a half inches wide and
five inches long, with the ends rounded
and the edges filedsmooth. Drill two
small holes at each edge in the center
and fasten to the bit. Draw the bit well
up Inthe mouth, aud this piece of iron
will prevent the horse getting tho
toneue over the bit. -\u0084-_. ,*r*

Sometimes the tongue of the horse Is
putout uuder the bit. In such case the
followingis recommended: Get three
medium-sized bullets, hammer them
out to about an inch. and a half in
leneth. Drill a small hole through
the end of each. Tie one to the
center of the bit by a little piece
of wire throueh the joint. Attach the
others to the bit about an inch from the
center (one on each side), so as to play
loosely. When this bit is in the mouth
these extra arrangements will so dis-
concert the horse that inhis struggles
to get them out of the way he willfor-
get toput the tongue out ..-7
