Craig." of Yirdcn. and the lowest, two,
by one of the St. Paul curlers. Only
three rimes now remain in the challengo
cup competition. They are skipped by
Harstone, of the Winnipeg Granites,
Sparling, of Lindsay.Ont.,and Wilson.of
the Winnipeg Thistles. These three
rinks will get first, second and third
prizes, but they have yet to play for
first place. Harstone's rink is ac-
knowledged tobe one of tho best in Can-

finished to-morrow. The first draw in
the Uoyal Caledonian tankard was
played this afternoon. This was a con-
test, between six Manitoba rinks and six
All Coiners, as announced in yester-
day's dispatches.

A Texas Tenderfoot Knocked
Into Eternity by a Pugilist.

Dallas, Tex., Feb. Jake Kilrain
and hissparring troupe exhibited at the
opera house last night. It was an-
uour'&d to be a sparring and wrestling
match. After some uneventful sparring
by others Tom James, of Dallas, en-
countered Bezenab, the combination
Champion light-weight, for ?25, condi-
tioned that James should stay tour
rounds. Bezenah had it his way from
the first. In the fourthround he struc>[
James in the neck, knocking him limp
on the stage. James was unable to rise.
Ho was sponged and restoratives ap-
plied. The show continued, no one
supposing that James was hurt seri-
ously. When the entertainment had
about concluded Muldoon announced
that James was unconscious, and
called for a physician*. Bezenah
was searched for by oflicers,
butbad fled. James died at 12:30 this
morning. Kilrain cried like a child.
The entire combination, including
Bezenah, who returned this morning
and surrendered to the oflicers, are held
for murder. Itis supposed James' neck
was broken. One doctor says itwas
paralysis of the heart. Bezenah is a
Cincinnati lightweight who joined the
Kilrain-Muldoon combination at New
Orleans hen itwas organized a short
time ago. Wherever The combination
shows a prize of 5*25 is offered to any
lightweight who willstand four rounds
before Bezenah, and a prize of 8100 to
any man who willstay fourrounds with
Kilrain. There is also a prize of$2 a
minute for any wrestler who willre-
main with Muldoon. While Bezenah
never fought anybody in the Jack Me-
Auliffe class, he is considered a good
man at his weight, and is a remarkably
hard hitter. Ithas been the custom lor
some time for prize fighting combina-
tions to offer money prizes for local
pugilist- to stand before their stars, but
this is the first fatai result from the
custom. The affair has created the
greatest excitement here, and willdo
much to killprize fighting in this state

James was a well built, muscular

young man of twenty-two. He came,
from Kansas City three months ago, and
followed the callinz of a bricklayer. and
at a wellknown local resort for boxers
and atheletes he soon became a familiar
figure, and was wellknown to all men
about town and sporting men generally.
He was married ;two months ago and
his trairic end falls with crush-
ing weight upon his widow, who
resides at 1514 Commerce street.
The deceased trained Jimmy Mitchell
and acted as his second iiithe fight with
Honagtan at the club rooms of the
Dallas Athletic association. Yesterday,
with several of his friends, lie called at
the hotel, stating that he was desirous
of arranging for a glove contest, and
it out that he had no doubt of his ability
to win the 825. Jt is understood that, at
the expiration of the third round last
evening, James informed his second
and friends that he had had enough
aud wanted to throw up the sponge.

WON ON A FOUL.

Reddy Brennan Gets the Best of
Jack Kckert.

AtuouA, 111., Feb. 11.? A vicious
six-round fight occurred here shortly
after 1o'clock this morning between
"Keddy" Brennan, of Montana, and
John Eckert, of Streator, for a purse of
$250 and a side bet of $500.'. Brennan
wonin the sixth round on a foul. Ike
Weir, the "Belfast Spider," acted as
referee. Eckert opened the first round
witha wicked rush and landed onBren-
nan's ribs, Brennan countering on the
face and neck. Wicked fighting fol-
lowed to a clinch. Both committed pal-
pable fouls and were cautioned by the
referee. Inthe second round Brennan
landed on Eckert's left eye
with telling effect and received
a few rib-roasters in return.
Livelyinfighting followed, severe pun-
ishment being inflicted on both sides.
Eckert forced his man into his corner,
and he fellina heap over the benches
used inlieu of ropes. The rest of the
round was give and take and ended
with a clinch, Eckert being somewhat
winded. The third round was a repeti-
tion of the second, both men mailing
savage rushes, and dividing the- work
and the punishment evenly. In the
fourth Eckert swung three or four
times ina vain endeavor to knock his
man out. He landed withtelling effect
several times on the neck and body.
Brenuan, inthe meantime was not idle,
but took advantage of every opening
left him by his opponent's leads. Both
men committed fouls, but the claims of
their seconds were not pushed. It
was anybody's fight so far, but
Brennan was the favorite in the
betting at odds offive to four. Eckert
received a severe cut over the left eye,
which bled profusely, aud first blood
was awarded to Brenuan, The fifth
round was consumed in cautious spar-
ring, not a blow being struck. There
was enough real fighting in the sixth
to satisfy anybody. Eckert rushed his
man and lauded repeatedly on his neck
and body. Brennan, however, gave
him as good as was sent, and it would
have been hard to say who had the best
of it. Eckert lost "his temper several
times, and might have lost on a foul.
The seventh opened like the sixth, and
itwas hammer and tongs for two and
a half minutes. Ten seconds ofterrific
in-fighting was followed by a fall. Eck-
ert deliberately struck his man three
times while the latter was on the floor,
and Referee Weir promptly gave the
fight to Brennan ou a foul. Both men
were severely punished about the head
and body. There was no attempt of in-
terference on the part of the authorities.

A BOON TO MILLERS.

Owners ofRoller Process Patents
Cannot Sue.

Chicago, Feb. 14.? A decision has
just been rendered id the United States
circuit, court at Chicago by Judge Blod-
gett which concerns every miller in the
country using the modern roller proc-
ess of manufacturing flour. While the
use of rolls is very old, dating back a
half-century in Europe, numberless
patents have been issued inthe United
State covering special features of con-
struction and adjustment. Some time
ago four of the leading manufacturers
of roller mills formed the Consolidated
Boiler Millcompany, withheadquarters
at Chicago, and pooled all their patents
to the number of fifty or more. They
then commenced suit in the United
States courts against a number of mill-
ers and manufacturers. One of these
suits was decided in their favor by
Judge Brown, of the Michigan circuit,
and another against them at lu-
diauapohs by Judge Gresham. The
patents on which the consolidated
company principally relied were those
of W.D.Gray, of Milwaukee; U. 11.
Odell and 11. Birkholz. Judge Blodgett
has now decided in a suit brought
against the Barnard &Leas Manufact-
uring company, of Moline, 111., that
these patents can only be sustained for
such special devices as they cover, and
that the inventors entered the field at
so late a day that they were not entitled
to have the doctrine of equivalents en-
forced in their behalf. This decision
relieves thousands of millers from the
fear of suits for infringement.
