M'CARTHY WHIPPED.

Jack Dempsey Manages to
Put a Crimp in the Aus-
tralian.

Two Thousand Enthusiastic
Spectators Witness a 28-
Round Mill.

The Antipodean Shows Slgqs
of Petering Out Early in
the Game.

A Well-Directed and Wicked
Blow Lays Him Out
Cold.

SAN Fraxcisco, Feb. 18. —Over 2,000
enthusiastic spectators assembled at the
gymnasinm of the California Athletic
club to-night to witness the great battle
of the middleweights—Jack Dempsey
and Billy McCarthy. The sporting
community  had looked forward
to this contest with the greatest
interest for the past two months, and
as the time for the event approached
other pugilistic occurrences in the city
were overshadowed. Nearly every man
who saw Dewmpsey go down before La
Blanche last August was anxious that
the Nonpareil should be given an op-
portunity to retrieve his lost honors,
and be placed as nearly as possi-
ble on the same footing he held when
he was an undefeated man. La
Blanche would not consent to a return
match for the present. and the most
avallable man, therefore, to match
against Dempsey was the Australian
middleweight champion. MeCarthy,who
had reeently arrived in this city, and
who had gained some prominence by
his easy defeat of Kelleher. When the
California club first made the match be-
tween Dempsey and McCarthy, it was
generally regarded here that the Non-
pareil would

HAVE A VERY EASY GAME.

Thnis opinion soon changed, however,
owing chiefly to the discouraging re-
ports of Dempsey’s health. which
seemed to have some foundation, as
Dempsey was not well enough to fight
last month on the date for which

the match was originally set,
and it was necessary to postpone
the contest until to-night. Demp-

sey’s health improved. however, in the
last few months. and when the day for
the fight arrived, he announced himself
in perfect condition. His stock was still
bigh, and betting was generally in his
favor, about the largest odds being £100
to #60. McCarthy injured his band

a few weeks ago, while wrest-
ling, and his friends expressed
some fears on tlhus account, but

the hand seemed to have recovered en-
tirely to-day. Hiram Cook, of this eity,
was appointed reteree of the match.
Jack MeAuliffe and Denny Kelleher
were behind Dempsey, and Jimmy Car-
roll and Paddy Gorman seconded Me-

Carthy. The conditions of the con-
test were that the men should
weizh under 156 pounds. When
they appeared in the ring

to-night McCarthy was a little under
that fizure and Dempsey a pound lighter
than his adversary. Several sparring
contests occupied the early part of the
evening, and 1t was after 9 o’clock when
the principals stepped through the
ropes into the ring. Both were received
with cheers. McCarthy was plainly
the heavier,but Dempsey had a great ad
vantage in height and reach. “I'heir
weights were announced as follows:
Dempsey, 147141 McCarthy, 151%. Pres-
ident Fulda announced that it had just
been discovered that the gloves which
had been prepared for the contest
HAD BEEN TAMPERED WITH,

and that it would take some time to fix
them. Nearly half an hour was con-
sumed in that way before the men were
ready to face each other. Time was
called at 9:30.

Round One—Both men came to the
center of the ring quickly. Dempsey
led off with his left and caught McCar-
thy lightly on the chin. MecCarthy
watched closely for an opening and led
out several times, but Dempsey dodeed.
The Australian seemed inclined to torce
matters, but was able to accomplish
nothing.

Round Two—Dempsey eaught Me-
Carthy savagely in the face, and then
gave him a terrific right-hander on the
body. MecCarthy attempted to return
it, but Dempsey got away. McCarthy
landed lightly on Dempsey’s neck, and
the round closed with several poiuts in
the Nonpareil’s favor.

Round Three—McCarthy caught an-
other left-hander in the chin., which
Dempsey followed up with a good blow
on the ribs, and repeated this a moment
later. The Australianducked well, and
saved himself from a fierce blow aimed
at liis neck. Just as the round closed
he struek Dempsey hard in the wind,
aud received a hot one on the forehead
in return.

FOUND THE AUSTRALIAN’S NECK.

Round Four—McCarthy followed
Dempsey ecieverly, but the Nonpareil
watched his opportunity, and his left
soon found the Austrahan’s neck half a
dozen times without a return.

