John Huber,who «laims to be a native
of St. Cloud, but who spells the name of
his home town St. Clound, is wantéd by
the police, and the tirm of Koehler &
Heindricks would like to see him about
$30 worth., Huber is a farmer-like look-
ing fellow, with an ingeunuous manuner
caleulated to disarm suspicion and in-
spire confidence. He strolled into the

‘tlore of the above-mentioned firm yes-

terday morning, andsaid that he wanted
to purchase a bill of butchers’ tools. He
was shown a large assortment and se-
lected about $250 worth of implements,
which he ordered sent to St. Cloud.
Huber wanted still wore tools than
thuse he had selected. however, and
said he would rewurn later to select the
rest. He had a carload of hides and
tallow dowun on the tracks, and wanted
to seli: could Heiurichs direct him
to a good firm dealing in hides?
At the request of the simple-minded
granger Mr. Helnriehs proceeded with
him to the hide warehouse of 1. Berg-
man, where a price was offered for the
hines, greatly inexcess of the amount
of the bill purchased by Huber, aud the
latter accepied the offer. He produced
a bill of lading. showing the cousign-
ment from St, Clound to St. Paul of a
car to John Huber, and giving as its
contents 185 green salted hides, twenty-
three barrels of tallow and four bun-
dles of sheep pelts. Huber indorsed the
document on
“lease deliver this car of hides and
taliow to M. D. Bergman, of St. Paul.”
After the sale had veen made Huber
walked up town with Helunchs, and
upon reaching vhe store on Thira street
gave the firm an order apon Mr. Berg-
man for the full amount due him on the
hides and tallow. He then borrowed
$50 **just to last him until he got home,”
and took his leave. Subsequent in-
quiries developed that no car consigned
as described had arrived in St. Paul. A
telegram to the station agent at St
Cloud received reply that Huber was
unknown there and had shipped no
hides. Eiforts to discover the where-
abouts of the simvle-minded farmer
were  unavailing.  The police were
notified of tne occurrence, but up to last
night the man had not been captured,
and the firm of Koehler & Heinrichs is
$30 in the hole.

ANOTHER FIRM FAILED.

Lindeke, Liwud & orust Assign—
Prcbably Pay Up in Full.

Genuine suvrprise followed the an-
nouncement yesterday morning of the
failure ot the well-known dry goods
house of Lindeke, Ladd & Brust, 13
East Third street. To all appearances
the firm was doing a ¢ood busiuess, and
there was no reason for doubting its

financial solidity. Yesterday after-
noon  an  assignment  was filed,
Joseph  Lockey, president of the

National German American bank, being
named as the assignee. The bank is
one of the largest creditors, holding
credit paper to the amount of about
$10,000. 1t is thought that the firm will
be able to pay doilar for dollar, as the
assels apparently lead the liabilities by
a handsowe sum. The assets may foot
up $45,000, while the liabiiities are about
§10,000 less, The assignment was pre-
cipitated by an attachment for $315.
sworn out by Hilton, Hughes & Den-
ning, garnishing the German-American
bauk. "The store is closed pending an
inveatory.

ROASYT BOrd BILLS,

The St. Paul Bar Dislikes the
Proposed Changes in the United
States Court,

The members of the bar who are fam-
iliar with the bill pending before con-
gress, providing for dividing the United
States judicial district of Minnesota,
are rather pronounced in their views.
Distiict Attorney Hay favors the bill,
C. N. Bell saysit is an outraze. The
Ramsey County Bar association com-
miitee, consisting of Messrs. Cole, Flan-
drau, Sanborn, Cornish, Bunn, Gilman
and Lightuer, bave made a report in the
form of resolutions in which they have
embodied the following points:  As to
the LIl introduced by Senator Davis
providing for a tenth circuit, they ave
of opinion it is objectionable, in that it
creaies a new circuit withoat providing
for another supreme court judge, and
wiil not be satisfaciory to the judges of
the supreme court. There is a veed for
an increase of the judieial force in this
cireuit by appointing additional circuit
court judzes. The bill introduced by
Lind appears to the committee to be
very objectionable, as it creates six
piaces in the district of Minnesota for
holding terms of the circuit court. The
Committee further says that one great
venefit derived from a resort to the cir
cuit court is the freedom from local
prejudice.  They think the change pro-
posed will almost wholly destroy this
feature of the eourt. They think the
measure will be attended with greatand
unnecessary inconvenience and expense
without commensurate advautage. They
recommend the forwardinug of rvesolu-
tions embodying these provisions to the
senators and representacives in eon-
gress.

WHITEMAN WHIPPED,

A New Trial Refused Him—A
Pointer for Real Estate Men.
An important decision, because of its

effect upon practice generally, was
made by Judge Shiras, of the United
States ecircuit court, yesterday, in the
case of Linnie V. Atwater against
Alonzo J. Whiteman, upon a motion for
a new trial. The ruling recites that
*this action was Dbrought to recover
damages cansed by misrepresentations
concerning the character and value of
certain pine lands conveyed by White-
man to Atwater. The lands were repre-
sented to be“cheap at $7.000, and to
be a good investment at the price paid
—£6,954. Upon the trial, in answer to
shecific questions submitted, the jury
found a definite sum as being the fair
cash value of the land at the time of
couveyance. In deciding the motion
for a new trial, Judze Shiras states
that the old rule of damages in such
case is the difference between the fair
cash value of the land at the time of
conveyance and what it was renresented
to be worth. He declines, however, to
follow the old rule and adopts the new
rule, very recently laid down by the
United States supreme court, in the
case of Smith against Bolles, which is
that the rule of damages is the differ-
ence between a fair eash value of the
land at the time of conveyance and what
was actually paid therefor. The motion
for a new trial was denied. This is the
case which was recently tried <in the
federal court. Mra. Atwater is the
mother-in-law of Mr. Whiteman.
