THE BAR ASSOCIALLION,

Discussing the Advisability of Re-
moving the Law Library.

A meeting of the Minneapolis Bar as-
gociation was held in the law library in
Temple court yesterday to discuss the
advisability of ace pting the offer made
by L. E. Menage for the removal of the
library to the Guarantee, Loan and
Trust building., 'The executive commit-
tee, to which the matter had been re-
ferred, reported that Mr. Menage had
orered a bonus of §2.500 and §1,200 &
year for ten years to the association if
the library was moved to his building.
Mr. Herriek wanted the library to re-
main in the Temple court, an't he of-
fered to make a contribution ot $1,000 a
year to it if it was atllowed to remain
and all the tenants of his building were
given aceess to it. The eommitiee ree-
oimmended that, inasmuch us the bar
assoeration had signed a lease for the
rooms oceupied in Temple court for
ten years, the association was morally as
well as legally bound to keep the agree-
ment made in the lease and the
committee recommended that the prop-
osition made by Mr. Menage be rejected
and the one made by Mr. Herrick be ac-
cepted, ‘There were 'sixty-three mem-
bers of the assoctation present. and
there was considerable difference of
opinion as to the wisdom of adopting
the recommendation of the committee,
Some of the members went so far as to
argue that 1f the Guarantee Loan build-
ing put ina law library for the use ot
its tenants, and the New York Life
bulding added a #10,000 library to its
attractions, the usefulness of the bar
association and its library would be
gone, and they were in favor of dis-
bandment, Others argued that the
Menage proposition should be accepted,
and were strongly opposed to the ac-
ceptance of the one made by Mr. Her-
rick. Judge Koon made a strong speech
in favor of the library remaming where
it now is, and, after considerable argu-
ment, the matter was referred back to
the executive committee with instrue-
tions to ascertain it. in the event of the
library remaining in ‘Temple court, Mr.
Herrick would agree to strike out the
last clause in his proposition, which
throws the library open to all the ten-
ants occupying offices in the building.
The committee will report at the guar-
terly meeting meeting, which will be
held on March 19,

CO-OPERATIVE CREAMERIES,

A Canadian Writer Gives Some
Data and Opinions,

The creamery, provides for the manu-
facture of milk into one of the most
wholesome articles of food, which
every one wants and likes, and which
can be sent trom the farm with the
largest profit to the man selling it.
From the milk yielded by the cows of
this province we make, in large guanti-
ties, cheese—a product which is a
more concentrated and nourishing food
than butter is. want just here to
show you the weakness of our butter-
making system, writes Prof. James \V,
Robertson to the Farmers’ Advocate.
Of the milk yielded by the cows of this

rovinee nearly as much is converted
nto butter as into cheese; there is not
much difference. Our cheese has won
for Canada the reputation of being one
of the finest cheese producing countries
in the worla, while our butter has
earned for wus the unenviable no-
toriety  of sending to Eng-
land the strongest butter. received
there from any part of the world, There
must be something wrong, you see, in
the way we do things, when we are not
able to earn as good a reputation for
hroducing butter as we have established
1o connection with our exports of sheese,
Le¢t me cite to you the first mistake we
have made i regard to our butter-
making operations. There was a time
when we had no repatation as a cheese-
making people; when the cheese was
made at home in the dairies of the
farmers. Now. of all the cheese made
in this province 99 4-5 per cent is made
in the cheese factories and 1-6 per cent
in home dairies. You have there, in
my opinion, in that short set of hgures,
the real reason why our cheese-making
business has attained such a high repu-
tation, while on the other hand, our
butter-making operations have secured
for us, in market reputation, only that
which too frequently eharacterizes
the product itself—a bad odor. Of
all the Dbutter made in the prov-
ince from the milk production of
nearly as many cows as we used in
eheecse-making operations, less than 3
per ceut is made in ereameries, Less
than 8 per cent in one case, as against
49 4-5 per cent in the other. If we had
this position in regard to butter-making
reversed, and only 3 per cent of our but-
ter were made at the farm dairies, we
would get much higher figures for our
total produet. Let me examine still
further this making of 97 per cent of
our butter product in the farm dairies—
mostly  small. Is that an econo-
mical and profitable way of produecing
butter? To a man who givesthe matter
any serious consideration it at once be-
comes evivent that it is not. ‘Lhe total
make of butter in the farm dairies of
the provinee is estimated at over 30,000,-
000 pounds annually. 1 have taken
some pains to discover what amount of
labor is employed in making that quan-
tity of butter vy finding out how long it
takes to make ten pounds of butter in
the home dairy, and 1 tind that it takes
on the average just six times as much
labor to make a pound of butter inasmall
dairy as it required to make a pound in
a creamery. ‘The amount of labor re-
quired to make 30,000.000 pounds of but-
ter in home dairies is equal 10 750.00)
single day’s labor, whereas, if made in
creameries it would take less thas 130,-
000 single days’l abor. You would have
620,000 days of ten hours each of labor
to spare in the homesof Ontario by hav-
ing this butter made in ereameries,
Now, in this province we should be
proud, above all things, of the virtue,
industry, intellizence and Dbeauty
of our women; and yet our farmers are
crushing the sp.rit out of their wives
and daughters by making them milk
¢ows, set pans, ehurn butter and per-
1011 all the heavy work incidental to
that proeess. This seems to be a small
factor in our national prosperity, but it
is really a very important one, that the
women of our farms should have more
leisure for true wnnmnly work, and
spend less of their time in producing
butter which sells for 12 to 14 cents
a pound, the average price of the sumn-
mer dairy butter of this province., 1
havn’t a word to say against the butter
these ladi s make, but I say it is wast-
ing labor to have a large number of
women doing that which one man could
do. Then, again. there is more than
six times as much capital invested in
dairy utensils in private dairies as would
furnish ereameries with capaelty to do
the same work. Do you suppose that
any manufacturer could run forany
length of time in competition with

