Washington, March 8.-The senate
committee on privileges and elections
has decided to favor the seating of the

Republican contestants from Montana-
Messrs. Power and Saunders. The

Democratic members of the committee
will submit a minority statement in

favor of the Democratic contestants?
Messrs. Maginnis and Clarke. The
vote was taken on strict party lines.
The ground upon which the majority of

the committee will take its stand as a

basis for its recommendation is that the
Republican bouse of Montana -was the
legal house, as its members held the
certificates of election from the elec-
tion officers and was recognized as

the legal house by the state sen-
ate. The report of the committee
willnot be made tor several days, as it

willbe a longdocument, discussing both

the law and the facts in the case. Mr. j
Gray, it is expected, will prepare the
report ot the minority. The presenta-

tion of the reports willbe the signal for
an extended debate, and Itmay be sev-
eral weeks before the senate willreach
a vote on the subject. Senator Turpie

did not agree with either the majority

or minority,but was of opinion that no
election of senators had been accom-
plished, and that the case should be re-
mitted to the state of Montana for ac-
tion. He may make an independent re-
port to that effect.

NO RATIONS roil THE NEEDY. j

Uncle Sum Cannot Aid Unem-
ployed Californians.

Washington, March Secretary
Proctor this afternoon telegraphed to

the chairman of the unemployed work-
iifginen's meeting in San Francisco,
that the war department could not issue
rations to the unemployed workmen of
that city, as there was no authority of
law to do so. Secretary Proctor ex-
plained that only on emergencies, re-
sulting from famine, pestilence, Hoods,

etc: and when the calamity of suffering
was so groat that the local authorities
could not cope withit, could rations be
furnished to needy people. In the
present Instance, the local authorities
had not eeclared their inability to cope
with the case.

PUBLIC BUILDINGBILLS.

The House Wrangles Itself Into
a Deadlock Over Them.

Washington, March B.? The house
to-day consumed the morning hour dis-
cussing the billproviding for the com-
pulsory attendance of witnesses before

registers and receivers of laud offices,
which was passed. The house then, in
committee of the whole, Mr.Payson, of
Illinois. In the chair, resumed the con-
sideration of public buildingmeasures.
The firstbillcalled up was that increas-
ing from $350,000 to 1650,000 the limit of
cost ol the public building at Newark,
N.J., and making an appropriation of
the 1300,000 mere se. The appropria-
tion clause was stricken out. and the
bill as amended was laid aside with a
favorable recommendation. Several
other bills were acted upon. The com-
mittee then rose and reported the bills
to the house, which immediately found
Itself in a small deadlock. There was
no quorum to pass the bills, and the
friends of the measures would not con-
sent to an adjournment. Finally the
previous question was ordered on all the
bills and itwas agreed that they be con-
sidered Tuesday morning, twenty min-
utes debate to be allowed on each bill.
The house then at 6:50 adjourned.

VERY LIKEA FIRE TRAP,

\u25a0The White House Filled With
Inflammable Material.

Washington, March 8.- The auxil-
iary fire alarm system recently put

in the president's mansion was to-
day connected with the city system.

Mr. Kilbourn, superintendent of the
auxiliary company, of New York city,

who placed the alarm boxes, six in
number, in the mansion, says it was
one of the most difficultjobs of the kind
tie evei undertook to do. There are, he
says, a great many nooks and corners
in the White House, and it took just
one mile of wire tomake the connections
in the house tor the six boxes, He con-
siders the building to be as well con-
structed as most modern houses, but
does not think that it is particularly
sate. There is an immense amount (if

Inflammable material ill the structure;

but every possible precaution has been
taken to prevent fire and to extinguish
it after iiocchits, Several new patent
extinguishers have been placed in
different parts of the building.

President Oakes, of the North-

ern Pacific, Denies Many
WildRumors.

The Northern Pacific's Head-
quarters WillContinue to

President Oakes, of the Northern
Pacific, arrived in the. city yesterday
morning, accompanied by Assistant
President Thrall. He will remain in
St. Paul a week, during which time he
willbe the guest of Gov. Merriam. Con-
trary togeneral expectations, Mr. Vill-
ard did not accompany Mr. (hikes, and
itis not likely that he willbe seen inSt.
Paul until June. Mr. Villard's original
intention to visit the city at this time
was frustrated by an important busi-
ness engagement requiring his atten-
tion in New York, Mr. Oakes was
busily engaged all yesterday in attend-
ing to correspondence and hav-
ing interviews with the chief local
officials of the gigantic railroad of
which he is the head. He, however,
willinglylaid aside his business and ac-
corded an interview to a representative
of this journal. The first and all-ab-
sorbing subject touched on was the re-
ported removal of the Northern Pacific
headquaiters to Chicago. Mr. Oakes
was quite outspoken on this.

