The
license was revoked several weeks ago,
after a visit of Treasurer Harshaw to
Minneapolis for the purpose of looking

into the company's affaire, and at the
time the standing of the associa-
tion was the subject of much newspa-
per talk, Since the revoking of its
license the company has tiled with the
treasurer extra securities, bearing a
face value of $25,000, making the total
amount of securities deposited *128.060.
These securities are in the form of
notes and mortgages on real estate, but
the state treasurer is totally unable to
ascertain ifthe actual vaiue of the same
corresponds with the face value, be-
cause of the difficulty of appraising all
the real estate. To-day he refused to
erant a certificate of approval of the
securities as required by law, and in
consequence the insurance commis-
sioner denies the application for a re-
iasuance of the license.

LORD RANDY'S ROAR.
The Eloquent British Orator

Scores Lord Salisbury and
His Followers.

Base Methods Adopted to
Blacken the Characters

of Parnellites.

By Whipping- in Its Hench-
men the Government Is

Sustained.

The Commons Finally Adopt
the Report of the Parneil

Commission.

Loxdon, March 11.—In the house of
commons this evening Lord Randolph
Churchill resumed the debate on the re-
port of the Parneil commission. He
said that from the inception of the com-
nission he had watched the proceed-

ings with feelings of sorrow and appre-
hension, which had grown deeper and
stronger as the proceedings developed.
From beginning to end these proceed-
insrs were vitiated by their thoroughly
unconstitutional character. When the
government decided to set aside the or-
dinary tribunals it must have held that
the charges against the Parnellites con-
stituted a piima facie case against the
accused. When a government held
that there was a prima facie case
it was its duty to prosecute crim-
inally. If there was a prima
facie case to justify an extraordinary
tribunal, a fortiori was there a prima
facie case to proceed by a criminal pros-
ecution. Inthe firstplace, the govern-
ment in order to ascertain the truth of
criminal charges against its p -litical
opponents, discarded ami set aside the
ordinary law of the land. Secondly,
the government constituted under a
special act a commission consisting of
three judges to fulfill the functions of
judge and jury, for the purpose of try-
ing

ACRTMINAXCONSPIRACY.
Itdecided to place politicalopponents

on trial on criminal charges without the
protection which a jury would give.
Thirdly, the government nominated the
tribunal so the accused, unlike the
meanest criminal, would have no voice in
selecting aim challenging the jury. If
it was argued that the commission was
a court "of arbitration, where, in the
whole history of arbitration, was one
party to a suit left voiceless in the se-
lection of the arbitrators. Fourthly, the
government inflicted a heavy penalty in
the shape of a large pecuniary tine on
its opponents, amountine to nearly
£40,000. He argued the matter on con-
stitutional grounds, and defied any law-
yer to show a precedent or parallel for
anything approaching the government's
action. He appealed to the house to

vote against proceedings so utterly
unique and unprecedented. Never
within a century and a half
had any public man been ex-
posed to such tests and trials
as had Mr. Parnell. When cer-
tain persons imagined that Mr. Parnell
quailed before the proposed inquiry, he
put such a pressure on the government
that the free gift character of the pro-
posal disappeared, and it became a
measure forced upon the house at any
cost. Every clause except the first was
torced through without debate by a use
of cloture so ruthless that nothing but
the most urgent consideration of public
satetv could justify it. The constitu-
tional party that in 18S2 resisted cloture
now applied it. No minister could ac-
cuse him of inconsistency when the
enormous inconsistencies of the govern-
ment were considered. In1882 the gov-
ernment declared thftt cloture was a
most unconstitutional and

