the maledictions of the protectionists
he is having a little game of see-saw
that makes his head grow dizzy. Tho
news of his flop has spread far and
near, and, judging from tho tone of the
Eastern press, the event has occasioned
more sensation abroad than at home.
Following so closely upon the Ohio ami
Jowa elections, the Eastern politicians
nre disposed to look upon (low Mi:i:-
RIAM's change of base as additional
evidence of the tendency of the North-
west to drift toward the Cleveland
tariff idea, and they are really in the
damps about it. The tariff reformers
throughout the country are correspond-
ingly elated, aud inone or two Instances
it lias been seriously suggested that
Gov.

The Democratic candidate for vice presi-
dent in I^',i3. Itis interesting to us
here ar; homo, who understand the
moves on the political checker board, to
listen to what our Eastern friends have
to say on this subject.

Reverting, however, to the homo dis-
cussion of the matter, one of Hie most
\u25a0musing efforts to gloss over the rov-
ernor's defection on the tariff question
that we have yet seen is the labored
attempt of the Minneapolis Tribune to
make it appear that <iov. Merriam's
recent utterances arc in entire harmony
•with Uepublioan principles as enun-
ciated in Hi*1Chicago platform and ad-
vocated by the Republican press and
orators during the late presidential
eampaigu. The Tribune starts out
with the bold declaration: "If any
tnau holds that the protective pol-
icy is-a mistake and a mischief, and at
the same time regards the tariff ques-
tion as of paramount importance, he is
(but ot place in the Republican party.
This party maintains protection be-
cause it believes that policy to be
right and to be beneficial to the country
at large." By any ordinary interpreta-
tion ot language, the above would be
construed as au intention to read Gov.
Mkimm.vm and the members of the
Farmers' alliance out of the Republican
party. If the Tribune gives a true
ttatement of Republican principles, and
we accept itas such, itis utterly Impos-

Bible to harmonize Gov. Messiah's
speech and the declaration of principles
adopted by the alliance with the Repub-
lican Idea. But the Tribune's political
carpenter imagines that lie can dove-
tail one into the other and get a perfect
union of the two opposing principles;
and it Is the Tribune's ludicrous efforts
in this direction which afford amuse-
ment for the public. First of all, the
Tribune consoles itseif with the belief
that <;ov. Mkrbiam didn't mean what
he said— that it was not his intention to
Bhift his ground at all, but "simply,

liavinfrhelped to wiu the day for the
juaiu i>riuciple, be proposes to make

himself heard as to matters of detail
that now necessarily come totlio front."
Itthen enters into a lengthy review of
the campaign of 1885, and claims that,
the tariff question having been forced
by the Democrats as the foremost issue
in that campaign, "the Republican
speakers warmly espoused the doctrine
of protection, and declared that Minne-
sota producers were beneficiaries of the
Republican industrial policy." Tho
Tribune alludes to the fact that Gov.
Mkuuiam, being tiie standard-bearer of
his party in tiie state campaign that
year, was sincere inhis advocacy of tho
Republican doctrine of protection, and
intimates that it would be impossible
for him to experience a change of heart

in so short a time. Hence itfeels under
the necessity of making the governor's
recent utterauces consistent with the
doctrine he preached in ISSS. And here
is the line of argument Itpursues:

"The circumstances of the two yeara
are entirely different."

That is what the Tribune says inex-
planation of the governor's flop.

Wherein do the circumstances differ?
That is the interesting question. Itre-
veals the whole purpose of the guber-
natorial change of basis. It is simply
inconfirmation of what the Globe ha 9
said— this is a case of where the
devilwanted to be a saint when he got
sick, butchanged his mind on a restora-
tion to health. The Republican party
is sicker this year than it was iv1888.
Theu they had the machine and boodle
and the party wiiip,all powerful influ-
ences in closing up the party lines; and,
by raising a false clamor against the
Cr.KVEi.AXi) administration in regard

to pension matters, they succeeded in
blinding the voters to tho true issues be-
fore the country, and succeeded inscor-
ing a victory that was not honestly

earnedf
But circumstances are different this

year. The voters have had time to think
and deliberate upon the issues of two
years ago, and they are now convinced
that they made a mistake ill adhering
toRepublican tariff principles. This is
particularly true as to the farmers, and,

as a result, tariff reformers are spring-
ing up inplaces leasi expected. Infact,
the country tariff reform tidal wave is
so imminent that the Republican leaders
liuditnecessary to hunt for a hiding
place. And, according to the Tribune,
they expect to find security in the dodge
that Gov. Merkiam has practiced, of
professing to be interested in the details
of tariff reform, and at the same time
remaining loyal to the principle of pro-
tection.

