In the original packages Cou-
drad’s powders ceme in no smailer size
than a quarter of a pound. Violet pow-
der is not a lasting perfnme, but may be
improved in fragrance and made more
lasting by adding to it one-haif 1ts bulk
of orrisroot powder. This is an excel-
lent sachet for the lnen ecloset, and is
considerably less expensive than pure
violet powder. Le Grand, of Paris, is
putting up solidified perfumes in pencil
form, which are enclosed in metal
cases, and in the form of sachets for the
linen or for the bodice. Byrubbing this
solidified odor across any objeet it may
be easily verfumed without dampening
it.
