"President Harrison can't be so very
much opposed to lotteries after aiL" re-
marked ex-Senator George E. Spencer.of
Louisiana lottery fame, to a Globe re-
porter yesterday afternoon at the Ryan.
"He nominated ex-Gov. Warmoth to the
best ofrk-e south of Mason and Dixon's
line, and Mr. Warmoth, as governor of
Louisiana at the time, signed the law
creating that great lottery company.
IfGen. Harrison is so much opposed to
the 'Louisiana,' why did he name War-
moth for collector of the pore of New
Orleans;"

Senator and Mrs. Spencer and their
little boy came in from Bismarck
in the morning Northern Pacific
train yesterday, and went at once to the
Ryan. They feltfor Chicago at 7:.'?) last
evening, from which place they willgo
South to New Orleans at once. Senator
Spencer is a shrewd-looking and experi-
enced man of the world and a natural
leader. If,as he says, he lias been act-
ingas the attorney of the Louisiana Lot-
tery company, the managers of the lat-
ter"knew what they were about when
they secured his services in North Da-
kota. But bright and shrewd as Sen-
ator Spencer is, lie is dull and common-
place as compared to his wife. Mrs.
Spencer, while not beautiful, is a splen-
did conversationalist and a fiveminutes'
talk with her will convince the most
unsusceptible man inexistence that she
is the most attractive woman he has
ever met. She is a pronounced bru-
nette, with a rather tall and striking
figure that would command attention
anywhere.

'*!am the attorney of the Louisiana
Lottery company," said Senator Spen-
cer, in answer toa question of the re-
porter, "and acted for them ever since
the North Dakota legislature met last
fall. Incase the bill had passed draw-
ings would have taken place at Bis-
marck on the tourth Tuesday of each
month, and at New Orleans, as at
present, on tho second Tuesday.

The Devil's Lake
editor has just enough patronage to
hurt him, and he willnot be able to get
a renomiuation." North Dakota
is in a fix financially. The
limit of indebtedness is $200,000, and
the state n<>w owes over$400,000, and
it's still climbing up. The passage of
the lottery billwould have made North
Dakota a rich state. There is nothing
wrong in a lottery; the wrong lies in
the abuse of the lotteries. The strong-
est opposition we had was from the
money loaners. North Dakota is filled
with men who loan money on chattel
mortgages at from 12 to 00 per cent a
year. Bitter opposition also came from
a clique of politicians headed by Gov.
Millerand the attorney general."

Two Old Timers Gone.
This afternoon at 4 o'clock will occur

the funeral of the late George W. Lam-
son, who died Sunday morning at St.
Joseph's hospital. Mr. Lamson came
to St. Paul about fifteen years ago, and
bad lor souk; time been in the insurance
business. At the time of his death he
was president of the workhouse com-
mission, and always manifested <igroat
interest in everything relating to his
office. He was high up in Masonic
circles, and his funeral willbe under
the auspices of that order. The re-
mains will then be taken to Detroit,
Mich., for interment.

Strange to say, Mr. Lamson's last re-
quests were given to his old friend Jon-
athan R. Jenks, who spent the entire
afternoon of Sunday inmaking arrange-
ments for his friend's funeral. On his
way home, about 5:30 Sunday evening,
Mr.Jenks was taken ill,and died a few
moments after reaching his home. Mr.
Jenks has been in St. Paul since ISSO,
and was a brother of the deceased wife
of Senator Ramsey. He was the son of
Judge Jenks, of Newton, Bucks
county, Pennsylvania, and was born at
that place. No arrangements have
been made for Mr. Jenks' funeral as
yet, awaiting the return of his family
from Milwaukee.

Ingenious Fire Escape.
T. 11. Jennings and J. K. Fragan, of

? St. Paul, have patented a fire escape
which is to be built as part of buildings
when constructed. A model is now on
exhibition at the Merchants'. It is so
constructed that by opening doors upon
each floor a person can step on a plat-
form which descends to the bottom.

The weight of a person or several per-
sons willnot make a difference in the
speed, as itis regulated by a governor.
The platforms are adjusted to an end-
less chain, acting automatically, and
the platforms fold up in ascending and
are self-adjusting when descending.
The doors are made of sheet iron, clos-
ingautomatically after opened, keeping
out the smoke* The escape is com-
mendable, as it requires no manage-
ment and no climbing or skillin its use.
A feeble person, or one who is fright-
ened, will find no difficulty inits use.

IjOOK AT HOME.

Citizens Are Commanded to Pat-
ronize Local Industries.

The Industrial union held a short ses-
sion in the chamber of commerce last
evening. President Marvin occupied
the chair. J. W. L. Corning, chairman
of the committee on home industries,
reported the following:

Whereas, the members of the St. Paul
Industrial Union and citizens generally
recognize the need ofestablishing more
manufactures in our midst, and

Whereas, Inorder to induce others to
come here, we must be able to show that
those now here are prosperous and are
receiving hearty support and patronage
ofour citizens; and

Whereas, Complaints have been made
that in many cases this patronage has
been withheld, the home manufacturers
ignored and articles brought here from
abroad when the same things could be
produced at home and at no greater cost;
tnererore, be it

Resolved,That our citizens be urged to
give their patronage and influence to
home industries at the cost of some per-
sonal inconvenience ifneed be.

