DOING COUNTY BUSINESS,

Hennepin and bakota County
Boards Talk About a Bridge.

The anniversary of lreland’s patron
saint did not interfere one whit with the
work of the county commissioners, and
they met at the court house pursuant to
agreement to finish up the business left
over from two weeks ago. The first
business to be done by the county board
was to receive the report of the county
auditor, elerk of court and chairman of
the board on the books of the county
treasurer, which was as follows:

Which amount agrees with the county
auditor's account.

The county auditor was requested to
adjust the elaim of the county azainst
the town of Crystal Lake for the sup-
port of Michael Curley at the poor farm
according to a decree of the distriet
court. Bills presented by the associated
charitics and George D. ilolt for trans-
ferring children to the uwatonna state
school were ordered paid. The com-
mittee on public grounds and buildings
reported that the contract for building
the two-story brick addition to the
treasurer’s office had been let to L. C.
Bisbee for $£175.30. Nineteen applica-
tions for abatement of taxes were al-
lowed and one disallowed.

While awaiting the arrival of the Da-
kota county commissioners to talk over
the Cedar avenue bridge question, the
conversation among the commissioners
arifted upon Representative Snder’s
bill providing for the transfer of Lake
Minnetonka to the city park boord. The
commissioners had little doubt but that
the bill would pass, and agreed that it
would relieve them ‘from the trouble of
caring for the lake.

The Dakota county board arrived at
11 o’clock and took up its place on the
opposite side of the room from the Hen-
nepin body, and then the discussion be-
gan. Each county board seemed to be
suspicious of the other, and there was
not a little wrangiing. County Sur-
veyor Dabl had fixed the location of the
Lridge at the point where, within the
100-foot limit, the east and west quarter
line intersects the river, and a road
has been provided to cut across
to that point from Cedar avenue,
but the Dakota people had made no
such provision. Finally a resolution
was passed as the sense of the meeting
that the Dakota county ecommissioners
be given full control of the building of
the road and approaches to the bridee,
provided that th county attorneys of
the two counties decide that it will be
legal, After this concession had been
made to it, the Dakota men accepted
the location mentioned by the Henue-
pin  contingent, and white-wized
peace soared again. The Hennepin
county board will now have to adver-
tise for bids, but some members ot the
board say that this will not be done
until the road on the Dakota side is an
assured fact.

MINISTERS’ MEKTINGS,

Usual Discussions at the Various
Clerical Gatherings.

At their meeting yesterday morning
the Methodist ministers discussed a
proposition advaneced at the last meet-
ing of the orthodox ministers. by the
Baptist brethren. The Baptists pro-
posed that all topies for discussion at
these wonthly meetings be first passed
upon by a pradential committee, and
then the newspaper reporters be
allowed to attend the meetings.
Quite a lively debate was started by the
introduction of the subject. The ma-
jority ot those present scemed to favor
the admission of the reporters, but
there was a division on the idea of a
prudential committee. After a some-
wnat heated argument, in which Rev,
W. L. Marshall, Rev. Mr. Heard, Rev,
Mr. Stowers and Rev. Mr. McClary took
part, the whole matter was laid upon
the table. Rev, Chrisiopher Nachtrieb,
of the East Side German M. E. chureh,
read a paper on ‘German Missions of
the M. E. Chureh,”

At the meeting of the Baptist min-
isters, Rev. Dr. Wayland Hoyt read a
K}ipur on the “Dates of the Books of the
New Testament, and Their Bearing on
luspiration.”” The paper dealt with
Bible bhistory, and was discussed at
length, the doctor being questioned
upon many points.

Rev. J. B. Donaldson, of the Fifth
Presvyterian churen, read a paper on
“How Best to Conduet Sabbath School
Meetings,” which was followed by a
lengthy discussion by those present at
the meeting of the Presbyterian min-
isters.

HE ROBBED HIS CHUM,

James Williams Walks Off With
Comodore Reed’s Clothing.

James Williams, a mulatto, was Dbe-
fore Judge Mahoney in the municipal
court yesterday on vhe charge of grand
lareceny. He waived an examination,
aund in default of bail he was committed
to the county jail to await the action of
the grand jury. James was arrestel in
St. Paul by Detective Doyle on a war-
rant sworn out by Comodore Reed,

another c_olurcd man, who had
roomed with James at 706 Hen-
nepin avenue. During  Reed’s

absence it is claimed that James broke
open his companion’s trunk and carried
off all the clothing it contained. All of
the property was recovered in different
pawnshops. Frederick E. Hoover was
charged with assault and battery on A.

