Tbe Wildwood Association's Request
for Abatement of Assessment

Refused.

Late yesterday aftorneon Fayette
Marsh caused to be distributed circu-
lars announcing that there would be
held in the evening at Music hall a
meeting to arrange, ifpossible, for the
election of four business men as mem-
bers of the city council at the coming
election and to ascertain, by the appoint-
ment of committees or otherwise,
wherein the expenses of city, school
and county government can be lessened
and the burden of taxes correspond-
ingly decreased.

The
upsl ot of Hie matter was that the fol-
lowing ward committees were appointed
toselect and present the names of busi-
ness men who. if elected, would agree

to serve as aldermen for the respective
terms: First ward, A.T. Jenks, K. S.
Davis, 1!. F. Burke; Second ward, Sam
McClure, J. S. O'Brien, Theodore Jas-
soy; Third ward, Sam Register, E. A.
Folsom, .1. C. Hening. The meeting
was well attended and by the most re-
putable, conservative and really public-
Buirited men of the city. The regular
Republican caucuses are to be Held
this evening in the- various wards.
The committees will report at a meeting
in Opera hall to-night. A motion will
also be introduced for the appointment
of committees to report how retrench-
ment may be made in school district
and county affairs.

The application for refuudment and
abatement on the 180,000 valuation and
assessment against the VVildwoodPark
association was refused yesterday by
the board ofcounty commissioners. The
billof 1300 presented by William Chal-
mers on account of expenses in bringing
John Russell from Washington was
taken from the table and" referred to
the attorney general as to the legality
ot allowing it. The remainder of yes-
terday's session was principally devoted
to the. auditing of bills.

MINNEAPOLIS.
COOPERS WILL MfCET

And Prepare to strike on Monday
Next.

A meeting of the coopers' union will
be held in Labor Temple this eveninsr,
and arrangements for a strike which
willin all probability be commenced on
Monday next will be perfected. The
"bosses" so far have come to no agree-
ment regarding the increase demanded
by the journeymen, and at the present
rate of wages itifsimply impossible for
the men to live. Duritisr the winter men
who had families depending upon them
for support were unable, to earn niore
than $4 or $5 a week. When the miliers
learned of this state of affairs they at
once declared that it was not their fault
and offered to pay an increased price
for barrels, provided they were assured
that the increase wouH go tothe men
so that they could earn living wages.
Atthe last meeting of the union itwas
resolved to demand 15 cents for a hand-
made barrel, and the bosses agreed to
consider the demand. They have held
one meetine, but so far they have come
to no conclusion, and itis probable that
the 400 coopers will strike on Monday
unless their demands are acceded to.

IN THE FLOUIt BUSINESS.

Output Last Week Pretty Good,
and Demand About the Same.

Last week was one of the biggest
among the mills for some time. The
output was nearly 23,000 barrels per
day, the aggregate production for the
week being 137,700 barrels, against 118,-

--750 barrels for the previous week, and
93.750 barrels for the corresponding
week of last year. This week theie has
been }uiie a heavy falling off, due to
\\\e cutting off of the water. There are
now twelve mills running, producing
about 19,000 barrels of flour every
twenty-four hours. The flour market
has shown little improvement, though
some millers report a trifle more de-
mand, and some are asking an advance
of 10 cents over a week ago. Some of
the linns are manufacturing and storing
a good deal, quite a large amount of
flour going to Duluth. Export trade is
light. Direct export shipments last
weeK were 38,500 barrels, against 27,300
barrels for the pieced ing week.

Shorts Cover aud Help to Carry

Prices to the Outside
Point.

The Close Nearly a Full Point Higher
Than on Wednes-

day.

Chicago, 111., March 20.? The wheat
market was a thing of strength to-day.
The price of May

-
wheat at 10 o'clock

was 79%c. The price at 12 o'clock was
80Kc. This action was partly the re-
suit of some bull news, and more the
result of the action of one or two local
houses. The market opened withprices
about j^c lower all around on the worth-
less cables and the excellent weather
over the entire wheat belt. The advo-
cates of 70c for wheat were on hand.to
sell. Those who had it long wereready
to unload, and the bears were ready to
sell itshort. Before there was any sign
of strength May sold at 79%c, and off a
fraction to 78%c. Edwards &Co. and
Krammerer led the early selling. Many
other bulls were sellers. While New
York, Philadelphia and Balti-
more had less than 10,000 bu of
wheat. New York and Baltimore
together cleared 33,000 bbls and sacks of
flour. New York inspected 73,000 bu of
red wheat from store. Dunn reported a
closing out sale of No. 1hard wheat at
Buffalo at 92j^c. St. Louis sent another
batch of crop news, but the buying in
that market indicated that the trade
there believo3 the fields have been
damaged somewhat. The big feature
here was the buying of Hutchinsou. He
bought early for three or four houses
for a disguise. Later he put his own
brokers in the pit to take all they could
get. Before the price moved up lc he
had at the lowest estimate bought
1,000,000 bu and kepton buying. There
was realizing by many around SO^c,
and May dropped to SOJ^c, but the
heavy buying went on, and at 1p..m.
May was up to?oT?, June was up %a to
8014c, and July %a to %q to %c. There
was a little easier feeling in wheat just
at the close on realizing sales, .Receipts
?42 cars wheat, 513 corn and 108 oats.
Shipments? 22,oo7 cars wheat, 161,178
corn, 189,555 oats. Corn was fairly
active, firm, and closed }i@%c higher.

But for the wildfluctuations of Tennes-
see coal from 82 a month ago to 43 on
Tuesday, and back to 54? at noon to-
day, there are no causes in anything
connected with the business or pros-
pects of the property itself. They have
been caused entirely by the crude
speculations of a number of people who
either knew nothing about the value of
the property or else must have Ignored
the fact that a slock on which the net
earnings in 1889 were scarcely equal to
3 per cent, was not worthover 50 at the
utmost.
