THE BOHEMIAN GIRL.
Opening* Chapter of a Story

That May Prove a Par-
allel.

Distracted Parents From St.
Joseph Lookingfor a Lost

Child.

The Sarasate-D'Albert Con-
cert a Heavy Artistic Suc-

cess.

After AprilFirst the Doors of
the Metropolitan Will

Close.

Mr. and Mrs. Carver, of St. Joseph,
Mo., who have been staying at the
Metropolitan hotel for the past few
days, left last evening for Minneapolis
in response to a telegram requesting
their piesence in that city at once.
During the past week a detective has
been engaged in a search in Minneapo-
lis for a Polish couple named Bosanska,
formerly employed by the Carvers in
the operation of a dairy farm near St.
Joseph. They remained at the farm for
over a year, Bosanska being employed
as farm hand, while his wife was kept
busy about the house. The Carvers
had one little girl named Elise, who at
the time the Bosanskas were employed
was sixteen months old. The Bosanska
woman conceived a passionate affection
for little Elise, and as Mrs. Carver
was at that time in poor health
a great deal of the care
of the child devolved upon the nurse.
Mrs. Bosanska, who is described as an
unusually comely young woman, fre-
quently lamented to Mrs. Carver her
childless condition, saying she would
give the world for such a baby as Elise.
On August 20 of last year, owing to his
wife's Door health and the fact that
competition was heavy in the neighbor-
hood. Carver sold the 'farm, with the in-
tention of moving with his family to
California, and the Bosanskas were no-
tified that they must seek other quar-
ters. The idea of leaving the place
seemed to trouble the Bosanska woman
terribly; she was frequently found in
tears, and when questioned she stated
that her greatest grief was the
necessity for parting from the
child Elisft. On the afternoon
of the 30th of August, the day
prior to the vacation of the farm by the
Carvers, Mrs. Bosanska asked permis-
sion to take Elise with her on a visit to
a neighbor's house less than a mile
away.

Suspecting No Evil,
Mrs. Carver allowed the child to go, and
from that day to this has never set eyes
on little Elise nor her abductors. No
alarm was yet felt by the parents at the
absence of the woman until after dark
that night, when itwas discovered that
the cows wpre still in the pasture and
that Bosanska, whose duty itwas to
drive them in and superintend the milk-
ing, was absent also. The other
hands at the farm were at once
started out in every direction
and the St. Joe police department was
notified to be on the watch for the ab-
ductors, but without result, as they
made good their escape with the child.
Mr.Carver was driven temporarily in-
sane by the affair, and thus the efforts
of the father were much handicapped.
Several detectives were employed, how-
ever, and numberless false clues have
been followed toa resultless end. One
officer of an Omaha agency located the
child in Leaveuvvorth, and a trip to that
city by the parents proved only that the
defective was mistaken. Later little
Elise figured in the papers as having
been left by her abductress on the door-
step of an Omaha residence. In-
investigation showed, however, that
this was another Elsie entirely, and
that the Carver baby was still among
the missing. About three months ago
when hope had been almost eiven up,
Mrs. Carver received a letter dated from
Minneapolis, which she says is in the
handwriting of the Bosanska woman,
and which read as follows:

Mrs. Jennie Carver, St. Joseph: Elsie is
not bin well three weeks or four. Alvorod
takes her back with you for to hundre tfoler.

Lon* Bosanska.
Write general delivery for Minneapolis.
A Chicago detective was employed on

the case, and at his suggestion Mrs.
Carver refrained from handing the
communication over to the Minneapolis
police department, in order, as he ex-
pressed it, that he might not be ham-
pered in his operations by publicity of
the facts in the case. Decoy letters
were written to the Bosanskas,but either
they had become wary or had been in-
formed of their danger in some way, for
the decoys were never called for. A
couple recently livingon the Bohemian
Hats in Minneapolis, under the name of
Kohor, have been occupying the atten-
tion of the Chicago official for the past
few days. He has discovered that when
they lirst came to Minneapolis they had
with them a child so

Fair of Complexion
as to cause doubts of their claims to Its
parentage. Subsequently Kohor went
to work as a mill hand, and was known
along the river as "BigAlt"." The child
disappeared shortly afterwards, and
was said by the Kohors to be with its
grand mother iv St. Paul. Several per-
sons livingon the flats who knew the
Kohor family,say that they came toSt.
Paul direct from Poland and have never
been out of this state until both
disappeared mysteriously a few days
ago. Ihe officer says, however, that
lie has ample proof of the identity of
Kohor withBosanska, and the descrip-
tions of the two tally precisely. The
belief exists that the child has been
adopted by St. Paul or Minneapolis par-
ties, and that the Bosankas are in hid-
ing in one of the two cities. It is con-
fidently expected that arrests will be
made 'to-day or to-morrow, as the de-
tectives claim to have located the much-
wanted Polish couple pretty closely.
Mrs. Carver, the child's mother, has.
since tha disappearance of Elsie, been
ina constant condition of neivous ex-
citement, and her physicians state that
unless the child is restored to her the
terrible nervous pressure under which
she exists willresult in her death.

