THE TRADING IS SHIFTING.

Dealers in Patures Are Now Drift-
ing Slowly Into July
Wheat.

A Market Without New Features Closes
With a Fractional
Gain,

Financial Operations of the Money
Kings---The General Quota-
tions.

CHICAGO, 111, March 27.—The wheat
market to-day was more active and
stronger than the most hopeful antici-
pated. On the whole there was a change
of sentiment and action from the close
yesterday. The bottom price last night,
7914c for May wheat, was the bottom
price to-day, and about noon there was
a strong bulge to 80c. Very free selling
checked the advance at that figure, and
there was a reaction of 1{c to ¢c before
1 o'clock. Then the market started
steady at 79%e, and touched its lowest
figure at once after first selling at 793{c.
The first important buying was by
Logan & Co., Baxter & Sehwartz-Dupee.
After the low price was touched Hutch-
inson was a libefal buyer and helped
the market up. At the same time Lin-
bloom, Miller and NewYork were selling
freely.The bearish influence at the open-
ing was very weak, cables quoting Liv-
erpool’s wheat and futures 24d lower.
Liverpool closed s@ld lower. The
chief bull influence of the day was the
export business. New York cleared
46,000 bushels of wheat and about 10,000
barrels of flour. Baltimore cleared 159,-
000 bushels of wheat and 30,000 barrels
of flour. Philadelphia little wheat. The
three ports in wheat and flour over 400,-
000 bushels. The offerings at Soc for
May were too large to be readily ab-
sorbed. It was thought that most of the
long wheat loosely held was shaken out
and considerable of the short interest
on the way down to 79%e¢. The trading
to-day was pretty well divided between
May and July. July sold at 77%c up to
98{e, and off to 78¢. Wheat held strong
tothe close. Now Yorkreported 16 boat-

loads taken for export, and one Chicago
house had private information that an-
other cargo of eight to twelve boatloads
was being worked. Foreigners appear
to be grubbing the wheat on the back of
vesterday.
