IT'IS BEGOMING HOT.

Favorable Comment on -the
Call for the Democratic
Convention. >

The Republican Convention
Has Been Fixed for Tues-
day,pApril 8th.

P. H. Kelly Favors an Inde-
pendent Candidate in the
Second Ward.

Lively Meetings Held Last
Evening in Various Parts
“of the City.

The rather abrupt ecoup executed by
Chairman James King, of the Demo-
cratic city committee, in calling the
primaries and convention of his party
for early next . week, rather severely
startled the Republican leaders vester-
day and served to redouble the efforts of
the different Democratic candidates to
make as much hay as possible before
Monday evening. This has so far, from
a Democratic standpoint, been one ot
the most satisfactory camlmizns ever
carried on in the ecity. The Demo-
crats of the -city enthusi-
astic and  confident, and the
numerous aldermanic fights are being
carried on in the best possible spirit.
Judge D. A. J. Baker, the venerfible
father of the Eleventh ward Democracy,
well expressed a feeling that is becon-
ing wide-spread yesterday, when he re-
marked to Judee Wood: **If the Demo-
cratic committee, after consideration,
called the convention, why 1t’s all right.
1 always believe a hundred men can
decide better than one. When a man
goes into a fight for a nomination for
alderman for instance, and is defeated,
he ought to fall in line thankful that
his party had -found a better man than
he.  That is Democracy.”
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The action of the committee in cail-
ing the convention so early was gener-
ally indorsed by Democrats yesterday
and bemoaned by Republicans. The
latter see in an early convention an end
to their hopes of a schism in the ranks
of the St. Paul Dewmocracy, on which
they have been leaning so long—indeed,
the Republicans have been banking al-
most entirely upon the probability of a
division in the ranks of their opponents,
and now that that danger is removed
they are eompletely out of ammunition.
The members of the Republican city
committee have been poking each other
in the ribs and pointing forward to the
time of election with many joyful an-
ticipations, which, by the way,
are apt to be badly nipped by a
a cold trost of Democratic ballots on
May ¢. Severalof the prominent young
Republicans have been parceling out
“sits” on the police foree, as well as
other nice easy jobs. Many of these
promises were made to be broken, and
none of them will be filled.
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The Democrats of the Second ward
will meet at Miller's hall, corner Maria
avenue and Fifth streef, this evening, to
canvass the aldermanie situation. Presi-
dent L. E. Reed, of the Capital bank,
is a new candidate for alderman in the
Second, and will probably be present
at this mecting.

On motion of P. H. Kelly the unani-
mous vote of the meeting was east for
Mr. Reed, who, after much hesitation,
consented to become a candidate, which
decision was the signal for loud cueer-
ing.

Mr. Reed, in explaining his platform,
said that in the event of his election
his policy would be to oppose furtner
public improvement in the ward for a
time at least. The peopie were being
oppressed with over-taxation, and it
wits evident that there should be a
cessation of public improvement until
the people of the ward had time to re-
cover their breath. Anadjournment was
taken until thisevening, when aratifica-
tion meeting will be held.

F. Ellison was awarded the con-
tract for disposing of night soil for the
ensuing three years, upon the following
terma: For removing less than 20 cubie
feet, $2.50; from 20 to 100 cubie feet, 12
cents per foot:for over 100 and less than
200 cubic feet, 11 cents per foot; all over
200 cubic feet,10 cents per foot. The sani-
tary company relinquished all rights to

remove all garbage, ana the Azo-
tine company’s econtract was rec-
ommended to date " from April
15, instead of June 15, 1800, A

resolution to remove the rails of the
street car company on Robert street, be-
tween Fifth and Seventh streets, or to
replace the same with such rails as
would not interfere with vehicles cross-
mg from © side to side, was re-
ferred fo the city railway company.

MUST WAIT AWHILE,

Street Car Extension on Dayton's
Bluff---Third Street and Sixth
Strect Bridges.

At the meeting held last evening of
the Dayton’s Bluff Citziens’ union—IL.
E. Reed in the chair—attention was
called to the dangerous condition of the
Third street bridge, owing to the low-
ness of the railing guarding it and the
tact that the frequent passage of trains
and the sudden puffs of smoke arising
therefrom frichtened horses and caused
numerous acecidents. After discussion
of the matter a committee of
ihree was appointed to devise a
plan whereby to secure the necessary
improvements, The committee was in-
structed to wait on the city engineer,
with a view to discovering whether that
official could order a higher-railing ot
close fence-work placed on the bridge.
With regard to the desired extension of
the electric railway system on Maria
avenue to Earl and Hastings, which, ac-
cording to existing ordinance, should

be completed  Nov. 1, Arche-
laus Pugh, of the committee ap-
pointed to . wait on Col. -Barr

about the watter, repocted that the
street railway urged tne prior import-
ance of the completion of the Univer-
sity aveaue line, connecting the two
cities, which was conceded. Col. Barr
stated that as soon as the above line
had Dbeen put in operation the Maria
avenue line would be proceeded with.
The secretary was instructed to coin-
munieate with Ald. Leithauser, request-
ing him to act with the committee for
the purpose of gaining the necessary
improvements to the ‘Third street bridge.
A lengthy report was presented by
G. E. Keller, relating to Sixth street im-
provements. The election of a director-
ate, composed of seven members, was
then proceeded with, resulting in the
selection to act in that capacity of
Messrs. Gustave Heinemann, J. Middle-
ton, Kelier, Kelly, Szhiffman, Philips
and Pugh. C. F, Myers, a resident on
Greenbrier avenue, complained of the
proposition to change the grade on the
avenue in such a manner as to pracvically
vacate the same, such proposition being
characterized as a steal. A committee
consisting of Messrs. Myers, Keller and
Lawrence was appointed to investigate
the matter.

