MR. BABB'S BABRLE.

His Obeseness Makes a Little
Talk at Washington,
D.-C.;

Which Should Call Forth a
Vigorous Reply, But It
Doesn’t.

The Grand Jury Mests and
Threatens to Take a New
Departure.

Various Matters Likely to In-
terest Readers of Flour
City Events.

The outlook for another violent rupt
ure in the God-like retrenchment and
reform party which now misgoverns
Minneapolis is very promising. Now it
is known that the Republicans have
not trusted each other, and private
spies, in the persons of private detee-
tives, have been hired to wateh the
movements of those members of the
Republican party who were supposed
to be liable to jump over the traces and
to have a mind of their own, and an
opinion they were not afraid to express.
The information which apparently
comes from the highest scource was tel-
egraphed to the Journal yesterday from
Washington. Mayor Babb, in an inter-
view with the correspondent of that
paper, in_speaking of the late trouble
in the police commission, when Com-
missioner Gjertsen was *'in the minor-
ity,” said:

“1 had te appear to be very angry at
Gjerisen. It was necessary for me to
vound the table and leok like a savage.
it was the only way to bring Gjertsen
to time. There were many things about
that whole affair that the general public
does not understand. For two months
we employed a man from outside the
elty to look after Mr. Gjertsen and his
anti-Catholic eolleagues. 'T'his man got
in with them and knew every day what
Gjertsen did just as well as did Gjertsen
himself, It was amusing to hear Gjert-
sen stand up and deny things that we
knew were true. We. paid this man
well to look after Gjertsen and his
friends, but it was necessary to the
good government of the city to do this.”

Police Commissioner Gjertsen was
found at his place of business by a
GLOBE reporter last evening and said:
“I want to give this story of the mayor’s
a chance to digest before I talk about
it. It is very probable that I will give
Mr. Babb a chance to prove his state-
ments.”

*“\Well, Mr. Commissioner,” said the
reporter, *the statements made by the
mayor certainly place you in avery
peculiar position. Won’t you say some-
thing in regard to them?”

“What do they say?”

“Well, the interview says in pretty
strong terms that you are a liar and
that it was found necessary for the good
nt the city to import a private detective
to keep tab on you. The people will
naturally be interested in any reply you
may make.”

“I'jl make a reply,” answered the
commissioner, eclenching his hands.
“But 1 want a little time to think about
it. I won’t say anything for publica-
tion now, but come and see me to-mor-
row. Perhaps I will be ready to talk
then. But 1 tell you frankly that ]
won’t say a word about it now.”

In anti-Catholic cireles last night it
was said that Mr. Gjertsen had never
been identified with their movements,
but on the other hand, before the elec-
tion, Mayor Babb had been intimately
identified with them, and had made
many promises of what he would do in
recognizing their efforts in case he was
elected. Enoch Ray. the present
license inspertor, was the choice of the
“anti” element of the Republicans for
chief of police, and, although in his in-
terview Mayor Babb does not say so in
30 many words, he is quoted as saying:
“Did you know how near Enoch Ray
came to being chief of police of Min-
neapolis shortly after my election. No?
Well, I’ll tell you about it. About two
months after my election and just be-
fore 1 went into office, Commis-
sioner Baker came to me and
said that the commission proposed to
elect Ray chief of police at the very
next meeting. Ile asked me how I
thought I would like Ray, and I an-
swerced that he was a very good man,
but that I had some oue in view who
would be Letter suited for the place. He
wanted to know who it was, and I told
him that it was Winn Brackett. Baker
thought that he would not accept, but I
told him that I knew better, so Mr.
Baker called on Brackett and found out
that he would. The other mewmbers of
the commission agreed to the change,
and a written contract was at once
drawn up and signed by Brackett and
the commission. This contract made
the election of Brackett ®3ure thing a
few weeks later, so he sold out his drug
store and in other ways prepared for
the change. But Ray came near going
in. Enough members had decided to
vote for bim to elect him. Ray knew
the situation, and probably expected an
election.”

The pnblication of the interview cre-
ated something of a sensation in politi-
cal circles last evening, and the reply
of Mr. Gjertsen will be looked for with
interest,

BEFORE THE GRAND JURY.

Several Owners of Blocks Likely
to Be Indicted.

The ante-room of a grand jury’s pri-
vate council room is not a grave, but it
is one place outside of a cemetery where
all men—and all women, too—are equal.
Representatives of all classes meet
there on common ground. The digger
from the sewer stands next to the pros-
perous business man, and the repre-
sentatives of the scarlet sisterhood touch
elbows with the blue-coated guardians
of the peace, who have frequently
caused them to spend their vacations
at John West’s Shingle Creek tavern or
House of the Good Shepherd. Yester-
day was no exception to the rule, and
the entrance to the grand jury inquisi-
tion hall was well filled nearly all the
time. There was a large, healthy-look-
ing colored woman, named Harris, on
hand in the morning who wanted to
have some of the Davis sewing machine
people indicted for breaking open her
house and taking away her sewing ma-
chine. Charles ¥. Hems, who owns the
Spring Park beer hall out at Keagon’s
lake, was there, too, and he went be-
fore the grand jury and gave evidence
against John Eckstrom, who was ar-
rested last Sunday on a charge of
forgery. License Inspector Ray en-
joyed a confidential seance with the
grand jury in the morning.

