Washington, April B.? The senate
to-day considered the Montana election
cases further, but without action. The
anti-trust bill was taken up, and after
brief discussion passed. The senate
then resumed consideration of the Mon-
tana contested election case, and Mr.
Spnoner continued his argument in
favor of the right of the Republican
claimants. Mr. Spooner's speech was
directed chiefly against Gov. Toole, of
Montana, for Mis course, in reference to
the meeting of the legislature. The
title of Clarke and Maginnis, he said.
depended in part on the voles of the
men who were not citizens of the
United .States, and who were not en-
titled to vote. Mr. PugU argued in
favor of the Democratic claimants.
After speaking a short time, Mr.George
interrupted him to call attention to tue
tact that there were but two seats occu-
pied on the Republican side of the
chamber, and that there was less than
a quorum present. A motion, directing
the Bergeant-at-arms to request the at-
tendance of the absent senators, was
agreed to. A motion to adjourn was
defeated. Mr. Pugh said he did not
feel well enough to continue his argu-
ment, so it was agreed that thu Mon-
tana case be laid aside for the day, and
the anti-trust bill was taken up and
passed exactly as it came from the com-
mittee. The senate then, at 5:45 p.m.,
adjourned.

RAILROAD LEGISLATION.

The House Grants Rights of Way
Through Indian Lands.

Washington, April B.? The house
devoted a greater part of the clay to the
discussion of the nav.il appropriation
biil. Among the bills passed in the
morning hour were the following: Pro-
viding that persons settling on the sec-
ond indemnity plat of tho Northern Pa-
cific railroad grant between August,
1887, and January, 18S9, may transtei
their entries from that tract to other
land subject o entry; to cause certain
land at the head waters of the Missis-
sippi, St. Cioix, Chippewa and Wiscon-
sin rivers set apart for reservoir pur-
poses to be restored to the public do-
main:for the disposal of abandoned mil-
itary reservations in Wyoming territory;
authorizing the. entry of public lands by
incorporated cities and town for ceme-
tery and park purposes; requiring pur-
chasers of lands in the Pawnee reserva-
tion iv Nebraska to make final pay-
ment: granting right of waythrough
various Indian reservations in Minne-
sota to the Duluth <fc Winnipeg Railroad
company; granting right of way
through the Colville Indian reservation
to the Spokane Falls &Northern Kail-
road company. Mr. McAdoo, from the
committee on naval affairs, called up
the bill to prevent the enlistment of
aliens inthe naval service of the United
States. The bill further provides that
aliens now in the service shall not be
permitted to re-enlist at the expiration
of their present term. Itwas amended
by the addition of clauses pro-
vidine that the 'aw shall go into
effect July 1, 1891; providing that enlist-
ment and service in the navy for live
years shall be construed tobe residence
in.the United States for the purpose of
securing citizenship, and permitting
the enlistment of aliens in cases of
emergency on foreign stations. The
bill was then passed. The house then
went into committee of the whole on
the naval appropriation bill. It was
taken up by sections, but without com-
pleting it the committee rose, and at
5:125 the house adjourned.

APPLIES TO SKIX DEALERS.

Butterworth's Bucket Shop Bill
Reported Favorably.

Washington, April 8. ? Chairman
Funston, ot the house committee on ag-
riculture, to-day reported to the house
withamendments the Butterworth bill,
todefine options and futures, and to im-
pose a special tax upon dealers therein.
An elaborate report was also submitted.
In it the committee says the billin
terms does, and is intended to, apply to
that class of transactions conducted in
the "bucket shops" and "grain pits" of
the country, and known as "puts'
and "calls," including the whole range
of mere speculative gambling infictiti-
ous faim products. It does not affect
injuriously any legitimate trader or
dealer in farm staples. It seeks
to and does impose an internal
revenue tax upon those "deal-
ers" In grain, cotton and pork
who, as a rule, never see, ownor handle
a peck or a pound of the article they
deal in. Itapplies to "dealers" whose
transactions have the least possible
reference to the supply, and still less
reference to the demand for consump-
tion; who are not concerned whether
Iheharvests are blighted or plentiful.
The bill is intended to reach that class
of speculators only who sell what they
don't own, who sell withno purpose or
intent to deliver what they sell, who
require little capital or stock in trade,
and yet who sell in the "bucket shops"
of the United States every mouth more
wheat than is grownin the whole world
in a year; thus in a great measure de-
stroying trade, tlriying merchants from
the fieldand forcing the price of farm
p rotlucts below the cost of production.
Itis urged, says the committee, that

?the influence of this bill will greatly
hamper and restrict trade, but so far as
the proposed measure affecting trade,
the exact reverse is true. The commit-
tee has no doubt of the coustitutiouality
of the measure.

EXECUTIVE CLEMENCY.

President Harrison Grants Sev-
eral Pardons.

Washington, April 8. ? President
Harrison to-day granted pardons to
Thomas Primrose, convicted inMichi-

gan for counterfeiting, and sentenced
Sept. 17, 1887, to five years' imprison-
ment, and to Fred Bellevev, of Maine,
for violation of internal revenue laws,
to pay $50 and costs. The sentence of
Charles Bickel, Kansas, for counter-
feiting, aud sentenced to three years
and $1,000 fine, is commuted to two
year*' imprisonment; sentence of Vin-
cent K. Griffin, Virginia, for keeping an
illicitdistillery, and sentenced to one
month imprisonment In Henry county
jail,and a fine of $100, is commuted as
far as the imprisonment goes. Pardons
ate denied in the cases of Charles Cor-
ven. Virginia, for retailing liquor with-
out a license, and sentenced to pay a
fine of 1100 and one month's Imprison-
ment, and in the case of Thomas F.
Mahon, lowa, for violating the postal
laws, and sentenced to one year's im-
prisonment.

