ROBBED OF HIS JEWELS.

A Minneapolis Man Despoiled by
Barglars at Butte.
Special to the Gloue

Burre, Mont., April 9.—Between 12
and 12:30 o'clock Sunday morning one
of the heaviest burglaries ever commit-
ted in the city took place. The jeweiry
store of J. M. Donaldson, located on
Park street, was entered and despoiled
of everything valuable it contained.
Mr. Donaldson recently came from
Minneapolis, where he was formerly
engaged in business. Not having a
safe, Mr. Donaldson was in the habit of
placing his goods in a large trunk and a
couple of satchels which he kept
in the store. As a safeguard
against burglars he slept in
the rear end of the store, It has been
his habit after closing the store to go
out for a walk, remaining away ten or
fifteen minutes each time. Saturaay
night he. did not elose until about 12
o’clock, and went as far as the
Crystal saloon, where he chatted
a few minutes with eone of the em-
ployes. He then returned to his store,
and found the front door wide open.
At once it flashed upon him that he had
beenrobbed. A glance at the trunk
and satehels,which were open and their
contents gone,

Confirmed His Fears.

He gave the alarm, and in a few
moments Chief Carroll and several offi-
cers were on hand, but the burglars
had zone, and nothing remained but to
begin a discouraging hunt for them.
The thieves were evidently familiar
with Donaldson’s babits, and after
he had egone entered the store
and made away with the plunder. En-
trance was obtaiued through the front
door, which the burglars unlocked with
a false key. After robbing the store

they escape by means of the rear
door, which was locked from
the inside, A lamp was burn-

ing in the store, but owing to the
dense smoke prevailing at the time the
burglars were not detected, and if by
chance they were seen by some one
passing by they were taken for persons
connected with the place. Mr. Donald-
son places his loss at $10,000. The prop-
erty stolen consisted principally of gold
watches, chains and diamonds. To-day
Mr. Donaldson offered $1.000 for the re-
turn of the watches, jewelry and dia-
monds. The police here regard the
story as fishy and express doubt as to
whether Donaldson was really robbed.

IT RESTS WITH STICKNEY,

The Alton Will Probably Cut Lum-
ber Rates.

CHICAGO, April 9.—At the meeting
of the Western Freight association to-
day consideration was given to the Chi-
cago & Alton’s notice of its intention to
reduce the rate on lumber from 13 to 10
cents per 100 pounds between Chicago
and Southwestern Missouririver points.
The meeting voted against the proposed
reduction, whereupon the Alton gave
formal notice that it would put the re-
duced rate into effect ten days from
date. A committee was appointed to
take up the matter with a view to es-
tablishing such conditions as would
make the reduction unnecessary. To
do this the committee must induce the
Chicago, St. Paul & Kansas City road to
advance its lumber rate from St. Paul
to the Southwest, which is now the
same as from Chicago. As to the notice
of the Alton with reference to allow-
ance in charges in interstate shipments
of live stock im common ecars, it was
ruled by the chairman that such notice
was not in order, for the reason that it
did not contemplate a change in rates.

CLOUDS IN COLLISION,

Origin of the Swirling Mon-
ster That Swept Ohio
and Michigan.

Agricultural Districts Laid
Waste and Noble Yeomen
Made Homeless.

Surprisingly Small List of
Faialities for a Storm So
Wide-Spread.

Ill-Fated Johnstown Almost
Wholly Inundated by the
Raging Conemaugh.

AKRON, O., April 9.—Two clouds
came together Tuesday evening about
two miles northwest of Sharon, Medina
county. People who watched them say
that two minutes later they began to
revolve in tornado fashion and bear
down upon the village. Tie tornado’s
progress was marked by roaring and
grinding sounds. In ten minutes’ time
it had levelled everything in its track,
over six miles of farm land, for a width
of thirty rods, demolished dozens of
buildings, killed one man, fatally in-
jured a man and woman and seriously
injured several others. Forestsin which
were trees two feet in diameter were
cut down as though they had been but
cornstalks. The first building caught
up was the barn of James Hartmnan,
northwest of Sharon. It landed several
rods away, and was

Torn Into Kindling.

