Then a
whole bench full of spectators is dis-
turbed, there is a shuffling of teet, a few
suppressed growlinsrs, the court frowns,
the bailifflooks sternly at the offenders,
and raps for order thereby making more
noise than all the roomfull, the
wearied one is at length landed
in the corridor, and the old
air of humdrum quietness again settles
over the court room and the spectators
begin the chewing, etc., process again,
the same to be continued until another
sleeper reels like lubricating his joints.
The same thing occurs day after day
and illustrates the peculiar forms of
amusement affected by some people.

An assistant named Hall, who is con-
nected with the city physician's office,
declared yesterday alter City Physician
Chase had been indorsed, or rather
whitewashed, that Aid. Phillips and
Gray did not dare appear during the
investigation, because they knew the
charges they had made before the
supervisors of the poor were false. Un-
fortunately both Messrs. Gray and
Phillips were sick in bed or there
might have been a different verdict
in spite of the testimony introduced
by a number of interested physicians.

lie is not expensively but always
cleanly dressed, and his white "Gal-
ways" are always carefully trimmed
and combed. lie wanders from one
courtroom to another, as fancy seems to
take him, and always occupies a seat
well to the front of the space alloted
to spectators. He pays the closest
attention to the questioning of the
witnesses and to the arguments of the
lawyers and whenever an attorney
makes a particularly good point he
leans back in his chair and allows a sat-
ished smile to play over his expressive
and good-natured features. This watch-
ing of law suits seems to be his whole
delight. Some people have suggested
that he is a man who once possessed a
good deal of property, which he lost in
an expensive litigation, since which
time lie has wandered about the court
rooms, feeding upon the legal troubles
of others. As nearly as can be learned,
he lives with a daughter in Minneapo-
lis, and is just slightly insane, his mania
taking this mild form.

The Grand Jury Boodle In-

vestigation Approaching 1

the Finale.

One or More Indictments
Found, or Rumor Is in

Error.

City Physician Chase Appar-
ently Has Thing's His

Own Way.

The Petrole Fuel Company
Litigation?Rabbie Marks'

Sermon.

There willbe probably but one moro
day of grand jury grind and then the
anxious hearts of several city officials,
including aldermen et al. will findrest
in a sense of absolute certainty of what
lies before them. There is no longer
any question as to whether any indict-
ments have been found, the only doubt
now being in regard to the number of
true bills found. "The grand jury will
be very likely to finish and report this
afternoon. They adjourned last night
until 2o'clock this afternoon, and itis
thought that but few more witnesses
willbe called. There is said tobt; one
man who will appear to-day and who
knows something in recaril to the
'?peculiar performances" now under
consideration by tlie grand jury. There
are several persons who know him and
know what he knows, and they all agree
tuat he can tell something which will
cause the jurymen to wake up.

The spirit? it at least looked like a
spirit? of City Clerk llaney wandered
through the corridors of the court house
yesterday like Banquo's ghost hi Mac-
beth's banquet hall. Itwas whispered
about that the slowly-moving and pon-
dering (inure was Haney in the tlesh,
but itwore such a troubled mien that
no one dared speak to it. Despite
his frequent assertions that he knows
nothing of the transactions that have
been connected with his name, Haney
seems to be misrhtily worried over the
result of the grand jury's cogitations.
Moreover, wherever the boodle busi-
ness is under discussion, Haney 's
name can always be heard, and
it seems to be the concensus
of opinion among those interested in
the ease, that the smooth-looking city
clerk's name willadorn a writ of in-
dictment

;ifAny Are Found.
Aid. Sterling was under consideration

yesterday. Just what Sterling has done
is not clearly known, but it is believed
to be in connection withpaving matters,
as several paving contractors were wit-
nesses during the day. It is believed
that the putting clown ofpatent curbing
and gutters in front of some of the
alderman's property is what has caused
the weathercock of grand jury sus-
picion to be pointed at the Eighth
ward representative. There was, too,

itis understood, an attempt made to
connect the name of Aid. Reeves with
certain off-color paving matters InNorth
Minneapolis, while one witness was in
the juryroom, but that particular wit-

-1ness knew nothing about any crooked
work. How far the investigation of
Reeves has gone withother witnesses is
not known, or even euessed at.

C. G. Goodrich, manager of the street
railway system, again appeared at the
court house yesterday morning, but
whether he was called to testify is not
known. Mr. Goodrich was there
Wednesday afternoon, too, but he did
not then cross tho threshold leading to
the inquisition chamber. He did. how-
ever, call a Twelfth ward alderman to
one side and. under cover of an angle of
wall, whisper in his ear some very con-
fidential communication, which ap-
peared very like instruction.

The first witness yesterday morning
was C. A. Alther, the clerk in Iluhn's
drugstore. It took but little time to
find out that he knew nothing, so he
was excused, and E. H.Barrett, of the
Asbestine Stone company, was called.
He was wauted inreference to the state-
ment that several aldermen have had
free pavements laid in front of their
houses In consideration of voting the
rigtit way in the council. He remarked,
as he leftthe court house, that the grand
jury had evidently got hold of the .
wrong member of his firm. No more
witnesses could be found about the
court house just then, and the grand
jury adjourned until 2 o'clock in the
afternoon.

