FOOLING THE FARMERS,

The most appavent fraud ever at-
tempted to be perpetrated upon an in-
telligent Jpeople is those clauses of the
McKiNLEY tariff bill which propose to
place a duty on farm products. This is
done with the evident intention of de-
luding the farmers into the belief that
they have an interest in maintaining
the protection policy, and thus to keep
themin line in support of Republican
principles. It is a matter of surprise
that a man of Maj. MCKINLEY’s intelli-
gence could persuade himselt into the
behef that the farmers of this country
are such a set of ignoramuses as not to
be able to detect the fraud.

There is not a farmer of ordinary in-
telligence in all the land but knows
that an import duty of 1,000 per cent on
all farm produets would be of no ad-
vantage to the agricultural interests.
American agriculture is not suffering
by reason of foreign competition in our
home markets. On the contrary, it is
suffering from the commercial restrie-
tion imposed by our excessive tariff
laws. In this country the increase of
production has been more rapid than
the increment of population. There are
not mouths enough in America to con-
sume the product of the farms, and
owing to the restrictive feature of our
tariff policy we are unable to reach for-
eign markets with the excess of our
agricultural products. Every cent im-
posed as additional duty on American
products increases that difficulty, and
to that extent lowers the prices that our
farmers will receive for their stuff.

In illustration, a tariff duty of 30 per
cent on wheat doesn’t keep out Indian
or Russian wheat, because there is
none of that article seeking American
markets. But when the Minnesota
wheat producer goes into the Liverpool
market with his grain he finds himself
confronted with a 30 per cent retalia-
tory tax, which he must pay before he
can put the American product on the
market in competition with wheat from
other parts of the world.

Instead of beinga benefit to the farm-
ers the duty on farm products proposed
by the McKiINLEY bill will be a positive
detriment, as its only effect will be to
lower the prices that are to be realized
by the producers, and which are al-
ready below the cost of production.

Look at the report ot the agricultural
bureau of the state of Illinois for last
year if you seek counfirmation what
we have said. The total' value
of the corn crop in Illinois for
1889 was $38,000,000, and yet it
cost the farmers of that state $68,-
000,000 to produce it. In Kansas, where
a bushel of coal can be obtained for 20
cents, the farmers are burning corn for
fuel. Statisties from the agricultural
department at Washington 'show that
the American wheat crop last year re-
turned wo the grower less than $8 per
acre.

Now if these ruinously low prices
were due to foreign competition in our
home markets, then there would be
some justification for the proposed Mc-
KiNLEY tax. But they are not due to
that cause. 'They are simply the result
of the lack of a sufficient home popula-

ion to consume our own agricultural

products, and our inability to reach
foreign markets with the surplus on ac-
count of the destruction of our com-
merce produced by the operation of the
high tariff laws.

Our American farmers realize that
there is no immediate prospect of an
increase in the prices of farm products.
What they want, then, is to cheapen
the cost of production, which can only
be done by a general reduction of tariff
duties. When the farmer can get the
co t of production below the price he is
able to realize for his farm produce, he
knows he will have a profit without re-
gard to whether wheat is 10 centsa
bushel or $10 a bushel. When clothing
is made cheaper, when farm imple-
ments are made cheaper, and when all
the necessaries of life that he is com-
pelled to buy for the maintenance of
bimself and his family are made
cheaper, then, and not till then, can he
bring the cost of production under the
price he will realize for the proceeds of
his labor and of his farm.

There is no middle ground for the
farmer to occupy in this fizht for tariff
reform. His interests, yea, his very
existence, make it imperative that the
cost of production should be lowered;
and the only way to accomplish this is
by a vigorous pruning down of all tariff
duties to a strictly revenue basis,

~ THE FEE SYSTEM.

There is more money in being sheriff
m New York than in being president of
the United States. Aninvestigation by
a legislative committee into the affairs
of the New York shrievaity reveals the
fact that the sheriff pockets over $40,-
000 in fees every year, and in addition
to that makes a profit of about $25,000
annually on his account for taking care
of prisoners. This is an income far be-
vond the salary of any public officer in
the United States.

This is one among many numerous
arguments to show the necessity for
making all offices salaried, and if fees
are to be collected, let them be turned
into the public treasury. There are
some offices here in Ramsey county
which are worth more to the incumbents
by three or four times than the office of
governor or the salary paid to a United
States senator. The shrievalty and the
office of register of deeds are two of
them, and this abnormal income all re-
sults from the fee system. It seems
ridiculously inconsistent with all popu-
lar notions concerning the public serv-
ice that a county officer should receive
four times as much for his services as is
paid to the chief magistrate of the
state or to a senator in congress. 1t
will operate no hardship on the incum-
bents of these county offices to change
the system of paying them, for there is
not one of them but would be willing to
perform the same service for one-fifth
of the present pay. In our judgment,
it would be better to have no fees at all,
but to reqnire every public official to
perform all the duties of his office for a
stated salary. But if fees are ta be col-
lected, the public, and not the official,
should be the beneficiary.

