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THE DRAMA ANDMUSIC

Rhea at the Harris as “Jo-
sephine, Empress of the
Erench.”

“After Dark” to Be Elabo-
rately Given at the
Bijou.

Several Notable Musical
Events Announced for the
Coming Week.

The Danz Testimonial Concert
--College Glee Club--Zoch
Recitals.

To-morrow evening the great French
artist, Mlle. Rhea, opens a week’s en-
gagement at the Harris theater in her
new historical play, by A. R. Haven,
entitled, *“Josephine, Empress of the
French.” Everything indieates that
the engagement will be a very success-
ful one. Itis now nearly four years
since Rhea was last seen in Minneapo-
lis. - She played then in a repertoire.
She comes to us now with a play by an
American author that has been highly
spoken of by the metropolitan critics.
The assurance is given that the coming
production will be as perfect in every
way as the ones in New York, Phila-
delphia, Boston and Chicago. It so
rappens that the 200th performange of
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“Josephine” falls on the opening night
of the engagement here, and special
preparations are being made to make
the occasion an auspicious one. *‘Jo-
sephine” is an historical play in six
acts, and covers that period in ¥rench
history which is chiefly made up of in-
cidents in the career of Josephine and
her warrior husband, Napoleon Bona-
parte. The story opens in a ball room
of the Tuilleries, where Josephine, who
has beard of the diplomatic
project to divorce her from the
emperor, but complacently relies
or the fact that the prince of Holland
has been declared the emperor’s heir, is
deeply concerned over the announce-
ment of the death of - that prince. The
divoree proceedings " take place in the
second act, followed Dby Josephine’s
signing the decree and a stirring climax.
In the next situation the parting of
Josephine and the emperor carries its
full degree of emotion. A year elapses
between the third and fourth acts. We
find Josephine at Malmaison, bravely
bearing her sorrow, and even decorat-
ing her house in honor of the birth of
an heir to the throne of Napoleon. - An-
other lapse of time brings the history
down to the abdication and departure
tor Eiba. Napoleon’s Austrian emoress
is about to leave for her former home.
Josephine meets. and upbraids her for
deserting the emperor. Napoleon’s re-
turn from Elba and Josephine’s death
bring the drama to an end. It is said
that Mlle. Rhea’s Josephine is the best

iece of work ever done. As one of the
New York critics said: *She is every
inch an empress.” The piece will be
handsomely mounted and the charac-
ters superbly costumed. During the
evening the star will wear no less than
thirteen magnificent gowns. That ecapa-
ble actor, William Harris, will inter-
pret the strong part of Napoleon Bona-
parte. It is said that his make-up is a
perfeet study. There will be matinees
‘Thursday and Saturday.

BIJOU OPERA HOUSE.

Beginning this evening Dion Bouci-
eault’s drama of London life, entitled
