Secretary Shaw has received as-
surances from the owners of the most
prominent stables in the West,that they
will ship their strings to Hamline in
preference to going East. 'This assures
a brilliant meeting for the Twiu City
club.

PRIZES FORR YOUNGSTERS.

Colt Stakes of the Southern Min-
nesota Fair Association.
RocnEsTER, Minn.,, April 13.—At a
meeting of the exectitive committee of
the Southern Minnesota . Fair associa-
tion, the following alterations and addi-
tions were made in regard to the colt
stake races to be trotted and paced at
the fair this fall, Sept. 1 to 6. Nomina-
tions will close Saturday, May 10, in-
stead of May 1, and a four-year-old
class for trotters has been added; mile
heats, best three in five. 25 entrance,
association to add $100. ‘This makes a
total . of four stakes. Stake No.
1, two-year-olds, trotting, two
in three. Stake No. 2, three-year-
olds, trotting, three in five. Stake No.
3. four-year-olds, as above announced,
and Stake No. 4, pacers, any age, best
tbree in five. All the above classes arve
to be mile heats, $25 entrance, and asso-
ciation to add in each £100. The condi-
tions under which they are to be trotted
are the same as formerly announced,
i. e.:
- Stakes Nos. 1, 2and 3 are open only
to the get of stallions owned and kept
in the state of Minnesota; also open to
colts owned and bred in Iowa and Min-
nesota by G. W. Sherwood, of St. Paul.
Stake No. 4 open ounly to pacers,any
nge, owned or bred in Olmsted county.
Nominations close Saturday, May 10,
210 to accompany the nomination and
$5 to be paid June 2, balance of stake
and final pavment Aug. 1. Where four
or more horses start 50 per centof stake
and added money shall be awarded to
the winner, 25 per cent to second, 15
per ecent to thirdand 10 per ceunt to
fourth horse. If only three horses
start, first, second and third money paid
only. Ifonly two horses start, fivst and
second money only shall be awarded,
and in case of a walk-over only first
money will be awarded. It shall be
optional with the executive committee
whether the horse shall or shall not ap-
pear. In Stake No. 1 for two-year-olds,
distance will be waived. A horse dis-
tancing the field shall only be entitled
to as much of the money as tne starters
in the race could have won. All nomi-
nators who fail to make the final pay-
ment, forfeit all payments made. Races
to be trotted under the rules of the
American Trotting association, except
as above stated. These arrangements
are now permanent, and no further
alterations will be made.

WHIPS AND TIPS,

Gossip About Horses, Horsemen
aand Their Doings.

Handicapping is just now the newest
method of beating the races. A specu-
lator, keeping a close record of all races
run, this to include an exhaustive ana-
lysis of the running of every horse in
every furlong of a race, forms his own
idea of form, i. e., the weights horses
should earry as compared with their op-
ponents. This done, he takes up the
daily race card and makes a handicap
of his ewn on each race, taking as a
basis his private notes of the supposed
form of each. Comparing the weights
thus obtained with the weights on the
card, he backs the horse most tavored
by the comparison. Lately by this
method some large winnings have been
made, but necessarily one does not al-
ways strike it. Sometimes these ‘*han-
dicappers,” as thev are called, back
several horses in a race that look to be
specially favored in the matter of
weight.

J. A. Craig, of Tracy, Minn., recently
bought of Andrew Harley, Osage, Io.,
the standard-bred stallion Woodburn,
bred by John Bates, Richland Springs,
N.Y. Woodburn was foaled 1871, got

A MONTANA FORTUNE,

The Millions Which a Resident
of Butte Leaves,

A large share of the big fortune of
Judge John J. Davis, the richest man
in Montana, who died last Tuesday in
Butte, will come, says the New York
Sun, to New York heirs. Judge Davis
leit an estate of more than £7,000,000,
and a third of this will o to his brother,
Erwin Davis#and his unepiew, Henry
A. Root, both lawyers of this city.
Judze Davis” career in Montana was
one of fabulous good fortune. He went
there in 1864, when the territory was as
much a wilderness as was California in
’4). There was a mining exeitement
there that year similar to the California
craze fifteen years before. Judge Davis
previously lived in lowa. He was a
Demoecrat, and in the dark days of 1864
he became convinced that the country
was in a bad way. So he pulled up
stakes, packed all his available possess-
ions in two or three carts, and started
off over the plains toward the Montana,
mines. When he reached the camps he
sold his goods for four times what they
had cos¢ him, and he then had a fair
capital to start on. Finally. when he
had disposed of all but a half broken
down white horse, a miner came along
who was **down on hisluck.” Hemadez
Davis this proposition:

