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A GOOO MAN SLEEPS.
Sudden Death of Hon. Eugene

M. Wilson in Far-Away
Nassau.

The Distinguished Lawyer

Passes Away From an At-
tack ofMalarial Fever.

His Taking OffCauses a Great
Shock to All Classes in

Minnesota.

Kile Stones in the Career of a
Leader of the North Star

State Bar.

Following the announcement in yes-
terday's Globe that Hon.E. M.Wilson,

of Minneapolis, was seriously ill with
malarial fever at Nassau, in the Bahama

Islands, whither he went about two
months ago to recuperate his health,
comes the sad news of his death a week
ago to-day. The public was un-
prepared for the

'
startling intelli-

gence, and the news was in the
nature of a shock. A letter was re-
ceived on Tuesday by James W. Law-
rence, his partner, that he would arrive
inNew York about the 18th ifhis con-
dition would permit his taking the
steamer, which was to leave about two
?weks previous to the latter date. Mr.
Lawrence was making preparations to
go to New York, and assist in bringing

Sir. Wilson back to Minneapolis by easy
Btages, when be received a telegram
yesterday morning signed by Mrs. Wil-
son, which read:

Eugene died April 10th; arrival ivNew
Yorkon tbc IBihIrom Nassau.

The telegram came by the way of
Jaoksonville. Fla., and as steamers only
regularly leave Nassau once in two
weeks, word had evidently been for-
warded by a passing vessel to Cuba and
thence to Jacksonville. Mr. Lawrence
left last evening in Thomas Lowiy's
private car for New York to meet
.Mrs. Wilson and her daughters, and no
further particulars can be learned until
their arrival, Friday. As has been
stated, Mr.Wilson leftMinneapolis about
the middle oi February, in company
with his wife and two daughters,
a third daughter remaining at home,

lie had overworked himself '?v inces-
ant application to his legal actice,
and besides had suffered from an at-
tack of la grippe. Physicians advised
a rest and change of scene, and he de-
cided upon a trip to the Bahamas, ex-
pecting to be absent about twomonths,
and return to Minneapolis by April 14
at the furtherest. It is eviient that,
because of the enervated condition of
his system, he proved an easy victim to
malarial fever, and unfortunately
was so situated that escape from injuri-
ous climatic influences was impossible.
To say that the people of Minnesota,
the citizens of Minneapolis, where he
had resided since ISoiJespecially, willbe
inexpressibly shocked and grieved
when they learn the sad news, but
feebly expresses the feeling that willbe
entertained by all who knew or
even knew of Eugene M. Wilson,

lie was n leading lawyer, not
only of the city in which he lived, but
of the state and the Northwest, lie had
been a congressman and the candidate
of his party for governor. He was ad-
mired for his intellectual attainments,
his brilliancy as a speaker, and besides
possessed a genial, kindly nature that
made all wilh whom he came in contact
his friends for all time. Itcan be said
of him truthfully that he did not
have an enemy, All respected his
sterling character and noble nature
ane although he at times assumed radi-
cal positions politically, no one ever
Impugned his motives. He death will
be mourned by all classes of citizens,
for he had his friends among the poor
as well as the rich. He took a deep in-
terest in the welfare of the city, and
was associated with almost every
movement for its welfare, even
to sparing considerable time
from his busy life In atten-
ding to the meeting of the park com-
mission, of which he was a member. In
society even he shone as a leader, and
his hospitable mansion was often the
scene of the pleasant gatherings of
friends. As a Democrat he was looked
up to as the foremost m<?n of his party,

and he associated himself actively
in both local and state poli-
tics for its advancement. Ris
greatest prominence, however,
was as an attorney, and his services
were always sought after when cases
involvingimportant issues were to be
tried, he has been connected with the
most important litigations in the Hen-
neoin district court, and itis said that
his fee in the famous King-Itemington
euits alone were ?120.000? the largest
ever paid an attorney in the North west ?
His appearance as the leading counsel
for the defense in the Collom forgery
case is still fresh in the mind of the
public, and it is likelyhis devotion to
fits client's interests in this case in a
measure overtaxed his strength and in-
directly brought about his death.

BIOGRAPHICAL.

Sketch of the Career of the Great
Lawyer.

