DID NOT MEAN MURDER.

Mamie Starr Confesses to Poison-
ing the Newland Family.

CHICAGO, April 17.—A coroner’s jury
to-day began its inquest into the cause
of death of Mr. and Mrs. Newland, of
Englewood, who were poisoned with
rouzh on rats, administered to them in
some canned corn by their maid servant,
Mamie Starr, a few days ago. Miss
Grace Newland told the story of the em-
ployment of the girl as cook, and of
giving her 25 cents to buy medicine to
cure toothache., Mamie Starr then took
the witness stand. She repeated her
confession made to the police some days
ago. She said she was despondent and
intended to commit suicide. She put
some of the poison in the corn in order
that the members of the family might
be made ili, so that her death would not
be laid to suicide, but to eating poisoned

corn, aud thereby avoiding disgrace.
She did not intend to kill the New-
lands.

The jury returned a verdict recom-
mending that the woman be held with-
out bail to await the action of the grand
jury.

When
the verdict was read the prisoner fainted
away.

Dairy Pdinters.

Polled Angus or Aberdeen are a
hardier breed than the Shorthorn. says
the Farming World. In many piaces
where they are bred in Aberdeenshire
the soil is rocky and barren, but the
stock owners there are pre-eminent 'for
their skill in the breeding and fattening
of cattle, which may aecount in a great
measure for the high quality of the
stock raised on such land. - A still hard-
jer is the Polled Galloway, bred in the
Southwest of Scotland. But of all the
breeds of eattle in the British Isles
there are none perhaps so well adapted
for poor, moorish and exposed land, and
capable of existing on the scantiest of
fare, as the Highland breed in the North
and West of Scotland. Breeding from
the second cross is not generally ap-
proved by the breeders, and it cannot
be said bow the tendency may go, and
after crosses tend to a gradual deterio-
ration of the animal.

Fred E. Harriman., of Wisconsin,
writes the Holstein-Friesian Register:
Lady Beechwood 3, of my herd, calved
on the 9th of December last, and on the
22th of that month I commenced a
thirty days’ record of milk and Dbutter,
ending on the 28th of January. This
heifer is her three-year-old form, and
gave in said thirty days, 1,542 pounds of
milk, from which was churned sixty-
two pounds of unsalted butter, 24 54-62
pounds of milk toone pound of butter.
Greatest day’s yield of milk, 56 1-2
pounds; smallest day’s yield, 47 1-2
pounds. Her feed consisted of two
parts wheat bran, one part ground o its,
one part corn meal. Of these mixture,
she was fed four pounds per feed three
times a day and what clover hay she
would eat. This I considered wonder-
ful for a heifer so young and in the
dead of winter. Lady Beechwood 3
was bred by Dr. W. A, Pratt, of Elgin,
1il., from whom 1 purchased her, to-
gether with five others, last fall,qand
found all of them far better than he
represented them.
