The Erdenheim yearlings, bred at Mr.
Kittson’s Erdenheim stud, Chestnut
11ill, Pa., will be sold by Col. Bruce, at
the Brooklyn Jockey club race course,
Saturday, May 17, preceding the racing
of that day. As that will be two days
after the great race for the Brooklyn
handieap, the metropolis wili be full of
racing men from all sections of the
country, and all will be given a good
chance to secure some of the choice
“bits of biood” for which Erdenheim is
tamous. Erdenheim has during the
past  eighteen years preduced
an enormous number of the
most celebrated race  horses _of
that period. Among these are Iroquois,
Parole, Hyder Ali. Harold, Spinaway,
Sensation, Blazes, Onondaga, Panique,
Rataplan, Issaquena, Pardee, Devotee,
Reclare, Cracksman, ete. At the death
of the late Commodore N. W. Kittson
the entire establishment was sold, but
James E. Kittson has purchased several
mares andsstallions, and is about to re-
sume business, with the hope of reviy-
ing the old glories of the world-famous
stud. The stallions which sired these
colts are all celebrated. Reform, brown,
1871, by imp. Leamington, dam Stolen
Kisses, by Knight of Kars. He was a
race horse of high order, winner of the
Monmouth Sequel and other events,
and beat most of the Dbest horses
of his day. As a sire he
hias got Reclare, Cartoom, Maximus,
Rataplan, Miss Lumley, Brown Duke,
1ttilala, Florence E, Little Fred, Calera,
Badiant and Tessa K. The tfact that
no son of Leamington has ever failed
makes a great demand for them as
sires. Dalnucardoch, bay, 1868, im-
ported from England, is a son of Rata-
plan, from Mayonnaise, by Teddington:
gecond dam Picnic, by Glaucus. Rata-
plan, his sire, was a brother to Stock-
well. Dalnacardoch was a capital race
horse. He was beaten by Favonius for
the Derby, but he won the St. James
Palace stakes at Ascot, the Grat-
wicke at Goodwood, Yorkshire handi-
cap and other races. He s
the sire of Drumstick, Carnegie,
Pat Donovan and other good ones.

THE DEAF MUTES.

An Interesting Talk With Bell, of
Telephone Fame. ’

Alex Graham Bell, of telephone fame,
tells a Kansas City Times man: “For
the last three years I have devoted my
attention to the subject of deaf mutes’
intermarriage and its results upon their
offspring. 1 find it a most interesting
study, and, although my collection of
statisties is not complete, I find it a very
serious problem. ‘The custom of deaf
mutes marrying deaf mutes, their deaf
mute children marrying other deaf
mute cbildren, is, I find, steadily in-
creasing the per cent of the deaf mute
population. So serious has the question
grown that I have recommended the
census departmient to pay particnlar at-
tention to the collection of deaf-mute
statisties.

*‘In 1888 there were in round numbers
54,000 deaf mutesin this country. Ifind
that outside of deaf mute families one
person in every 1,000 is born deaf. That
is the per cent. If deafness is no more
common among the offspring of deaft
mutes than in the other proportion, the
total number should not be nearly so
large. Itis evident, however, that the
per cent of d2afness among the children
of deaf mutes is greater in the ascend-
ing ratio. The fact thata deaf mute
nearly always narries a deaf mute is
the cause of this increase. Our plan of
colleeting deaf mutes together in insti-
tutions, taking them away from their
English speaking friends and bringing
them up in the society of deaf mutes, is
responsible for this.

*The deaf mute thinks and speaks in
the gestare language alone. English is
as much a foreign tongue asis French
or German to the average American.”

Mr. Be!l continued tnat. as he was
much interested in all matters pertain-
ing to the education of deaf mutes, he
would visit several of the Western in-
stitutions before returning home.

*1 will go to Olathe, Kan., to-morrow
afternoon.” continued he, **to visit the
deaf and dumb institution at that plaze.
I understand that Prof. Walker, of this
school, has a novel method of restoring
hearing to the deaf by means ot gn elec-
triecal apparatus. Did vou ever see
speaking tubes used by small children?
Ne? and why not? Could they not use
it with as good results as older persons?
1 also intend visiting the deaf and dumb
institutes of Nebraska and Iowa. 1am
especially anxious to seée the one at
Omaha. This institution cures 16 per
cent of its inmates, and turns them out
Lhearing mutes, by what is known as the
auricular method.”

Mr. Beil is accompanied by his wife.
Mrs. Bell has been deaf since she was
four and one-half years of age.

THE ENGLISH SYNDICATES.

How the English Capitalists Float
Their Corporations.
New York Press.

