CHILDREN OF ONE GOD.

Archbishop Ireland Says Blacks
and Whites Are Equal.

WASHINGTON, May 5.—Archbishop
Ireland, of St. Paul, Minn., preached
yesterday in St. Augustine (colored)
Catholic church in this city, to a large
congregation of white and colored peo-
ple on “Social Equality.” He was pre-
pared to say that there was no such
thing as a color line except in the
minds of those whose intellects were
clouded by unjust reasoning. The solu-
tion of the question was that they

should look one another 1n the
face as members of the same
family, children of the same God,

and all living under the same teachings
of religion, reason and virtue. Because
of the simple accident of color, it did
not follow that they were to be treated
on different lines religiously and so-
cially. They were all of the same an-
cestry, alike in possession of souls and

being God’s children. and it was en-

tirely a matter of accident whetber they
were black, white or red. It was
wrong to neglect attention to substance
and direct it only to the accident. and
of all accidents 1n life, the one of color
was the least important. He felt
ashamed that prejudices of this kind
should exist, especially in the United
States.
