PAPERS AU SIGNED.
Chicago Carpenters and the

New Bosses' Association
Make Up.

To-Morrow Work Will Be Re-
sumed on Hundreds of

Building-s.

Rev. Lyman Abbott Declares
in Favor of the Eight-

Hour Day.

Twelve Thousand Illinois
Miners Strike, and More

Will Follow Suit.

Chicago, May C—The carpenters'
strike was finally settled to-day when
representatives of the carpenters' coun-
cil and the new Boss Carpenters and
Builders' association met and signed

the agreement which was reached by the
arbitration committee yesterday. By
the terms of the agreement the men
are given an eight-hour day ;over tune
is rated as time and a half; Sunday time
is rated as double time; each contractor
is allowed to retain his pres-
ent apprentices and take one
new apprentice each year, and the as-
sociation agrees to employ none but
union men and foremen, and to Fiiblet no
contracts from the old carpenters and
builders association. The minimum
pay for carpenters is fized at 35 cents
an hour until Aug. i, and after that
date itwill be 3T1.; cents an hour. The
arbitration committee willbe continued
as a permanent committee to settle any
dispute which may aiise hereafter be-
tween employers and employes. The
men will probably return to work on
Thursday. In an address to the public
by the joint arbitration committee the
statement is made that a fair estimate
of the loss to the city by the strike will
not fall short of $1,000,000 per week, be-
sides causing much suffering to thou-
sands of men, women ana children.

GRINDING A MAN'S BODY.

A Day's Labor ofMore Than Eight
Hours IsDishonest.

Stew Yokk, May C—At the spring
meeting of the New York and Brook-
lyn association of Congregational
churches to-day, Dr. Lyman Abbott
said : "Iam a thorough believer in the
eight-hour movement. Under the pres-
ent system aman becomes a bit of ma-
chinery. Eight hours is as long 8S any
man should be a drudge. Any system
which makes a man woik twelve hours
a day is dishonest, because it is grind-
ing a man's body for his labor. Ihat
labor is a commodity, and should be
hired for what you can get it for."
Speaking of socialism the doctor said
the church has been shirking its duty in

respect to this subject. Itis a subject
which has compelled the attention of
the emperor of Germany and the pope
of Rome; and it is one which cannot be
passed by as outside the sphere of min-
istry. A"resolution was passed request-
ing the state association (of Congrega-

tional churches) to appoint a committee
to meet with the committee ot synod ot

the Presbyterian church to confer on
the question of the relation of religious
teaching to our public school system.

TWELVE THOUSAND OUT.

No Prospect of Settling Illinois
Miners' Troubles. |

Chicago, May C—There now -seems
to be no prospect of a settlement of the
coal miners' difficulties, and a general
strike of 30,000 miners is in immediate
prospect. A. L.Sweet, one ot the most
extensive coal operators in the state,
says: "There are in all about 12,000
men out, all ot whom are employes of
the Northern Illinois operators. None
of the men in the Southern part of the
state have yet gone out, and Iconsider
itdoubtful" whether they will or not.
The demand made by these strikers is
for an increase of 1)i cents per ton. It
is impossible for the operators to meet
such a demand, and the indications are
for a protracted strike. Itis wellknown
that the miners' union is making every
effort to get the Southern Illinoisminers
out. Whether or not they will succeed
Icannot tell." "Should this general
strike occur, what willbe the effect on
the price of coal?" "It will,of course,

necessitate the use of Eastern coal here,
and consequently raise the price."

LABOR MEANS BUSINESS.

Toilers Will Adopt the Principle
of Co-operation.

Philadelphia, May 6.—Letters were
sent to-day to the master builders, who
are holding out against the demands of
their men for an increase in wages,
notifying them that if they aid
not by 10 o'clock to-raorrow morn-
ing concede the demands of the
strikers, a certain plan which
had been formulated would be put into
operation. This plan is said by an offi-
cial of the carpenters' brotherhood to
be a sort of co-operative arrangement,
by which the'building trades, including
everything, from stone masons to fres-
coers. would form one grand organiza-
tion, employing the 30,000 men engaged
in those trades in this city. This organ-
ization would make contracts, erect
buildings,pay the workmen, and di-
vide the profits among the men them-
selves.

of the Sunbury nail millstruck to-day
against a reduction of 20per cent on the
