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SHROUDEDjN ROSES.
Simple but Solemn Services

Over the Remains of Sen-
ator Beck.

His Funeral Occurs in the
Chamber Where inHe

Won Fam

Under Escort of Congress-
men the Body Is Shipped

to Kentucky.

Two Schemes for Federal
Election Laws Discussed

by Republicans.

WASHINGTON, May G. -Under a drip-
ping sky, the mortal remains of James
B. Beck, late a United States senator

from Kentucky, were borne at 10 o'clock
this morning, from the residence of
Representative Breckinridge, of Ken-
tucky, to the capitol. They were ac-
companied by the senate committee of
arrangements and the honorary pall-
bearers, named by the Kentucky dele-
gation yesterday. Arriving at the east
front of the senate wins;, the senators
and pall-bearers left their carriages

and. forming in two lines, with Sen-
ators Blackburn and Evarts at the head,
the casket was born from the hearse by
a detail of eight of the capitol police,
up the steps and into the Marble room,
where it was visited by several hun-
dred persons betore its removal into
the senate chamber. The casket was
covered with black cloth, and bore a
silver plate with the words:

On the casket lay a bunch of roses
from Mr. and Mrs. C.P. K.lireckinridge,
and the glass through which the face
and bust were visible was wreathed
withlilies of the valley. The features
of the late senator were unchanged, and
"How natural he looks!" was the in-
voluntary exclamation of all vyho looked
upon them, who were acquainted with
them in life. A number of floral trib-
utes were brought tothe senate cham-
ber and displayed on the clerk's desk.
Among them were a wreath of lilies and
roses from President and Mrs. Harrison;
a wreath of ivy leaves from Mr. and
Mrs. Logan Tucker; a wreath of lilies
of the valley from senator and Mrs.
Vance; a bunch of roses from Laura
Lee Cox, and a pillowof roses, maiden
hair fern and ivyfrom Laura Hillyard
Patterson. The senate chamber was
open to the public at 10:15 o'clock, but,
owing to tke rain and announcement
erroneously made that admission would
be by ticket, the galleiies were not
filled at 13 o'clock, when the senate was
called to order by President Pro Tern
Ingalls. The floorof the chamber had
been supplied with chairs for the mem-
bers of the house of representatives
and other officials invited to attend the
service: the pall-bearers and members
of the family, withinvited guests. The
senators seated themselves at the right

of the presiding officers desk. After
the reading of yesterday's journal, Mr.
Blackburn presented

The Order of Ceremonies,
and it was read and entered on the
Journal. And then, on motion of Mr.
Morrill,a recess was taken till 13:30.
At 12:30 President Pro Tern Ingalls
called the senate to order. At12:45 tlie
bonory pall-bearers on the part of the
senate were announced by the president
pro tern as follows: Messrs. Morrill,
Sherman, Hale, Allison, McPherson,
vest, Pugh and Gibson. Five minutes
later the members of the house of rep-
resentatives were announced and took
Beats at the right and.left of the presi-
dent and in the rear of the senators.
Speaker Reed was escorted to a place at
the right of President Pro Tern In-
galls. The members of the house of
representatives were followed by the
chief justice and associate justices
of the supreme court, preceded
by Marshal Wright and Clerk Mc-
Kenny, who were seated at the right, in
front of the representatives. The diplo-
matic corps was represented by Sir Ju-
lian Pauncefote, the British minister,
and members of the Chinese, Japanese
and Brazilian legations. Five minutes
later President Harrison and the mem-
bers of his cabinet were received, the
assemblage rising. Secretary Noble,
who is not in the city, and Attorney
General Miller,who is ill, were the ab-
sentees. At1:08 the casket was borne
into the chamber through the mam door
on the opposite side from the marble
room, where ithad been lying. It was
preceded by Chaplain Butler and ex-
Chaplain Bullock, the senate and house
committees, wearing white sashes with
black rosettes, the honorary pall-bear-
ers, wealing black sashes fastened
with white rosettes. Following the
casket came Mrs. Goqdloe, Senator
Beck's daughter, and Maj. Goodloe, her
husband, and friends of the family, who
were seated at the left of the casket,
opposite the president and his cabinet.
As the procession moved down the
aisle, Chaplain Butler read from the
burial service, beginning: "Iam the
resurrection and the life." After all
had been seated, the clergy having taken
their places at the clerk's desk, ex-
Chaplain Bullock read the ninetieth
Psalm. He then offered prayer, in
which he spoke of the hearts that were

