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REFORM FOLICE WORK

A Case Which Shows Up the
“Spotter” System in a
Strong Light.

After Many Days the Cross-
ings Case Bids Fair to
Be Seitled.

Flags Uafuried From Minne-
apolis Schools--Interest-
ing Exercises,

Another May and December
Divoree Case--The Church
Squabble.

The captain, the sergeant and three
of the patrolmen who report for duty at
South Minneapolis police station are de-
fendants in an aection in the distriet
court whiel, if the evidence so far sub-
mitted be true, and it certainly bears
the stamp of truth, is likely to resultin
a judgment agaiost the biuecoats. The
complainants, there being in reality two
suits. are Nels White and Josephine
White, his wife. The former asks for
85,000 damages and the latter for $10,-
000,

They live at 259 Tenth street south,
and on the 30th of last May, Memorial
day, they were entertaining Mr. and
Mrs. Le Menex and Mr. and Mrs. La
Belle, friends of theirs, at their home,
Mrs, White hiad recently been confined.
and had not recovered suiiiciently te be
able to sit up, and about 9 o’clock in the
evening of that day, according to the
story which Nels White told on the
stand in response to the gneries of J.
M. Rees, his attorney, three
men  entered  his house. One
of them proved to be Patrolman
M.IR. Mcl.eod. in citizens® dress, and he
was aecompanied by two young men
whose names are unknown. These
three men immediately began to take
liberties with the ladies who were pres-
ent and, in response to White’s orders
to them to leave the house, MeLeod re-
piied with an insuiting expression.
White is a large, powerfui-looking fel-
Jow, with ihe shoulders of a giant, and
it did not take him long to hustle these
men ont of deors.

MelLeod then blew a police whistle,and
in response to his sivnal Capt.
Wess, Sergeant James Ailen and Pa-
trolmen Brady, Stablo and Johnsen
came to his assistance. All of these
men are made defendants in the suit
except Johnson, who, it is alleged,
took no part 1 the subsequent pro-
ceedings. When these other officers
came, White says, they foreibly entered
his house and, in the presence of
his wife, ponuded him with their elubs,
cursed and swore at the other ladies,
caliing them the vilest of nam s, and
ended by dragging White and Le
Meuex to the lock-up. Both were dis-
charged svhen brought before Judge
Emery in the morning. That is, in

ubstance, what White told on the
stand.

The detense set up by MeLeod is that

he saw two suspicious-looking men
going into the rear of White’s

house, that he followed and met them
being rushed out by White. He ordered
White to ccase making a disturbance,
whereupon \White assaulted him. He
then whistled for help, and the other
officers came. He asserts that he did
nothing not strictly in line with his
duty, although no allegation is made
that White went off his own premises
or that he was doing anything but pro-

tecting  Lis home from intrusion.
The other officers deny that they
used profane language or that

they did anything beyond their duty
when summoned to the assistance of
McLeod.

Mrs. White was called to the stand,
and corroborated the evidence of her
husband. Sheis a weak little woman,
and her nervous system is evidently
still in a battered condition from the
effects of the shock which she ex-
perienced on last Memorial day. It is
asserted that so great is her
nervousness that she eannot
even meet a uniformed police
officer on the street without being over-
come by nervousness.

Mrs. Le Meunex, a pretty little French
woman, one of the iadies who was in
the house on the night of the 30th of
May, 1889, was calied, and she corrob-
orated the evidence of both Mr. and
Mrs. White, YWhen, in the course of
her testimony, she had to re-
peat the infamous names which,
she said, nad been applied to
her by _the police officers, her
eves blazed and her fingers seemed to
tingle with desire to tear the faces of
her oifenders.

James Le Meuex, her husband, was
the next witness. He speaks English
imperfectly, and whenever his language
was net wholly grammatical A. H. Hall,
who appearea for the defense, would
shake his rhinoceres-like folds of facial
covering and laugh as though he were
listening to the funniest joke that ever
emanated from Bill Nye’s brain. But
despite Hall's merriment, Le Meuex
told a straight story, and bore out the
truth of everything that has been said
about the profanity and vulgar expres-
sions used by the officers.

Theevidence so far 1s certainly strong
against the policeman. MecLeod, it
seems, looked nupon White’s house as an
immoral establishiment. He wentin
there in citizen’s dress, and if the four
vitnesses se far sworn have told halt
the truth, and their stories certainly do
not differ, he acted toward Mrs. White
and the other ladies as if they were
women of ill-fame. The evidence of
these four wituesses also agrees that
the other officers called the ladies pros-
titutes and told the inen that they were
in a house of ill-fame. Sergeant Allen,

the testimouy says, went so far
as fo return, after White and
T.e Meux had been overpowered, and

to enter the ted roomn where Mrs. White
lay ill, in search of more men. This
affair seems to be another phase of the
working of the spotter system employed
by the present pure and holy adminis-
tration.

White is empioyed as a city sales-
man from the Dbottling works of
C. J. Brackett. It will be remembered
that this is the case which has attracted
some attention by reason of certain
‘threats said to have been made by the
police ofiicers concerned against Mr.
Brackett if he did not discharge White
or_force him to abanden the damage
suit.

