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DIDK'T SAY GOOD-BYE

Bank Thief Douglas Crawls
Out of State Prison at
Stiliwater.

He Effects His Eseape Right
Under the Eyes of the
Guard.

The South Dakotans Protest
Against Abandoning
Fort Lincoin.

Murderer Schafer and His
Two Vietims Baried in
One Grave.

Breeial to the Globe.

STILLWATER., May 12.—A shrewdly
planned and well executed escape
from the state prison was effected
yesterday by Fred Douglas, soon
after noon. Within ten  minutes
rlas had eluded an unusually
t keeper, stole some citizens’
clothing, crawled over tho top of a
prisun gate in plain sight of two guards
and dropped upon the most public
street of Stillwater. The details of the
escape are as follows: Douglas was
locked up with the other prisoners at
dinner time. At 1 o’clock when the
most of his squad under Guard Rhoads,
of the machine shop (up stairs), was
taken up Douglas lazged, though
s absenee was discovered by Mr.
Rhoads ten minutes later and the alarin
given, It was not supposed until about
$:30 that Donglas was outside the walls,
a thorongh search of all the possible
hiding places within the yard going on
in the meantime. At length Warden
Randall found a pair of conviet’s panta-
loous just on the inside of the most
northerly gate on the east side of the
wall, and further investization showed
the marks of Douglas’ deseent on the
street side of the gate. The latter has
not been -used for years and is boarded
on the street side to within a shori dis-
tance of the top. A further reh re-
vealed Douglas’ prison coat, ecap and
vest in a little room a few feet from
the gate, this room containing a
locker where the ecitizen laborer ean
devosit his other garments. These dis-
covertes showed that Douglas bhad at
piee run from the eell room to the place
where his coat was found and made a
h: exchange for the citizen’s coat
and vest which were in the lovker. not
lo I. ‘Then he slipped off his prison
s, under which he had a pair of
lls, and by & most desperate effort
himself

climbed up and squee

thronech between the top of the gate and
the stone work above, a space not over
seven inches at the most. There were
two guards upon the wall above
himn, Loth with loaded guns, but
the projecting walls, once Douglas
was close against the gate, would eifeet-
ually hide him. Tbhe greatest danger

was in some one of the almaost constant
passers on Main street happening along
in time to witness the speetacle of a
man making such an unusual and pain-
ful exit from the yard. Besides, Doug-
lass eould not see, until he was out upon
the sidewalk, whether or not any one
was approaching. e simply tovk
every chance and won. It secmsimpos-
sible that he eould have so quickly got-
ten through so smail a space; that no
one on the streets or on the premises
shounld have noticed the performance,
and that the fact that he was really out
of the prison was not discovered for so
long a time afterward. The latter
fact, bowever, is not so very stranze
afier all, in view of the seciningly im-
possible way of exit. When the facts
fully developed a strong foree was sent
out with teams in pursuit, the supposi-
tion being that the fugitive went porth
or west, Deputy Sheriff Marty, una-
ware of an escape, was coming down
the boom road about 4 o’cloek, and is
morally certain that he met Douglas.
T'he latter is the man who gained tem-
porary liberty early last fail by ruding
out of the yard in a Lox ecar, but he was
captured a rew minutes afterward winle
still concealed in the car, then halted
below the Omaha depot. Douglas and a
pal named John Henry held up the eash-
ierof a Minneapolis bank and committed
a heavy robuvery, for which he was
given fifteen years, most of which term
remains unserved, There are strong
expectations on the part of the prison
officers that he will be recaptured. His
escape could not have occurred if the
thresher company employe had kept
his locker locked, in aceordanee with
the warden’s rales. The fugitive, for
whose return 200 reward is offered, is
nineteen years old, with Dblack bhair,
dark eyes, five feet cight inehes in
height; no marks. By occupation he is
a crook., Heis of slender build, with

BURIED IN ONE GRAVLE.
Funeral of Murderer Schafer and
flis Two Victims,

MazierrA, May 12.—The bodles of
Constantine Schafer, wife and child
were buried here yesterday side by
side in one grave, with wife and child
on either side of the husband. The
coronor’s inquest developed nothing
new, except that after beating Mrs.
Schafer to death with a hawmer, the
murderer cut her tbreat from ear to
ear three times with a razor. The
child’s bead was crushed in in three
places, and its throat also cut across the
right side. ‘lhe murderer made a clear
cut across his throat, severing the wind
pipe and jugular vein, and making a
gash large enoughfor a man to insert
his hand. ‘The theory now is that
Schafer was whipping the ¢hild when
his wife interfered, upon which he
picked upa hammer and Kkiiled the
child, then, upon realizing what he had
done, he finished the crime by Killing
his wife and himself.

