Senate and House Divided on
the Subject of Pension

Legislation.

Washington, May 13.—1n the senate
to-day the discussion of the silver ques-
tion was continued. Mr. Davis, from
the pension committee, reported in
favor of a disagreement to the. house
amendment to the dependent pension
bill. A conference was ordered, and
Messrs. Davis, Sawyer and Blodgett
were appointed coufcrrees on the part
of the senate. The senate then, at Ip.
m,resumed consideration of the. silver
bill, and Mr. Jones, of Nevada, con-
tinued the speech begun by him yester-
day. After a long argument in favor
of the reinonetization ot silver,
Senator Jones said, in conclusion,
Ipredict, Mr.President, that the res-
toration of silver to its birthright will
mark an epoch in the history of this re-
public. Itwillplace in circulation an
amount of money commensurate with
our increasing population. Itwillgive

assurance to our languishing industries
that the volume of our circulating me-
dium is not to continue shrinking and
that the tendency of prices- shall no
longer be downward. It willincrease
the wages of labor and the prices of the
products of labor; it will reduce the
price of bonds and other forms of money
futures; it will lighten, but not in-
equitably, the burden of mortgages: it
will increasw largely, though not un-
justly, the debt-paying and tax-paying
power of the people; it will loosen the
grasp of tho creditor from the neck
of the debtor. The lifting up of
silver to its rightful plane by the
side of gold will set in motion all the
latent energies of the people.

'
In a

broader sense than any other question
attracting the general attention of man-
kind is this a question of civilization. It
embodies the hopes and aspirations of
our race. The act of congress whicii
shall happily solve the silver problem
willconstitute a decree of emancipa-
tion as veritable as any that ever freed
serf from thralldom, but more universal
in its application. it willproclaim the
freedom of the white race the world
over; it will lift the bowed head of
labor; it willhush the threnody of toil;
Itwillinaugurate the true renaissance
—a renaissance of prosperity, without
which industry, learning, science, lit-
erature, art. are but apples of Sodom.
After an executive session the senate
adjourned.

BUTTERWORTH WILL BOLT.

fie Points Out Weak Spots inMc-
Kinley's Bill.

Washington, May 13.—Tho house
met, and, after the transaction of some
routine business, went into committee
of the whole on the tariff bill. Mr. Mc-
Millin. of Tennessee, move to reduce
the duty on ammonia. He said liecould
see no reason why this article of neces-
sity to the farmers should be so heavily
taxed. Mr. McKinley, in opposition,
stated that since the tariff had encour-
aged competition in this country, the
piice of ammonia had been reduced
from 20 to 7% cents per pound. Mr.
Butterworth said that the price

of an article was not reduced on
account of competition alone. It
was reduced on account of improved
methods of manufacture. Ho never
doubted that the protective system was
wise and had scattered blessings on the
land from shore to shore. If there was
any danger to the protective system it
was inits oscillation between the ex-
treme of free trade on the one hand,
and, on the other, the extreme which
created inequalities among Americans
themselves. The country, in the elec-
tion of Harrison aud the Republican
congress, had declared unequivocally in
favor of sustaining and upholding the.
protective system. The conflict in1888
had not been between schedule rates,
hut between economic policies. The
Democratic policy was well known. It
was that the tariff should be

Levied for Revenue Only.

The Republican policy was that the
tariff, whether high or low, should be
so adjusted as to establish and protect
American interests and industries in
competition with the rest of the world.
Did that policy mean to remove the in-
equalities which existed between in-
dustries on this side of the water and
Industries on the other, or did it mean
to shut out all importation? He insisted
that we should not create any inequal-
ities here. The protective system dealt
with conditions and not withnational
boundary lines, except when the pres-
ence of those national boundary lines
Indicated the presence ot those con-
ditions against the influence of which
Itwas necessary to interpose the barrier
of a protective tariff. Ifthe tariff did
not deal with conditions, then a tariff
was good in the abstract, and if it was,
the fathers ot the republic had paid
themselves a poor compliment when
thej provided that as between the
states there should be no restric-
tion of commerce. Competition never
created new Industries. They were
created by the work of the brain—by In-
ventors. The committee had tried to
do the best itcould in framing the bill,
but itwas not always safe to"rely alto-
gether on the testimony of the bene-
ficiaries under a law. [Applause on
Democratic side.] He had Indicated his
belief respecting the proper function
of a tariff act, and would sooner resign
his seat than depart one hair's breadth
from that belief. Ofcourse he respect-
ed the wisdom of the committee, but
why was Paul favored and Peter turned
down? Why increase the profits of cer-
tain classes? He could name capitalists
whose profits had exceeded those of all
the agriculturists in any state of. the
Union. [Applause on Democratic side.]
He was not, he said, disturbed by the
applause on the other side. He was ex-
ceedingly grateful that they began to
realize in any sense that our country-
men deserved orotection. If, when we
bad protected equally and lilted up all
our industries, and the time should
then come when wecould not hold our
own—being the most intelligent, the
greatest and the ablest people on the
earth— then we had better retire from
the field. [Democratic applause.] Mr.
Butterworth then proceeded toexpound
his views touching