Round Five—Dempsey again found
McCarthy’s body and got a sharp rap on
the ear from the latter’s right. Me-
Carthy then made a savage rush and
struck Dempsey twice on the ear hard.

Round Six—MecCarthy ovpened the
round with a vicious upper-cut, which
failed of its mark, and then walked to
his own corner slowly, followed by
Dempsey. The men sparred 2 moment,
and then Dempsey repeated his attack
on his opponent’s body and landed
heavily three times. MecCarthy seemed
a trifle flurmed as the round closed,
amid applause for Dempsey.

Round Seven—Dempsey led out
strong, but McCarthy showed wonder-
ful quickness in getting away. Demp-
sey’s left hand landed on his jaw sev-
eral times, and just before the round
closed McCarthy returned it with a half
swing right-hander, which ecaught
Dempsey on the cheek.

Round Eight—McCarthy led out sav-
agely with his right and struck Demp-
sey heavily on the ear. He tried it a
second time, and almost fell to the floor
as Dempsey jumped awa{. Dempsey
then planted his right hard ia Me-
Carthy’s wind, which caused the latter
to double over a moment.

DEMPSEY DOUBLED UP.

Round Nine—Dempsey again scored
on MceCarthy’s throat and body, and re-
ceived a terrific left-hander on his
stomach. MecCarthy gained applause
by turning around quickly, and cateh-
ing Dempsey a smart back-hand blow
on the nose. -

Round Ten—Dempsey continued to
hammer away for MeCarthy’s wind, and
brought out a very audible grunt from
him several times. MeCarthy’s attacks
were wicked, but the Nonpareil was too
quick for him, until near the end of the
round, when MeCarthy planted a good
left-hander just above the stomach.

Round Eleven—Both men seemed to

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be asstrong as at the start. Dempsey .

allowed McCarthy to walk him around
the ring several times, and when the
latter least expected it he found the
Nonpareil’s fist against his jaw or body.
A terrific right-hander from Dempsey
on the Australian’s throat closed the
round.

Round Twelve—MecCarthy repeated
his turning blow in this round, and
again caught Dempsey on the nose. He
made several savage lunges, but tell
short and received a short-armm smash
on the chin.

round Thirteenth—Dempsey aimed a
wicked blow for McCarthy’s neck, but
the latter saved himself by a neat duck.
An exchange of short arin blows and
several clinches followed. McCarthy
tried hard to reach Dempsey’s neck, but
received a hard right-hander on his own
jaw and chin.

THE NONPAREIL'S HARD KNOCKS.

Round Fourteen—Demnpsey landed a
swinging left-hander on McCarthy’s
jaw, which he followed with a hard
one in the stomach, and another in the
neck. A second on the stomach doubled
the Australian over.

Round Fifteen—Dempsey led for Me-
Carthy’s neck twice, and reached it
lightly both times. McCarthy made a
left-hand swing at Dempsey’s head, bat
Dempsey was not there.

Round Fifteen—This round closed
without any definite result.

Round Sixteen—This wasthe liveliest
round up to this time,and when it elosed
there were loud echeers for Dempsey.
He landed on the Australian’s body and
jaw abaut as he pleased. The latter’s
eyes and cheeks began to show signs of
severe punishment,and when the round
closed he was evidently very groggy.

Round Seventeen—Dempsey repeated
this punishment, and, though he stag-
gered MecCarthy with the blows he
rained on his neck, he was not able to
score a knockdown.

Round Eighteen—This was a repeti-
tion of the seventeenth.

During the nineteenth, twentieth and
twenty-first rounds but little was ac-
complished.

Round Twenty-two—Dempsey’s right
again fell heavily on the Austra-
lian’s neck and ribs; the latter turned
completely around and struek Dempsey
heavily in the stomach, receiving in re-
turn a terrific jab on the chin which
almost sent the Australian off his feet.

Round Twenty-three—MeCarthy con-
tinued to fight stubbornly. but Demp-
sey, by his quick movements, saved
himself from the blows aimed at his face
and body, and was able torap his antaz-
onist hard before the round eclosed.
Dempsey again doubled MeCarthy
over in the twenty-fourth round by
a savage right-hand stomach blow, but
when MeCarthy recovered, he reached
the back of Dempsey’s neck witha
heavy right-hand swing.