another manufacturer  protucing
the same class of gouds if
he sctually had to pay S8ix

times as much for his labor, and to in-
vest six times as much capital In his
machinery and plant as the other did?
He would be played out of business in
two weeks if he kept his books well,
and inside of a short period whether he
kept books or not.  Yet that is exactly
what buttermakers have been doing,
and they wonder why butter making
d es not pay. It ean be made to pay,
puti we must make our methods econom-
ical.

Butter Making Rules,

At the Ithaca dairy institute, Josiah
Shuil, of Herkimer county, New York,
an expert in Dbutter making, sub-
mitted these sensible rules: 1. 'To make
butter the milk from healthy cows
only should be used. 2. Avoid excite-
ment of the cows, produced by chasing
with dogs or in any other manner.
Harsh treatment lessens the quantity
and injures the guality of milk. 8. Cows
should have an abundance of suitable
food and pure water, and salt be kept
where they can have access to it
every day. 4. Cows should be kept
from all foul odors, and not be allowed
to eat or drink anything that will taint
the milk. 5. Milking should be done
at regular hours, with clean hands,
clean udders, and elean stables, and the
milk kept from contaminating odors,
6. Milk should bestrained immediately
after drawing, and aerated to eliminate
any objectionable odors. 7. Milk ves-
sels  should be thoroughly eleaned,
sealded with boiling water and aired to
keep them pertectly sweet. These
rules are most excellent and worthy of
being heeded by all would-be butter-
makers.

Science Clippings.

Eleetrieity has been found to travel
268,000 miles per secona, under favora-
ble eircumstances.

A new road-sweeping machine has
been tried in London. It ean be easily
attached to any cart and worked by an
experienced hand. Traveling at the
rate of three miles an hour, the ma-
chine sweeps through twelve hundred
square feet per minute of any road, and
places the mud in the cart behind with-
out noise or splash.

The teature of Edison’s exhibit at the
Paris exposition was an enormous
model of an incandescent lamp forty
feet high and made entirely of small in-
candescent lights, of which it was neces-
sary, it is said, touse 20,000. The French
and American flags were worked out in
incandescent lamps on either side of the
big lamp.

A modern, high-powered naval gun
will throw a projectile weighmeg 1,700
pounds at a velocity of over a mile in
four seconds, equal to 27.213 tons of
metal falling a distance of one foot on
an objeet.

Heavy Sales of Wheat Pat Prices
Away Below the Supposed
Zero.

A Decline at Chicaro of Nearly a Full
Point from Tuesday’'s
Close.

Financial Operations of the Money
Kings---The Geueral Quo-
tations.

CnicAGo, March 5.—The wheat mar-
ket started steady this morning, subject
to any influence which might develop.
In the early news there was nothing of
import. The board of trade figures
increased the wheaton passage 1,040,000
bu. Cables were of no importance
neither way. Shipments for the week
from India and Russia to the United
Kingdom and the continent were but
1,800,000 bu, against 2,340,000 a year ago.
There was no great pressure to sell
wheat here, and the offerings at Minne-
apolis were very light, with miilers the
buyers. New York cleared 50,000 bu of
wheat and Philadelpbia a little; Balti-
more none, Schwartz & Dupee were
the leading buyers here, either for
Bloom or Pardridge. MeCormick & Co.
and William Dunn were the leading
sellers early. With these conditions
May opened at 793¢, sold at 79 @79%4
to 793{ to 793¢ to 79% to 793¢e. Then
came the heavy snow storm  here,
What fell in Chicago had a wonderful
effect on sentiment, regardless of what
fell on wheat fields as a blanket. The
foreign agents were among the fivst to
beginrealizing. Tne crowd thought it
ought to oppose Pardridge, who was
talking bullish. An hour later May
wheat was off to 787%¢e, or just 1¢ under
the best price of the morning, Figures
purporting to be Bradstreet’s gave the
decrease in stocks east of the Rocky
mountains for the week at 1,800,000 bu.
There was some room taken for wheat
not yet bought at New York. At1
p. m. May was steady at 79¢; June sold
at 79'4c and off to 78%c, and July, 74
@773e and off to 76%{c. The local
trade econtinued to sell wheat to
the close. Receipts were 17 cars
wheat, 345 corn and U8 oats. Shipments,
35,631 bu whneat; 274,606 bu corn. and
184,122 bu oats. Corn was tame through-
out most of the session, the fluctuations
narrow. and the market quite feature-
less. Armour & Co. again sold May,
and receivers were also sellers to some
extent, with the demand very slack.
Still considering the narrowness of the
trade, prices kept quite steady. *Oars
while there was no: mi eh doing, show d
a good deal of stuvvorn strengti.
Hutehinson seemed to be the chiefl sup-
port, though even he was not a liberal
buyer. The crowd, however, was not
disposed to sell much and the small
purchases were sufficient to hold the
market.  Provisions were weak and
lower, closing 2}{@2}4c under yester-
day’s figures, Offerings were not ex-
cessive, but suflicient to depress the
market,