"Youcan say that there is absolutely
no truth in such a rumor. The subject
has not even been discussed."

"Will the traffic department be re-
moved?"

"No; not even the traffic depart-
ment."

Mr.Oakes, speaking in regard to the
relations existing between the Northern
Pacific and Wisconsin Central, said
there had been no consolidation of the
two roads; that the new lease had mere-
ly more in detail than its predecessor.
The Wisconsin Central would maintain
its independence. Mr. Oases denied
the rumor that the Northern Pacific
road had obtained a controling interest
in tho Baltimore <fc Ohio, and also
stated that the Northern Pacific never
wanted the control of the Seattle. Lake
Shore &Eastern line, which has just
been secured by President Hill,of the
Great Northern. Arrangements had
been made with the Pacific MailSteam-
ship company to temporarily run a line
between Taeoma and China, and a line
of Northern Pacific steamers \u25a0, is to be
put on as soon as they can be. made
ready for service.

"No; Mr. Villardhas never spoken to

me about any such projects."
Mr.Oakes said that this was his an-

nual business trip, and that he could
not say anything about the Northern
Pacific that had not already been given
to the public from New York. lie was
of opinion the present year would wit-
ness a general revival throughout the
country, and declared the outlook for
emigration over the Northern Pacific
was better than any year since 1887.

FUNDS WELL INVESTED.

Windom Converts sinking Panda
Into Mortiraste Bonds.

Washington, March Acting un-
der an opinion of the attorney general

that the secretary of the treasurer has
discretionary power in the matter. Sec-
retary Windoni has commenced the pur-
chase of Pacific railroad sinking funds
bonds, and the investment of the pro-
ceeds in first mortgage bonds of the
subsidized roads. Purchases for tlie

present willbe confined to government

4 per cents, of which there is now avail-
able about 54.500.000. The amount or
these already purchased is #700.000. and
the proceeds" are well invested in mort-
gage bonds of the Union Pacific and
Central Pacific roads.

SIDNEY DILLON IS ELATED.
New York. March B.?A reporter

called upon Sidney Dillon and asked
him for particulars regarding Secretary
Windom's proposition to substitute for
the United States 4 per cent bonds,
amounting to ?4.000,000, which now
form part of the sinking fund of the
Union Pacific railroad, an equal amount
of first mortgage bonus of that railroad
bearing 0 per cent interest. Mr. Diilon
remarked that he was not at liberty to
say how the matter was standing be-
tween the government and tne railroad,

but acknowledged that such an arrange-

ment willbe regarded favorably by the
latter, the sale of its bonds being an ad-
vantage, while the interest, although
coming out of the road's earnings,

would be applied towards the ex-
tinction of the road's liability to
the government. "Was there not a de-
cision by a previous attorney general

that such an operation was not legal?"
was asked. "Yes," Mr.Dillon replied,
"Mr. Cleveland's attorney general so
decided, but since then the government

has been authorized toinvest in Union
Pacific first mortgage honds.and Ithink
it likely that Mr. Windom's decision
that he has a right to effect the substi-
tution of our bonds for the govern-
ment's is based on that fact. What the
government ought to do, however," said
Mr.Dillon in conclusion, "is to take the
the bonds of our branch roads inex-
change for its bonds. These bonds
have been declared to be of benefit to
the main line, and the substitution ot
their securities for the government's
would be of greater advantage to the
road than even the proposed arrange-

ment."

SEEKS DISSOLUTION.

The Famous credit Mobilier
Wants to Be Wound Up.