danoerous innovation;
in ISSB it used cloture in a most uncon-
stitutional and danirerous manner for
the purpose of forcing: upon its oppo-
nents an unprecedented, unparalleled
and tremendous instrument of oppres-
sion. A nemesis attended the govern-
ment for adoptine such methods. What
had been the result of this mountainous
parturition? Areptile monster— Pigott
[Parnellite cheers]. What had been the
delivery with all ttieir skill and parlia-
mentary instruments? A ghastly,
bloody, rotten foetus— Pigott, Pigott,
Pigott [Parnellite cheers]. In appoint-
ing the commission the government
violated the constitution. In making
this motion the government was vio-
lating its own law. The report con-
demned certain persons and ac-
quitted others. But did it con-
demn all the guilty parties? It
condemned the Parnellires on certain
charges. Did It condemn the Times?
If the government insisted upon its
motion, and compelled the majority to
assent to it,he would insist upon his
rikhtto vote to condemn not only the
Paruellites but also the Times, which
had been found suilty of an atrocious
and unexampled libeland slander. Mr.
Chamberlain said it was on the invita-
tion of the Parnellites that the matter
was made a subject of inquiry. If the
government had instituted criminal pro-
ceedings itwould have been

OPEN TO ALL THE CENSrrtE
which Lord Randolph Churchill had
bestowed upon it. The government
treated the allegations as libels which
might or might not be disproved, and
indicated then that the accused
should take the usual steps to
defend their characters. He denied
that the commission was the result
of his personal suggestion. Experience
showed that itwas the best and only
tribunal to conduct the inquiry. The
chief objection to it vyas that the judges
would not be impartial. That was not
said now. Itwas urec'd that the Times,
if found guilty, would have absolute
Immunity in subsequent proceedings;
but all allegations against the commis-
sion prove to be baseless. No parlia-
mentary committee could have con-
ducted the inquiry so exhaustively and
well. He urged that there was no
reason for receiving *he findings of any
constitutional tribuual with suspicion.
Mr. Gladstone had admitted the assidu-
ity, ability, learning and perfect good
faith of the judges. Sir Charles
Kussell had spoken of their
judgment as impartial. The fact that
the judges were sooken of as having
prepossessions and political sentiments
should not vitiate their findings on mat-
ters of fact. The house would simply
adopt the general} effect of the report
without pledging itself to every word.
He asked to whom the house would ap-
peal ifitrefused to adopt the judges'
opinion on matters of fact. He warned
the house, with an Imperfect recollec-
tion of the terms of the report, against
assuming judicial functions by declin-
ing to accept toe judges' findings. He
urged the house to leave the matter in
the hands of the nation. Mr. Jennings
withdrew his amendment. Mr. Came•Liberal Unionist) moved a similar
amendment condemning tbe Times,
which was rejected— G2l to 259.
A scene of the most intense excitement,
lasting several minutes, followed. Mr.
Goschcu tauuted Mr. Sexton in refer-

ence to the Salisbury letter, and both
rose to their feet and neither would
give way. Mr.Goschen and the Par-
nellites hurled such epithets as "cow-
ard," etc. Mr. Goschen defended him-
self with the reproach that the attacks
of the opposition were based upon in-
formation which they themselves had
purchased. Amid shouts of "adjourn,"
and calls of "Morley," Mr. Calne
moved his amendment. Mr. Morley
congratulated him for the courage he
displayed, and said he would support
the amendment, not because it would
do much good, but because itwas nec-
essary for the dignity of the house. Mr.
Smith invoked the closure rule and the
division was taken on Mr. Caine's
amendment. Mr.Smith's motion with
reference to the commission's report
was then agreed to, amid cheers from
the ministerial benches.

TISZA PULLS OUT.

Hungary's Prime Minister Def-
initelyResigns His Portfolio.

Pesth, March 11.—A conference was
held to-day between the emperor. Herr
yon Tisza and Count yon Szapary to
consider tbe ministerial situation. It
resulted in flerr yon Tisza definitely
resigning his office of Hungarian prime
minister, and the appointment of Count
fou Szapary to succeed him. No other

changes were made in the cabinet.
A MONUMENT TO ANDBASSY.

Pesth, March 11.— lower house
of the Hungarian diet to-day passed a
bill for the erection ofa monument to
the late Count Andrassy. Count Zichy,
prior to the opening of the debate on
ttie budget, said the house ought not to
adopt the secret service vote until the
cabinet crisis had been adjusted. Herr
yon Tiszo, the prime minister, denied
that he or the other members of the
cabinet had resigned. He and the other
ministers differed on one pointonly. If
an agreement was nut reached within a
few days he would make a statement to
the house. There was therefore no rea-
son to postpone the debate. The house
passed rhe budget as a whole, and then
proceeded to the discussion of its vari-
ous clauses. In spite of Herr Tisza's
statement in the diet, it is positively
stated that Count Szapary has formed a
cabinet, in which he takes the interior
portfolio.