We willdo Gov. Mebbiam the justice
to say that wedo not share in the Trib-
une's low estimate of him. We wel-
comed him to the ranks of tho tariff re-
formers becauso we believed that ho
was sincere in his professions, and pos-
sessed sufficient knowledge of the
English language to express his opin-
ions intelligently. If, however, the

ITribune is right, and he is joining with
other Republican leaders ivplaying the
expediency dodge to hold the Repub-
lican farmers in line in support of tho
protection policy, we hope to see him
unmasked in bis true light, aud the
punishment clue to treachery visited
upon him.
Itmakes but little difference what

tricks the politicians may resort to—the
fact remains that tho farmers of this
state are terribly inearnest in their ad
vocacy of tariff reform, and they can't
be hoodwinked forever. They have tha
war paint on, and they mean business.

WORLD'S FAIR EXPENSES.
The billagreed upon by the house

committee, and the one that will be
adopted, provides that the manage-
ment of the world's fair shall be com-
mitted to a national commission, con-
sisting of two members from each state,
to bo nominated by the. governors of the
respective states and appointed by the
president. Another provision requires
that the commissioners shall be equally
dividedbetween the two parties, so that
the commission willbe thoroughly non-
partisan. This plan will commend
itself to all intelligent Americans who
wish to see the world's fair a perfect
success. Itwas suggested at one time—
and, In fact, this was the New York
plan— have the fair uuder the exclu-
sive control of a local commission. This
would have becu wrong, because it
would have robbed tho enterprise of its
national character. The mere fact of
locating the fair at Chicago, at New
York,or any other place, does not dis-
tinguish itas a local concern. While
Chicago willderive local benefits from
having the fair in that city, the enter-
prise itself is none the less national
than if it had been located at
Washington. Itis a reasonable expecta-
tion that Chicago shall furnish the site
free, yet there is no reason whyChicago

should be called upon to furnish the
moans for establishing and couducting
the exposition. Ifit is to be a national
enterprise, and thcro is no reason why
itshould not be, all the American peo-
ple are equally interested in it, and the
expense should be borne by the national
government. Still, Chicago having of-
fered a bonus of 85,000,000, it is alto-
gether probable that congress will hold
the Garden City to her offer, and pro-
vide for paying the additional amount
necessary todefray the expenses of the
exposition out of tho public treasury.

Let there be no niggardly appropria-
tions, either. Everything should be
done on a scale of splendor and mag-

nificence. Itwillbe a notable event in
our national history, and the country
is able to pay for aUthat it willcost.

MR. VIIiIiARDTARRIES.
Tho few citizens of St. Paul who

looked forward to Mr. Yillakd's ar-
rival as they would to the coming of a
Messiah willbe grievously disappointed
by the news that he willnot be here for
some time to come. Mr.Yll/LABDis
always a welcome guest in St. Paul,

but we sec no reason why his failure to
come at this time should be more ofa
disappointment than at any other time.
When he does come he will findus get-
ting along ina very comfortable sort of
way, with business of every kind pros-
perous, and our manufacturing indus-
tries particularly so. If Mr.Yii/lard
is anxious tomake investments here or
to engage inmanufacturing enterprise,
he would find this a most propitious
time; but, whether he is so disposed or
not, our industrial interests will not be
affected either by his coming or by his
staying away. The fact is, we are en-
tirely capable of taking care of our-
selves, and inno wise dependent on any
one man. or on any association of men,
for the development of our resources.
At the same time, we have a cordial
welcome for all, from the millionaire
down to the humblest, who come into
our midst for the purpose of helping to
upbuild our city.

{ 31OUE TARIFF ON HOI'S.
Qops are a prominent product insev-

eral sections, particularly in the interior
of New York and some of the Pacific
states. One ol the senators from Or-
egon and a representative from Now
York have recently Introduced bills to
raise the tariff upon hops rroin the old
rate of 8 cents a pound to 20 /cents'.
This is evidently designed to exclude

all the alien-grown hops. Those im-
ported are mostly from Germany, and are
used to mix with the native article in
the brewery business. It is the prac-
tice of the brewers in England and Ger-
many also to mix the American hops
with the native article, as the mixture
improves the beer, but this country ex-
ports a good deal more of the hops than
it imports. This export trade would be
greatly reduced if the Germans and
English sculd not send any of their
article to this country, as they would
have more of their own to use. The
foreign hops sell much higher than the
native in this country, and are rather a
benefit than otherwise to the produc-
tion. The case but Illustrates the dis-
position to disturb the laws of com-
mercial industry to establish monop-
olies.