The resolutions were adopted upon
motion of Albert. Scheffer, ana the com-
mittee on home industries was directed
to draw up circulars for distribution,
embracing the suggestions contained in
their report. The same committee wag

authorized to have a directory of the St.
Paul manufactories prepared. Mr.
Marvinstated that Henry Viilard is ex-
pected to oe in the city between the Ist
and sth of next month, and that the new
secretary, Prof. Phelps. of iHiluth, is to
be on hand, ready to assume his duties,
next week.

Dr. Hoyt and Christian Endeavor.
Ptev. Wayland Hoyt, D. I)., of Minne-

apolis, will address the Christian En-
deavor societies of St. Paul to-night at

the House of Hope church. Dr. Hoyt
has recently come from Philadelphia to
Minneapolis as pastor of the First Bap-
tist church. He is one of the most elo-
quent pulpit orators in his denomina-
tion. Undoubtedly many of our Bap-
tise friends, as well as others, willtake
this opportunity of hearing one who
will bu one of the leaders of that de-
nomination in the Northwest. The fol-
lowing story is told to illustrate his
ability as a speaker. At the recent
dinner of the New England society in
New York city he was one of those
assigned to a toast. There were many
distinguished speakers, but the doctor
struck the keynote of the evening. One
of the Eastern papers said next day
that Dr. Hoyt had the distinction of
speaking at a dinner with Chaun-
cey Depew, and yet carrying
oft" the palm of the evening.
Dr. Hpyt is a very enthusiastic believer
in the Christian Endeavor movement.
He was one of the pioneers in introduc-
ing the society in Pennsylvania, and
has ever since been one of the most
earnest advocates of the cause, not only
in that state but in the country. Atthe
great national convention of the socie-
ties in Philadelphia last June, where
6,000 delegates were assembled, he made
a ringing address. He is one of the
trustees of the united society, which
now numbers over calf a million mem-
bers. Altogether, he is, perhaps, the
best equipped man in this part of tho
country to speak on this work. He
thinks that the societies here, as a rule,
do not do as well as the Eastern socie-
ties because they do not carry out the
constitution as fully. The members of
the societies of the city will sit in a
body. Between four and five hundred
members willbe present. After the ad-
dress a consecration meeting will be
held by the young people.

Worthy of Support.

Messrs. H. T. Helgesen, of Grand
Forks: S. S. Lyon. of Fargo, and G. 11.
Weils, of Jamestown, were in the city
yesterday in the interests of the desti-
tute farmers of North Dakota. These
gentlemen constitute the seed commis-
sion appointed by Gov. Miller, and
they are endeavoring to raise sufficient
promises ofmonetary assistance towards
the guarantee fund, by which the
elevator men will furnish the
farmers with seed wheat. President
Oakes of the Northern Pacific and Presi-
dent Hill, of the Great Northern, were
seen yesterday, and both offered the
support of their individual companies.
The elevator men and tho railroads
have now given their adhesion to this
guarantee fund, and it is desired that
the general public will do their share.
Itis estimated that 300,000 bushels of
seed wheat willbe required. The wheat
supplied wiilbe a first lien on the crop
of the farmer, and in case of
a failure the lien will be trans-
ferred to the land. Citizens are
therefore not asked to subscribe
their money in the usual charitable
way,but merely guarantee the farmers
wheat until such time as they are able
to repay the elevator men. President
Oakes has great faith in this guarantee
scheme of the North Dakota people.
The experience of the Northern Pacific
company was favorable to it,for out of
the 100.000 bushels of wheat loaned the
farmers, less than 4,000 had been en-
tirelylost.

Gone to His lleward.
The many friends of Frank A. Lit-

ler will regret to learn of his death,
which occurred in Chicago on the Sth
inst., at the residence of his father. Col.
R. M.Littler. Mr.Littler came to tiiis
city from Chicago about two years ago,
where he entered the employ oftheSmith
Wholesale Fruit company, where he by
Integrity and honesty gained the esteem
of his employes, and was intrusted with
the management of the business. About
eight months ago he was obliged to re-
sign his position on account of ill
health. He went to his home in Chi-
cago, where physicians recommended a
change of climate, as the condition of
his limits caused them to fear consump-
tion, lie accordingly went to California,
but the dread disease had taken hold of
him and he failed rapidly. Several
weeks ago his father went to California
and brought him home. Mr.Littler was
well and favorably known in social
circles of this city. He was a man of
good education and a gentleman in
every sense of the word, and for one so
youiig, being only twenty-three, dis-
played rare business talents. His death
will be sincerely mourned by many
friends in this city.

STORMED THE CITY.
Sons and Daughters of Loved

ErinOverrun St. Paul
Yesterday.