The men who are behind this
scheme— George H. Rust, R. S. Good-
fellow, J. P. Thwing, Prof. W. W. Fol-
well, Baldwin Brown, M. A, Thwing,
and H. W. 8. Cleveland, are well-known
in ‘L'win City eircles. These gentlemen
are prepared to make this a worthy de-
pository of the dead. Mr. Cleveland,
the famous landsecape gardener, has
charge of these improvements, which
include a suitable fence for the entire
tract, the building of a chapel, office and
house for the superintendent, together
with a receiving tomb. These improve-
ments are to be begun at once,

An Interesting Lecture at West-
minster Church.

Frank W. Smith, who will be in Min-
neapolis for some weeks engaged in
Churistian work, delivered an interesting
lecture last evening at Westininster
chureh, taking for his subject *‘In and
Out of Andersonville.” Mr. Smith is
one of the most entertaining speakers
that has appeared in Minneapolis
for some time, His humor is
quaint and catching, and he launches
his audience into a roar of laughter
whenever he wishes. He has that rare
faculty of passing from the ridiculous
to the sublime, and some of his broad-
est humor was worked in between the
saddest descriptions of prison life. His
descriptions of battles are realistic, and
his imitations of battle sounds caused
the blood of more than one old soldier
in the audience to tingle with the mem-
ory of the eventful days. He told of his
capture at the battle of New Hope

Church, and the terrible suffer-
ings of ithe 27,000 prisoners
confined in the prison pen. Before

speaking of Andersonville he said:
“There was many a good, kind and
Christian man that wore the gray, and
men who knew how to treat prisoners.
‘I'he people of the South are not to be
charged with the atrocities of Ander-
sonville, Southern ladies, with all the
tenderness of mothers and all the deli-
cacy of noble women, pled with Ds_wls,
and the result was that a committee
visited the prison and slightly allevi-
ated some of the wrongs. Had
Jetf Davis ever knocked at my
door and asked for food I should
have fed him; bad he been athirst, I
should have given him water; had he
been weary, I would have given him a
bed, for 1 can truthfully say that 1 have
forgiven him. 1 speak of the war as
we speak of the history of *76, and re-
joice with the whole country, North and
South, that white-winged peace bas set-
tlea over this eountry and sectional
ditferences are now cemented in the
bonds of eternal friendship.”

A large audience was in attendance.

CHICAGO, 111, March 17.—The wheat
market started weak to-day, but de-
veloped great strength towards the
close. With no important news at the
opening, May started at 79%c. The
first influence felt was from the visible
supply reported. A decrease of 400,000
bushels was expected at New York, and
a total decrease of about 700.000 was
estimated on Saturdav. The figures
gave a decrease of but 101,000 bu at New
York, and a total decrease of but 213,-
000 bu against 586,000 a year ago. On
this and on very free selling by two big
houses—Jones Kennett and McCormick
& Co., the price of May went off half-
cent to 79 3-9e. Hutebinson and a good
many others bought wheat aronnd 79}5¢
and supported the market. By 11 o’clock
there was a rally of 1{c to 79%/c on 14,-
000 bu cleared at New York, and
some bull news from the wheat
belt on damage. About noon
Cudahy became a very heavy
buyer, it was supposed on the returns
made by his erop expert. King, of To-
ledo, sends word that his latest advices
from Illinois, Indiana and Michigan
wheat fields were the worst yet re-
ceived. The stocks in country elevators
in the Northwest decreased 500,000 bu
for the week. New York reported 8
boatloads of No. 1 hard wheat sold at
96¢. ‘T'his sort of news sent the price
of May up to 80c. After a pause it was
forced a fraction past that point, when
the crowd became very bullish or fright-
ened, and put the price up to S0}c in
two minutes. At 1 o’clock the price
was at 80J¢c, or 1c over the morning
fizure. Late in the day New York ad-
vanced limits on orders here and did
considerable buying. The trade in
wheat the last half-hour was enor-
mous. The buying was general, and
most of those who had ‘‘calls”
called them. Hutchinson opposed the
advance, but the market was too broad
and too strong. The close was at the
very best price of the day. Receipts—