TWO GREAT ARTISTS.

The Sarasate D'Albert Concert
Last levelling.

Despite the evidence of miserable
management which cropped out on
every side, the Sarasate D'Albert con-
cert at the Peoples' auditorium last
night, was an Immense artistic success.
The programme needs overhauling
badly and condensation worse, but
still, even at the outrageously heavy

tariff of$2.50 a seat there was no reason
why every seat in the hall should not

have been filled. The wealthy patrons
of music were all there and stayed
through the long programme? nay, they
even clamored for encores to lengthen
it,perhaps because they paid bigprices

and wanted toget their moneys worth,
or perhaps because they thought pro-
longed, unseemly and lllmannered ap-
plause wou'd vindicate their musical
culture and appreciation.

The programme contained six num-
bers, equally divided between Saarsate
and D'Albert, but when inumber is
run out to twenty-seven minutes, a six-
number programme is long enough.
There is no gainsaying the fact that
Sarasate and D'Aibert are great artists,

and are all that is claimed for them,

but still many of the audience
left at 10:30 before the programme was
completed. Heir d'Albeit opened the
programme with a number that was
not Wagner, but Bach, and he attacked
the piano ravenously. Under his fierce
but masterful manipulation, the Steiu-

way proaned and moaned, muttered
and murmured, howled and growled,
sung and rung, quivered and shivered
in succession. The case fairlyrattled,

and the huge lid trembled like an
aspen leaf. The technique was marvel-
ous; the execution superb. The musi-
cal people in the house went into rap-
tures, and the others felt as though a
cyclone had passed by. The applause
was tremendous and long continued,
but "the wizard" would not respond.
Sudsequently, when he struck the ten-
der, delicious melodies of Chopin, and
strength of touch and brilliancy of tech-
nique trave way to an exquisite delicacy
and marvelous tenderness, even the un-
educated of the audience could recog-
nize the great master hand of the artist.

With the violin it was different. Sar-
asate resorted to none of the showy
tricks of many virtuosi. His Cremona
was a part of him, and he made itspeak
a language high up in art, but perfectly
intelligible to all. Itappealed to every
heart, and the storms of applauscwere
genuine and enthusiastic. Two num-
bers were entirely too long. Such
music should not be made tiresome,

and another management would have
rectified the error long ago. Mme.
Bertha Marx, as a pianiste, deserves all
the complimentary phrases possible.
She is-au artiste and a lady.

TO CLOSE APRIL FIRST.

The Owners of the Metropolitan
Keach a Sudden Conclusion.

The Metropolitan hotel willbe closed
on April1. Such was the tenor of a
handbill flyingabout the city yesterday,
and investigation showed that the
legend was a true one. The hotel has
only been open the last time about
eight months, and for the first few
months after the reopening the losses
sustained were, as it was ex-
pected they would be, pretty heavy.
During the last three, however, there
had been a remarkable increase in the
amount of transient business, and the
regular boarders constantly increased
in number, it was thought by the
management, and with apparently good
reason, that the house was in a fair way
to do a paying business. The decision to
close down was reached at a meeting of
the Boston directors held a few days
ago, when, after a conference, it was
decided to notify Agent John Town-
shend that, the hotel was to be closed
after the present month. Manager C.
W. Uelvey was informed of the state of
affairs yesterday morning,and the guests
of the house were notified, inspeaking
of the condition of affairs last evening
toa Globe reporter Manager Delvey
said that he regretted the decision of
the company, as he believed the hotel
was in a fair way to prosperity. Ex-
penses had been much reduced
in the last month, and busi-
ness had increased greatly. A survey
of the hotel books wonhi show that bus-
iness had been steadily increasing for
months, and the deficit for the past
month was but slight. He had hoped to
see the balance on the right side next
month, and feltconfident that the house
could be made to pay.