. McGHEE HITS BACK.

He Gives His Version of Why the
President Pardoned Private
Carter,

_ President Harrison recently pardoned
Private Lewis Carter, a colored man,
who had been sentenced to ninety-nine
years’ imprisonment for assaulting a
German girl at Fort Snelling, A morn-
ing contemporary yesterday devoted
considerable space to an article ques-
tioning the wisdom of granting the par-
don, and also placing the action of Car-
}gr’s attorney in an unfavorable light.
The attorney, Frederick-McGhee,writes
to the GLOBE as follows:

One day last July an aged woman entered
T. H. Lyles’ shop and inquired for me. Hap-
pening to be there at the time, Mr, Lylesin-
troduced me to her, and she told a story to
this effect: Her son, Lewis Carter, late pri-
vate of Company ¢, Twenty-fifth infantry,
was serving a sentence at Stillwater, The
warden of the prison had directed her to find
me, through- Mr. Lyles, arnid ' she° wanted to
know if I could do anything for her son.
She had just come from her home in Missis-
sippi to see her boy, and he had told her that
he was innocent of the charges of which he
was convicted. She asked me to go over to
the prison and Bave a talk with him, and if I
believed him innocent, desired me to do what
I could to secure his pardon. [ went with
her to the prison. and spent the afternoon in
consultation with her son. He told .me his
story, aud detailed the full proceedings of
the biased court-martial that tried him. Be-
lieving that a grave injustice had been done
him, I concluded totake the case and ao
whatever could be done for him. I found in
St. Paul and Minneapoils a dozen or
more comrades of his, all of whom
told me they believed him innocent,
that he was unfairly tried and
that his conviction was the outcome of prej-
udice. On the fourth day of October last I
visited the home of Charles Holiak, to learn
if they could tell me where Maria Hoppinger
couid be found. Mrs, H. directed me to the
Yetzers, as they could perhaps teli me. I
went to the Yetzers, and they could tell me
nothing, but sent me to Lenhardt Ronder,
Mrs. sholls’ brother-in-law. They said Maria
had married, and that they did not know her
married name, nor where she lived. After
gomg nearly four miles through fields, I

ound Konder, and asked him where Maria
was and what her name was now., He in-
formeda me and asked what was the matter.
I told him I wanted to see her about the col-
ored man said to have assaulted and robbed
her when she first came to Ft. Snelling.

He said, *Oh, ke didn’t hurt her.”

I said, “'Is that so?”

He then said,**No: he didn't do anything to
her,” and asked if I were going to make her
any trouble,

1 told him no, T only desired to see her. The
next day I called on Mrs. Sholls in West St.
Paul, and found her and ber husband at
home. She ralated her story, which, in
many respects. materially differed from her
story before the court martial. I then asked
them if they would not sign a_petition for
Carter's pardon, and informed them of my
connection in the matter. She said that she
was afraid that if he came out he would
do something to her. I told her if
what she said was true, he would feel grate-
ful to her. They agreed tbat he Imad been
sudiciently punished, and if he would not
give her any trouble they were perfectly
willing to sign. She then furnished me with
writing materials, and they both attached
their signatures to the following:

“I, Mrs. Maria Snolls, nee Kapplinger, do
consent and petition your excellency to par-
don Louis Carter, late private of Company C,
Twenty-fifth intantry, believing his punish-
ment has been suflicient, as he 1s willing to
reform and live a peacable and quiet citizen.
My consent is given on the condition that he
live with his mother, and at no time me any
trouble.  “*MARIA SnoLLs, nee Kapplinger.

“CiaRLEs SnoLLs, her husband.”

I returned to the Holiaks to see if they
would verify the story. Maria having sworn
that she went to their house, and from there
reported her trouble. The Holiaks told me
that she did not come to their house until
five or six weeks after the occurrence; that
she never at any time mentioned or dis-
cussed the affair with them, and that they
never believed the story as told about it
They thought it strange that she was
tronbled when none of the lady residents of
Snelling had ever been troubled by the
soldiers. Atfter completing my inves-
tigation of the case, anc being
fully satisfied of my client's innocence, and
the injustice of hisconviction, I returned to
Sholls® with the rurvose- of having them sign
}m unconditional pettion, which was as fol-
ows:

1. Maria Sholls, nee Kapplinger, do respect-
fully jeiition your excellency to pardon
Louis Carter, believing that his punishment
has been suflicient. MARTA SHOLLS,

“Nee Marin Kapplinger.”™

1 presented it to her, told her it was sub-
stantially the same as the other, and asked if
I should read it 1o her. She said she could
read it. After reading it over she signed it.
She informed me that she had received a let-
‘ter from Carter, in which he told her he
would not harm her, and thanked her for
having signed the petition, Mr. Sholls
ealled at my office last Saturday, and was in
good humor. The only thing that displeased
him was the recent criticism of the court
martial that sentenced Carter, in a German
paper, in which it said all the charges
against Carter were “trumped up,’” except
that of desertion. Tha story as published in
the Grogk of the 14th inst., is absolutely true