Yesterday afternoon there was a
goodly representation of the soiled doves
of the city around the court house, and
several had an audience with the grand
jury. Nearly all the time after the noon
hour, except when Deputy Sheriff
Hyues summoned them one by one to
appear before the august tribunal
within, Chief Brackett, Sergeant L.eon-
ard, Sergeant Kirkham and several
patrolmen sat around the door of the
eriminal court room, told stories,
“joshed” and whittled. Their presence
there, together with that of the women
of restless virtue, suggested that there
was something besides ordinary larceny
cases to come before the grand jury.
nquiry has developed the fact that

[smnvthing will drop before the April
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term of court is muny days older.

Itis the custom of the police force to
raid some of the business blocks about
tuwn oceasion 11y and arraign the prag-
ticers of itlicit intercourse ﬁl the muni-
cipal court, whenee the vietims journey
to the workhouse or pay a fine, The
grand jury seems disposed to go a step
furthier than this, Owners of business
blocks and houses who rent rooms out
for immoral purposes are amenable to
the law as well as the actual committers
of the erimes, and it is these persons
whom the grand juryis after. 1t would
surprise the general public should it
learn the names of some prominent citi-
zens of the -city who have as tenants
persons whose morals would not bear the
feeble glare of a tallow dip. The pros-
pect now seems good for the surprise of
the public. It is almost certain that
several owners of property upon whose
premises the law is most flagrantly vio-
lated will be made to feel the arm of
the law during the present term of
court.

MINNEAPOLIS BALL PARK.

Some Needed Improvements Being
Completed.

The last few warm days has taken the
frost out of the ground at the ball park,
and the grading is being rapidly finished.
Black loam is being mixed with the
sand, which will make a better surface
than the field presented last year, and
will prevent the clouds of dust from fly-
ing at the slightest breath of wind, as
was the case last year.

They will leave for Des
Moines with the men who have already
reported. If the weather remains
favorable, the grounds will be in excel-
lent shape for the opening exhibition
game with St. Paul. Some improve-
ments are being made in the approach
to the private boxes in the grand stand,
and this season, extra precautions will
be taken to reserve a section for the
use of ladies and their escarts.

LITTLE, IF ANY, CHANGE,

All of the Cooper Shops But the
Hardwood Making Barrels.

The Hardwood storage shop was the
only one in the city yesterday that made
no barrels. All the others were work-
ing, and their products were sold for
85 cents. The only trouble now
lies between Christian, owner of the
hardwood storage shop, and the millers.
The old fight Letween the co-operatives
and the journeymen seems tohave been
settled to the satisfaction of all. At the
meeting yesterday morning one *‘jour”
attempted to wean his his fellows from
their allegiance to the co-operative men
by throwing out hints to the effect that
the latter were using the ‘*‘jours” as
cat’s-paws to draw thes co-operative
chestnuts out of the fire, but he came
near being dropped from a third-story
window for his pains.

The trouble between Christian and
the millers seems to have narrowed
down to a game of ‘*‘freeze-out.”” Both
Christian an the millers are agreed that
the men should have 35 cents, but they
split on the question as to who shall pay
it. Christian wantsthe millers to pay
it, while they think the extra money
should be taken from the wallet of the
hardwood shop’s proprietor. The mill-
ers say that on several occasions, when
Christian has had the better of them, he
has held them to their contracts. Now
they propose to hold him to the
bargaip made by him, even at
the risk of losing a few dollars.
The coopers went to. the millers
and asked them if 35 cents was too
much and received the answer that it
was not. While they agree with the
men, the millers do not believe in help-
ing Christian out, and think that the
coopers should stay out and force him
to the price. Christian, however, says
he is losing money now and he does not
think he ought to be called upon to pay
the raise out of his own pocket. Chris-
tian says the question of price should be
settled between the coopers and the
millers. He says that he thinks of clos-
ing up his establishment.

Manager Gault, of the Hardword
Storage company, was present at yes-
terday morning’s meeting in Labor
Temple and addressed the men. He
made the statement that there was
dirty work going on and that the co-
operatives had schemed to get the
journeymen out of the Hardwood Stor-
age shop, only to desert them. R. R.
Champion challenged Gault to point out
the dirty work, and promised, on behalf
of the company, that if any were going
on the company would shut down every
shop in the city before noon. But
Gault had no more to say. H. F.
Hedrington arose and stated the argu-
ment, heretofore mentioned, which the
millers were using against Christian.
Some thought that there was justice in
what the millers have said, while others
thought the men should stand by Chris-
tian in order to protect themselves, as,
if Christian were to sell barrels below
35 cents, it would undo all that had
been already done. Tom Lucas was
called for and, of course, promptly
started for the platform, but he
was headed off by words of dissent,
the clearer headed coopers saying that
they wanted to settle their own affairs
in their own way, and Lucas toox his
seat, thereby finishing one of the best
pieces of work of the meeting. M. J.
Gill said that many of the co-operative
coopers are crying to get out of the bus-
iness, and that the number of coopers
will probably, ere long, be reduced
from 400 to 300. He also considered
Christian’s proposition, for the umting
of all the shops under one head, exactly
the plan by which a permanent organi-
zation could be maintained. The morn-
ing meeting served to establish the fact
that the coopers are well satisfied to
leave everything to the committee.