Agreements With Lo Indorsed.
Washington, April B.? The house

committee on Indian affairs to-day au-
thorized a favorable report ou the bill
introduced in tho house by Mr.Gifford
to ratify and confirm the agreement
made with the Sisseton aud Wahpeton

bands of Dakota or Sioux Indians
Dee. 12. 1889. The bill appropriates
?361,178 for the purpose of carrying out
the terms of the agreement.

SAVED BY AN EDITOR.

Commander Cou^jhlin's Breach of
Discipline Counts for Naught.
Wasuington, D. C, April B.?Sec-

retary Tracy to-day approved the find-
ings of the court martial case of Com-
mander J. B.Coagblin, recently of the
Mohican. The court martial finding was
a Scotch verdict of not proven. The
charge was that he wrote an article for
the Vallejo, Cat, Chronicle, which crit-
icised the action of his superior officers.
This, in the naval regulations, consti-
tutes a breach of discipline. For this
tie was tried, but the editor of the
paper, the only person by whom the
charge could be proven, refused to ap-
pear before the court. As there is no
law to compel the attendance of wit-
nesses before naval court martials, and
as Commander Coughlin entered a plea
of not guilty to the charge, the court
rendered a verdict in accordance with
the evidence before it, and found a ver-
dict of not guilty.

HEADING OFF MONGOLS.

San Diego's Collector May Employ
Help to Prevent Smuggling.

Washington, D. C, April B,? The
secretary of the treasury has authorized
the collector of customs at San Diego,
Cat., to employ an additional force to
assist him in preventing the smuggling
of Chinese laborers across the Mexican
border. This action is based upon a
telegraphic report from the collector
that he has captured thirteen Chinamen
who entered the country In that way,
and that there are over seventy more of
them- in the Mexican territory trying to
force their way across the border. Itis
understood that this lot ot Chinamen
was brought over on the steamer City
of Pekin, aud transferred in the harbor
of San Francisco to another vessel and
taken to a point on the coast of Lower
California, and there landed with a
view to entering the United States.

MAYOR DURANT TALKS.

Indications That the Lumber Season on
St. Croix Lake and River Will

Be Bnsy.

Atthe meeting of the new city coun-
cil last evening there were received the
annual reports of the city clerk, chief
of the fire department, treasurer, city
engineer, health officer, chief of police,
health officer, city attorney and street
commissioner. Mayor Durant submit-
ted the financial and other reports of
the various departments, spoke in laud-
atory terms of the police, fire and health
departments, called attention to the
enormous amount of money required to
build and maintain streets in a city so
peculiarly laid out topographically, and
ended his communication with the fol-
lowing:

The past year to our city has been compar-
atively a prosperous one. During the year
au electric railway, fivemiles in length, has
been constructed and tested, ana the result
has bL'en gratifying alike to the stockholders
of the road and to our citizens as well.
The water mains have been increased two
miles in length, with thirty-seven additional
hydrants. Several Pof our most important
streets have been graded, with permanent
gutters and sidewalks. The health of the city
has been exceptionally good. We have en-
joyed a fairdecree ofcommercial prosperity.
Labor has found employment at temunera-
tiveprices. Isee no reason Avhy our city
should not increase inall the elements that
tend tobuild up communities. The natural
advantages of Stiilwater are unsurpassed,
and itonlyremains for the citizens and the
city government to act well their part;
study economy in pnbhe affairs, ns we do in
private business, and as each year rolls away
itwilladd to our prosperity.

The long fight over the office of street
commissioner, in which Thomas C.But-
ler has been the central figure, was fin-
ished at (J:3O by the election of Mr. But-
ler by a vote of 6to 3. F. B. Yates was
elected president and John Sutton vioe
president of the new council.

Activityinconnection with the com-
ing season of rafting, navigation and
saw millingon the St. Croix river and
lake has suddenly appeared. The boats
Menomonie and Ravenna were yester-
day moved from their mid-stream moor-
ings to the levee toreceive their finish-
ing touches in the way of overhauling
and refitting. The Ravenna has new
engines, with the latest improved appli-
ances, and the Menomonie will come
out withnew smokejstacks and other
|improvements. At the East Side Lum-
oer company's mill the planer, employ-
ing twenty-five men, was started up,
and itIs thought that the saw mill it-
self willbegin the season's work by
Monday. Allthat hinders now is a lit-
tle ice clinging about the slips aud in-
terfering vvith handling the logs. There
are 100,000,000 feet of old logs between
the boom and Taylor's Falls, and to get
these in the St. Croix Boom corporation
willopen the boom not later than Mon-
day, putting on from 150 to 200
men at the inside gap. This force
of men will gradually be increased to
about 500, distributed between the in-
side and outside gap, Cowan & Co.,
who brought their entire log cut to
Stillwater by railroad, have a lugcrew
at work breaking the landing above the
elevator and rafting the logs as they
reach the lake. One brail is ready
for the tow, aud Capt. Cowan told the
Globe yesterday that a complete raft
would be made "up by the time that
Lake St. Croix opened. The latter
event is variously put by retired old
boatmen at all the way from April15 to
the 20th. There are log buyers here
every day from down-river points, and
find themselves deceived by reports in
certain newspapers about the surplus
of logs on the St. Croix waters. Those
reports are untrue, and tend to depre-
ciate legitimate prices for St. Croix logs.