Then in turn were taken the house
and barn of Uriah Woerstler, the house
and barn of Isaac Brown and Frank Le
Croix, the barns of Richard Brown and
C. C. Crane. These are located just
north of Sharon. Then mowing down a
mile or so of timber laud and fences,
the swirling monster jumped into its
work anew at the farm of Christain
Wall, east of Center. The large bank
barn was torn into little pieces, which
were strewn along over a mile. The
large two story house of Reasonable
Wall was blown off its foundation and
tipped over on its side, and a horse
barn near by was demolished. The
bank barn of Matthew DBromley, just
across the road, was then given a
whirl. Mr. Browley was ecaught
up and deposited several rods
away badly crushed under the tim-
bers. He was unconscious to-day and
cannot recover. Hit son landed oo the
contents of the hay-mow. The house of
Frank Bromley, a quarter of a mile far-
ther on, was blown several rods from
its foundation, and taking fire, burned
with all its contents. The family es-
caped by taking refuge in the cellar.
An orchard of 100 apple trees back of
the house was mowed clean. Just a
quarter of a mile southeast of Bromley’s
house was that of Hughes Franks.
Here destruction was most complete.
Not a stick of timber amounting to any-
thing was left. About 150 feet from its
foundation Mr. Franks’ dead body was
found, with the brains oozing from a
hole in the head made by a flatiiron. An
ear w 8 torn, and his legs and arms
were bioken. Ina clover field twenty
rods from the house, lay Mrs. Franks,
unconscious, with her collar bone and
several ribs -broken, and serious in-
ternal injuries. She is not expected to
survive the day. The family dog

Lay Dead Beside Her.

There were no children in the house.
About $300 in paper money and silver

that was in the house was strewn over *

the fields for half a mile. About half of
it was picked up. At the end of 1ts six-
mile sweep through Sharon the tornado
evidently rose high in the air,and jump-
ing over the southern partof the county,
dropped down upon Springfield town-
ship, just southeast of Akron. The
house of Scott Sweitzer was whirled
from its foundation and scattered overa
ten-acre field. Sweitzer, who had
laughed at his wife’s fear for going to
the cellar with her baby, was pitched
down the cellarway head foremost,
and the family, ensconsed under the
debris, escaped injury. A pen full ot
pigs were hurled to their death. Of
two carriages in the barn, only a few
spokes could be found. Fred Harwick
was trying to unhitch his horse at 6:45,
when the tornado came on. He was
blown away with the orse and wagon
and received serious injuries. Daniel
Brown owned five acres of timber, on
which not a tree was left standing.
George Wise’s ten-acre forest was also
mowed down. The houses of Robert
Callahan. John Robinson, Elias Kuntz
and Eli Funk were riddled and barns
blown away. The storm trailed along
into Stark county, leaving the debris
scattered over a stretch of fifteen miles.
The loss amounts to tens of thousands.

JOHANSTOWN IS CURSED.
The Conemaugh Out of Its Banks
and the Town Flooded.

JouxnsToNy, Pa., April 9.—A large
part of the town is flooded, but at 7
o’clock the highest point seems to have
been reached. The water has been run-
ning over the banks of the Conemaugh
ever since noon, and the whole borough
of Woodvale is now flooded to a depth
of from two to four feet. 1n one section
about twenty dwellings are under water,
and two Oklahomas have been floated
from their foundations. The large red
cross dormitory in this borough is sur-
rounded by water, but no serious dam-
age is expected. About 6 o’clock the
water began flowing in Market
street from the Conemaugh and
as the point has been filled up to a
height of about nine feet a basin has
been created, which is now filling up.
Some twenty or thirty dwellings are
here and the lower stories will all be in-
undated. The water is about a foot
deep on both streets around the club
house, and the Morrell house is sur-
rounded by about three feet of water.
The Western Union office has been
surrounded by a depth of several feej
all afternoon, and the site of the old
Western Union building is covered.
The illuminating zas plants are all
under water, and gon lightis given to-
night. Part of the Poplar street bridge
is gone, and the Cambria bridge has at
last been washed away and there is no
communication with that side of the city
except by way of the railroad bridge.
The ground is gradually washing away
where the stone wall fell in on the
banks of the Stony creek this morning,
and it1s feared the foundations of a
number of dwellings may give way.
Every department of the Cambria mills
has been closed and considerable dam-
age done to machinery. This flood has
been caused by the heavy rains last
night, and in sowe sections the storm is
reported by farmers to have been more
serious than the May flood. The Penn-
sylvania_railroad embankment near