At 2 o'clock C. A.Nimocks went be-
fore the grand jury,and liestayed there
untilafter 3 o'clock. A. G. Parkhurst,
proprietor of a patent curbing and gut-
ter establishment, then took a turn
with the jury, and when he reappeared
F. E. Barrett, of the Asbestine Stone
company, took his place. Barrett was
not gone long, and his place was filled
by A.B. Merriam. also of the Asbestine
Stone company. L. P. Crevier and F.
C. Penny, both real estate men, were
the next and the last witnesses for the
day. The rest of the time until ad-
journment was occupied by the jurym
talking over what they had found out,
and the possibility of securing an ad-
journment before to-night.

The street railway business has not
been looked into quite as fully as the
grand jury seems to have intended
doing. Anderson and Douglass are not
in the city; in fact they left as soon as
it became whispered about, a few days
ago, that the awarding of street railway
privileges ana franchises would be
taken. Aid. Ingenhutt appeared at the
court house yesterday afternoon, buthe
has not yet been called as a witness be-
fore the jury.

The paving business has contributed
a large share of the witnesses before the
grand jury, and itis on this subject that
several aldermen will be caught, if
caught at all. Several aldermen have
had elegant new walks put down in
front of their houses which are believed
to have cost but little in dollars and
cents. Itis alleged that, in considera-
tion of their voting the right way on
bids in the council, the aldermen have
had their property beautified without
the expenditure of a cent. Aid. Reeves
is chairman of the paying committee in
the city council, ond is also supposed to
be interested in the Parkhurst Curbing
and Gutter company. Itisin this con-
nection that Reeves comes to the notice
of the grand jury.

HE IS "VINDICATED."

City Physician Chase Thanked
in the Name of Science.

As far as the supervisors of the poor
are concerned in the matter. Dr. Chase,
the city physician, was freed from all
blame in the matter of indiscriminate
autopsys held upon the patients who
died under his care in the city hospital.
At the meeting of the supervisors of the
poor yesterday Aid. Phillips and Gray,
who brought the matter up at the pre-
vious meeting of the board, were ab-
sent, being confined to their beds by
sickness; but their colleagues apparent-
lydid not think the matter of enough
importance to postpone a whitewash to
await the appearance of the men who
had the nerve to stand up and ask the
investigation the public demanded.
When the matter was called up, Supt.
Snyder submitted the followingcom-
munication from the city attorney.
While Mr.Russel said that in his opin-
ion the supervisors of the poor had no
control of the city physician, he had
this to say In regard to the wholesale
dissections or post-mortems which have
been held since City Physician Chase
assumed the management of the city
hospital :

The right to dissect the dead body of a
human being exists in the followingcases:

First? ln the cases prescribed bys pecial
statutes.

Second? Whenever a coroner is authorized
by law tohold un inquest upon the body so

far as such coroner authorizes dissection for
the purposes of the inquest, and no further.

Third? Whenever and so far as the hus-
band, wife or next of kin of the deceased
being charged by law with the dutyof burial
may authorize dissection for the purpose of
appertaining the cause of death and no fur-
ther.

Allother dissections 6r post rnortems are
unaer the law a misdemeanor.

Dr. Chase in his own behalf read a
lengthy communication, in which he
quoted letters received from the St.
Paul, Cincinnati, Montreal and St.Louis
hospitals, saying that while the practice
of holding post mortems was indulged
in, itwas not regularly sanctioned by
law. Dr. Chase declared that when the
relatives of the deceased objected, no
posts were held, and although Aid.
Phillips stated at a former meeting of
the board that the relatives of Christine
tiarsen had been opposed to the au-
topsy. Dr. Chase had sent the body, not
to a city morgue, but to an undertaker's
establishment, where the autopsy had
been held. Dr. Chase read a letter
signed by the supposed son of woman,
who gave his name as "Ole Olsen,"
stating that he was perfectly willing
that such an examination should be
held. Insupport of this position taken
in the matter of autopsies. Dr. Chase
had a number of physicians present,
who were willingto swear that all of
the autopsies held were for the better
education of the doctors who were pres-
ent. To support the statements that the
people who died in the city hospital
Dr. Chase called upon Dr. J. T. Moore,
who said that an old lady who died
from pneumonia had an operation per-
formed on her some time before. He
said that the physicians were anxious
to know the outcome of the operation,
and, although the death was due to an-
other cause, the doctors wanted to
know the result of the operation. Drs.
YV. A. Jones, J. 11. Dunn. J. W. Clark,
McClellan, Bracken and Brazie all de-
clared that free-for-all autopsies were
necessary, and declared that the city
physician had advanced the cause of
science by holding autopsies on the peo-
ple who died in the city hospital. Dr.
Dunn admitted that some complaint
might be made for leaving a body in a
coal hole for live or six clays, but he
thought the intern, and not Dr. Chase,
was responsible for it.