THE BEST WANTED.

The question as to the adulteration of
beer and the qualities imparted to the
beverage by the alien ingredients is
eliciting much inquiry of late, It ap-
pears in legislatures, and even in con-
gress, as well as with the official inves-
tigators. 1t is a matter of practical in-
terest in view of the enormous and
growing consumption, particularly in
the warm season now at hand. The
eagerness of English syndicates to get
possession of American breweries is
evidence that the industry is lucrative.
In fact, it is stated that German brew-
ers buy largely of American hops and
malt, and are able to sell their pure
beer some 40 or 50 per cent less than it
is sold in this country. This would in-
dicate that there should be no adulter-
ants to cheapen the cost. The point of
special interest is to know that there is
nothing used that is illegitimate

and damaging to the consumer.
The report of a recent scien-
tific investigation of the Dbéer

used in Philadelphia shows that more
than 50 per cent of it is adulterated.
The most common adulterant was glu-
cose. This contains an article called
dextrine that is hard to digest, and pro-
duces headaches in the morning. The
beer contains 5 per eent of aleohol put
in to keep it from souring, while the
German beer has from 3 to 3! per cent.
The American article is used when but
three weeks old, in place of the six
months in Germany, meking it induce
indigestion. Itis stated that in Ger-
many one of the first considerations is
to have the beer pure,” As an illustra-
tion of the methods to secure this, it is
related that in one town last summer a
chemist secared from the saloons many
samples of the inspected beer of a cer-
tain brewery. He found it all adulter-
ated to cneapen its cost. At once, on
the order of an official, the brewery
and all the houses that sold its product
were shut up. There is no reason why
just as good beer should not be had in
this country as in Germany.
S

THE DRESSED BEEF LAW.

Under a case arising in Virginia the
supreme court of the United States is
to be called upon to settle the constitu-
tionality of the hoof inspection law.
The Virginia legislature passed a law
similar to one adopted in this state, reg-
ulating the sale of dressed meats and
requiring all animals intended for
slaughter to be inspected on the hoof.
One of Mr. ARMOUR'S agents was ar-
rested in Richmond the other day for
selling dressed beef in violation of the
state law. On a writ of habeas corpus
he was brought before United States
District Judge HuenES, who decided
that the state law was in confliet with
the commercial clause of the federal
constitntion, and in accordance with
that opinion discharged the offender.
The attorney general of the state,
who Doelieves in the constitution-
ality of the law, promptly ap-
pealed from Judge HucHES’ decision,
and will ask the supreme court judges
to advance the case on the docket in
order that there may be an early hear-
ing of the case. There are several
states with similar laws on their statute
books awaiting a final determination of
the constitutional powers of a state in
this matter, and it isto be hoped that
the supreme court will advance the Vir-
ginia case in order that the states may
know whether to enforce or repeal their
dressed meat laws.

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BARKING AT STANLEY

Germans Have No  Further
Use for the Rescuer of
Emin.

They Seek to Besmirch His
Great Fame as an Ex-
plorer,

Dr. Gurvich, Prison Physician
at Kara, Lauded for His

Humanity.
Evicted Celts Build a New
Town and Call It Tip-
perary.

BERLIN, April 11.—There is a grow-
ing anti-Stanley feeling here. Herr
Reichard, while lecturing to-night, de-
clared that Stanley, while on his search
for Livingstone, learned from Arabs at
Zanzibar Livingstone’s location, but
concealed his discovery in order
to enhance his feat. "The lec-
turer further declared that Stan-
ley, by threats, had induced
Emin to leave Wadelai, because he him-
self had failed in ecommercial land grab-
bing and speculation, utterly unre-
deemed by a humane purpose or a feel-
ing for Emin. The lecturer read a let-
ter from Count Stellaire, whose son, the
Zanzibar agent of the German East
Africa company, had informed him that
Stanley’s preposition to Emin was to
collect forces and go and establish him-
self and found stations in Kavirondo,
while Stanley would bring two steam-
ers from Mombassa and join him in an
expeaition to conquer Uganda and Un-
voro and ecreate them provinces of an
equatorial dominion, of which Emin,
with a princely salary, should be
ruler, in the service of the Brit-
ish East Africa company. Rail-
ways would Dbe built from the
coast through the dominion, connecting
with the sources of the Nile. This
scheme, the writer said, would prove
the grave of all the commercial hopes
of the Germans.