“Say, stranger, I'm going back East.
P’ve zot a eliim back here that I can‘t
afford to work any longer, but [ believe
anvbody with a little money conld make
a good thing out of it. L've got tu « ve
it up and walk back East. Butthe walk-
ing isn’t good, and if yow’ll trade that
white horse of yours ’ll make over the
claim to you.”

Davis investicated a little and closed
the bargain. He spent his available
capital in developing the mine, and it
became the famous Lexington, one of
the richest of that region. Mr. Davis
took a fortune from it yearly for twenty
vears, and five years ago he sold it to
Baring Bros.. of London, acting for a
I rench syndicate, for £1,000,000 in cash
and 25 per centof the stoek, Since then
the mine has paid $1,600,000in dividends.

Durinz the past fifteen years Mr.
Davis greatly inereased his interests in
the mining resources of Montana, and
he was wonderfully fortunate. A year
azo he sold to the Butte Mining com-
panay of Boston for £750,000 eash and
$230,000 in stock a mining company
whieh cost him a comparatirely trifling
sum, He remarked jocosely to bhis
freinds in New York, when on a visit
here last year, that if he could live ten
years longer he thouzht he should be
worth some money. He owned the Butte
National bank and a large share of the
Helena National bank.

Judge Davis was one of the foremost
men of Montana, but he was never in
publie lite. He was one of the most en-
ergetie or the deterinined body of early
sett!lers who stamped out crime and
tamed the outlaws of Montana. The
vigilance eommittee of which he was a
member made the mining camps of Mon-
tana far safer from the depredations of
thieves and blacklegs than are the streets
of New York or any other big eity.
From his connection with this primitive
engine of justice came his sobriquet of
*the Judge.”

This is gone over twenty times, until
at last the idea of **Fly with me,” as un-
derstood by the voung ingenue, must be
of a most appalling kind. The gentle-
man has had his right arm, his left arm,
his right leg, his left leg, his back, his
chest, both his hands, his head—ail
talked over. He has tried it in a high
voice, he has tried it in a low voice, he
has tried it in a thin voice, he has tried
itina heavy voice, until there is no
sense left of what “Fly with me” might
under other circuwmstances mean. All
the romance of love-making is gone.
Therefore, what effect can it have? In
love, is it not the fact that some ot the
charm lies ia treating of an unknown
land?

A COMING NUPTIAL KNOT.

Bat Little Seeding in 'Washmnton,

County Yet---General News
of a Day.

A report was current yesterday thata
deal had been consummated by which
the Stillwater Gas and Electric Light
company had bought the plant and fran-
chise of the Stillwater Electrie Light
company, a rival organization, in which
Senator Sabin and J. C. O’Gorman are
chiefly interested. and which has the
contract for lighting the city streets.

The report, how-
ever, had no further foundation than
lies in the fact that the O’Gorman cor-
poration professes to be willing to
either buy or sell, and that the gas com-
pany seemed, perhaps, the probable pur-
chaser. But nothing 1s yet concludedin
the matter, and there is no certainty
that anything will come of the negotia-
tions that have been in progress.

*Gen Taylor looked up with his eyes
flashingand said:

** “Tell him to go to h—, d— him.’

**‘Maj. Bliss bowed and went back to
the quarters and wrote a dispateh ac-
nowiedging the receipt of the sum-
mous, and adding:

‘ ‘Gen. Taylor never sarrenders. I
have che honor to be,’” ete. and that was
the rallying ecry of the presidential
election in 1843—‘'Gen. Taylor never
surrenders’—and it made him president
of the United States. We wonder what
would have been the effect if the real
language of his reply had been used by
Maj. Bliss 1n his answer. It would
doubtless have given him some votes
that he did not get, perhaps lost for
him some that he did get.””