Eugene M.Wilsonwas born In Mor-
gsuitown, Monongalia county, Virginia,
Dec. 25, 1833. Through both father and
mother he was ot Scotch-Irish descent,

the ancestors of the former having been
among the first settlers in Augusta and
liockbridge counties. Virginia, and
of the latter in Fayette county,
Pennsylvania. For several gen-
erations the family has been promi-
nent in Virginia public affairs.
Edgar C. Wilson, the father of E. M.
Wilson, was a congressman from Vir-
ginia in 1883-35, and his grandfather sat
in congress for a Virginia district in
1811-13. Soon after the government was
organized, his maternal grandfather,

William Giimn, represented incongress
a district comprising the western por-
tion of Virginia. Eugene M. Wilson
was educated at Jt'flerson college, and
stood highin his classes, not less as a
student than as a speaker and writer.
At eighteen he graduated, and at once
began the study of law in his father's
office, being admitted to the bar when
twenty-one.

Atthat time Minnesota offered strong
attractions to the young and ambitious
professional me.;, who relied on their
own elToits to achieve fame and fortune.
Many of this class came from Maryland
and some from Virginia, among the
latter Mr.Wilson. Inthe spring of 1856
liecame to the new territory and opened
a law otlice at Winona. forming a part-
nership with William Mitchell, now on
the state supreme bench. The linn name
was Wilson & Mitchell, and among
Mr.Wilson's associates and friends in
Winona at that time were Hon. William
Windom and Daniel Norton, both after-
wards United States senators, while
Mr.Windom is at present secretary of
the treasury in President Harrison's
cabinet; Hon. Thomas \Vilson, after-
chief justice or the state and member of
congress; Hon. Charles Berry, first at-
torney general of the state, and many
other young men who. since have be-
come well known instate and national
life.

Mr. Wilson's ability speedily brought

him a large practice, and in 1857 he was
made United States district attorney by
President Buchanan, discharging Jits
duties most acceptably for four years.
By this time his business was of so im-
portant a character as to require his
residence nearer the capital than \N i-
nouu. and so, in the fall of 1557, he
come to Minneapolis, then a small vil-
lage, but in whose future he is said to
have had great faith. In18<il he asso-
ciated himself In the practice of law
with Hon. W. W. McNair. In 18(59 he
was elected to congress from the old
Third district. In15(52 he enlisted as
captain in the First Minnesota cavalry,
and served in the Indian war.

His congressional record was a brill-
iant one. On the tariff bill, Georgia
reconstruction bill, and other measures
of national interest that came up dur
me his term he made brilliant speeches
ami put himself in a way to become the
leader of his party in the house. He
leauned toMinneapolis at the close of
his term and engaged again in the
practice of law. About this time he
formed a law partnership which con-
tinued until his death withJohn W.Law-
r.'iice, a grandson of Gen. Lawrence, of
Syracuse, N.Y.,in his day one of the best
lawyers in the East. Mr. Lawrence's
father lost his life in the late war as a
soldier of the Union. The firm of Wil-
son &Lawrence has always been one
of the leading law firms in Minneapo-
lis,and a list of the important cases
with which ithas had to do willbe a
greater tribute than can be paid in a
sKetch as brief as this.

In1872, when St. Anthony was con-
solidated with Minneapolis, Mr.Wilson
was elected mayor and re-elected in
1874. In 1878 and 187'J he was in the
state senate, serving on some of its
most important committees, and show-
ing:himself a leader. During the suc-
ceeding eight years he did not enter
into public life, but attended assidu-
ously to his legal practice until the fall
of 1888, when he accepted the
Democratic nomination tor eov-
ernor and led the forlorn hope
of his party in Minnesota,
when Republican success in a presi-
dential campaign was a foregone con-
clusion. Mr. Wilson's legal business,
especially of late years, assumed vast
proportions.and there has hardly been
a case of striking importance in Henne-
pin county upon which his services
were not employed r,,on one side or
another. In1565 he in;.\u25a0\u25a0 ied Miss Eliza-
beth Kimball, daue 1 er of Col. Will-
iam Kimball, at Minneapolis, and
their union has been blessed with three
children. His home at 1800 Hawthorne
avenue has been one of the most hos-
pitable mansions in the city, and, with
his estimable wife, he has always been
prominent in social life. He was a
Knight Templar, and a member of the
G. A. K.and the Loyal Legion.

BRIBING THE FOREIGN PRESS.

Chancellor Caprivi Will Not Ex-
ercise This Right Indiscrimi-
nately.
Bf.ui.in, April 16.?1n the Prussian

landtag to-day Gen. yon Caprivi, the
new chancellor, adverted anew to the
attitude which the uovernment intends
to maintain toward the newspaper
press. When the recent changes in the
ministry were made, he said, the gov-
ernmtnt took into serious considera-
tion what its relations with the press
should be. It decided to curtail the
giving out of inlormation for news-
paper publication, and from that time
to the present not a word had appeared
in the newspapers from the chancellor's
department. Referring to the foreign
press. Gen. yon Caprivi said that the
government would reserve entirely to
itself the right to retain newspapers in
its interest for the purpose of influenc-
ingpublic opinion abroad. But there
would not be, an indiscriminate exer-
cise of this right. Rather it would be
kept within well-dehned limits.