1 have had some curiosity, as I pre-

sume the public has, to know some-
thing of the financial plan by which the
Englishmen float their American cor-
porations, An instance of a £5,000,000
investment, with which I am some what
cognizant will illustrate the general op-
eration. In the first place, the Ameri-
can owners oi the property were re-
quired to keep one-third of the pur-
chase price in the securities issued by
the new corporation. lInecome 5 per
cent bonds to the amount of $2,500,-
000 were issued and offered to
the publie, finding ready sale
throngh London bankers to their
regular customers. The com-
pany was capitalized at $2,500,000, and
one-third of it going to the American
owners, five weaithy men took the bal-
ance of $1,666,666. This property was
demonstrated to be paying 15 per cent.
1t will not take a financier long to dem-
onstrate what a barzain the Englishmen
got.
?There is another peculiarity of these
investiments which is singular. The
Englishmen will not buy a pig in a poke,
as Americans often do on speculation.
They demand the fullest and clearest
statement of all the business of any con-
cern which they propose to buy. They
also demand the right to put experts at
work to examine every feature of the
business, whether the accounts, the
manufactory, the mine, or whatever else
is involved. This right they exercise
mereilessly, and woe betide the man
who makes an inflated statement or esti-
mate to them.

On the discevery of the first flaw the
experts question everything thereafter
with the most rigid serutiny, and the
capitalists make misstatements their
basis and excuse for beating down the
price of the property offered. F. L. Un-
derwood, who has been one of the sue-
cessful agents in this line of business,
told me recently that he found the best
way to make a deal was to get things
down fine and right before offering to
sell, and then not yield a penny on the
offer made to the proposed purchasers.

And it came to
pass, when the vessels were full, she
said unto her son, ‘Bring me yet a ves-
sel.” And he said, ‘There is not a ves-
sel more.” And the oil stayed. Then

she came and told the man of God, and"

He said, ‘Go, sell the oil, and pay th
debt, and live, thou and thy children, of
the rest.” *’

How many creditors are standing to-
day, not only to take the sons, but the
old man, and the old woman, and the
whole family as ’

Bondsmen for Debt?

And where is the oil, or the man of
God to bring it forth to redeem the
debtors? The great oppression and
everlasting cloud hanging over a ma-
jority of people to-day is debt.

It is dwarfing more souls and destroy-
ing more of the finer elements of human
nature than all the other causes of evil
combined. The kindness of the creditor
and the low rate of interest does not
always relieve. A state of debtis a
state of slavery. The Bible says: **The
rich ruleth over the poor, and the bor-
rower is servant to the lender.” What
would give men and women such un-
bounded happiness, such great joy, as
to tell them all they were out of debt?
But when will that time come? How
many weary days and years will drag

and trying to find a way tolive? And
how many will faint and fall by the
wayside before seeing the end?

Never did greater bondman hve than
the man who is struggling under debts
he cannot pay. The weakest pointin
greatest danger
threatening free institutionsis the habit
of contracting extravagant debts and
discounting the future years in advance,

Whenever a man contracts a heavy
debt he voluntarily, for that length of
‘time, binds himself to a state of slavery,

L and when debts pile up beyond his ca-
. pacity he is bound forever, if his credit-

ors do not release him.

There should be a law passed that
every man, woman and child should
have branded on the palm of the hand
the word *No!” and whenever any one
proposed debt to them they should hold
n;{ ﬂ'lg branded hand, with the answer,
“LTO.

Politicians and teachers are trying to
give reasons why, in a land of plenty,
there is still so much suffering and com-
plaint of hard times.

It is because the majority of the peo-
ple owe more than they are able to pay
—they have lived up their earnings
ahead, and are now simply trying to
carry out promises made to creditors.
and have no time or means for anything
else. They are “servants to the
lender,” and must be governed accord-
ingly. The majority of men arg not
willing to sell themselves once, but
they do 1t over and over again., until
there is no hope or chance of redemp-
tion. The records of the country show
that for the last twenty-five years, in-
stead of getting out of debt, the major-
ity have been getting deeper in; and it
ds the exception, not the rule, to find a
piece of property clear.

Nearly every day the papers record
sowe suicide committed by an unfort-
unate weary of life under a load of
debt. These cases are not contined to
hovels alone, but often occur where
there is every appearance of . comfort,
aud in nlne eases out of tenare because
the load was too heavy to bear. He saw
no eud to slavery,and quit. 1f he had
only had **No” branded in his hand,and
when his tongue was too feeble to utter
it, held up the burnt palm, he might
have been saved. It is hard to pass
shop windows, decorated with beuwuties
and attractions, holding out temptations
to buy; to see people riding by in fine
turnouts, apparently free from labor
and care, It is a great temptation where
proprietors are so willing to accommo-
date, and clerks are so nice, but the
only salvation is to say *“No.”