Pilled With Sorrow
Jn performing the last sad offices of
kindly affection towards the beloved
friend whose body lay in the coffin that
was soon to be borne away to be buried
in his owned loved state of Kentucky,
lie had left a rich legacy to his family
and friends— a legacy of an honorable,
useful life. The nation mourned his
loss, and would never forget to honor
the memory of a man who had left a
deep and lasting impression upon his
brother senators. After reading from
the fifteenth chaDter of the First Epistle
to the Corinthians, "Now is Christ risen
from the dead," Rev. Dr.Butler offered
prayer. This closed the ceremonies,
which lasted less than fifteen min-
utes. The members of the joint
committees of the two houses
headed the procession as it filed out
of the senate chamber: the coffin was
borne out by a detail of the capitol po-
lice;the members of the familyfollowed
close afterwards; then the president
and his cabinet; then the justices of the
supreme court; then the members of
the diplomatic corps. The floor and
galleries were soon emptied of specta-
tors, and the senate at 1:35 was declared
adjourned until 12 o'clock to-morrow.
The casket was borne to the hearse
through the east door of the capitol, be-
tween two lines, composed of the mem-
bers of the senate and house committees
on arrangements, who stood with un-
covered heads. The rest of those who
were toaccompany the remains to the
Baltimore & Potomac station fell
into line and the procession
started. Preceding, the hearse
was the members of the house and sen-
ate committee on arrangement on foot,
and. following it were the family and
relatives in carriages, the president
and members ofhis cabinet incarriages
and the members of the senate and the
house of representatives on foot. The
procession took its way slowly around
the senate side of the capitol and up
Pennsylvania avenue toward the rail-
way station. Upon its arrival at the
station, the pall-bearers, the joint com-
mittee on arrangements, the congres-
sional committee and- the members of
the senate and house and representa-
tives, who

Escorted the Body
to the station, wore drawn up in two

lines. The casket was then carried
through the station and placed on the
exact spot where the deceased senator
fell when stricken down ;vwith heart
trouble,- last Saturday, -iThere it re-
mained for a few seconds, 1 when, pre-
ceded by the . honorary pail-bearers, it
was carried through the ;station gate,
down the long shed and placed in a.
heavy outer casket, in the compartment
car of the special train, tendered by the
Chesapeake & Ohio railroad. The
train was composed :.of three
vestibuled Pullman cars and
was devoid of any drapery,
except in the interior of the car . where
reposed the remains, which was draped
simply with black bunting. Those who
accompanied the body to Kentucky, be-
sides the family and a few friends of
the deceased, were the committee of ar-
rangements of the senate, all of the
Kentucky delegation in congress, ex-
cept Representative Goodnight; -Con-
gressman Phil B. Thompson, Lieut.
Young, of the navy, and some of the
honorary pall-bearers. The train start-
ed on its journey westward at 3p. m..
and is scheduled to reach Lexington to-
morrow morning at 1) o'clock, where the
funeral will take place the following
day.

SUITS' THE SILVER MEN.

The Jones Bill,SlightlyAmended,
to Be Reported Favorably.