THE CROSSING CASE SETTLED.
Bridges to Be Bailt at Once Over
the Tracks.

Unless there comes some unseen
difficulty, the crossings case, which has
been the subjeet for so much wrangling
between the Minneapolis & St. Louis,
the Manitoba roads and the city will be
finally settled, by the signing of an

agreement, to which all parties are
satisfied. The most interesting point

for the public at large is that a bridge
will be built by the Manitoba road
across the tracks on Washington ave-
nue, the full width of the street, and
ready for use by June 15. Third, Fourth
and Fifth streets wiil also be bridged as
soon as possible after the settlement is
assured.

As to the provision in the settlement
for the roads interested, the tracks are
all to be moved to the north side of the
right of way, and the six tracks placed
in a viaduct together, the south track of
the system to be used by the S8t. Louis
company, which will also have the use
of the fourth and the fifth tracks under
the contract of 1874. As soon as the
agreement is reached the Manitoba
company is prepared to expend §1,000,-
000 1n the erection of freight houses and
lowering of tracks. A row of houses
will be put in between Second and
Fourth streets, the St. Louis road being
prepared to bulld new buildings be-

Louis |

tween Fourth and Fifth streets. From
present indications work will begin on
all the extensive improvements in about
six weeks, and they wiil be pushed to
completion with the utimost speed.

The St. Louis passenger depot will be
built on the east side of Washington
avenue, just south of the tracks. 1t
wiil be a handsome two-story building
built in eonnection with the bridge it-
self. The Mauitoba. it is understood. is
to have the use of this depot for lake
business., The freight depot of the St.
Louis road wili be built upon the site
of the present one, and the Manitoba is
to build a freight depot between Wash-
ington avenue and 'Third street, the
bridge to pass direetly over the roof.
alley-way cntrance to the freight sheds
will be from Third avenue north, the
way to be widened materiailly. The of-
ficers of both roads are jubilant over
the latest proposition, and each claims
that it will be worth large amounts to
their respective roads.

‘The honor of the whole affair falls to
the share of Judge Young, who has had
infinite patience with both parties, and
finally brought matters to an amicable
settlement. The judge went to Chi-
cago last Wednesday, where he met
President Hill. He presented the plan
to him, and no sooner had it been read
than he went into ecstacies over it, and
accepted it at once.

One of the most pleased men in the
city over the outeome of the long dis-
pute is Thomas Lowry. He is anxious
to complete the street railway system,
and the promise of the bridge atan
early day helps nim out not a little.
The city has gained mueh by patient
waiting, and the citizens of North Min-
neapolis in particular. The tracks have
been a serions drawback for years to
what should have been the finest resi-
dent portion of the city. North siders
feel that it is not yet too late, and pre-
diet that the result will be a boom for
the North side in all respeets. The
parties interested in the settlement be-
lieve that the agzreement will be signed
inside of ten days.

Pirates Who Are Now Netting
Fish and Killing Deer.

W. P. Andrews, secretary of the
Game and Fish Protective association,
is in receipt of several letters calling at-
tention to the wanton and indiscrimin-
ate slaughter of game and fish in sev-
eral parts of the state. Active meas-
ures have been taken to put a stop to
thisand several arrests are likely to
follow. :A letter from a prominent
member of the Brainerd Gun elub to
ex-Gov. A. R. MeGill, who is a member
of the association, is now in the hands
of Secretary Andrews. In the letter the
writer says:

“Qur clerk has been endeavoring to
pravent the wholesale slaughter of fish
in Crow Wing and Cass counties, and
has expended considerable money. If
we could get the co-operation of parties
who have the matter at heart we ceuld
do a great deal of good in this direction.
There are three or four firms from
Bay City, Mich., and other points, who
are carrying on this unlawful traffic on
Mille Laes lakes, and the lakes in Cass
county tributary to Brainerd, which 1s
their shipping point. and large ice
houses have been erected on the banks
of these lakes, which makes it seem
that it is to be a permanent thing. 'i'ons
of black bass, wall-eyed pike, white
fish and other choice varieties are being
sent from this point, whieh is undoubt-
edly the finest fishing grounds in Min-
nesota. ‘e are willing to do our share
towards heading them off and bringing
them to justice, but it 1s a work that all
true sportsmen of Minnesota should be
interested in, and if we can get your
co-operation much good will result. If
you can suggest or have friends who
are willing to help us carry the burden
you will confer a great favor.”

In a letter to Mr. Andrus another
writer says that at present there are
probably fifty men engaged in netting
the fish out of the lakes in the vicinity
of Brainerd and packing themin barrels,
ready tor shipment to Eastern markets.
If these men are allowed to continue
the best fishing grounds in the North-.
west will be ruined before the season
opens. In the northern part fof the
state it is said that men are shooting
doe with fawn and leaving the carcases
lie where they bave been killed, as the
venison is uniit for food at this season
of the year. The association is now in
communication and numbers upon its.
membership roll representative sporis-
men in every section of the state. 1n
tact there is-a vice president of the or-
ganization in every county, and steps-
are now being taken to bring the men
who are engazed in this wanton de-
struetion to justice.