Gushers in Plenty

The Travelers’ Insurance Co, Wins
an lmportant suit,

ance company, of Hartford. Conn.,
which has been pending in the United
States court for five years, was decided
this morning by United States Circuit
Judge Caldwell, who delivered an elab-
orate opinion. The suit was com-
meneed by Henry in Colorado, and was
by a decrée of Judge Brewer referred
to a master to state the aecount be-

The mas-
ter reported §92,000 in  Henry’s
favor on Mareh 10, last. ‘The

insurance company excepted to the re-
ort and arguments thercon have been
weard by Judge Caldwell in this city
during the past week. This morning
he gave a final judgment and decree in
favor of the Travelers’ Insurance com-
pany azainst Theodore €. Henry, of
Denver, Col., for nearly $90,600. The
decree establishes the title of the com-
pany to alarge amount of secur.ties
held Ly it as collateral to Henry’s debt.
It also settles favorable to the ‘Travel-
ers’ the title to several large irrigating
canals in Colorado, and more than 70,~
000 acres of farming lands, which are
supplied with water from the canals.

SOURING ON STANLEY

Britons Do Not Relish the Ex-
plorer’s Il1-Temper and
Egotism.

Chancellor von Caprivi In-
dorses the Colonial Policy
of Bismarck.

Gladstone Defines the Issue in
the Next Presidential
Campaign.

Fonseea’s Successor to E2
Chosen by Brazil’s First
Congress.

Loxpox, May 12.—Heury M. Stanley
is giving wayto an exhibition of il
temper which diseloses in bis eharacter
an element of egotism which threatens
to increase the number of his enemies
if allowed to remain uncarbed. Just
now he is complaining of the cowardice
of the public men and the press of Eng-
land in not taking an aggressive pusi-
tion azainst Germany in Africa at his
behest, and is inclined to belitile the in-
tellectual qualities of those who do not
agree with him in  the matter of
England’s immediate domination of the
lake and other desirable portions of the
interior. He ‘admits, however, that
there is plenty of room in Africa for
both Germany and England, but thinks
that an English railroad should be con-
structed at once to connect the lakes
and place that region beyond the possi-
bility of ocecupation by other powers.
Sueh a railroad, he asserts, would open
the interior to trade, the value of which
can scarcely be estimated. He  ex-
presses adiiration for Maj. Wissmann,
but is disinclined to speak of Emin, or
of his new expediton. Throughout the
intervieww in  whieh Mr. Stanley
expressed himself as above, he referred
to himself as an Englishman.

RETREAT IS SUICIDAL.

Chancellor Caprivi Indorses Bis-
marck’s Colonial Policy.

BenLiy, May 12.—In the course of the
debate in the reichstag to-day on the
estimates for the expense of the eolo-
nies, Gen. von Caprivi, the imperial
chancellor, stated that though he
had originally warmly approved the
colonial policy of the empire, he
agreed with Prinee Bismarek that such
policy could only be mazintained with
the support of the nation. As matters
now stand the governmient cannot re-
treat from its pesition in regard to col-
onial atfairs without the loss of honor
and mouney. No change of his views on
the system was to be in any way im-
plied from his assnmption of oftice. 1 he
government would everywhere respect