Reciprocity With Canada.
He said that we were endeavoring to

cultivate relations with 50,000,000 peo-
ple to the southward, and yet we are
afraid of Canada. Abraham Lincoln
aud Gen. Grant were not suspected of
lack of patriotism, yet they . favored re-
ciprocity. There were some things in
the bill he did not like. He had known
of an industry that had been able to
make $00,000,000 dividends on a capital
of .1.2.*#,000. Protection! Why the
country could insuch cases .better af-
ford to keep these, men in the Fifth
Avenue hotel, pay their board and ex-
penses, and set them up in the banking

business. He favored proper protec-
tion, but these men held the world in
their grip. When ho said that he did
not favor that kind of protection he was
told "you are not sound on the tariff."
The time is come when some little con-
cern should be shown to American
homes and American firesides. A
great Dotty of employes in this
country was foreign— insome great fac-
tories in the East they were known on
the rosters by numbers, because of
unfamiliarity with their names. He
did not believe itwas wise* or prudent
to make such a sweeping reduction in
sugar to be supplanted by a bounty. In
conclusion he said that the gentlemen
were very much mistaken if they
thought that the greatest desire of his
heart was not to pass a bill reflecting in
the highest degree a protective system.
What he wanted to avoid were such
features as he had pointed out in this
bill—there was such a tiling as paying
too much for an industry. Such was
the case with tinplate. The duty would
be a tax on every" fanner's patch, on
every can of goods. That tax would
amount to §50,000,000 before the manu-
facturers ot tinplate could declare a
dividend. He was anxious that his
party should not

Take a False Step.

He did not expect to participate much
in the deliberations of the house here-
after, He was quite as anxious to go
out as his Democratic friends were
anxious to get rid of him when they
gerrymandered him out. He was al-
ready out before they took that action.
After further debate by Messrs. Hatch,
of Mississippi, and Dingley, of Maine,
Mr. McMilfin'samendment was teject-
ed. Mr. Niederingbaus, of Missouri,
moved to amend by reducing the duty
on refined borax from five to three cents
per pound. figured that the borax
syndicate in this country was protected

400 per cent. Mr. Morrow,of Califor-
nia, thought the amendment came with
bad grace from Mr.Neideringhaus. Mr.
O'Ferrall, of Virginia,reading a list of
"excessive duties," said the duty on
ready-made clothing was in (he interest
of Postmaster General Wanamaker.
Mr.Neideringhaus' amendment was re-
jected. Gl to 81. Mr.Tracy, of New York,
moved toreduce the duty on" coal tar
preparations from 20 to 10 per cent. Lost.
Mr. McMillin, ot Tennessee, attacked
the paragraph relating to ethers, and
asked for an explanation of the fact
that in the case of those ethers not im-
ported, the committee had graciously
made a reduction of 20 per cent, but
had increased the tax on these ethers
that were imported. Mr.Dingley, of
Maine, replied that as the gentleman
hud assisted in the preparation of the
Mills bill, which contained exactly the
same language and figures, perhaps he
could explain himself. Mr.Payne, of
New Yoru, explained that the reduc-
tion was made in the case of sulphuric
ether used for legitimate purposes, and
the increase made in the case of those
ethers used as food adulterants. Mr.
McMillin made an unsuccessful effort
to reduce the duty on gelatine, glue,
and isinglass, which was followed by
an equally futile efforton the part of
Mr. AlcAdoo, of New Jersey, to have
poppyseed oil placed on the free list.
Mr. Biggs, of California, offered an
amendment increasing the duty on olive
oil from 85 to50 cents -a gallon. Lost.
After considering 13 of the 156 pages of
the bill the committee rose, aifd the
house, at 5:45, adjourned until to-mor-
row.

DIVIDED AGAINST ITSELF.

Tbe Senate and House Will Fight
Over a Pension Bill.