Up to the twenty-eighth round the
damage was not sufficient to cause a
knock-out.

GAME TO THE END.

When the zongz sounded for the
twenty-eighthround MeCarthy stazgered
to the center of the ring and “Dempsey
implored him to give up. The wildest
excitement prevailed all over the build-
ing. Cries of “*Knock him out, Jack.,”
and *“Give it up, McCarthy,” were heard
everywhere, The Australian still re-
fused to acknowledge himself aefeated,
and Dempsey beat him into his corner
and sent him down in a heap. He rose
azain and leaned against the ropes
for support. Dempsey walked up to
finish him, but his compassion for the
pitiable object before him was too much
for the Nonpareil, so he stepped up to
the referee ana declaréed he had not the
heart to punish the man any further.
Then PaddyGorman,McCarthy’s second,
broke into the ring and dragged his
prineipal over to his corner and refused
to permit him tostay in the fight tonger.
Den:psey was accordingly deeclared the
winner amid loud cheers from the 2.000
men, who admired his compassion for
his game antagonist.

GRIFFIN avNOCKED SILLY.

The St. Paua! Slugger Whipped by
Billy Mahan.

Sax Fraxcisco, Feb. 18.—Jimmy
Griffin, the St. Paul lightweight. was
defeated by Billy Mahan, of this city, in
twenty-seven rounds at the Occideirtal
Athletic elub last night. The fight was
fierce throughout. Grifin was badly
punished; his lips and nose were cut
and swollen, and his body covered with
blood. He fought a game battle, how-
ever, and although Mahan foreed the
fighting nearly all the time, Gniffin
made a savage attack in almost every
round and made it uncomfortable for
the San Francisco man. Griffin was
knocked down half a dozen times in the
last three rounds, but struggled gamely
to his feet until a terriffic biow in the
jaw finally sent him to the floor. His
head struck the boards heavily, and he
was picked up insensible.

CHAMBERLAIN, S. D,, Feb. 18.—The
troops have not yet taken aggressive
action regarding the removal of the
boomers’ houses from the iands occu-
pied by the townsite opposite here on
the Sioux reservation, and claimed by
the Indians as their allotments. Ail
sorts of rumors are rife regarding the
various deals between the boomers
and the Indians. Whatever the out-
come may be, no definite understanding
has yet been reached. The Inaians
who have complained the most bitterly
against the encroachments of the whites
upon land belonging to them are lron
Nation, head chief at Lower Brule
agency, and and an Indian named Left
Hand Thunder. The former is highly
thought of by his people, but the latter
is regarded as a mean Indian and has
but few triends. The officials of the
land office, together with the eclerks
sent out from Washington to to put the
office in runningorder. arrived here this
afternoon and were tendered a reception
by the citizens, and a grand bangnet in
their horor i3 being arranged. It is ex-
pected that the land office will be ready
to receive filings by the beginning of
next week, when a great rush will oe-
cur. There are already hundreds of
settlers upon the Crow Creek lands,
which are surveyed, there also being
five or six townships west of the Mis-
souri river which are being surveved,
and these settlers will tender their fil-
ings as soon as the land office is open to
them. There is no falling off in the
rush of settlers to the newly opened
lands, and every incoming train is
heavily loaded = with .persons in-
tending to settle west of the
Missouri river. The ecrossing here
is again perrectly safe and the ice will
bear the heaviest loads without a
risk whatever. A gentleman named ‘F.
C. Sherman has just . returned from
twenty m les in the interior bringing a
number of fine samples of coal, which
he reports having found with the assist-
ance of Indians, min inexhaustible
quantities. Mr. Sherman represents &
syndicate of Eastern capitdlists, who
have lucated 2 number of coal mines,
and he is so enthusiastic over the pros-
pects that he has ordered an outfit with
which to begin nilning. This is no
boomer’s fairy story, but is absolutely
reliable. Mr, Shermau is an expert in
this business and has plenty of eapital
behitd bhim, and issure coal will be
mineu near Chamberlain during the
next few months. Hon. F. M. Goody-
koontz and John H. King, ho have been
in Washington working for the estab-
lishment of a land office here, returned
to-day.