eading and Sugar refinerfes brought
the total up to a very respectable figure,
I'he list showed a tendeney to advance,
but the hammering of the bears upon
eertain spots gave a feverish and frreg-

ular look to the market as a
whole. The bears are accused
of maunipulating the rates for

exchange and are said to have bought
sterling heavily in order to prevent the
decline to a point which would permit
of the shipment of gold to this country
at a profit. This manipulation may de-
lay for a time the coming of gold from
Eurepe, but as Berlin and London owe
us a large amount for investment bonds
bought within tue last sixty days, to say
nothing of the recent purchases of
stocks, the sending of gold from the
other side eannot long be checked.
Dullness and stagnation marked the
opening this morning, and first prices,
except for sugar, which was up 1 per
cent, and Manbnattan, which was up 2,
were only slightly changed from those
of last evening. ‘The bears tried their
hands upon Western Union at first,being
still encouraged by the postal telegraph
scheme, Western Union yielded slowly,
and when the pressure was lifted almost
all of the decline was recoveregh, Read-
ing, however, was the great future of
the day, and was weuk on a flood of
short sales based primar ly upon the
dullness of the aunthracite e al trade,
though Pbiladelphia was credited with
disposing of some large blocks of the
stock. 1t was found to be unprotected,
and was rapidly sold down from 391{ to
2687, closing at the lowest price. With
the decreased demand for anthracite
coal comes an increased one for bitumi-
nous, and on this Wheeling and Lake
Erié preferred has shown marked
strength of late. To-day it yielded
over 1 per cent, but the decline
brought in support and it rallied
sharply. Sugar made further progress
in thé afternovon, after hanging around
66 all the morning. 1t rose rapidly
2 p. m.and touched 681, reacted to
66%, but closed at 67%. The report
accompanying the upward movement
was that the directors would declare a
dividend of 21¢ per cent. The general
Jist was very little affected by the move-
wents in the leaders, and the changes
were insignificant as a rule. Louisville
& Nashville was also pressed for sale,
and scored a material loss for the day.
The market finally closed dull and
steady. The final changes of note in-
clude only losses of 2! in Reading and
1}{ in Lcuisville & Nashville, with
a rise of 1% in sugar refineries.
Pailroad bonds were somewhat more
active to-day, but there was no change
in the temper of the deaiings and the
list as a rule was steady, aithough some
important ehanges were made in both
directions, The sales of all 1ssues
reached $1,271,000. Among those which
are higher Kansas Pacific, Denver di-
vision, lost 43 to 117%{., Government
bonds have been dull and steady. State
bonds have been entirely neglected.
The Post says: “An advance in the
rates of foreign exehange is usually un-
favorable to prices of stocks and securi-
ties, because under ordinary circum-
stacees it indicates a movement of capi-
tal from the United States to Europe,
and is usually aceepted as evidenee
either that foreigners are selling Amer-
iean securities, or else that exports of
American produets have fallen off. In
either of these cases it would also indi-
cate the probability of a tight money

market. But in the case of the advance
of 2 cents on the pound since Monday
it indicates quite the reverse, as this is
merely & recovery from an abnormal
depression of from 3! to 4¢ on the
pound, which oceurred between Febru-
ary 17 and March 2. There was then so
much apprehension about stringeney in
the money market here that bank-
ers’ bills were freely sold by people who
were mare apprehensive of a piuen in

the money market. About this time,
and when eall loans on the stock ex-
chanee touched 9 per cent on last Fri-
day, there was further selling of bills,
which put exchange down to its lowest
price on Mondav. But yesterday it be-
came clear that while money might
work close all this month, there would
be no pinch at present. This stopped
the selling of bills, and allowed ex-
change to recover toi ts norinal state.
The Deutsche bank of Berlin made an
issue on Feb. 27, at Berlin and other
cities in Germany,of £6,000,000 of North-
ern Pacific consolidated mortgage bonds.
This amount was largely oversubseribed
a result which was the more remarkable
because money had been tight in Berlin
and there was a considerabie decline
at the stock exchange in consequence,