Philadelphia, March B.? Charles
R. McMichael, to-day made application

to the Court of Common Pleas No. 4,

Judge Wilson, presiding, in the matter

of the petition of the Credit Mobilier
Company of America for dissolution.
The accounts show that the corporation
is possessed of the account and office
books and papers used by it inits busi-
ness, which are of no value, and that
the corporation has no outstanding ob-
ligations of any kind andis not indebted
to any person, firmorcorporation. B.F.
Ham, who has been the treasurer since;

1872 avers that prior to 1872 and during

said period the corporation had no assets
or property except claims to certain

lands in lowa and Nebraska, and
claims against the Union Pacific Rail-
road com pan v and its successor, the
Union Pacific Railroad company, all of
which claims were contested. Iv De-
cember, IHSO, the corporation entered
into a settlement with the Union Pacific
and gave up all claims against it. it in
return giving a general release to the
Credit Mobilier. The corporation, prior
to 18!)0. was a party to various suits and
proceedings in the state and federal
courts, but in December. 1880, an ad-
justment and settlemsnt of all suits and
proceedings was had, and they were
dismissed or discontinued. There are
now no pending claims or demands
against the corporation. The petition for
the disso ution is signed by Artemas
H. Wohnet, president, and John Rod-
gers, secretary. It states that the
Credit Mobilier was created under the
name of the Pennsylvania Fiscal agency
by an act of the legislature of Pennsyl-
vania, approved Nov. 1. 1859. The
name was changed to "The Credit Mo-
bilier of America" by act of March M,

18H4. The petition is presented with
the consent of a majority of the corpor-
ators, and with the consent of all the
directors, stockholders <>r shareholders,
duly convened. All taxes due the
commonwealth of Pennsylvania have
been fullyuaid luto the state treasury,
and the certificates of the auditor gen-
eral, the state treasure and the attorney
general to that effect are appended.
Mr. McMichael moved to appoint an au-
ditor, but the judge thought that where
there were no accounts to audit, an au-
ditor would be of little use. He took
the papers and held the matter under
advisement.

HEADING FOR THE COAST.

The Great Northern Secures Ter-
minal Facilities at Seattle.

Tacoma, Wash., March B.?lt is au-

thoritatively stated that the Great
Northern willhave trains running over
its own road to a seacoast terminal
within fifteen months. That terminal
proper willbe located in North Seattle,

situated immediately on the sound
coast, and now given communication by

Shore & Western railway. The Great
Northern is pushing its westward ex-
tension to Spokane Falls as fast as men
and means can do it. The road is now
constructed within sixty-five milles of
Spokane, and its builders confidently
expect to have Great Northern trains
running into Spokane Falls by July. In
getting through the mountains the road
will use Snoqualmie pass and the Bnr-
veyed line of the Lake Shore & West-
ern's proposed extension east from Sno-
qualmie Falls. Atthe Falls the Great
Northern will effect a jointure with the
L?ike Shore *fc Eastern, aud its trains
willtraverse that road en rout? to the
terminal in North Seattle. President
Hillproposes building feeders to every
available point on the sound where
either present or future business might
be derived. Between Seattle and this
city the road willparallel the Northern
Pacific.

Judge Wal-
lace in the United States circuit court
to-day rendered a decision in favor of
the Denver and Rio Grande railroad
company inits suit against the United
States Trust company, to compel the
latter to countersign ami deliver certain
mortgage bonds for the purpose of
buildingbranch lines. The trust com-
pany claimed that the bonds should not
issued because the branches were less
than ten miles long. The court holds
that this is a wrong construction of the
trust agreement.

'UNDER WHICH KING?'
Practically St. Paul Has Al-

ways Been Under Dem-
ocratic Rule.

A City Without a Blot on the
Fair Fame of Its Ad-

ministration.

Records of Progress and
Prosperity That Speak

for Themselves.

An Administration Backed by
the Business Interests

of the City.

Ina practical sense, the city of St.
Paul lias never had an* but a Dem-
ocratic administration. The present
generation, much of itnative, and most

of it an encouraged importation, never
knew but a Democratic administration.
Itis true that something like a genera-
tion ago. now nearly two decades, there
was a Republican mayor,? is the
precise year? but that was in the pina-
fore days of the city, before St. Paul
had natured into the Northwestern
queen of the present. All of her great-
ness, all of her growth, all of her fame
and all of her prosperity were achieved
under the broad and liberal policy of
Democracy. If the fitful spirit of
change or the unquiet restlessness of a
great people had ever prompted a poli-
tical change of administration, the idea
was quickly banished inthe principle of
rewarding experience and merit,
rather than going further and far-
ing worse.

The responsibility of government, ever
since itbecame a responsibility in fact,
has been in the hands of the peoDle,
and has been tested alike by the Hush
of prosperity and the uncertainty of de-
pression. There is at this time no prob-
ability the people willbe called upon to
surrender it into the hands of any
clique orring, representing any faction
or interest.