HOPE TUKNS TO DESPAIR.

Miners Entombed in the Moraa• Colliery Cannot He Rescued.
London, March 12.—The fire in the

Morsa colliery is spreading. There is
no hope of recovering the bodies, but
there are plenty of volunteers trying to
subdue cthe flames and reach the
victims. Seventy-five per cent
of the victims were married
and leave families. The latest
estimate is that at least 100 were killed.
Four of tbe miners who were entombed
by the explosion yesterday in the Moraa
culli-ery in Glamorganshire, Wales, have
made their escape from the pit without
assistance. They crawled through a
crevice between the roof of the mine
and the debris. They report that they
passed over a numberof dead men lying
inheaps, and say they believe that riare
of those in ths pit are alive. :

MATED BUT NOT MARRIED.

Commoner Isaacs Pleads for
Mercy for His Paramour.

London, March 11.— trial of
Elizabeth Vincent, who was arrested at
Richmond on the charge of attempting
to murder Lewis Henry Isaacs, member
of the house of commons for the Wal-
worth division of Nevvington, began to-
day. Mr.Isaacs testified tnat the paper
which he refused to sign, which refusal,
itis alleged, led to the shooting, was a
document admitting that he had se-
duced tk defendant by violence. He
expressed tne wish that the court would
dwil leniently with Miss Vincent. He
was exceedingly fond of her. he said,
and had a passionate love for the child
which was the result of their relations.
Dr. Coker testified that he had heard
Miss Vincent threaten toshoot Mr.lsaacs
and his family,and then commit suicide.

SMALL BRINGS SUIT.
There Is Dissension in the

Minneapolis Electro-Mat-
rixCompany.

S. S. Small Alleges That He Is
Being- Frozen Out of the

Business.

He Wants Ail Further Pro-
ceeding's Stopped, and

They Are.

Some of the Most Prominent
Men in the Country

in It.

Not long ago there were rumors cur-
rent to the effect that all was not «erene
between S. S. Small and C. Wright
Davison, with other stockholders and
directors of the Minneapolis Electro-
Matrix company, but the parties con-
cerned at the time denied everything,
and asserted that there was no trouble
of any consequence amon<* the- leading
men of the company. But there was
something the matter, and what that
something was is divulgedby a complaint
which was tiled in the office of the clerk
of the district court yesterday raorointj.

S. S. Small is the plaintiff, and among
the defendants are the American
Electro-Matrix company, C. Wright
Davison, James Vv. Griffin, Theo
C. Bates, E. Junius Edwards,
Charles L. Trains, Erastus Wiman,
Lowe Emerson. William M. Grosvenor,
Charles R. Chute, William Windom,
Stephen B. Elkins, Freeman l\Lane,
E. H. Steele and the stockholders of the
Minneapolis Electro-Matrix company,
who are, most of them, well-known
Minneapolitans. Additional interest at-
taches to the suit from the fact that
Erastus Wiman. the leading advocate of
commercial union with Canada, Secre-
tary of the Treasury Winclom. and S.
B.Elkins, the politician, are interested
init.

Mr. Small beams his complaint with
the usual recital of who and what the
various defendants are. Then follows
the statement that he owns

-
worth of stock in the Minneapolis Elec-
tro-Matrix company, wnich stock he
claims to be worth a good deal more
than its par value. The Minneapolis
company owns patents and inventions,

he alleges, wortn 13,000,000, which were
secured by the issue oi 0 worth
of stock, and has other assets worth
$500,000. The company has the author-
ity,under the charter given it by tha
state, to issue capital stock to the
amount of $5,000,000.
THE AMERICAN ELECTRO-MATRIX COM-

PANY,
which Is organized under the laws of
tbe-stata-qf Xew .Jersey, .has the au-
thority toissue capital stock amounting
to 54.000.000, but is permitted to trans-
act business when JiJS.OOO worth of this
stock is subscribed. Its stock is pledsed
to th« Minneapolis Electro-Matrix com-
pany to the amount of 112,000, to secure
an indebtedness of $275,000. The Anifr-
ican company has a contract by virtue
of which itcan use the patents of the
Minneapolis company in the state of
New York by paying a royalty
of three cents per 1,000 ems on all
matter printed by its machines. Under
the by-laws of the Minneapolis Electro-
Matrix company, the complaint states,
a special meeting may be called by the
president, but a majority of the board
of directors must be present in order to
form a quorum for the transaction of
busiuess. Allthis is but explanatory of
what follows.