COSTS HIM TOO MUCH.
Congressman Pf.tkiss, of Kansas, who

makes so wry a face over the exactions
of service ivcongress and tlie absence
of adequate recognition, financially or
otherwise, professes an intention to re-
fuse to return there for another term.
There is room for incredulity iv tho
matter, as no precedent is known iv
Kansas history. lie is probably fur-
nishing standing Ground for those who
want to enlarge the remuneration of
the congressman, indirectly or other-
wise. His schedule of exactious shows
an opportunity to obtaiu all the needed
exercise without joining any base ball
club, and the totals seem to exceed his
salary by $00 a month. He says he pays
$150 a month for a very ordinary room
at a hotel, $100 a month for a stenog-
rapher and clerk, $30 to $40 a month for
carriage bire torun about on errands
for his constituents, $50 or so per month
to an expert to look up land cases; and
he loans nearly as much to deadbeats
who claim to be his constituents. Pos-
sibly Mr. PETEBS has mistaken the du-
ties of the congressman. Others can
cut off the bulk of his items.

These is one colored man in congress
who speaks of himself as a "bright
young mulatto." He has not attracted
attention as a statesman, but means to
make his name familiar among the ca-
dets at Annapolis, who are presumed to
be somewhat fastidious in chromatic
anatomies. He is out of humor because
the authorities expelled o white cadet
from his district aud did not consult
him enough. Ho has the naming of a
cadet, and proposes to administer retri-
bution by selecting for the place "the
blackest young nieger in the district."
Assuming that the young darky will
bo hazed and made as uncomfortable as
possible, he has hunted up one who is a
Peteb JACKSOH withhis fists, and pro-
poses to have him tight his way. Ho
may interest the young snobs who try
to make him a victim.

Ix ax article in the North American
Review, Barnum proposes to turn over
one of his big schemes to ttie world's
fair. He says that a museum in Egypt
contains the mummies of RAHBSES 11.,
the Pharaoh ofMoses, and his daughter,
who found him in the bulrushes, with
many others of note in that era, and he
has offered the Egyptian government
£100.000 for them. Ho thinks he could
make them brinir timillion dollars, bat
is willingto turn them over to the fair.
He thinks they can be borrowed, with
an Egyptian guard of soldiers. But it
is not exactly the object of the fair to
be a mummy show, or to humbug peo-
ple.

BIBS. Haumson has found time from
her domestic duties, and her little traffic
indairy products, to propare a plan for
remodeling and improving the White
house. She willkeep the main struct-
ure pretty much as it is. but build addi-
tions, which will include a winter gar-
den aud apark, surrounded by the addi-
tions. The cost 19 put at $700,000, but
will no doubt bo much more. That
would build quite a house in Indiana.
She wants to help out the surplus.

The New-York Tribune, having its
head in the vicinity of the Eiffel tower,
is able tosee enough to filla page or
twoin tho first year of the last EABBI-
sox.

SMITH IS SURPRISED.
Col. "Billy," of St. Paul, Is

Raised to Rank of Pay-

master General.

His Friends Rejoiced Over an
Honor Altogether Unso-

licited,

The Loyal Leg-ion Enjoys An-
other of Its Reminiscent

Banquets.

A Hot Contest at Hamline
Over the Demorest Sil-

ver Medal.

Inthese days it so seldom happens
that the office seeks the man, and not the
man the office, that the nomination by
President Harrison yesterday of Lieut.
Col. William Smith, now paymaster
of the department of Dakota, to
be paymaster general of the United
States army to succeed Gen. Roch-
ester, retired, was truly refreshing and a
deserved tribute to a popular and effi-
cient office. The appointment of Col.
Smith was a surprise to him as well as
to every one in the official circles of tue
army. In the paymaster's corps of the
regular army there are now or were
forty-one officers, divided as to rank as
follows: One brigadier general, two
colonels, three lieutenant colonels, and
forty-fivemajors. Up to major the pro-
motions co by law, but. when it comes
to filling"a vacancy like that occasioned
by the retirement of Gen. Rochester,

the president selects the man from the
entire list. In tho point of seniority
the first place was held by Col. Rodney
Smith, a brother of the man selected.
Next to him stood Col. William H.
Backer, then Lieut. Col. William Gib-
son, then Lieut. Col. William Smith.
There was a general scramble for the
office, all or the colonels, excepting Col.
Smith, applying for the appointment,
as well as many of the majors. Lieut.
Col. Smith, of St. Paul, was estopped
from entering the race by reason
of the fact that his brother
outranked him, and with the idea of
advancing this brother's cause Col.
Smith went to Washington, where he
made so favorable an impression that
the president dropped all of the candi-
dates in the field and namtd Col. Smith
for the office.