St. Patrick's Day Celebration
That Has Never Been

Equaled.

Mayor Smith and Senator Du-
rant Deliver Appropriate

Addresses.

Father Heffron's Words of
Encouragement and Hope

to Irishmen.

The dainty green leaves of Ireland's
shamrock nestled yesterday at the
throats of Ireland's fair daughters, and
decked the breasts of her patriotic sons.
The emblem of the Emerald Isle was
everywhere, the strains of Irish music
floated upon the balmy spring breeze,
and fired withenthusiasm all who list-
ened. It was Ireland's day, and her
Deople in St. Paul celebrated it in a
manner fitting the occasion. Almost
ere the sun had made known its pres-
ence in the east the guns wore firing,
and the people whose business it was to
carry out the extensive programme ar-
ranged in honor of Ireland's patron
saint were astir. There had been no
lack o volunteers to make the day a
success, and every man of Irish parent-

ace who could walk was on. hand to
swell the parade, which itmust be said
was the most imposing ever held under
similar auspices in St. Paul. Delega-
tions had arrived from Minneapolis,
Stillwater and Anoka to swell the
ranks, ,The procession extended from
Cedar street to Rice park, and al-
most every man in the ranks wore
uniform. It is estimated that fully'
1,500 were in line. 'The utmost har-
mony prevailed despite assertions made

jprior to the start which gave rise to an
expectation of the contrary. The pa-
rade moved from the Ancient Order of
Hibernians' hall to the cathedral, where
the entire multitude listened to 10
o'clock mass, celebrated by Father Cor-
coran. After the service the procession
re-formed, and proceeded to Seven cor-
ners, and thence by a circuitous route
to the residence of Archbishop Ireland.
The archbishop was absent unavoida-
bly, and was represented by Father
Heffron, to whom an address was pre-
sented on behalf of the Hibernian order.
He responded as follows:
Iaddress your order under the title of

American citizens because Iknow that while
you are celebrating a day dear to every Irish-
man, sentiments ofAmerican citizenship are
tir?t and foremost in your hearts and minds.
Ihave listened with pleasure to the address
ofyour grand marshal and Iteel free to say
that the archbishop offt.Paul, who is nec-
essarily absent, is with you inheart so far as
you represent progress perfect man-
hood and American citizenship. As repre-
senting Ireland to-day the eyes ofAmericans
are on you. We come here exiles from a
foreign land, and we have made Americans
proud of us, and must continue to
merit that pride. We know that
although that little island cannot send a
legal repre^en tative to this republic there isa
day coming when iiwillnot be so. Wo repre-
sent a spirit of progress that is going to cul-
minate in the freedom of every nation and
every peoplo worthy to bo called a.nation.
Iftrue toour duty there is no power onearth
can arrest our progress. We are being recog-
nized here as a worthy people and arc becom-
ing apower in the laud. Let our power te
for the honor of the Amerit an republic. The
day is coming when that little island
that we hold so Gem- shall be the "lirsi flower
of the earth, fairest gem of the sea."

Atthe conclusion of Father Heffron's
address the procession dispersed, and
the various societies proceeded to din-
ner.

PATRIOTIC SENTIMENTS.

Addresses by Mayor Smith, Sen-
ator Durain. and Others.

A crowded and extremely enthusiastic
meeting was held in the afternoon in

the Hibernians' hall over the Market
house. Hon. John Dowlan, who was to
have officiated as toasimaster, was un-
avoidably absent, and Frank N.Batley,
of this city, was appointed to the posi-
tion. The first speaker was T. F. Kel-
leher, who delivered an address of wel-
come to those present. The Irishmen
inAmerica, he said, were committing
no treason to the stars and stripes by
celebrating St. Patrick's day. Dear as
Columbia was to the Irishman, ho must
not forget the fealty he owed to moiier
Ireland. There was no prouder sight in
his eyes . than that of the stars and
stripes of America floating side by side
with the green and gold Hag of Ireland.

Mayor Smith.in responding to the toast
"Tiie City of St. Paul," said that on an
occasion like that a man ought to be
able to talk well, and certainly no more
prolific subject could be found than that
assigned to him. As there were so
many speakers, however, he would
make his remarks brief. There was, he
said, excellent reason to be proud of
the city in all its departments. Inthe
past few years the city had gained in
population, wealth, and all the elements
that go to make a city great. At the
conclusion of his remarks the mayor
was loudly applauded.

G. M. Giltinan responded to the toast,
"The A. O. H. of Minnesota.". Here-
marked that the size of the gathering
he saw before him was abetter response
to the toast than any he could make.
In a few years the order had grown

membership of 3,000. It was a body to
be proud of,and he had no doubt that
each member was proud to belong to it.
The Hibernians in the midst of their
prosperous season were not unmindful
of the needs of the little isle across the
sea, and many a dollar each month
found its way to foreign shores to aid
Gladstone and Parnell in their fight
against the oppressors of Ireland.