The hotel is the property of the Bos-
ton Northwest syndicate, which com-
pany spent, prior to the reopening, $30,-
--in furnishing and BM.OOO in"remodeling
the house. The closing of the house at
this time is regarded by those compe-
tent to know as a short-sighted proceed-
ing in view of the increasing patronr.ge
which has developed in the last month
or two.

LEFT IN THE LURCH.

The Alleged Fa^s Lake Rioters
Skip and Their tionds Are For-
feited.
George Ticknor, David Staple and

Charles Beard were expected to appear
before Judge Wilkin and a jury yester-
day to answer an indictment for assault
in the second degree. The alleged of-
fenders, when called, failed to appear,
the accused having left their bondsmen
in the lurch.

CO-EDUCATION OF THE SEXES.

It Is Pronounced an Undeniable
Success inth c Evanston Univer-
sity.

Chicago Herald.
Upon the subject of co-education of

the sexes, Miss Michaels, dean of the
Women's College of Evanston (111.) Uni-
versity, is an enthusiast. She has test-
ed the system and found it an undeni-
able success. She admits there may be
some girls who might be better off at a
female seminary, but at the North-
western university, despite all that
has been said against the sys-
tem,, she finds the young women

-just as womanly as ever, and the young
men just as manly. The sense of hon-
or among the female students at the
university is highly developed, and
every student is quick to resent the
slightest infringement of a lule which
might reflect In the slightest degree
upon the college as a whole. There is
very little silliness among the young
women, or the male students eirher.and
the dean attributes this healthy state
to the freedom of intercourse due to
the many class social and general recep-
tions. Many warm friendships are
formed between the sexes, but there is
not much "spooning."

There are in all about 300 female stu
dents at the Northwestern university,
only 70 of whom board and room at the
woman's college. About 35 live at the
"college cottage," across the way from
the institute, where, by workingabout
an hour hour every day, each boarder
can materially reduce her weekly ex-
penses. The remainder live either at
home in Evanston. or room in pairs
about the village. Ifthere were one or
two more cottages like tiie 011aacross
from the college there would be
no trouble in tilling them. Some
of the bookworms and cranks
complain that there is ft tritle
too much "society" at the university
ana that ifthere were fewer receptions
there would be more studying, but this
class is in a painful minority, for nearly
all look back upon class socials and" re-
ceptions as among the happiest experi-
ences of their university career. The
presence of women in the class is an in-
centive to any self-respecting young
man to do his level best, tor he does not
want to be "scooped" if he can help it.
The fact that the young women rank
high inall the classes proves that they
are fully able to cope with all the diffi-
cult problems heretofore solved by the
sterner sex.

A PETRIFIED HAND.

The Kemarkable Discovery In the
Indian River Country ol'Florida.

Col. W. H. Jones, of Atlanta, while

prospecting between Rockledtre and
Cocoa, on the Indian river, two or three
days ago, banting for phosphate no
doubt, made a discovery which lays
phosphate in the shade by a lar^e ma-
jority. Feeling some hard substance
under his foot he removed two or three
inches of the sand' wliichcovered it,and
was amazed to unearth a petrified hu-
man hand, with about six inches of
wrist.
Ifa pretri faction, as the majority, In-

cluding Dr. Souvielle, believe it to be,
the hand must have been severed many
years aso, perhaps by Hie Indians. Tlie
lingers are partially closed, the thumb
resting lightlyagainst the fore and mid-
dle fingers. Itwas a young woman's
hand, one of the most sslita t ely, refined
and delicate that could be imagined.
The tapering fingers, nails and dainty
wrist, belonged, one must imagine, to a
lady of great beauty. Near the wrist
joint is the ciearly defined mark of a
bracelet. Tracings of thu veins, mus-
cles and arteries, and the porous condi-
tion of the hand and wrist, indicate that
itis the natural human hand petrified.
The creates in the palm are perfect.

No stone or marble of which we have
any knowledge, at present, could pre-
sent such features, and ifitwas the
work of an artist, his name would rank
with that of the finest sculptors of
ancient or modern times; nor would
such a work likely have been thrown
away or lost. The theory that it is a
human hand, petrified, is by far the
most reasonable.

Col. Jones had a number of photo-
graphs of ittaken in this city yesterday,
and a Frank Leslie artist, at present in
Jacksonville, made a sketch of itas
nearly "life-like"as human genius' can
compass witn the pencil. Col. Jones
willsend itto the Smithsonian institu-
tion, Washington.