ridge No. 6 was badly washed away
and one track carried into the river.
The worst is likely over for this time,

-everything it met.

RAIN DOES GREAT DAMAGE.

Western Pennsylvania Swept by
Wind and Electricity. i
PIirrsBURG, Pa., April 9.—Waestern
Pennsylvania was visited by an unusual
rain, wind and electrie storm this morn-
ing. Great damage was done and a
least two lives were lost. In this eity
number of houses were struck by light-
ning and several persons stunned but
not seriously injured. The rain fell in
torrents for several hours, flooding
cellars and causing small streams to
overflow. At West Elizabeth two
children of George Beattie, a boy and
girl, aged seven years, were drowned on
their way to school while erossing a foot
loz over Lobl’s run. The little girl
lost her footing and fell in the water,
and her brave little twin brother
in trying to rescue her lost
his life also. At Indiana, Pa., a bolt of
lightning struck the three-story frame
flouring mill of Wegley & Wilson, and
in half an hour the building was burned
to the ground. The loss was £15,000.
In Westmoreland county great damage
is reported. For two hours the rain fell
in torrents and neaily all the streams

Overflowed Their Banks,

washing away bridges, fences and
everything that came in their way. At
Penn station a number of families were
compelled to vacate their houses and
seek shelter on higb ground, Up the
Manor valley the greatest damage was
done, as most of the_ bridges along the
streams were carried away by the angry

waters. The Manor Valley railroad
at Claridge, its northern terminus,
was badly damaged, fully 800

yards being washed away and traffic
entirely suspended. In Greensburg the
high school building was struck by
lichtning and slightly damaged. In
sections of the-county the road beds are
nearly washed away, rendering travel
dangerous and very difficult. At Ty-
rone, the Juniata is away over its banks,-
houses and lots are inundated and peo-
ple have been compelied to move to
higher ground. In Cambria county the
rain storm was particularly severe. The
Conemaugh river and Stony creek are
again on a “mgh” and the lower por-
tions of Johnstown are under water,
Several bridges have been washed away
and operations suspended at the mills
situated along the banks of these
streams. At 6 o’clock to-night the
water was two feet deep around the
telegraph office.

FURY OF THE NORTR WIND.

Huron County, O., Laid Waste,
and Many Persons Injured.

CLEVELAND, O., April. 9.—Later re-
ports from Norwalk, Huron county, say
that the damage by last night’s eyclone
will amount to about $75,000. Besides
Dora M. Palmer, who was Kkilled in the
collapse of the umbrella factory, no
other fatalities are reported there. Reu-
ben Emerson and a Miss Conadine are
believed to have received serious inter-
nal injuries, however, and may die. At
Townsend and Collins, Huron county,
the storm did more damage .than at
Norwalk. At Collins, !
daughter received what are thought to
be fatal injuries. Arthur Bly had three
ribs broken, and his wife’s arm was
shattered. Severa! members of the
Mead family, L. D. Vining and wite, -
and Mrs. Adam Kile received serious
injuries. About twenty houses, two
saw mills, a cheese factory and a dozén
barns were demolished, trees blown
down, and fences destroyed. The
storm continued for seven hours, and
was the worst that ever visited that see-
tion. s

CUT A WIDE SWATH.