After the doctors had finished, Aid.
Parry moved that the board indorse the
action taken by Dr. Chase In holding
autopsies, and tnat the board of super-
visors of the poor express a vote of
confidence in him, which was carried
with applause. Itis probable, however,
that the end is not yet, as the grand
juryis still in session, and it is more
than probable that the matter will be
brought to their attention.

Supt. Snyder reported that the ex-
pense ofhis department for the month
of March was $2,832.20. He had fur-
nished burials for 13 pauper dead.
Twenty-three persons who would have
been a charge to the city were given
transportation. Six huniidred and two
applications tor relief were received
and investigated. Relief in groceries
were furnished in 281 cases, and orders
for wood in 281 cases. Forty-four pa-
tients were sent tothe hospitals. There
are 73 patients nowin the hospitals un-
der the city's care, and 52 persons in the
poor house.

A LAELKCXUO-MATKIX.

One of the Petrole Fuel Company

Wants to Restrain the Directors.
Samuel Wallace, one of the directors

and the treasurer of the Minnesota
Compressed Petrole Fuel company, has
brought an action against that company
and the stockholders to secure au in-
junction and several other things. lie
alleges that Max Nirdlinger. the vice
president of the company, and also the
representative of the Fuel Patents com-
pany, of New Jersey, pretends to have
a claim of $3,000 against the Petrole
Fuel company, which he will reduce to
$750 on condition that all the rights of
the I'etrote Fuel company in Hennepin
county be turned over to the Fuel Pat-
ents company. The directors of the
Petrole Fuel company accepted this
proposition ofNirdlinger'sand, on April
7, passed a resolution transfering
to the Patents Fuel company all of the
rights ot the Petrole in Kamsey county.
VVollace alleges that this claim of Nird-
linger's is not a just one and that the
transfer of the Petrole Fuel company's
Kamsey county rights to the Fuel
Patents company is without any consid-
eration whatever. He claims that this
is merely a scheme to wreck the Petrole
Fuel company, and asks that the officers
of the Petrole Fuel company be enjoined
from making the transfer to the Fuel
Patents company; that a receiver be ap-
pointed to take charge of the property
of the Petrole company; that Max Nird-
linger, W. J. Marson and VV.D. Matins,

who have been the prime movers for
the transfer, be removed from their po-
sititions as directors, and that the affairs
of the company be wound up and the
assets sold under the order of the court.
A temporary injunction has been
granted.

"WOMAN'S TRIUMPHS."

Rabbi Samuel Marks' Passover
Sermon Last Night.

Last night at the Synagogue, Tenth
street and Fifth avenue south. Rabbi
Samuel Marks preached on "Woman's
Triumphs," in commemoration of tiie
Passover.
"Ishall not attempt," said the

speaker, "toglorify the Hebrew woman
at the expense of her sister of other
faiths. The saying, 'woman is the
crown of all creation' applies to the
women of all peoples. Nor does the
woman of the Hebrew race need
further praise at the hands of the
world.

"This day commemorates the final
rescue of the children of Israel from
the Red sea and we are told
that the redemption was on ac-
count of the Hebrew women
From those remote times to these, woman
has been the redeeming power in ttia
history of man. Inthe time of danger,
her strength asserts itself and she
stands forth as a heroine^ilwavs."

The speaker here cited several ex-
amples from ancient and modern his-
tory to prove that they have always
been first in deeds of heroism, and
spoke of the work of American women
during the late rebellion. He believed
that the women of the present are tully
up to those of ancient times. He then
went on:

"Womeu have always been laborers
in the field of wisdom. Tdoses owed
much of his knowledge to his mother,
as did Joseph. King David undoubt-
ecly inherited a good deal of his poetry
from his mother. Solomon, too, exhib-
ited many characteristics of his mother.
Itis the same with men of more recent
times, including Socrates, Cpesar and
Humboldtf

"Women contributed much to
the building of the. tabernacle
in the wilderness. It Is related
that the Hebrew women offered
their brass mirrors for the construction
of the sacred basins. Aspromoters and
promulgators of religion they have been
no less uoble than the men. Instorm
and insunshine their devotion is sweet
to behold. In church work they are
more active and co-operative than men;
at divine service they are more reeular.
But for the women there would be
little leftof the congregations of this
country. Whenever churches are on
the decline you may be sure that women
have not been called into the service.

'?The most important part played by
woman has been as an inspirer, and
whenever you find anything good in
man, you may be certain that wo-
man has been the mainspring in his
elevation. In every phase of life
she has been the inspiration. She has
been the motive power, not only in
great wars, from those of the Greeks
and Trojans to those of more recent
date, but in the local affairs of nations
and the more peaceful walks of life."

In 1889 the per-
centage of No. 1hard was only5.7s per cent
as compared with -8.44 in 1878 and 44.47
in 18S7. While the percentage of No. 1
northern increased from 2(i.(i6 per cent in
18^9. in other grades the percentages varied
but slightlyin the past three years.

There was quite a heavy decline in the
flouroutput last week, says the Northwest-
ern Miller,as was anticipated would be the
case. Only twelve mills ran, and their aggre-
gate production was 111,640 barrels ?aver-
aging 17,607 barrels daily?against 137,450
barrels the week before, and 88,150 barrels
for the corresponding time in 1879.