RoxE, April 11,.—Henry M. Stanley
arrived here to-day. He was greeted
by cheers and vivas by a great crowd of
pzople. Sgr. Vitelleschi, president of
the Italian Geographical society, wel-
comed him to the city, and presented
him with a gold medal.

CREDIT TO THE PROFESSION.

A Russian Doctor Who Refused
to Countenance Atrocities.
Loxpox, April 11.—The well known
English mediecal journal, The Lancet,
in this week’s number presents at some
length such details of the atrocities to
whieh political prisoners at Kara, in
Fastern Siberia,were subjected last No-
vember as are of special interest to the
medical profession. Most attention is
devoted to the famous case of Mme.
Sigida, who died from the effect of flog-
ging. Dr. Gurvich, the prison physi-
cian, was strongly opposed to the flog-
ging. He furnished the governor of
the prison with a certificate setting
forth that Mme. Sigida was receiving
treatment at his hands for heart dis-
ease. It haa long been customary
for  prison officials to accept
such a certificate as sufficient warrant
for suspending the infliction of corporal
punishment. But under the order of
Baron Kortf, governor general of the
province of the Amoor, directing that
the prison rules should be rigidly en-
forced in the case of political prisoners,
the governor of the prison decided that
the flogzing should be administered in
spite of the physician. Dr. Gurvich
thereupon remonstrated strenuously
and refused to be present atthe flog-
ging. Despite these remonstrances the
lady was rudely seized, her clothes were
stripped from her n the presence of
soldiers, she was thrown upon a bench
and held down while a hundred cruel

blows fell upon her bared back.

The Lancetapplauds Dr. Gurvich for
his refusal to be a party to this fright-
ful barbarity. If he is persecuted for
the stand he took the Lancet thinks that
the physicians of England ought to
unite in some action to effect his rescue.

MECCA OF EVICTED IRISH.

Formal Opening of New Tipper-
ary Further Postponed.

Loxpox, April 11.—The formal open-
ing of New Tipperary, the new Irish
town established by the tenants evieted
from the Smith-Barry estate, has been
further postponed in order to put the
finishing touches on the most important
of the buildings. Already eighty resi-
dence buildings have been completed
and a number of shons are in process of
fitting up. The market is finished and
will be open to-morrow. The prepara-
tions for the opening of the market are
very elaborate. T'he building is literally
covered with evergreens and flowers.
Among the speakers who are to address
the inhabitants of the new town are
Michael Davitt, Sir Thomas Esmonde
and several other Nationalist leaders,
T. D.Sullivan, ex-lord mayor of Dublin,
has written a poem for the oceasion,
whieh it is expected he will read him-
self. Mr. Parnell has been elected an
honorary resident of the new town, and
at the fcrmal opening of the
settlement a few  days hence,
a large number of Liberal and
Nationalist lords and commoners
will be present. In addition to the
popular festivities on the occasion
of the additiowrof the new star to the
Irish constellation, a banquet has been
provided for the entertainment of 500
distinguished gvests. With this spirit
of enterprise the convention of Irish
landlords sitting at Dublin are exhibit-
ing a spirit of unrestrained opposition
to the land policy of the government as
expressed in Mr. Balfour’s * bill. Not
only does their denunciation of the
measure declare the belief of the con-
vention that it isinjurios to the interests
of the landlords, but it asserts with
equal vehemence that it fails in any re-
spect to relieve the tenantsfrom the
hardships they -claim to be laboring
under. This declaration is singularly
at variance with the contention of the
Nationalists that the bill is designed to
operate in the interest of the landlords
solely, and it is quite as radically op-
posed to the claim of the ministry that
the object of the measure is to confer
benefits upon the tenants far greater
than eontemplated by Mr. Gladstone’s
scheme. In this view it would seem
that the bill is destined to please no-
body, and its failure is regarded as a
foregone conclusion.

UNMASKED BY SOLDIERS,

Servian Officials Turn Out to Be
Highway Robbers.

BELGADE, April 11.—A peasant from
the village of Baljevaer drew 700 ducats
from a bank 1n an adjoining town. On
his way home, in his wagon, he offered
a nigiht’s lodging to six furloughed sol-
diers, whom he overtook on the road.
He lodged them in his barn and gave
them a good supper. During the night
a gang of burglars with blackened faces
entered the house and tortured the
peasant by singeing his feet and hands
to force him to give up his money. His
wife ran to the barn and aroused the
soldiers who captured and bound the
robbers to a tree. At daybreak they
washed the robber’s faces, and dis-
covered the county clerk and his con-
stables under this masquerade.