CROESUS IS CALLED.

Richest Man in Kane County, Illi-
nois, Dead.

Aukoisa, 111., April 16.? John Van
Nortwick, the richest man in Kane
county, died at his borne in Batavia
yesterday afternoon, aged eighty-one.
Mr.Van Nortwick came toKane county
in1837, and was largely interested in
railroad building, having been chief en-
eineer of the Galena &Chicago Union
railway; also of the Chicago. Burling-
ton &Quincy. When the latter was ex-
tended to Burlington and Quincy he
was made president, holding the office
eisrht years. He built flour mills, paper
mills and pulp mills, and was a large
owner of water power lands in Wiscon-
sin. He was originally chief of the
corps of engineers employed on the
canal of New York state.

FRAUD TRIUMPHANT.
Republican Senators Unblush-

inglySteal the New State
of Montana.

Sanders and Power Now Draw
Salaries as United States

Senators.

Pan-American Delegates Give
a Swell Dinner to Presi-

dent Harrison.

Reed & Co. Forced to Sustain
Two Democrats Against

Contestants.

Washington, April16.? The senate
to-day summarily disposed of the Chi-
nese enumeration bill by laying iton
the table, and also of the Montana elec-
tipn case by seating the Republican
claimants, Messrs. Sanders aud Power.
The senate concurred in the house
amendment to the senate billfor the
construction of a public building at Al-
legheny, Pa. The Montana election
case was resumed and Mr. Gibson
spoke infavor of the Democratic con-
testants. His opinion was that the ma-
jorityand minority reports of the com-
mittee rested alike on a fundamental
error. He maintained that neither leg-
islature inMontana had a quorum. The
credentials of Clark and Maginnis, the
Democrats, were imperfect, and the
credentials of Power and Sanders were
no more entitled to consideration than
if they were signed by a coroner
or a justice of the peace. Mr.
Kenna contended that there
has never been an organized
legislature in Montana. He recalled a
remark of Mr.Sherman when the ad-
mission of Mr. Mahone as a senator
from Virginia was before the senate, to
the effect that "a lything that willbeat
down that party and build up our own
is justifiable in morals and in law," and
reminded Republican senators that
when they raped

Montana, the Youngest Maid
Intho sisterhood of states, and before
maturity, they did itunder the damning
and damnable pretext that "anything
that willbeat down that party and build
up our own is justifiable in morals aud
inlaw." As no oilier senator was pre-
pared to speak on the resolution, the
Chinese enumeration billwas taken up.
Mr.Hale moved an amendment making
the penalty for unauthorized Chinamen
found in the United States, iniprison-
mentfor one year instead of "fora term
not exceeding live years," and it was
adopted. Mr. Wilson, of lowa, offered
an amendment that the act shall not
be construed to interfere with China-
men in transit across the United States,
under proper regulations, which was
adopted. Mr. Stewart then moved to
lav ilitbillon the table, as he was sat-
isfied that with the amendment just
adopted the bill would do more harm
than good. His motion was agreed to,
yeas 51, nays 2? Senators Dolph and
Morgan. The followingbills were then
taken from the calendar and passed:
Appropriating ?75,000 fora public build-
ingat Galesburg, 111., and $200,000 for a
puolic buildingat Ashland. Wis., ana
*;iOO,OOO each for public buildings at
Grand Haven, Mich., Newburg, N. V.,
and Norfolk, Neb.; also $150,0U0 addi-
tional for conducting work on the pub-
lic building at Worcester, Mass. The
Montana case was then taken up. Mr.
Butler moved to recommit the majority
aud minority reports, with instructions
to the committee on privileges and
elections for

Further Investigation.
Rejected, yeas 26, nays 32. A vote

was then taken on the resolution de-
claring Sanders and Power, the Repub-

lican claimants, not entitled to seats.
Rejected, 2(i to 32. Another vote on the
resolution declaring Clark and Magin-
nis, the Democratic claimants, not en-
titled to se?ts. was agreed to, yeas 38,
nays 19. Senators Barbour. George,
Gibson, Kenna and Waltha'l voting
with the Republicans in the affirmative.
Mr.Butler offered as a substitute for
the two resolutions declaring Sanders
and Power entitled to seats, the fol-
lowing:

Resolved, That it Is the Judgment of the
senate that there has been no choice of
United Slates senators from the state ofMon-
tana.