Pay Day Will Certainly Come,
and before it gets here a hundred disap-
pointments. Other people will be be-
hind, and that will stop you the same as
a car in the middle of a train stops when
those ahead and behind cocme to a stand-
still. Those who should be the first and
farthest from debt are in the worst of
all, with the least prospect ot getting
ouf,

The poor farmer! Think of him.
Every farmer would jump to-day as
high as the top of his house if he could
say *I am out of debt and my property
is clear.” Do I not state the trych when
1 say debt is the burden of your soul.
Witn the soil wearing out from constant
cultivation, with your hair each year
turning more gray, with sons and
daughters growing up to be educated
and cared for in life, if your health
should fail, or you should be stricken
with death, how long would it be before
your widow. like the widow In the
Bible who cried to Elisha, would say
*The ecreditor is come to take unto him
my two sons for bondsmen?”

Do you know of any one to perform a
miracle to let them out? . They
would bhave to serve the creditor as
bondsmen for debt, or be cast beggars
into the street.

Commence to-day to say ‘“No,” and
teach your family to say it. You are in
the middle of a wilderness, and must
retrace your steps to find the road.
Journey back as fast as you can and
find the path that leads out of debt.
And when you get 1t, keep it. You will
have to be put on lowdiet and a hard
ped while you are looking for it. You
can live on an almighty small amount
before starving to death, for I have
tried it. The hardest part may be in
getting your family to see it. But they
will, if you go at it right, and it is some-
times the case they are better at seing
it than you may be. The farmer must
live within his income and on what he

raises, it he-ever gets out of debt. He
has got to let everybody else
alone until he has purchased
himself and gained his liberty.

From the sheep he raises he must eat
the meat and put the skin on his back
for a coat and have his family do the
same. With the ox he mustdo the same.
What could look more dressy than a
white lambskin vest and undereoat and
a black bullskin overcoat for a North
Dakota farmer? Of course, in a warm
climate this would not do, but in a cold
state like this itcould be adopted. When
ou get out of debt wear what you please.
But the debtor has got to go back to a
primitive state and start over again to
get out,
Nor think in nature’s state they blindly

trod.
The state of nature was the reign of God,

The farmer ought to go back to a state
of nature and start over again, because
he has been the biggest fool of all of
them and should do penance. The man
who patented every piece of his farm
machinery is rich; the man who manu-
factures his twine is rich; those who
produce his sugar, salt, glass and every-
thing he wears have been looking out
for years ahead, formin% combinations
and trusts, and passing laws to protect
their business and get

Rich Out of the Farmer;

and the poor, short-sighted farmer has
been voting to tax himself and shut
himself out from the markets of the
world to protect others, until to-day he
wakes up and finds himself a bankrupt
and the creditor standing at his door to
take him and his family for bondsmen.
Nothing short of a miracle or a general
bankrupt law will Jet him out. Think
of a farmer paying $20 a thousand for
poor boards to build a horse shed, and
giving a mortgage on his horse to buy
the boards, and then going to the polls
and voting $2 a thousand protection to
the man who stole the pine tree the
boards were made from he mortgaged
his horse to get the shed for. Here are
brains and pauperism both combined at
the same election.

Farmers, look at cold faets, and sit
down and ask yourselves when and
how you are ever going to get out of
debt? Instead of getting nearer the
shore you are getting farther from it
every year, and the waves are rolling
higher.

What is your plan for getting where
you can take a rest and get in out of the
wet? You may laugh at the white lamb-
skin vest and black bullskin overcoat,
but if you kept on voting protection to
every industry but your own and letting
alot of gamblers sit down in Chiecago
and sell your crop before you put the
seed in the ground, you will not have a
lamb or a bull left to make a coat and
vest from. You vote to shut yourselves
out from the markets of the world, or
letting them come to you; and, instead
of being able to hold on to your p.od-
uets and making the world come and
see yon, and having something to say
about making the price, you are clam-
oring for more box cars so the railroads

1 can haul your wheat all off in one day.

Farmers, once out of debt, can control
the world. As it is now, everybody
else bosses them. This is the trath,
gentleman, and 1’d rather tell it to you
than have an office.

I will close by repeating one line of
the Lord’s Prayer: “Forgive us our
debts as we forgive our debtors.”

Even debt and debtor was on the
mind of Christ and occupied his
thoughts in prayer. Bupp REEVE.