Washington, D. C, May s.—An
effort was made by the senate Republi-
can silver committee to-day to agree
upon a silver bill to be reported to the
caucus. Three of the thirteen members
were absent. The ten present, together
with Senator Stewart, who was invited

•to take part in the proceedings, after a
discussion lasting nearly three hours,

decided toreport to a caucus to be held
some day this week, the bill reported
by Senator Jones from the finance com-
mittee some weeks ago, with amend-
ments. One of the amendments pro-
posed strikes out the provision in
the reported bill, that the notes
issued for the purchase of
bullion, when redeemed, shall be can-
celled, and instructs tli2 "secretary of
the treasury to reissue them, with the
proviso that the amount outstanding
shall not at any time be in excess of
the amount paid out for the bullion de»
posited. Another amendment is the
addition of the sixth section of the bill
adopted by the house caucus, which
provides for the covering into the treas-
ury ofabout seventy millions of lawful
money now held for the redemption of
national bank notes. The Jones bill,
itwillbe remembered, directs the sec-
retary of the treasury to purchase
monthly silver bullion to the value of
14,500,000, the notes in payment . thereof
to be redeemable in lawfulmoney. Two
of the members or the committee felt
to-day that they could not unqualifiedly
give their support to the measure, al-
though they were willing to have
the matter go to the caucus for
its decision. One of them, it is
said, will support it in case it is ap-
proved by the other Republican sena-
tors, but the other was not ready to go
even so far. He desires time to con-
sider the situation. Senator Mitchell,
of Oregon, stated, inreferring to the
proposed compromise, that while per-
sonally he was in favor of the free coin-
age of silver, he believed the measure
(the bullion redemption clause having
been omitted,) to be free from any
vicious principle, and one that, if

adopted, would ultimately lead to free
coinage. Inthis Senator Teller agreed.
The order of business for the rest of
the week was also briefly discussed, but

nothing was definitely decided upon.
The general opinion was that the Idaho
and Wyoming admission bills should be
taken up at 2 o'clock to-morrow as un-
finished business, and in the morning
hour (between 12 and 3 p. m.) the Ding-
ley worsted bill should be considered.
The belief was expressed that the lat-
ter could be passed without extended
debate.

NO REST FOR THE WEARY.

The TariffDebate to Be Resumed
To- Day.

Washington, May 6.—The tariff de-
bate willbegin inthe house to-morrow.
Mr.McKinley, chairman of the com-
mittee on ways and means, will open
the debate for the Republicans, and
Mr. Mills willreply on behalf of the
minority of the committee. The debate
willbe closed for the Democrats by ex-
Speaker Carlisle. Mr. McKinley will
make the concluding speech. Besides
the speeches of Mr.McKinley and Mr.
Mills to-morrow, Mr.Burrows and Mr.,
McMillin willaddress the house ifthere
is time. Mr. Baynes is the next speaker
on the programme, and Mr. Flower,
willfollow him. The other members of
the committee willfollowin their order.
Democrats and Republicans alternat-
ing. Mr.McKenna has notified Chair-
man McKinley that he willnot address
the house in favor of his minority re-
port on the sugar tariff during the de-
bate.

FEDERAL ELECTION LAWS.

Republicans Discuss the Rowell
and Lodge Propositions.

Washington, May 6.—The house
caucus committee, consisting of Speaker
Reed, the Republican members of the
committee on the election of president
and vice president, and some of the
Republicans of the elections committee,
held a meeting this morning to consider
the Lodge and the Rowell propositions
for a general federal election law. Both
Lodge and Rowell had their plans per-
fected, and they were presented with
statements in their support. Mr.Row-
ell's bill has been in the hands of John
1. Davenport, supervisor of elections in
New York, for some "days for his con-
sideration, and he appeared before the
caucus committee advocating most of
its provisions, but agreing with the
provision in the senate bill for the re-
port of the state board of canvassers to
be made to a federal board of final re-
turn. As soon as the caucus committee
has reached a conclusion of some sort,
another caucus will be called to con-
sider this question.