foreign rights and proteet German
rights.
Atter referring to his past cool-

ness toward eolonization, Gen. von
Caprivi said that during his short term
of office he had read more on eolonial
matters than he had read during
his whole  previous life. He
had thus become acqnainted with
the enormeus  difficulty of col-
onizations. Germans had not
yet had had the necessary period, and
the government bad scarcely a suffi-
cient number of officers at its disposal.
It was the aim of the government to
bring matters in the colonies to a satis-
factory state, and then leave them to
commereial companies to carry on what
the empire had begun. In En-
gland private capitalists were always
willing to invest in colonial jenter-
prises; but Germans seemed to preier
to invest their money in the most
dubious stocks of the most dubious
states. He expressed the hope that all
expenditure would be eventually re-
couped; but he believed it would take
years to establish peace and order. lle
fully agreed with Herr von Bamberger,
that the time mightarrive when Europe
would require every mark and man at
home. Therefore he would not send a
single mark or a single man to Bast
Africa more than was absolutely neces-
sary. It was also true, as Herr von
Bawberger had  said, that in
the case of war Germany would
perhaps be unable to defend her
colonies. But experience taught that if
Germany were victorious in Europe she
would retain her colonies. In eorder to
maintain these colonies Germany must
develop her navy and  establish
coaling stations. Regarding slavery
he said:  *“We must found sta-
tions, and bullet and Bivble must
act in the cause of ecivilization, With-
out killing slave dealers, you-can never
abolish slavery. We hope to be in a po-
sition to conduct federal affairs so that
the general poliey of Germany will not
be injured and the just feeling of na-
tional pride will not be wounded.”
Loxpov, May 12.—~1he Berlin eor-
respondent of the Morning Post says:
*By to-day’s speech in the reichstag
Gon. von Caprivi has passed with one
bound to the first rank of European
statesmen.  The ovinion universally
expressed in the lobbies was that in
comparison with his predecessor he has
nothing whatever to fear. His speech
was an_intellectual treat of the first
order. He has perfeet eommand of his
voice, which is as flexible as and other-
wise not unlike that of Canon Liddon.
His whole bearing, and especially the
strength revealed by his conciliatory
manner toward bis opponents, showed
nobility of nature, high integrity and
clearness of purpose. The emperor and
Europe are to be congratulated.”

COBDEN’s PRINCIPLES,

Britons Think They Will Be the
Issue in America in 1892,

Loxpoy, May 12.—There was a nota-
ble gathering of free traders at the Cob-
den club to-day, the occasion being the
resentation of an address to Thomas
Bayley Potter, Gladstonian member of
parliament for Rochdale. Mr. Potter
for several years occupied the position
of honorable treasurer of the club, and
is recognized as one of the higchest au-
thorities on tariff matters in England.
The address was presented b{ Mr. Glad-
stone, who, in the eourse cf his speech,
referred to the anti-Chinese lezislation
in the United States. Owing to the am-
biguity of the legislation on the Chinese
question, he said, he was not altogether
clear whether the American government
taxed Chinese that entered, or barred
them all out. Anyway, he thought that
the Chincse were to be dreaded more
for their virtues than their vices, which
he did not belieye to be nearly so exten-
sive or flagrant as the groundstaken for
their exclusion alleged. Mr. Gladstone
said the freetradersmustreengnize with
great disappointment how much ground
they had fost within the last twenty-five
cars. Militarism, which was i'ylng
ike a vampire over Europe,was respon-
sible for most of the misehief, but not
all, because free trade had receded in
countries whera militarism does not

prevail—the United States and the Brit-

1sh eolonies, The great republie,he said,
had never accented the doetrines of free -
trade. There was once a kind of quali-
fied progress ioward them, which was
checked, and opinion beecame actually
retrogressive,  Still there was great
promise that the Ameriean free trade
party would ultimately triumph at the
polls. Regarding bi-metallism, he be-
lieved that its advocates smelt there-
in a speedy rise in prices. It wasa
movement in the direction of protec-
tion._In an interview subsequently,
Mr. Potter declared 1t to be his convie-
tion that the tariff question would again
be the issue in the presidential cam-
paign in America in 1892, when the
free traders, or tariff reformers, would
in all probability be sucecessfual.

FONSECA'S SUCCESSOR.

Brazil’s First Congress Will Elect
a Successor.

R1o DE JANIERO, May 12.—The first
republican congress will elect a presi-
dent of the republie, and the Brazilian
constitution will be promulgated before
August. 1t has been resolved that
foreigners of more than six months’ |
1esidence in the country shall deelare
their nationality before their consul or
a notary public.

LispoN, May 12.—-The chamber of
deputies to-day deelined to discuss a
motion for the immediate recognition of
the Brazilian government.

THEY MAY BE INFECTED.
England Refuses to Raise the Em-
bago on Virginia Cattle.