Washington, May 18.
— Senator

Davis, with the unanimous concurrence
of the other members of the senate pen-
sion committee, to-day submitted a re-
port recommending that the senate do
not agree to the amendments made by
the house to the senate dependent pen-
sion bill. The differences between the
two bodies are radical, and the mem-
bers of the senate committee announce
their determination not to agree to the
house billunder any conditions. The
bill as it passed the senate was a de-
pendent pension measure, identical to
that vetoed by President Cleveland.
The house amended the billby pass-
ing a substitute measure— the Mor-
rill bill—which is both a de-
pendent and service pension bill.
Senator Davis makes a long written re-
port upon the differences between the
two houses. Itsays that in.the opinion
of the senate committee the two meas-
ures are entirely irreconcilable, and in
the committee's judgment the house
billis wholly inadequate. The house
provision benefits those who do not need
a pension at the expense of those who
are in absolute need. It is the
opinion of the senate committee, that it
is the duty of the government, before
entering upon any other pension legis-
lation, to provide for the needs of the
disabled and dependent soldiers in the
most liberal maimer possible. The
senate bill was framed upon this theory.
Itsobject is relief to the necessitous,
and not to those who do not need it.
The report then snys that the service
pension is a matter which should not he
involved witha disability Dill. A serv-
ice pension is a matter requiring the
most careful consideration inorder that

Justice May Be Done, .
both to the soldier and to the country.
Estimates prepared by Capt.Ainswortb,
of the adjutant general's office, show
that the approximate aggregate cost of
a service pension, upon a basis of sixty-
two years as the age limit, will be
SI,182,095,525. Upon a basis of sixty
years the cost willbe .1,333,109.820. Of
this amount, .1,0711,617,024 must be paid
before the end of the year 1915, and the
average annual payment would be 141,-
--523,732. Itshould be stated, however,
that these estimates are subject to au
annual reduction of $1,174,030, due to
22,595 of the pensioners who are already
on the rolls at .4.33 a month, on the
average. These estimates are materially
greater than those of the house com-
mittee; but the senate committee adopts
them because they seem to be based on
valid reasons, and because all experi-
ence has shown that pension estimates
have heretofore invariably fallen below
the actual cost. The committee does not
believe the service pension would give
satisfaction to soldiexs. It is preferen-
tial .and invidious. It is a ton-
tine measure. It places the man who
served ninety days upon the same foot-
ing withhim who served four years. It
compels the youth whoenlisted at eight-
een, losing his opportunity for educa-
tion, and who was discharged a veteran
at twenty-three, to wait twelve years
before his claim for recognition willbe
entertained. Itis the committee's opin-
ion that whenever it is deemed wise to
inaugurate a system of service pensions
itshould be done for the benefit of all
livingsoldiers who

'

are honorably dis-
charged and that the rate of pension
should be graded according to length of
service.

Emm Pasha's Expedition In

London,May 13.—The reception given
to Henry M.Stanley by the corporation
of London in the Guildhall to-day was
the grandest of all the demonstrations
that have been made in honor of the
great explorer since his arrival here.
Long before the time appointed for the
reception the streets in the vicinity of
the Guildhall were so crowded with
people that traffic was entirely suspend-
ed, a state of affairs that existed for sev-
eral hours. The speeches, which were
delivered by several members of the
municipal government, welcoming Stan-
ley toLondon and conferring upon him
the freedom of the city, were of the
most eulogistic character. A large
number of ladies -were in attend-
ance and paid especial attention
to the guest of the occasion. The free-
dom of the city was presented in the
usual .diminutive casket, and the ex-
plorer was also the recipient of a num-
ber of pictures and maps of Africa and
London, together with the arms of
Great Britain and the United States.
Mr. Stanley, in returning thanks for
himself and for his companions, said
that the Congo mignt have belonged to
England had Englishmen listened to
his lectures between 1878 aud 1884.
Belgium was reaping 100 per cent. En-
gland mighthave had East Africa. But
her journalists see everything through
opaque glass. Germany to-day has the
lion's ahare, and cannot fail to win in
the long run. The Germans have a
wifle-avvake monarch. Wissmann never
heard of such things as Quakerism,
peace societies, anti-enterprise com-
panies and namby-pamby journalism-
all of which are clogs to every hearty
endeavor made by England. He hoped
the government would remember the
services of his companions, and not
chill their young souls with the neglect
which first warped poor Gordon after
his heroic achievements in China.

EMIN PASHA'S HARD LUCR.

His Expedition Meets With Un-
foreseen Difficulties.

Zanzibar, May.13.— Emm Pasha
expedition, which was dispatched to the
interior of Africa in the interests of
Germany, has met with unforeseen diffi-
culties. The expedition took its depart-
ure from Ragamoyo April 28, and has
only reached a point distant five days'
march from the coast. It has been
greatly delayed by the death of a num-
ber of the porters and by the desertion
of others. The total loss ot porters by
death and desertion amounts to one-
quarter of the whole number engaged
to accompany the expedition.-

IT MENACES NO ONE.

The Policy of the Dreibund Is
Peace.