THE HASTINGS TRAGEDY,
Miss Emma Link Testifles Re-

garding the Affair.
Special tc the Globe.

HasTiNus, Feb. 18.—The excitement
over the killing of Miss Mary A. Diet-
zen by Louis Sommers is by no means
abating. The autopsy was not com-
pleted until 6 o’clock last night, and at
that late hour it was decided too late to
hold the inquest, which was set for 9
o’clock this morning, but owing to the
county attorney having a case before
the judge, the inquestdid not commence-
until 4:15. At that time the court room
was crowded. The first witness ecalled
was Miss Emma Link, who was with
the deceased on the night of the tragedy.
She said she had known Miss Dietzen
about one i*ear, and was with her fre-
quently. I saw her Sunday last for the
first time during the day at about 8
o’clock, and was with her till 5, when [
went down to her house and then re-
turned to my home, and went down
again to see deceased about 7 o’clock
in the evening. Started up town again
with Mary, and met Louis Sommers on
the sidewalk on Second street, near the
school house crossing, and as we passed
him I said: “How do you de.” He dia
not answer, but passed on. Isaw him
tarn atter he passed, and commence
firing. After he had fired one shot we
both screamed. Mary ran up the side-

walk. and started across the
street. I did not see him fire
but one shot. but heard three.

We both screamed. I heard Mary say,
“Oh! Lou!” and heard her fall, but dic

not turn back to see her. She uttered

no sound when she fell. Iran overto

Dushane’s residence and told Mr. Du-
shane that “Lou Sommers had shot
Mary Dietzen.” He immediately went
over, and I followed in about five min-

utes. and saw Mary lying on the side-
walk dead. 1 do not know where Louis
came from. When we first saw him he
was a little ahead of us. When he com-
menced firing he was about two steps
behind us. I cannot state whether
he followed her up or not. She
lay, think, about forty feet
from where we stood when the first shot
was fired. We saw Sommers Sunday

afternoon, buthad no talk with him.
He was at the postoffice and we had not
seen him before during the day. I was
well acquainted with him. Mary and
he had been engaged, butthey hada
falling out, and - Marv told me he had
threatened a week ago last Sunday to

shoot her because she refused to go to-
Prescott, Wis., and marry him atthat
place, but she (Mary) had said she was
not afraid of him. When or how
or by whom the enzagemeut was bro-
ken witness was unable to say. She
Kuew it was the case because Mary had
informed her of the fact. (Here the
Jjury, witness and attorneys proceeded
to the spot where the Kkilling occurred,
and Miss Link pointed out as near as
she could remember just where the par-
ties stood when the first shot was fired,
and where she next saw Mary Deit-
zen—the distance being 120 feet). Re-
turning, thesprosecuting attorney pro-
ceeded to examine the witness. She
testiied to having seen them (the
prisoner and his victim) frequently
together before the quarrel referred to
one week ago Sunday, and which the
the witness learned from the deceased
a week ago Monday, but never knew of
their being together after that date.
The witness was then turned over to
the defense, and Attorney Stringer re-
viewed the ground, but the cross-exam-
ining did not differ from the above
details. The preparations for Miss
Deitzen’s funeral have been eompleted.
and her body will be buried from St.
Boniface church Wednesday morning
at nine o’clock,

During the afternoon and eveninithe
remains have been viewed by hun-
dreds, and she constant stream of people
coming and going bespeak the popular-
ity and esteem in which deceased was
held while living and the heartfelt sym-
pathy extended to the family in the ter-
rible ealamity that has overtaken them.

IDAHO MAY GOME IN.

Mormon Protests Cut Little
or Nc Figure With the
Senate.

President Harrison to Open
Carnegie’s Free Library
at Pittsburg To-Day.

Adjutant General Kelton Cor-
rects a Bad Break Made
by Foraker.

The New Extradition Treaty
With England Ratified by
the Senate.

WaAsHINGTON, Feb. 18.—Senator Platt
presented to the senate to day the re-
port on the bill to admit the state of
Idaho to the Union. The committee re-
views the objections to the state con-
stitution made by the Mormons, and re-
fers to the decision of the supreme court
of the United States sustaining the val-
idity of the constitution so far as it ap-
plies to the Mormons. The committee
says that no person will be restrained
from voting under the anti-Mormon
elause of the constitution unless he is a
bigamist or a polygamist. When it shall
appear that the Mormon church no
longer puts allegiance to the church
higher than allegiance to the state, and
when bigamy and polygamy cease, no
one will be disfranchised or excluded
trom holding office by the constitution
of Idaho.