St. Paul presents to the world, to-day,

the spectacle ot a large city well and
ably governed. Itis referred tothrough-
out the length and breadth of the land
as an exceptional ?that of a city in
the front rank upon whose fair fame
there has been not only not the stigma

of dishonesty by any official,in the long
course of years, but not even one case
ofglaring misgovern ment nor misman-
agement. On the contrary, the city has
the highest reputation in governmental
and financial circles, and is generally
regarded as inevery respect a model
municipality. Ithas further tilts gen-
eral reputation, fullydeserved, through-
out the United States of being governed
upon 'a broad and liberal basis of per-
sonal rights, utterly devoid of hypocrisy,
phariseeism and Puritanism, and yet a
well-conducted, orderly, law-obeying
and God-fearing community.
Itis only necessary to enter upon an

analysis of the several brandies of the
city government to show up the stand-
ard merits of each and discover the
soundness and stability of the whole.
Every tax paver and interested citizen ?

knows, for instance, that no more or
higher praise could be bestowed upon
the govern of the city than that
conveyed in the statement? well enough
known that St. Paul city bonds are

AGILT-KDGESECURITY
all over the financial world: that they
have steadily increased in value, with
the rate of interest as steadily decreas-
ing; and that brokers and financiers in
eastern money centers have repeatedly
commended the complete, comprehen-

sive and business-like statements, char-
acteristic of St. Paul, which have ac-
companied the formal otters of her
bonds. That the credit of the city
stands, without a peer among those
whose business itis to know best, is a
higher meed of praise to the administra-
tion than columns of fulsome details,
gathered here at home. It is best ap-
preciated in that linn resolve of our
business interests that let happen what
will,nothing shall be done that will
shake, undermine or lower that credit.

THE SEVERAL DEPARTMENTS.
These departments coming directly

under the control of the administration,
and for which the executive is directly
responsible, all reflect the highest

credit upon the city and the appointive
discretion. They are the school and
water systems and the tire and police
departments. The record of each is a
story initself, and each willbe exploited
by the Globe in a separate future
article. Collectively they form the
administrative history and record of St.
Paul, and, individually or collectively,
they must challenge public admiration
and respect. Inher public school sys-
tem, the city has had to contend with
tne problem of growth constantly, and
to meet not only the demand for educa-
tion, but also for an increased enroll-
ment with which the most active of
school builders could scarcely keep
pace. Recent statistics have shown the
relative economy withwhich the schools
have been conducted, new school houses
erected, and the vast machinery of the
board manipulated,

THE WATER SUrPLY.

The water board's department,
brought into contrast with the supply
systems of other cities ot equal size,
makes a most creditable exhibit. The
three points of quantity of supply, qual-
ityof suDDly, and cheapness of supply
speak for themselves, and it is doubtful
ifany other cities of the Union,ofequal
size, may boast of such an adequate
supply of pure water, for the purposes
of domestic consumption, manufactur-
ing purposes, and tire protection, at a
reasonable rate of cost. The depart-
ment is not made a source of revenue,
but belonging to the people is operated
in the public interest.

FIRE AND POLICE.
The efficiency and economy of the

fire and police services have never been
properly called intoquestion. Both ate
regarded as models in their class, and
their operations are exemplified in the
wonderful absence inSt. Paul of crime,
disorder and drunkenness, and of dis-
astrously-resulting fires. Both depart-
ments are organized upon a scale of
fewer men and lower cost per capita of
population than any city of over 100,000

inhabitants in the United States, and
yet statistics willshow that loss by fire

and the commissions of crime are na>
merically lower than in any city with
which comparison can bo made by
means of statistics at command. At
this time, it is sufficient to state that
both departments aro operated econom-
ically and efficiently, and are so rated
intheir respective national annals.

SOLID BU3IXESS SUPPORT.
The government of the city is divided

into the customary three branches, the
executive, legislative and judicial, the
power inall three branches being vest*
ed in the people. The administrative
deals only with the executive, and itis
the executive the people have sustained.
It seldom chances in the political
whirligig that the solid business and
material interests are not represented
in the administration, and that, they do
not control it. Such is the case in St.
Paul. Behind the administration is tne
solid business array. The best and
most substantial interests of the city
have elected andsustained an unbroken
line of Democratic executives for the
past generation. There is no probabLW
ity of a change.