Mr. Small's complaint gets
down to the meat of the subject. He
charges Bates, Grosvenor, Travis. Daw-
son. YViman and Emerson, all members
of the board of directors of tie Minne-
apolis Electro-Matrix company, incon-
junction with C. K. Chute and the
American Electro-Matrix company, with
conspiring to freeze him out, to destroy
the value of his stock and to exclude
him from all interest in and share in

the control of the Minneapolis Electro-
Matrix company. He alleges that, in
pursuance ot this policy. B.Ues, Grosve-
nor, Travis, \Yiman, Emerson and
Davison, pretending to act as directors
of the Minneapolis Electro-Matrix com-
pany, caused a meetinz of the directors
to be held on the 12th of last month, in
New York city, the purpose of the
meeting being to turn all the. property
of the Minneapolis company over to the
American Electro-Matrix company, to
destroy the value of his stock and to de-
prive him of his share in the assets of
the company. Mr. Small says that he
is a director of the Minneapolis Electro-
Matrix company, but that he received
no notice of this meeting. He. how-
ever, got wind of the meeting having
been called, and immediately tele-
giaphed President Grosvenor. of the
Minneapolis company, relative to the
call of the meeting. He asserts that
Grosvenor received that telearam and
receipted for it,but never answered it.

The complaint recites that at that
meeting the aforementioned directors,
Wiman, Davison aud others, passed, or
pretended to pass, a resolution trans-
ferringall the property of the Minne-
apolis company to the American, which
company is owned and controlled by
tbese self same directors. The resolu-
tion was to the effect that the Minneap-
olis company lease to the American all
of its patents, inventions and other as-
sets ou condition that the American

PAY ALL THE DEBTS
of the Minneapolis company, furnish
all the capital necessary to carry on the
business, promote in every way the ad-
vancement and improvement of the
Minneapolis company's interests, and
pay to the Minneapolis company one-
half of the net receipts. Bates. Wiman
and Davison were appointed a commit-
tee to prepare the lease.

On Feb. 17, Small says, he was in-
formed by one of the firm of Duncan,
Curtis &Page, attorneys for the Ameri-
can, that the Minneapolis company had
been sold to the American. He went to
New York,met the men named hereto-
fore, and demanded to see the books of
the Minneapolis company. Duncan
agreed to meet him next day at the
officeof the Minneapolis company, but
did not keep the appointment. Neither
could he get a sight of the books. He
went to a meetingof theaforementioned
directors at the Astor house in New
York,but was denied admittance by
Davison. Next day he proceeded to the
office of the Minneapolis company, but
found the room closed and the
sign of the occupants gone.

Then he says that defendants tried to
intimidate himinto resigning from the
directorate of the Minneapolis com-
pany, but he would not intimidate.
Since then a meeting of the stockhold-
ers of the Minneapolis company has
been called for March 12, to-day. These
men, he a&js, either own or control a
majority of the stock of the Minneapo-
lis company, and they threaten to ratify
the work ofthe directors in Xew York,
and to turn over the property of the
Minneapolis company tothe American.

The complaint recites that the Alia

neapolis company owes no debts, has
plenty of money to carry on its busi-
ness; that it has 100 machines ready to
be delivered May 1, and that it owng
$22,f.00 worth of stock, par value, in the
New England Electro-Matrix comuany*
which stock Is worth 50 cents on tho
dollar. Tlie.se men. he alleges, hav#sold, or pretended to sell, that stock foi
five cents on the dollar.