This appointment will be received
with particular favor in St. Paul, for
the reason that Col. Smith is regarded
as a citizen of the Saintly City, having
been appointed from Minnesota andsta-
tloned here the greater part of the time
during the last twenty-five years, dur-
ing which he married a daughter of Col.
McAllister, one of St. Paul's well-known
citizens.

COL. SMITH'S CAKEEK.
Col. Smith entered the United states sarv-

ice from Vermont ivAugust, 1861, receiving
the oppoiutmeut of additional -paymaster lit

that time, bi August, 18151, he went to
Washington mid remained *here until lsii'2,

when he was assigned to Louisville,Ky.
Here ho remained until 1804 when he was
ordered to St. Paul. The next yeur he was
breveted lieutenant colonel, and was finally
mustered out of the service at St. Paul In
18(iU.

From Fort Snellina's Dungeon- A
Soldier Asks Justice.

The jesting remark of Col. Mason,
commandant at Fort Snelling, at the
time the Wild case was written up, that
"ifthe Globe was looking for sensa-
tions, there were as many as there were
convicts in the guard house." seems to
be a great deal nearer the truth than the
colonel Imagined at the time. Since
the Globe's exposure of the
grave injustice meted out in the
Wild case, a great • many other
cases have come uuder the
notice of the paper. Some come ver-

"moi-n't, you scovxdrel!"
bally from outsiders, aud others by
means of letters written by the impris-
oned men themselves. A few days ago
a letter, written by a man evidently
well-informedand possessed of consid-
erable education, came to the Globe
oflice, telling a story which, if true,

shows that the Wild case is not the only
one needing investigation. Itis as fol-
lows:
To the Editor of the Globe.

You wouldoblige me bypublishing the par-
ticulars of mycase in your valuable paper.
On the lGthofAugust, 1589,1 wns placed in
confinement, charged with violating the
twenty-first aud thirty-oighluarticles of war.
the specifications being that Iwas druuk and
refused to mount my horse when ordered to

do so during the inarch of my troop from
Fort Keogh, Mout., to Camp Alex Cnarabers.
After this occurrence Iwas ordered to walk
every day till we reached camp, myhorse
being led "by one of the men. Afterbeing in
confinement eighteen days the charges
against rue came back disapproved. Iwas
released ami restored to duty on Sept. 10 by
Col Otis. Idischarged the duties of a sol-
dier ivmy troop until the 23d of the same
month, when Iwas reeonfined byorder of
Col. Swaiu. Iwas ignorant of the cause of
my arrest until Oct. 1, when the judge advo-
cate read to me the charges, and onOct. 4
Iwas tried, convicted aud sentenced to one
year's confinement with hard labor—dishon-
orable discharge from the service for the
same oll'euse from which Ihad been
practically exonerated by being released
and restored toduty on the preceding 10th
of September. With regard to the charge of
drunkenness, Ihad three witnesses, two sol-
diers mid one citizen, to prove that Iv.as not
guilty. 1could have called onmore, but was
tcild "that two were sulliuient. As to the
charge of refusing to mount my horse when
ordered to do so, Iproved that 1 was sick,
having had to dismouut several times previ-
ously. The corporal having reported to
Lieut. Kin;:, L troop, Eighth cavalry, that I
would uot mount, that oftioer rode back, as-
saulted and knocked me down b-foreIhad
t::i»e to explain matters tohim. The corporal
swore at the court that Lieut. King jumped
on me. The sixty sixth uriicle jof war, says
a soldier should be kept in confinement only
until such time as a court martial may sit, or
be released by proper authority. 1 don't
think it flavored much of military justice
that, having been released by 001. Otis on
the 10th of September, Ishould have been

again Incarcerated, by order ofCol. Swain,
thirteen days subsequently, and been put
through tho ordnal which has lauded me
here a convict. Respectfully.

neapolis and St. Panl. Mr. Lowry said that
Villardis iva position to utilize tor this pur-
pose an enormous amount of American and
German money, and that the Englishsyndi-
cate controlling Meeker island is with him
also. Mr. Lowry denied that Villard had
purchased street car lines In either of the
Twin cities,but stated that an arrangement

has been made between Villard and Lowry
to run the entire street car plant of both
places by electricity.