AXKRON, O., April 9.—The first regular
tornado ever known in this county
struck Springfield township last nighg
at 8 o’clock. The storm moved from
northeast to southwest and in a path
ten rods wide, utterly demolishing
1t first struck the:
house of A. H. Jones, just west of.
Springfield Lake. doing slight damage.-
Eighty rods from Jones’ house was the
two-story house of Scott Sweitzer and.
five barns and sheds. The storm de-
molished every building, leaving not a:
timber standing. The debris is now:
scattered over a ten-acre lot. Mr. Sweit-
zer, his wife and two children were
thrown into the cellar when the house
went down and escaped injury. The
demolition is complete, nothing but the
cellars showing where the buildings
were. His loss of crops and farm im-
plements is very heavy., The tornado
then unroofed houses on the Rhoden-
baugh and Robinson farms. Further.
damage is not yet known,

CAR WORAS IN ASHES.

The Chief Industry at Decatur,
Ala.,, Wiped Out by Fire.

DECATUR, Ala., April 9.—The United
States Rolling Stock company’s shops
here caught on fire about 7 o’clock this
evening and were destroyed. The loss
is estimated at $200,000, and about 400
laborers are thrown out of employment.
About fifty box cars just completed
were burned. The building, as a whole,
was the largest in the South, and em-
ployed, including the eclerical force,
nearly five hundred men. The insur-
ance could not be ascertained to-night.
The fire was accidental.

"The house bill appropriating $75.000 to
supply the deficiency.oceasioned. by the |
defalcation in the office of the fate ser-
geant-at-arms of the house, was reported
from the committee on appropri-
ations (without  amendment) and
passed. The senate then, at 12:45,
resnmed consideration of the Montana
contested election case, and - Mr. Pugh
continued his argument in favor of the
Democratic claimants, Messrs. Clarke
and Maginnis. Mr. Turpie made an ex-
tended argument, in which he defended
the right of aliens to vote in Montana.
He claimed that in no sense were the
county or the territorial canvassers the
judges of election. The prineciples laid
down by the majority of the committee
Mr. ’l‘nrrie spoke of as *‘the dogma of
electoral estoppel.” It was not entitled
to credence or regard. At the conclu-

No senators being ready to address the

THE END IS IN SIGHT,

The Pan-American Congress Will
Adjourn Wednesday.

WasHiNGgTON, April 9.—Final ad-
journment of the Pan-American con-
ference is in sight. It will probably
occur next Wednesday. At the meet-
ing of the conference to-day, the re-
ports of the committees on general wel-
fare, banking and port dues were pre-
sented and after being printed will be
taken up for consideration. The com-
mittee on general welfare recom-
mended the uegotiation of a general
treaty by the republies of North,
South and Central America and Hayti,
to refer all disputes, differences and
contentions that may arise between any
two of the nations to arbitration for set-
tlement. Arbitration shall be compul-
sory upon all the nations in matters of
diplomatic etiquette, territories, bound-
aries, questions of navigation; the en-
forcement, construction or validity of
treaties, and in other matters arising
from any cause whatever. The only
exception is in case a nation beiieves
its independence is at stake; then arbi-
tration shall not be compulsory. The
reportsets forth in detail the manner in
which arvitrators shall pe selected, and
the manner of reaching and deciaring
their judgments. There is no restric-
tion of

Choice of Arbitrators,

they may be nations, societies, officials,
or private citizens. Unless it is specific-
ally agreed beforehand that unanimous
judgment shall be required a majority
of the arbitrators shall decide the ques-
tion at issue. Where the arbitrators
consist of an even number each nation
may appoint an umpire. Any nation
deeming itself interested in or affected
by the decision of any question may ap-
point an arbitrator in the case. Itis
provided that ratifications of the
treaty shall be exchanged at Wash-
ington, and it shall be in force
twenty years from the date of its proc-
lamation. After that term has expired
the treaty shall remain in force until
one year after any nation has notified
all the other nations party thereto of its
desire to withdraw; but the withdrawal
of*any nation shall not relieve the other
nations of their duties under the agree-
ment. The recommendations are intro-
duced by a preamble reciting the belief
of the delegates that war is a cruel, un-
necessary and inffective method of
settling international disputes; that
the educated sentiment of humanity
approves the choice of arbitration as
tne best method of reaching a satisfac-
tory settle ment of differences, and that
the meeting of this Pan-American con-
ference demonstrates that the people of
the Western Hemisphere are willing
and ready to enforce among themselyves
the principle ot arbitration. On Fri-

ay e “offi¢ers o™

DANGLING AT ROPE’'S ENDS.