Cardinal - Galimberto’s Mission.

RoME, April 11.—Cardinal Galimberto
is going to Berlin to confer with Chancel-
lor von Caprivi with the object of open-
ing negotiations with the Clericalsin the

reichstag; also, it is reported, to ar-
range for the conversion ot the Prussian
Jegation at the Vatican into one repre-
senting the German empire.

SERGIUS GETS A SINECURE.

The Czar Appoints His Brother
Governor of Moscow.

St. PETERSBURG, April 1l.—Grand
Duke Sergius, brother of the czar, re-
places Prince Dolgoroukof as governor
of Moscow. The czarewith and his
brother, Grand Duke George, are about
to start on a voyvage to Vladivostock, a
seaport of Primorsk, in Asiatic Russia.
Preparations are now being made for
the voyage, which will be made’ by way
of the Suez canal. Their vessel will
call at various ports in India.

Cut Out the Affected Lung.

BERLIN, April 11.—A remarkable
operation for consumption has taken
place before the surgical congress here.
The anterior chest wall and the lower
wing of the affected lung were removed,
and the heart could be seen beating in
the cavity of the chest, The patient is
doing well, and the congress declares
that eonsumption is now curable.

Exchange of Imperial Courtesies.

WEISBADEYN,  April 11.—Emperor
William to-day visited the empress of
Austria at the villa Langenbeck. He
was attired in the uniform of a colonel
of Hungarian hussars. This eveaing
the emperor dined with the Austrian
empress, Archduchess Valerie and
Archduke Francis Salvator. After the
dinner the emperor called out the
troops of the garrison for a sham fight.
Em})eror William returned to Berlin to-
night.

To Treat With the Boers.

Loxpox, April 11.—The Portuguese
government has sent a commission,
headed by Col. Machado, to meet the
Transvaal delezates and definitely fix
the froutier of the Delagoa region. Al-
though the Delagoa railway was seized
Ly Portugal as a pretext to have the
frontier fixed, it is known that France
will blockade portions of the slave coast
in order to prevent the transportation of
arms into Dahomey.

Found Bombs in a Box.

St. PETERSBURG, April 12.—The
origin of the recent rumor of a discov-
ery of explosives at the Gatschina pal-
ace was the discovery in the lodgings
of a young man who disappeared of
bombs carefully packed in a box for
traveling. Emperor Willlam has
asked the czar for permission to make a
tour through Russia.

Wissmann Will Hire Tippoo Tib.
BERLIY, April il.—The Vossische
Zeitung infers from that statement that
Tippoo Tib has obtained permission
from the Congo state to go to Zanzibar,
that Maj. Wissmann will engage him to
accompany, Emin.

Considered as War Ships.

St. PETERSBURG, April 11.—The Rus-
sian government has granted the Dan-
ube Steamship company a subsidy of
2,700,000 roubles to increase its flotilla
on the condition that all the company’s
vessels be henceforth considered in the
active service of the Russian navy.

Valuable Antiques Burned.

LoxDpoN, April 11.—The mansion of
Baron James Ferdinand de Rothsechild,
at Waddesdon Manor, his country seat,
in Aylsbury, has been partly destroyed
by fire. Among the property burned
was a picture by Gainsborough, valued
at.£10,000, and a large quantity of valu-
able tapestry.
RKesnlts of Suppiementary Ballots.

BERLIN, April 11.—In the supple-
mentary ballots for members of the
reichstag the Conservatives, Nationals
and Anti-Semitics gained one seat each,
the Radicals lost two seats and the Cler-
icals lost one.

A Gladstonite Victory.

CARNARVON, Wales, April 11.—Asa
result of the parliamentary election
held here yesterday Mr. George, the
Liveral candidate, was elected, he re-
ceiving 1,964 votes as against 1.944 cast
for his Conservative competitor, Mr.
Nanny.

Poisoned by Russian Borgias.

Loxpon, April 11.—The Roumanian
paper Teligraful ssys that several per-
sons implicated in the Panitza con-
spiracy in Bulgaria have confessed that
Sataoinoff was poisoned in Paris by
Russian agents.

Senator Daban’s Arrest Approved.

MADRID, April 1..—The senate to-
day, by a vote of 108 to 63, upheld the
recent arrest of Senator General Daban
for issuing a circular urging resistance
to government mandates.

Vienna Police Disperse Rioters.

VIENNA, Avpril 11.—Disorder was re-
newed in the Favorifen quarter of this
city to-day. The disturbers were dis-
persed by police and hussars and many
arrests were made.