The substitue was rejected by a party
vote? yeas 23. nays 31. The resolutions
declaring Sanders and Power "entitled
upon the merits of the case" to seats in
the senate from the state of Montana
were agreed to by a strict party vote?
yeas 32, nays 26. Messrs. Sanders and
Power were immediately escorted to the !
clerk's desk by Senators Hoar and !
Washburn: the oath of office was ad-
ministered to them by the vice presi-
dent, and alter a brief executive session
the senate adjourned until to-morrow.

Washington, April ?The dinner
given in honor of President Harrison at
the Arlington to-night by the Latin-
American delegates to the Pan-Ameri-
can congress eclipsed, in numbers,
in the high public character of the
euests, In brilliancy and in beauty of
surroundings, any and every similar
entertainment given at the national
capital during the past winter. The
dinner was a triumph of gastronomic

and floral art. The new diningroom of
the | Arlington, . where the dinner
was served? a large square room
without pillar or post .- to ob-
struct the resembled > ;a
conservatory abundantly supplied with
plants and blossoms. The table, Aan
eight-pointed star, unique and novel
in form, was arranged to accommodate
120 covers. The center of the table was
covered witha great five-pointed star,

that bore an immense wealth of flowers.
The points were of jacquiminot
roses, the center of brides;
while from the center of the,
star, loomed up a massiva
palm with wide-spreading branches.

The walls of the dining room were dec-
orated with enormous placques of palm
leaves, and in the center of each was a
cluster of hybrid roses. On the mu-
sician's balcony rail were three
wreaths, and in the center of each was
written with floral letters the word
"America." These were joined to-

lock-up and in danger of being sum-
marily swung from a tree by an angry
mob which suirounds his place of con-
finement. Albert Ziner, a bachelor,
had long been enamored of his brother s
wife,but his passion was not recipro-
cated by Mrs. Ziner. Finally his atten-
tions so annoyed Mrs. Ziner that, like a
true wife, she refused to listen to the
pleadings of the infatuated man. In
order that he mightnot be tempted to
again renew his suit, she refused to
meet with or talk to him unless
in the presence of others. This turned
Albert's love to hate and he sought to
be avenged by traducing the woman.
To-day at noon Albeit went to the house
of his brother and deliberately insulted
Mrs. Ziner. He refused to leave the
house and repeated his insulting re-
marks. This brought the head of tne
house to his senses. He attempted to
eject his brother from the house, a gen-

eral scuffle followed, during which Al-
bert was shot, dying almost instantly.

The Ex-Rebel Stirs Manitobans to
Talk of Rebellion.

Winnipeg, April16.? Another omin-

ous claud has appeared on Manitoba's
political horizon which, at one time,

threatened to develop into a storm of
indignation and rebellion against the
federal government, but, happily, it
has blown over for the present. Am-
brose Lepine. Reil'a ex-minister of war
and coininander-iu-chief, who has betyj

in Paris, returned here yesterday,
after spending three months inOttawa,
and gave itout that he had received a
government appointment. This set the
blo&d.of the old-timers and Orangemen,

who are very strong here, fairlyboiling,
and a meeting was at once held to re-
pudiate the ex-rebel, and preliminary
action was taken to have a monument
erected to the memory of Scott, the loyal-
ist who was shot by order of Reil. Ar-
rangements were also made to call
meetings in all parts of the province
for the purpose of calling upon
the government to revoke the
appointment, if such had been
niade. Men who had been imprisoned by
Reil and Orange leaders openly stated
that the federal government would have
the biggest kind of a rebellion on its
handset Lepine had been given an ap-
pointment. The excitement was begin-
ning to run to a high pitch when a mes-
sage was received from a member of the
dominion government denying that Le-
pine was in the public service. This
somewhat allajed the 6trong feeling
that had been aroused, but as Leuiue
stoutly maintains he has received an
appointment, the matter willnot be al-
lowed to drop. Lepine was sentenced
todeath after the rebellion in 18ti9 and
J.S7O, but was respited and got off witha
short term of imprisonment.

Love Unites Two Families
Hitherto the Most Implac-

able Foes.