Clai-kson's Father Is 111.

breach of promise suit for $50,000 dam-
ages, brought by Mrs. Eliza B. Dolliver
against William M. Atkinson, both of
Provincetown. Plaintiff Is sixty-eight
years of age, while the defendant is
seventy-two years, and the wealthiest
resident of Provincetown. Plaintiff
claims that defendant proposed mar-
riage; that she accepted, but that after
she had prepared her wedding trousseau
defendant denied that any engagement
had been made. Defense closed its case
to-day, and the court adjourned until
to-morrow. . .

A Bay Statesman Shoots His

Daughter and Dies by
Her Side.

Crazed by Illness aCalifornia

Daughter.

Tramps Fill Trainmen With
Bullets on the IronMount-

ain Railroad.

Fgxhoko, Mass.. May 6.—This town
was this afternoon the scene of a terri-
ble crime, a girl of thirteen being mur-
dered by her father, ywho afterwards
took his own life. Inthe heart of the
village lived a family named Coomack,
consisting of father, mother and two
children, a boy of seventeen and
a girl of thirteen. The faher
has been addicted to drink in
the past, but for about a year
has drunk but little, but has taken con-
siderable morphine. He has until re-
cently worked, but during the past
few days has remained at home. His
wife is employed in a factory and
worked to-day. The son has no work,

and the daughter has attended school.
This morning the familyhad breakfast
together and the mother went to her
usual work. Soon after 8 the girl went
to school and shortly afterwards the
boy went fishing, but the father stayed
at home. Soon after the son left the
father went to the school house to get
the girl excused so she might go

home. She was seen to go into
the house by a neighbor. After that
neither she nor her father, as far as is
learned, was seen alive. The son re-
turned from his fishing trip about 5:30
p. m.. and, upon entering the house,
noticed blood spots upon the floor.
These he tracked to the front room,
where a large pool of blood was found
on the floor near the lounge. He at-
tempted toopen the bed room door, but
itwas fastened, so he went around to
the side of the house, and raising a win-
dow, to his horror discovered his father
and sister lying dead side by side on
the bed. The girl had an ugly hole in
her forehead and another in her right
temple, extending through and out
back of her left ear. The
father, lying by her side, had
a bullet wound in his temple and a cut
inhis throat made by a razor. In Coo-
mack's account book this evening was
found the following note to his wife
Emily and son Chester: "Emily—l
could not leave her withyou. Chester—

Do not let this discourage you; be
good. Good bye. Father. Darling
Gertie willbe happy forever."

A. CRAZY MOTHKIt'S CRIME.

She Strangles Her Daughter and
Fatally Wounds Herself.

Tkaver, Cal., May 6.— At 8 o'clock
last night Mrs. T. A. Bresltr, who lives
withher husband five miles from this
place, sent her two girls, aged eleven
and nine years, to bed, and shortly
thereafter entered the room, and seiz-
ing the oldest girl by the throat, pro-
ceeded to strangle her to death. The
younger child ran from tbe room, pur-
sued by her mother, who was still cling-
ing to the other child. The mother fol-
lowed 200 yards and dropped the older
child, who"was then dead, and, after
pursuing the other some distance,
gave up the chase and re-
turned home. The little girl
soon arrived at a neighbor's, and gave
the alarm. Meanwhile, her husband
came home, and finding no one in the
house, gave several calls, and was final-
lyanswered by his wife. Going to the
back of the house he found her in a pool
of blood, and carried her into the house,

and found the front part of her head
was literally chopped to pieces. She
was perfectly conscious, and had inflict-
ed the wounds upon herself, but gave
no reason for doing so. She told him
where the dead child was. and the
neighbors, who had then arrived, soon
found the body, which was closely
guarded by the faithful dog. Several
physicians were summoned, and they
pronounced the woman's case hopeless,
the ax with which the deed was done
having penetrated the brain in several
places. The woman was evidently in-
sane.

WARNER ON HIS MUSCLE.

The Ex-Chief of the G. A. ft.
Throttles an Attorney.