Loxpox, May 12.—In the house of
comimons this evening, Sir J. G. S. Kin-
loch, meémber for East Perth, asked the
government to allow the importation of
store cattle from Virginia, which, he
claimed, were always free from pleuro-
preumonia. Mr. Chaplin, president of
the board of agriculture, denied that
Virginia cattle were always free from
pleuro-pneumonia, and referred to the
reports of the American department of
agriculture in proof of his assertion.
On that showing the government eould
not make an exception of Virginia cat-
tle, Mr. Ritehie, president of the local
government board, moved the second
reading of the local taxation bill, deal-
ing with licenses to public houses. The
purpose of the government in propos-
ing that part of the sums allocated to
local finances be used for the purchase
of licenses was, he deeiared, to promote
temperance. He appealed to the tem-
peranece party to recognize the existing
facts. Public opinion would not sup-
port them in trying to reduce to beg-
gary people who were doing a legiti-
mate business. W. 8. Caine (Unionist)
moved that the bill be rejected. The
temperance party, he said, would
not assent to a measure pro-
viding for the wse of public
money to build up liquor trafiickers.

Pan-Slavists Will Confer.

VieNyA, May 12.—Pan-Slavists are
arranging for the holding of a Slav con-
gress somewhere in Russia, similar to
the Prague congress of 1848. The ob-
Jeet is to decide in regard to the lan-
gnage of intercourse of all the Slay
races, and to found a Pan-Slavist acad-
emy under the patronafe of the czar.
A Professional Child Murderer.

St. PETERSBURG, May 12.—A Vilna
midwife recently arrested has confessed
that for years she has been in the habit
of killing infants and hiding’their bodies
in wells. Other persons have been ar-
rested for complicity. The Alexander
prison at Irkutsk has been burned.
Three convicts perished in the flames.

Retrenchment or Bankruptcey.

RoyMe, May 12.—In the chamber of
deputies to-day the minister of the
treasnry announced amendments to the
budget effecting a reduction of 15,000,060
lire on army and navy estimates and
other retrenchments to the amount of
11,000.000 lire. There still remains a
deficit of 9,000,000 lire.

OUTLAWRY OF SILVER,

Sénator Jones Urges Remon-
‘etization and Free Coin-
age of White Metal.

Congressman Mills Gives the
Lie Direct to a Buckeys
Colleague.

The Riot Act Read to Ponca

Experts Discuss Plans for Im-
proving the Father of
Waters.

WasmiNeroy, May 12.—The feature
of to-day’s senate proceedings was a
long speech by Mr. Jones, of Nevada,
1 support of his siiver bill. Senator
Jones spoke tor three hours, and
claimed the clesest attention fram seuna-
tors on both sides of the senate cham
ber. He made a strong argument in
favor of fhe frce coinage of silver, in-
ereased volume of currency, the re-
ronetization of silver and bimetallism.
At the ontset he spoke of the general
unrest prevailing  throughout the
country. The prices of all commadities,
he said, had fallen, and econtinueil to
fall. Sueh a phenomenon as a eonstant
and progressive fall in the general
range ot prices had always exereised so
baneful an influenee on the prosperity
of mankind that it never failed to ex-
cite attention. When a fall in prices
was ‘ound operating on the products of
all industries, when it found not to be
confined to any one elime, country or
raee, but to be diffused over the civil-
ized world—found not to be a eharacter-
istie of any one year, but to go for a
series of years, it became manifest that
it ecula not arise from local, temporary
or subordinate eauses, but that it must
have its genesis and development in
some principal of universal application.
What was it, he asked, that produced a
general decline of prices in ahy coun-
try? It was a shrinkage in the volume
of money relatively to the population
and business. The world bad never
had a

Proper System of Money.

Prosperity and speculation had been

stimulated at times by great yields from_
mines; and when thess mines were

worked out, then came revulsion and
adversity. He wene on to speak of the
natural ratio between gold and silver
existing for 2,500 or 3,000 years—a ratio
of 1515 to 1—and said that it was only
sinee the lezislative proscription of sil-
ver in Germany and the United States,
and itsbanishwent from the mints of
Furopa, that aay material chanze in
that vatio took place; and that the pres-
ent divergenee in the relative valaes of

he two metals was directly due to the

Yiegal outlawry of sifver. and not to any
natural cause. It had always been the
‘object of the creditors ‘to en-
hanee the value of money - by
reducinz its volume, so that when
thie - gold mines of California and
Australia were producing the largest
vield, it was proposed to demonetize
gold. The motive of demonetizing
in the ecase of gold, as well as silver,
was to aggrandize tihe ereditor class of
the world, and to eonfiscate, so far as
practieable, the rewards of the hard
toilers. The demonetization of silver
by Germany after her war with Franee,
he said, inflicted greater evils upon her