Rome, May 13.— 1n the chamber of
deputies to-day Premier Crispi stated
that the policy of the Dreibuud was un-
changed. Itwas a policy of peace and
menaced no one, being' solely of a de-
fensive character. Our armaments, he
said, are not the result of alliances;
they are necessary to Italy as a means
for defense ifmenaced in the Balkans.
We have always protected the in-
dependence" of those states. In
Bulgaria, acting in accord with
Austria and England, we prevented ac-
tion that would have endangered the
peace of Europe. InAfrica we remain
where we are. and go no further. Noth-
ing menaces us from the Soudan. The
English are keeping a good watch
there. Our accord" with England is
complete, and we shall never do any-
thing ex:ept in accord with her. Inre-
ferring to the African estimates, Sgr.
Crispi said he was confident there would
soon be formed an Italian East African
company. Speaking of the condition of
the workingmen," he said the govern-
ment had under consideration a meas-
ure which would reform existing regu-
lations regarding emigration. The fact
that the number of emigrants was de-
creasing showed that the reports of the
misery existing among the working
classes inItaly were exaggerated.

HARTINGTON HONORED.

Liberal Unionists Banquet Their
Leader.

London, May 13.— Unionist
members of parliament gave a banquet
at the Crystal palace this evening in
honor of Lord Hartington, who returned
recently from a foreign trip, which he
had taken for the benefit of his health.
Mr. Chamberlain presided, and in a
speech congratulated Lord Hartington
upon his recovery. In reply, Lord
Hartington thanked his hosts for the
warmth of their reception. Referring
to political topics, he said the Unionists
at all events had brought itabout that
the home rule project, ifit was ever ac-
cepted by the country, would not be ac-
cepted without an adequate discussion.
Mr.Goschen, the Earl of Derby, and
ethers spoke.

JUMPED INTO THE SEA.

Nine Dahomians Commit Suicide
at Kotonou.

Kotonou, Dahomey, May 13.—Dur-
ing an exchange of prisoners, nine Da-
homians committed suicide by throwing
themselves into the waters of the har-
bor. The Germans have abandoned
their factory at Whydah. The king
continues hostile. At the last moment
the king was inclined to resist, and
only restored the French prisoners on
the intervention of the Portuguese.

The
czar, it is asserted, , always dis-
trusted the stability of the French re-
public, but itwas impossible for him to
agree with Germany while Bismarck
was in office. Itis thought probable
that the meeting of the czar and the
kaiser at Krasnoe-Seto will result in a
compact which will altogether change
the grouping of the European powers.

gusson, under secretary of foreign af-
fairs, denied that the government had
informed Germany, or any other gov-
ernment, that the sugar convention
would not be observed by England.

A Move to Protect Labor.
Paris, May IS.—The chamber of dep-

uties to-day. passed a bill imposing pen-
alties on employers; for the unlawful
dismissal of members of trade unions,
and for other breaches of the rights of
unions. Itis doubtful ifthe senate will
ratify the action of the chumber.

Rioting inHamburg.

Hamburg, May 13.—The' strikers re-
sumed their rioting to-night, arid were
dispersed by the mounted police. The
main street isnow cordoned by police,
and arrests are being mhdc of all disor-
derly persons.

COUNTY ASSESSORS CINCHED.

That Office Is Abolished in North
Dakota.

Special to the Globe. :
Bismarck, N.D., May 13.—The su-

preme court handed down a decision in
the assessor case to-day. The revenue
law, section 80 in dispute, abolishing
the oflice of county assessor, was sus-
tained, Judge Lander being thereby re-
versed. The court holds that the offlce
is a legislative office, and section 10 of
the schedule in the constitution which
provides that "all county and precinct
officers shall hold their offices for the
term for which they were elected," does
not prohibit the legislature from abol-
ishing the office. The new revenue law
creates district assessors, and this case
was an appeal , from Ransom county,
wherein the county assessor refused to
vacate. The supreme court adjourned
until June 3. The assessor case was the
most important; decision handed down.
Itis understood that the Northern Pa-

REVISION OF THE FAITH.

A Majority of the Presbyterians
Favor It.

New York, May 13.—The Independ-
ent of this week publishes returns from
all but live of the presbyteries of the
Presbyterian church, showing that 183
have voted for revision, sixty-nine

'against revision, and six have de-
clined to vote. Most of the presbyteries .
not heard from are foreign. The Inde-
pendent also publishes the vote in de-
tail for each presbytery. According to
Its footings, 2,33"_ ministers ami elders
have voted against revision and 3,8:54

The
largest majority either tor or against
revision was given by the pres-
bytery of Huntingdon, Pa„ the
vote being two for and seventy-one
against revision. Syracuse gave 53
for and none against revision. New
York, which cast the largest vote, gave
(54 for revision and 15 against, showing;
a majority of 4!), which is exactly what
the presbytery of Brooklyn gave on the
same side. All M the Pennsylvania
presbyteries.save Erie.Lackawanna and
Northumberland, voted against are-
vision. Most of the presbyteries of
New York voted for revision. Many of
the Southern presbyteries, composed
chieflyof negroes, voted solidly against
revision, as did also the presbyteries of
California.