CARNEGIE’S MONUMENT.

Barrison Will Open Pittsburg’s
Free Library To-Day.

WAsHINGTON, Feb. 18.—The presi-
dent will leave here at 12 noon to-mor-
row for Pittsburg, Pa., over the Balti-
more & Ohio railroad. He will be ac-
companied by Congressmen Bayne and
Dalzell, Private Seeretary Halford and
Andrew Carnegie. Secretary Blaine,
who at first intended to accompany the
party. will be unable to go. The presi-
dent’s visit is for the purpose of being
present at the formal opening of the
Carnegie free library Thursday. While
in Pittsb urg he will be the guest of the
Duquesne club, whose invitation to the
president was tendered and accepted
through Mr. Carnegie. The president
will return to Washington Thursday
night.

MASSING OF MILITIA.

Gen. Kelton Corrects One of Fora-
ker's Bad Breaks,

WasniNvaToN, D. C., Feb. 18.—Adjt.
Gen. Eelton, of the United States army,
had his attention called to-day to the
speech delivered in Cincinnati on Sat-
urday night, in whieh ex-Gov. Foraker
said that in 1887, when the fisheries
question was the topie of the day, the
war department had written to him, to-
ﬁether with the other governors, asking

im how many soldiers he could rush to
the Canadian frontier. *“The governor
is all _ wrong aboat it.” said
Gen. Kelton, “and Dbesides he
had no rieht to say anything
about it, because the communica-
tion, which was addressed to all the
governors, was confidential. We had
some suspicion at the time that the j ur-
pose of the suggestion might be mis-
represented. and so we made it con-
fidential. The question was not how
soon any state could mass its militia on
the Canadian border, but simply how
well each state had its militia under
control, and how soon it could be assem-
bled in good military order at some
given point in each state. It wasonly
a suggestion. The federal authorities
had no power to give an order. The
war department simply wanted to get
all the reliable information it could get
about the capabilities of the state mili-
tia. “lt is well to remind the state
militia once 1n a while that it is
intended for sible practical service
and it is the duty of the war depart-
ment to know what service 1t could de-
pend on getting in an emerzency. In
some states practical tests were made
and reports made in response to the
suggestion. Other states have not made
either practical experiments or reports.
“It was not an order,” said Gen. Kel-
ton, smiling, “to put the state militia
on a war footing. The war department
simply wished to give the National
g throughout the country some-
thing practical to think about, and sent
out these letters asking them the hy-
pothetical gquestion of how many men
could be massed at certain given points.
It was done to test the intellizence and
activity of the National guardsmen and
to stimulate their interest in tne actual
questions of the science of war. The
war department was not contemplating
an invasion of Canada.”

FAG ENDS GATHERED UP.

The House Disposes of a Batch of
Small Matters.

WasniNgToN, Feb. 18.—The house
to-day transacted a quantity of miscel-
laueous business,and considered at some
length the Oklahoma bill. The journal
was approved without objection. Satur-
day, March 15, was set apart, on motion
of Mr. O’Neill, of Pennsylvania, for
eulogies upon the Ilate William D.

CRIMINALS WILL WORRY.

The Senate Ratifies the Extradi-
tion Treaty With Enzlaad.

WasHiNeTON, D. C., Feb. 18.—The
senate in secret session to-day confirmed
the extradition treaty with Great Brit-
ain. The treaty makes applicable to
the article of the extradition treaty con-
cluded between the United States and
Great Britein on -Aug. 9, 1842, provid-
ing for the extradition of persons
charged with specified erimes, the addi-
tional erimes of manslanghter, counter-
feiting or altering money and bringing
it into circulation, embezzlement, lar-
ceny, reeeiving stolen property, ete.,
fraud of all kinds, perjury, rape and
abduetion, burglary, piracy by the laws
of nations, revolt or conspiracy to re-
volt on the high seas, and crimes against
the laws of both countries concerning
slavery. Political criminals are ex-
empted from the provisions ot the
treaty.