Small alleges that the le«se to th*
American company is being given with-
out compensation and withintenc to de-
rraud, and i<* part of a scheme for tho
payment of extravagant salaries to the
officers of the American company,
thereby to at up th« receipts of thaicompany and prevent the payment of
anything to the Minneapolis company,
even under the terms of the lease. It
is further alleged that Emerson and
Davison have fraudulently sold tho
right to use the electro-matrix machine

IX ILLINOISAND WISCONSIN,
but have refused advantageous offersfor the same rights in other states and
in foreign countries, because it would
not so largely benefit themselves per-
sonally. their purpose being to delay
business inorder to sain time for the
furtherance of their schemes.
Inconsideration of all the reasons

herein set forth, Small asks that a r©.
celver for the Minneapolis Electro-
Matrix company be appointed ; that aninjunction be issued restraining the
Minneapolis company from leasing any
of its rights of property to any other
corporation: that the men who have
been mentioned all through as the
prime movers in the scheme be enjoined
from acting as a board of directors andholding meetings; that the meeting sel
for to-day be prohibited. lie also
asks foran order setting aside any sales
which may have been made and to com-
pel these men to account for any trans-
actions which may have taken plaw. A
temporary injunction was issued by
Judge Lochren. which will stop all
proceedings until a bearing can be had.

OPINION'S OF THE SITU.
Some of the leading stockholders of

the Minneapolis company say that
Small's action Is nothing bur a bluff.
They allege that he wanted to sell his
stock for a large price— more than It
was worth— and that, failing, he set
about to cause trouble. As for a re-
ceiver being appointed, they laughed a«
the idea. Roceivera, they Bay, are
dom appointed, unless a jinn is in-
si'iv.'iit, and rhe Minneapolis Electro-
Matrix company la unytniug but iu-
solvent.

this morninsr at the Provid hos-
pital. whither be bad been removed an'
hour or so after the shooting. Mi". TauN
bee had been unconscious for some-
lime before death came, and the end'
was painless. lie had been rapidly
sinking since last Saturday, and his
death had been expected nt any time
since that night. -Yesterday he ?re.\v so.
much worse that the physicians ill
attendance knew he could not last an-
other day. His family had been -iiui-
moned, ar.d when be passed away hia
brother. Dr. Taulbee; ,hi3son, ayoang
man about nineteen rears ol age: his
brother-in-law: Dr. Bayne. the attend-
ing surgeon; and Maj. Blackburn, of
Kentucky, were around his bedside.
Death is doe, ot course, to the effects of
the i>i-t<>iwound. As far aa can be as-
certained, no arrangements for the
funeral have been made. The police
have been

FOixownre kt\caid,
who has been out on $3,000 bail, since It
became evident that Mr. Taulbee's case
was well nigh hopeless, and he was ar-
rested a veryshort while after the lat-
ter's death and locked up toawait the
action of the court. Mr.Kiucaid made
no effort to escape, while be was at lib-
erty, and announced his intention to
surrender himself to the authorities iv
case his pistol shot should result
fatally. Mr. Kiixaid was asleep at
his boarding house when the police
aroused him at 5 o'clock this morning
and informed him of Mr. Taulbee's
death. H« requested to be allowed to
sleep an hour longer, but the orders ol
the officer were peremptory, and Mr.
Kincaid dressed himself immediately
and was taken to the First pre-
cinct station on Twelfth street
below Pennsylvania avenue, where
he is now held in custoay.

A reporter visited the station house

soon after his airest and found Mr.
Kincaid locked up in the women's ward,
on the second floor, looking pale and
sickly. He seemed entirely oblivious
to his surroundings. Momentarily his v

muscles would twitch convulsively and
a groan would escape bis iips. The
awful strain to which he has been
subjected since the shooting has told
terribly on him. He is a wreck of iii3
former self. As the reporter was about
to leave the prisoner broke out in sobs
and called for his mother. The scene
w.is touching In the extreme. Within
an hour after his arrest Mr. Kincaid
was so prostrated with nervous ex-
haustion that itwas found necessary to
call his regular physician. Dr. Harri-
son, who remained with him the most
of the day. Mr. Kincaid's condition
is serious, and itis the opinion of many
of his friends that he will not live to
stand his trial.