President Oakes, of the Northern Pa-
cific,said last night, before the receipt
ofthis dispatch, that he did not believe
Mr.Villard was coming to the*" North-
west at all. Mr. Oakes received a tele-
gram from him during the afternoon,
showing he was still inNew York, aud
said nothing of coining Mr.
Thrall had the same advices, and does
not expect to see Mr.Villard in Minne-
sota for several months, at least.

RYKERT'S RASCALITY,

AMember of Canada's Parlia-
ment Charged With Abus-

Ottawa, Ont. March 11.— Charles
Rykert, Conservative member of parlia-
ment for Lincoln, is charged with abus-
ing his position as a member of parlia-
ment to secure large timber limits in
the Northwest at a nominal price and
then selling them, making money by the
operation. He bought, some years ago,
100 square miles of Jiimts at Cypress
Hills, in Manitoba. The timber was
very valuable, but all Rykerl paid the
government was $500. Shortly after-
wards he sold the limit to a man named
Sands for $200,000, of which S;3,000 was
paid to his wife. Part of the balance
went towards expenses of surveying
and litigation, and the remainder was
secured by note. In the house of
commons to-night Sir Kichard Cart-
wright moved for an investigation into
the conduct of the member! The gov-
ernment, however, endeavored to
shield him. Sir Richard Cartwright'a
motion for an immediate Inquiry was
mot by a government amendment for
an adjournment of the debate. After
division this was carried by 'M to 72.
Three government members voted
against their party. This action of the
government willprohibit the discussion
coining up again till the end of the ses-
siou.

CONVICTED OF TRICKERY.

A Yale Student exposed by His
Classmates.

New Havex, Conn., March 11.— Yale
students made public the following
statements affecting one of their num-
ber: Wilfred Clark, of North Stoning-
ton, Conn., a law senior, played n tame
of poker with John M. Yerhoff, of
LouisvUle, Ky., and lost, but raised a
question which it was agreed should
be referred to the Police Ga-
zette for decision. A bet of
$100 was made on the point. Later
Clark showed a letter, purporting to be
from the Police Gazette, sustaining bis
viewof the case. Verhoffpaid the?ioo
bet, but still insisted that he was right.
Itwas then agreed to refer the matter
to the Clipper, and another $100 was
bet. Clark again produced a decision
inhis favor, apparently from the Clip-
per. Yerhotlpaid the second §100, but
was suspicious, and wrote the Clipper
and Gazette people. He found they had
never written to Clark. Verhoff ac-
cused Clark of trickery, and Clark re-
turned the $-.'OO and gave a check for
the amount he had lost to Verhoff.
Shortly afterward, however, he asked to
see the check a moment, and when it
was handed to him he put it in his
pocket and disappeared. His action so
disgusted the students that they decided
to make the facts public.

The plaintiff is Miss
Jennie M.Paul, a stately brunette of
twenty-live, daughter of the late A.
\V. Paul, formerly a prominent lumber
merchant. Her attorneys refuse to give
any details. Wachsmuth is a bachelor,
thirty-seven years of ago, and quite a
favorite in club circies. He is absent
from the city at present.

SETTLING CLERKS' SWINDLES

They Are Investigated, by Chi-
cago's Board of Trade.

CHICAGO, March 11.—A long secret
session was held by the board of trade
directors this afternoon, over the mat-
ter of settling clerk knavery. During
January, in the course of an elaborate
conspiracy involving well known brok-
ers, so it has been claimed, two settling
clerks, Bert Kingand Thomas Stoner,
swindled to an unknown amount the
noted speculator, B. P. llutchinson.

The Lease of the Islands of

St. George and St. Paul
Just Made

By the Treasury Department
WillPut an End to Cheap

Furs.

The seal-fishing privileges of the is)
amis of St. George and St. Paul, off tho
coast of Alaska, which has just been let
by the treasury department for a term
of twenty years, are of greater com-
mercial importance than appears on tho
surface. This is n subject which should,
and willwhen its true bearing becomes
known, attract the attention and excite
the interest of every civilized woman i\
the world.

•'Why, under the terms of the lease,
the award of which has just been made
in Washington, the price of sealskin
garments willgo up from 100 to 500 per
cent," said an ex-treasury agent who
knows all about the seal lisherks. This
gentleman, who four years ago repre-
sented the government on thi
islands, is on Ills way from Wash-
ington to Puget Sound on a tour
of timber inspection, and is slay-