A Quartette of Pennsylvania Mur-

EBENSBURG, Pa., April 9.—Charles
Carter, the murderer of John Mattliews,
was hanged in the county jail at this
place at 1:50 o’clock this afternoon. Car-
ter met his death calmly, walking to the
scaffold with a firm tread. He made no
speech, and his neck was broken by the
fall.

JASTON, Pa., April 9.—William Bar-
tholemew was hanged here this morn-
ing for the murder of Aaron W. Dil-
liard. Bartholemew walked quietly to
the scaffold, but after reaching it be-
came violent and cursed his accusers
and his accomplice, Mrs. Dilliard, de-
manding that the latter be hanged. His
last words were oaths. A few minutes
after the drop fell Bartholemew was
{»ronounced dead. Early in the morn-
ng religious services were held in Bar-
tholemew’s cell, but he refused to join
in them, declaring that he was innocent
of the crime charged to his account.
His funeral will take place at Weavers-
ville next Sunday.

WAYNESBURG, Pa., April 9.—Zach
Taylor was hanged here at 11:12 o’clock
this morning. He walked firmly upon
the scaffold and was brave to the last.
In a speech he said he was innocent; he
never saw the man who was murdered,
that he was going home to J¢s 1s. After
religious services Taylor shackled his
own ankles. He bade and kissed all
present good bye. When all was ready
at 11:12 he dropped a white handker-
chief as a signal to spring the trap. The
fall was three feet and his neck was
broken.

LIGHT ON A MYSTERY,

Probable Clue to the Murderer of
Mrs. Mettiman,
LeaveNworrH, Kan.,, April 9.—A
clue that may lead to the detection of
the murderer of Mrs. Mettiman has been
discovered. On Sunday Mrs. Routzahan,
while in jail, was suddenly impressed
with the importance of an incident
which she had not before recalled since
the murder of her mother. She told her
story tothe wife of the jailer,whoin turn
imparted it to her husband. It seems
that at 10 o’clock on the Saturday bee
fore the murder was committed, a man
named Benson called at the house of
the Mettimans. He wasmet at the gate
by Mrs. Routzahan, and inquired to see
her mother. Leaving him in the front
yard she went into the house, and she
said lier mother returned to where Ben-
son was waiting, Mrs. Mettiman
said to her daughter: “May, you
had Dbetter <o into the house.”
Mrs. Reutzahan returned to the house,
While talking with Benson Mrs. Rout-
zahan noticed that he wore a neck scarf
ten inches wide and of a peculiar pat-
teru. She described this scarf so mi-
nutely that Chief Doore eonsidered that
the gag which was found on the reser-
vation, and which had been used to
stifle the outery of the murdered woman,
was a portion of the scarf that Benson
had worn. He brought it to Mrs. Route
zahan and she identitied it as such.
Benson bears an unsavory reputation.
He has disappeared and no trace of him

can be found.

MAY DIE ON THE GALLOWS,

True Bill Found Against a Noted
Georgian.

AUGUSTA, Ga., April 9.—The grand
jury at Warrenton to-day found a true
bill against Charles E. McGregor for the
murder of J. M. W, Coay at that place
in October, 1889. The case is a notable

one. McGregor was fired at from ams
bush on the night of Dee.
23, 1873, The shooting was

wrapped in mystery for some time.
Finally a negro was charged with the
shooting, when Cody came forward and
confessed-to it. Conflicting rumors as-
sign various causes for the erime. Fife
teen months later Cody was indicted
for assault with Intent to murder Me-
Gregor.