Syracuse, N. V., April 16.? T0-day
a report of a very interesting nature

was verified. Itis the crowning event
of the great rebellion. It is nothing
more or less than the announcement
made to very intimate friends here ot
the marriage of Miss Winnie Davis, the
eldest daughter of Jefferson Davis, the
late president of the Southern Confed-
eracy, to Alfred Wilkinson, of thi? city,
the grandson of Samuel J. May, the
great Abolitionist leader. Dame Kumor
has for a long time past whispered of
the possibility of such an event coming
to pass, but. it was only when Mr. Wil-
kinson returned from Europe a few
weeks ago that the rumor began to
assume tangible shape, and it was
only within a day or two that
one of Mr. May's bosom friends
was apprised of the engagement. The
event is of more than ordinary signifi-
cance owing to its bearing on the birth
and tall of the rebellion. This marri-
age, when accomplished, willunite two
families who have been heretofore the
most implacable political foes, and to
whose efforts the fierceness and fervor
of the rebellion is largely due. The life
of Miss Davis is too well known to be
repeated here, but the story of Mr.
Wilkinson's parentage is comparatively
unknown. He is <* son of John Wilkin-
son, a prominent figure in local history,
and a grandson of the Rev. Samuel J.
May. TliiMiame of the Key. Mr. May
is one of the bright gems in the abo-
lition sky, for he was the pioneer, with
Garrison, Emerson, Phillips and Long"
fellow, in the great work for

The Freedom of slavery.

Not only in the United States, but In
Europe also, he fought for the abolition
cause. InGreat Britain especially Mr-
May lectured upon slavery to large au-
diences. After his removal to Syracuse
Mr.May continued to be very active
and prominent in promoting the anti-
slavery reform. He soon became
known far and wide as a fearless and
uncompromising abolitionist. Hundreds
of men. women and children, fleeing
from uondagu and bound for Canada,
came to him for protection and help,
and they never came in vain. He as-
sisted many to escape, among them
being the celebrated Jerry Mcllenrv,
whose liberation caused such a sensa-
tion, the anniversary of which was
celebrated for several years. At the
meetings of the Abolitionists shortly
before the declaration of war were vio-
lently assailed in Boston and other
cities, the mayor of Syracuse earnestly
requested Mr.May to prevent the hold-
ing of a meeting here, lest it should
provoke a riot. Twenty of the most in-
fluential men of Syracuse, nearly half
of whom were his parishioners, ad-
dressed a letter to Mr.May, telling him
that they were creditably informed that
organized and forcible efforts to prevent
the holdingof the abolition convention
would be made. Probably this was one
of tiio severest tests to which Mr.May's
loyalty to his own convictions was ever
subjected. Before the hour appointed
for the convention, rioters took poses-
sion of the hall which Mr. May had
hired for the convention, and he was
roughly used, the meeting being pre-
vented, and Mr.May was

in Hanover square. It was not long
afterward that the firing upon Fort
Sumier put an end to such proceedings
in the free states. It is this man's
grandson who is to wed the "Daughter

of the Regiment." The story of the
courtship is most romantic. Miss Win-
nie Davis came North some four years
asro to visit Dr. Thomas Emory, of the
firm of 1). McCarthy &Co. in this city.
It was her first visit to this old Aboli-
tionist stronghold, and she was con-
sequently quite anxious to meet the
society of Syracuse. At one of the re-
ceptions given in her honor she was in-
troduced to Alfred Wilkinson. It wili
be remembered that Miss Winnie re-
ceived a cool reception in one or two
houses here, and this treat-
ment of the "Daughter of
the Confederacy is said to have
brought her and Mr. Wilkinson in very
close relations. He resented the cool-
ness shown her and gallantly cnam-
pioned her cause. The friendship thus
engendered between them blossomed
into love in due time. Miss Winnie
later on went to Europe witha cousin
of hers and is still there. Mr.Wilkin-
son some two months ago crossed the
ocean to see Miss Davis, and spent sev-
eral weeks with her sightseeing on the
continent and oressimr his suit. When
he returned they were betrothed. Mr.
Wilkinson is a "bright, and promising
young lawyer, about twenty-eight years
of age. His law partner is Albert Hay.
Their business is almost Jentirely con-
fined to patent cases. Their income
is quite fair, but Mr. Wilkinson
is not a rich man. The young
man, moves in the very best society
here, and stands high in the estimation
of the community. The actual time for
the wedding has not been set, but iti3
understood that the date willbe in the
near future. Itis vaguely hinted that
there is no very remote connection be-
tween the European trip and the we.d-
dinsr trousseau. Whether or not Miss
Davis' friends have been apprised of
the coming wedding is not klown, but it
is believed that some of them at least
are in still blissful ignorance of the
affair. Among the few friends of Mr.
Wilkinson here who know that the wed-
ding is an assured fact there is the
greatest surprise. That the repre-
sentative children of the North and
South should thus come together is to
them like the reputed love of Gocl,"sur?
passing all understanding."