Kansas City, Mo.,May 6.—A lively
personal encounter between Maj. Will-
iam Warner, of this city, and W. E.
Greyston; of Springfield, Mo., ocenrred
in Justice Wartheu's court late this
afternoon. The two gentlemen are op-
Dosing counsel in the Wrightraan mur-
der case, Maj. Warner representing De-
tective Sherman, the defendant, -and
Greyston representing the prosecu-
tion. Itwas at the preliminary exam-
ination. The case had been closed, and
the question had been raised as to
what disposition should be made of the
bones of the alleged murdered man
and the other evidence that had been
submitted. Maj. Warner insisted that
they should be allowed to remain with
the* officers of the law. Mr. Greyston
insinuated that the officers were not
honest. Maj. Warner said the gentle-
man was mistaken and Mr.Greyston
called him a liar. The major advanced
towards Greyston, when the latter
thrust his hand into his hip pocket
and was about to draw a revolver when
the major pounced upon him and forced
him to the floor in a corner. With his
hand on Greyston's throat the major
was heard to say : "If you attempt to
draw that revolver I'll break your
neck." The combatants were finally
separated. No blood was spilled.

TERRORIZED BY TRAMPS.

Train Men Shot by Half-Starved
Tie-Counters.

St. Louis, May 6.— There is a reign
of terror inaugurated by tramps on the
Iron Mountain railroad. Sunday night
Conductor J. J. Nelson, incharge of a
freight train south-bound, attempted to
eject three tramps from his train, and
was shot in the hand. James Collins is
under arrest, charged withhaving done
the shooting. Conductor Bohmie, who
was sent out to take charge of Nelson's
train, had a more serious experience
last night. He found a tramp on top of a
box car, and when he ordered the fellow
off the tramp drew a revelver and shot
Bohraie in the left breast, the bullet
lodging near tbe heart. Rohiuie was
brought to St. Louis, and is now in the
Missouri Pacific hospital ina dying con-
dition. Coroner Frank to-day took his
aute-mortem statement. A dispatch
from De Soto, Mo., says that a tramp
giving the name of Charles Denison,
from Reynolds county, Missouri, has
been captured there, and admits the
shooting.

BENTLEY IS BLAMELESS.

Suspected of HillingCol. Clayton,
He Proves an Alibi.

Little Rock, Ark., May 6.—The
Clayton-Breskinridge investigating
committee listened to the evidence of
over 100 witnesses to-day, the majority

of whom were negroes, put upon the
staud for the purpose of proving how
they voted at the presidential election.
Shortly after the committee assembled
in the 'morning Hon. Carroll Armstrong

arose and made an apology for the
shone language he used on the evening
before In denouncing the slanders
against the people of Conway county.
His apology was made to the committee.
Before adjournment this afternoon
tlie chairman, Mr. Lacey, an-
nounced that it was the inten-
tion of the committee to conclude
its labors to-day. The most important
witness called to-day was Oliver T.
Bentley, the man whom Clayton sus-
pects of having killedhis brother. Bent-
ley is the deputy sheriff of Conwav
county, and claims to have been inMor-
rillton on the nlerht that Clayton was
killed at Plummerville. To-day he
handed the committee papers in the di-
vorce case of Luther vs. Luther, which
he served on Lydia Luther and others
Tuesday afternoon. Jan. 29, 1888, across
the river from Morrillton. He returned
from across the river about 5o'clock in
the afternoon. About dark that night
he. served a notice on John Hinkle, the
attorney, to take deposition in the case
Feb. 8. Hinkle appeared before the
committee and corroborated the testi-
mony given on this point by Bentley.
Witness is prepared to prove that after
he left Hinkle he went to supper and
from there attended a dance. After
witness had given this testimony he
was asked ifhe had any objection to
giving the committee a specimen of his
handwriting, to which he made answer
in the negative. Chairman Lacey then
dictated to the witness to write the fol-
lowing letter, which he did very rap-
idly:

State ot New Hampshire. June, 1889.—
Town Marshal. Morrilton, Ark.:You may
soon prepare your coffin and bid adieu to
your family, as you shall soon take the road
that Col. Clayton took. lam a little sorry of
killingCol. Clayton, as we thought It was
old Powell Clayton.