eople than her armies had inflicted on
E‘rance; and when that evil began to
have its effect, a veritable hegira of the
German population began to take place.
The demonetization of silver by the
United States in 1873 he regarded as

one of those bistorical blunders
that  were worse than erimes.
It was the echild of Ignor-

ance and avarice, and it had proved the
prolific parent of epforced idleness,
poverty and misery. No better remedy
eould be applied than the absolute re-
versal of that legislation, and putting
back the monectary svstem of the coun-
try to what it was before 1873, If the
monopolists wonld compare gold and
silver with eommodities in general they
would see how the metals had main-
tained their relations not to each other,
but to all other things. They would
find that instead of a fall having taken
place in the value of silver, the chaunge
that had really taken place was arise in
the value of both gold and silver, the
rise being relatively slight in silver and
ruinously greatin gold. Discussing the
bi!l pending before the senate, Mr.
Jones declared himself at all times and
in all places a firm and unwaver-
ing advocate of the free and unlimited
coinage of silver. In view, however, of
the great diversity of views prevailing
on the subject, and the possibility that
by reason of such diversity the session
of eongress may terminate without af
fordingz to the eountry any rvelief from
the baleful and benumbing effects of
demonetization of siiver, he had joined
with other members of the committee
in reporting the bill. Returning to his
argument, Mr. Jones said that in order
that prices might be kept from falling,
the number of dollars out should not be
reduced in number, for the purchasing
power of each dollar depended on the
whole number out., And the larger
number out the greater the - value of
each. To avoid too violent changes in
the purchasing -
Power of Money,

caused by too great abundance or
scarcity of it, soeciety for 3,000 years
had used the two metals, gold and sil-
ver, so that their mntual oscillations of
yield from the mines might serve to
correct one another. Should one of
these be discarded and deprived of the
power of legal tender, all the money
work of society would be thrown on
the other, whose value would therefore
greatly increase. Mr. Jones dwelt with
emphasis on the fact the creditors did
not care which metal was demonetized,
provided mouey were made searce and
dear. Germany and Austria demonetized
gold in 1857, but failing to secure the
eo-operation of England, in 1870, elated
with her victory over France, and
expecting to further ecripple it, Ger-
many reversed her policy and joined
England in disearding silver and adopt-
ed the gold standard. Mr. Jones warmly
defended the silyer miners from the
charge of seifishuess in desiring the re-
monetization of silver. 'The silver min-
ers, he said, were as enduring, as eager,
as vigorous, as adventurous as the Ar-
gonauts of old. They had never asked
any tavors of the government and they
asked nono now. Their calling was an
honorable one and needed no defense.
At the suggestion of Mr, Tecller Mr.
Jones postponed finishing his remarks
natil to-morrow. ‘The senate then went
into seeret session, and in a few mo-
ments adjourned.

Congressman Mills Opens Out on
i Grosvenor,

: WASHINGTON, D. C., May 12.—In the
house to-da¥ Mr. Breckenridge, of Ken-

tueky, offered an amendment to the
MecKinley tariff bill providing that any
manufacturer of goods who sells his
products outside of the United States
shall be entitled to admit free of duty
articles which he desires to useIn his
business to the value of the articles ex-
ported. Rejectea. Mr. Anderson, of
Kansas, offered an amendinent provid-
ing that the president may suspend the
rate ot duty on any imported article
when in his judgment the pioduection,
manufacture or sale of such articles is
monopolized or attempted to be con-
trolled by any trust or combination.
Mr. MeMillan advocated the amend-
ment, but expressed his Dbelief that
it would not be agreed to. He then
made an attaek upon trusts and com-
bines, and said that nothing would be
done against trusts as long as the Re-
publican party was in the majority in
the house. Mr. Grosvenor threw the
house into commotion by declaring that
two years ago the leader of the greatest
and most extortionate trust in the coun-
try came to the ecapitol, marched into
the dark chamber of the ways and
means committee and figuratively took
the majority of the committee by the
hand and shook free sugar out of it.
Mr. Mills at once jumped to his feet and
exclaimed: *“I want to state to the gen-
tleman frem Ohio that that statement is
false, Every word of 1t is false.””. “We
hear the ¢ld plantation slogan again,”
said Mr. Grosvenor. *‘You will always
bear it when you deserve it,” Mr. Miils
repiied. “We hear the old slogan
again,” said Mr. Grosvenor. *“‘A man
who at the head of a great com-
mittee puts his name upon a
bill and sinks his party into oblivion
ought to get indignant. The plantation
manners of the gentleman who made
the speech in New Haven will not drive
me from my position.” *“Nobody will
drive von from your pesition of falsc-
hood,” interjected Mr. Mills.