SALT CREEK IS SCOTCHED.

A Cyclone Demolishes a Texas
Town With Fatal liesult.

Gkanbury, Tex., May C—About 5 p.
m. Sunday a destructive cyclone visited
Salt Creek, in tlie eastern portion of
Hood county. Atthe residence of Lee
Rhodes, twelve miles east of that place,
twenty persons were assembled when
the cyclone struck the building. The
killed were: Miss Delia Carmichael,
aged seventeen; Mary Carmichael, aged
one year; a child of Mrs. Gibbs. The
injured are: Mrs. Khodes, her twelve-
year-old daughter Nora; Mrs. Gibbs, her
ten-year-old daughter Tillie. The above
are seriously hurt and may die. Other
children in the house were bruised. At
Fall Creek, a little further south,
John Mauley's house was wrecked
and he was seriously injured.
Charley Houston's house was de-
molished and Mrs. Rushing hurt; Mrs.
Campbell's house was blown away; Mrs.
Serkley's residence was destroyed, and
her arm broken in tsvo places; Mr.
McClung's house was blown down, and
his wifeand child badly hurt; Mr. Rob-
ertson's house was demolished, and
Mrs. Payne hurt. Other houses wrecked
were those of Alf Massey, J. McPher-
son, J. Woolenlifi, M. C. Hersley and
Mr.Brook. Tbe damage to out houses,
fences, crops and timber is very great.

Atthe little town of Acton, on the line
of Parker and Hocld counties, four peo-
ple were killed and a number seriously
injured. Many houses were demol-
ished in that vicinity. AtRobin Creek,
in Hodd county, eight persons were
killed, live of whom belonged to the
family of Dr. George Griffin. A heavy
hail storm fell throughout this section,
doing immense damage to cropg. News
from Graham, in Young county, says
that a heavy hail storm fell there yes-
terday. The hail completely ruined
crops and vegetation, wheat, oats and
corn being completely beaten into the
ground. The fruit crop in that section
willbe ruined.

SHORT-LIVED LIBERTY.

A Bigamist, Aided to Escape by

"Wife No. 2, Recaptured.
Middletown, N. V., May 6.—On

Monday, Ernest Utter, an Ontario &
Western railroad brakeman, was held
to await the action of the grand jury on
the charge of bigamy, and was to have
been taken to Goshen this morning.

Last night, Wife No. 2, heavily veiled,
accompained by% Lizzie Utter, a sister,

Velie Utter, a brother, and Charles
Clark, a friend, entered the lock-up and
asked permission to talk privately with
Utter. The privilege was accorded,

and in due course of time the party
passed out of the building. This morn-
ing the attendant of the prison went to
feed Utter, but found Wife No. 2 seated
in the cell wearing Utters clothes. The
conspiring friends were arrested, and
while being arraigned before the re-
corder this afternoon for aiding and
abetting the escape of a prisoner, a
detective entered the court with Utter,
who had been captured at Unionville,
N. J., where he stopped to rest, feeling
secure, as he thought he was across the
Jersey line.

QUIXLAN'S CROOKEDNESS..

He Swindles a Cousin Out of
$13,000.

New Yokk, May 6.—The friends ot
Washington Quinlan, the street oroker
who has disappeared, say to-day that
they searched for him last night

but could not find jiim. Inthe stock
exchange 1,100 shares were to-day
bought in for his account, and itis now
believed that all his outstanding con-
tracts have been closed. Early to-day
Thompson &Lydecker, of the Equita-
ble building, got out an attachment
against the property of Quinlan. It is
for $13,000, in favor of Miss Ellen Quin-
lan, a cousin.