Mr. Niedringhaus, of Missouri,
proposed an amendment, making com-
mercial boracie acid dutiable at 3, in-
stead of 5, cents per pound. Rejeected.
Mr. Covert, of New York, moved to
strike out the elause imposing a duty of
a quarter of a cent a pound on muriatie
acid. and followed his motion with an
argument againgt the bill, as not being
for the benefit of agrieultural interests,
Mr. Perkins, of Kansas, referred to the
Democratie solicitude concerning the
Welfare of the Farmers

of Kansas. Ile was satisfied that the
arguments indulged in would not de-
eeive the farmers. It was unfortunately
true, he said, that for five years or more
the agricultural interests had been de-
pressed. Every day that Cleveland
was president farms derpreciated in
value. But there were signs of a re-
moval of that depression in agriculture
by the inspiration of the proposed legis-
tation of a Republican congress. Mr.
Breckenridge, of Kentueky, ridiculed
the speech made by Mr. Perxins, of
Kansas, and expressed his_gratification
that with the farmers of Kansas every-
thing was loveiy. He hoped that the
Farmers’ alliance would accept the
assurance that everything was lovely.
After further debate, Mr. Covert’s
amendment was rejected, as well as an-
other to strike out tiie duty on sulphurie
acid. ‘T'he eommittee then rose, and at
5:45 the house adjourned until 11 o’clock

AIDS TO NAVIGATION,

Discussion of Pians for Improving
the Mississippi.

Wasm~ertoyN, D. C, May 12.—A
series of hearings upon plans for the
improvement of the Mississippi river,
was begun by the senate committee on
commeree to-day. The members of the
Mississippi river commission, Capt.
Cowden, of Lake Borgne outlet fame,
and a number of other persons interest-
ed inthe subject were present. Gen.
Comstock, ehairinan of the Mississippi
river commission, made a statement of
the work done by the commission, and
said the results had been favorable,
He opposed the Lake DBorgne out-
let scheme. In his  opinion the
Eads jetties had not raised the bed of
the river. The levees had not raised
the bottom of the river; but the high
water level has been raised somewhat
by levees. *I am in a minority of the
commission,” said Gen. Comstock; “the
majority - believe that the system of
levees is an aid to navigation. For that
purpose 1 would not build levees. Itis
necessary to have them for the protec-
tion of the country along the lower end
of the river, and the gencral govern-
ment should bear its proportion cf the
expense.” Capt. Cowden, the promoter
of the Lake Borgne outlet, produced a
map of the survey of 1857, to prove that
the statement of the Mississippi river
commission in its report of 1880, as to
the shoaling caused by tiie Jump out-
let was'not borne ouf by the facts as

OTTAWA, May 12.— The Middleton
fur scandal came up for discussion in
parliament to-day. Gen. Sir Frederick
Middleton, eomiuanding the Capadian
militia, has been convicted by a com-
mittee of members of parliament for
looting furs owned by a Metis named
Bremner, valued at £5,000 or £3,000, dur-
ing the late Northwest rebellion.. The
report of the committee was presented
to the house, and provoked a heated
discussion. Hon. Edward Blake point-
ed out the penalties which should
be Inflicted. In conélusion, he de-
noanced in unmeasured terms the gen-
eral’s conduct, and said the government
should make him pay the whole value
of the looted property and dismiss him
from the service. Sir Adolphe Caron,
minister of militia, defended the gen-
eral, and said it was only an error of
judgment. He tried to palliate the of-
fence. Sir Jehn Maedonald agreed that
1t was an error of judgment, but said
that the government, in the face of
everything, could not condone the of-
fence. The report, which is virteally
the zeneral’s death warrant as far as
his future service is conecerned, was
adopted unanimonsly. It is expeeted
that he will resign to-morrow.
