Corrigan’s Colt Riley Wins
the Kentucky Derby
on a Canter.

Bobespierre, the Favorite,
Barely Managed to Get a
Chalk Mark.

Eighteen Starters for the
Brooklyn Handicap to Be
Run To-Day.

Owners, Plungers and Jock-
eys Perplexed as to the
Probable Result.

LouisviLLe, Ky., May 14. —The feat-
ures of the opening day of the spring
meeting of the Louisville Jockey club
were the great erowd, some very lively,
though not particularly heavy betting,
and the mud. And then the Kentueky
Derby was run in the slowest time on
record. ‘The nearestapproach to it was
in 1883, when Leonatus galloped away
from Drake Carter and the rest in 2:43.
It rained all night last night, setting in
at. 1 ‘oclock- this morning for
a steady = down-pour which lasted
till 10 o’clock this morning.
Then the clouds began to break
away and there were occasional
glimpses of the sun. At 2 o’clock the
heavens were clear and the Derby track

At Churehill Downs lay like a bright
yellow ribbon glistening in the sun-
shine. Throngs of people had been
crowdmg the street cars, and scores of
earriages and vehieles of every deserip-

tion blocked the way for hours. When
the bell ealled for the first race.the
stand, area in front and the betting
stands and the field—free on Derby day
—were filled as never before. Fully
20,000 prople were present. There
were more  strangers  than _ for
many years. Cincinnati and Lex-
ingten contingents came in
this morning, looking much Dbe-
draggled by the rain, but were dried
off and 1 high feather at the track.

While the bets placed by individuals
were not heavy, except in a few
instances. the ageregate of money that
changed hands was very great. ‘The
pool room at the Louisviile hotel was
packed this morning, and though there
were twenty-five bookmakers at the
track and auction pools the jam was so
great that many were unable to place
their money. Whenever good odds
went up there would be a erush in their
direction, and only the strongest and
most courageous could push their way
through and secure the advantage.
There was
Not Much Plunging,

owing to the uncertainty of the princi-
pal event, but a steady stream the whole
afternoon. The track was slush at the
opening. The slightest canter scattered
a slop for several feet on either side,
and with every great bound in the run-
ning mud and water were dashed yards
away 1n every direction. As the racing
progressed the mud dried a little and
became more sticky. The initial-event
was a five-furlong dash for two-year-
olds for a §400 purse. Starters: Lib-
erty Bell, Gen. Caldwell, Nettie Beat-
vice, Hindoo Lass, Sanford, Jay Jay
Cee Laura Agnes, Grandpa and Valpar-
aiso. -In the betting Sanford and Jay
Jay Cee were 2to- 1, Gen. Caldwell,
Beatrice and Laura Agnes 4 to 1each,
and the rest 15 to30to 1. Grand Pa
won by two open lengths, Liberty Bell
second, General Caldwell third, Laura
Agnes fourth, Nettie Beatrice fifth and
the others close together. Time, 1:07%5.
Liberty Bell got off first with Grand Pa
at his haunches and Caldwell next. At
the head of the streteh Valpraiso was
leading half a length in front of Liberty
Bell and Grand Pa third. Coming down
the srreteh Grand Pa went to the front
and Caldwell moved up second and
tried to win. The second race was a
$400  purse, one mile, for all
ages. Seven starters, with
weights, jockeys and betting
as follows: Glockuer, 4 to 5, 122 pounds
(Britton); Quarter Deck, 15 to 1, 112
(Fox); War Peak, 20 to 1, 108 (Smith);
Blue Maid, 20 to 1. 101 (Brooks); Uncle

(Boady). Uncle Bob won. They got
off with Uncle Bob and Quarter Deck
together, War Peak third.

In
the streteh Unele Bob moved up and he
and Glockner began to leave the others
strung out. ‘Uncle Bob got his head in
front of Gloekner, but as they rounded
the head of the streteh it was still nip
and tuck. Down the streteh Uncle Bob
held his own easily, and won by a
Jeneth, War Peak third.

Beeause he wasalong way the best
horse started. None of the other five
could touch him on that muddy track,
and it is doubtful if Bill Letcher, who
alone proved to be in the same elass,
could have pushed the great son of
Longfellow over a dry track. All talk
about Riley being out of condition was
nonsense. He was. never more fit.
Clean of limb, sound and strong. There
was no sign of cough or other indispo-
sition. His eye was clear and bright
and he looked the winner. Then there
was Isaae Murphy’s riding. ‘The oceca-
sion required ajockey who could keep
his horse in hand and prevent his kill-
ing himself by running away.
Murphy did this admirably. e
yad s horse undeér complete control
throuzhout, held him back to let the
othiers set the pace through the mud,
kept the way open before him  to take
advantage of every favor the dreadful
track offered, and ready at the right
moment to make the running and win

Murphy rode his horse on the inside
track, saving two or three long jumps
at each place. and at the right moment
came out on the high center of the
track, where the goingz was. lightest.
Then at the three-quarters, coming
eome, he let him out, coming under the
wire fresh and strong an easv winner.
In contrast with this was Robespierre’s
management by little Francis. For
some reason just at the last moment
Kiley. the trainer, was taken off aud
Francis substituted. The little jockey
was unable to control his horse
and it was a fizht throughout in which
Robespierre would be sawed down and
held back for a few leaps only to take
the bit and run to the front at a

There were six starters, as expected,
Riley, with Corrigan’s green and white,
gleaming fresh and clear. was the first
to show on the track with Murphy up,
and was received with tremendous
cheering, meant as mueh for the rider
as for the horse. Then came Prince
Fonso with Overton in the saddle, in
orange and black, followea in order by
Palisade, with Britton in the Melbourne
stable colors, blue hoobs and white
cap. Bill Letcher, with Allen up,
Robespierre, ridden by Franecis, and
Outlook, ridden by Breckenridge.
Letcher and Robespierre were greeted
with rounds of applause. At the start,
in the betting, Robespierre was a hot
favorite on even terms, Riley suddenly
dropped to 4 to 1, and Letcher was at
the same fizure. They eantéred leisurely
around to the half-mile post. opposite
the stand, as the chute had beed closed,
and were off at the firsttap of the drum,
with Leteher in the Jead, Palisade see-
ond. Outlook third, the others bonehed.
In the stretch Robespierre led by half a
length, Outlook second, Fonso third.
the others close up. At the quarter
Robespierre still led, Outlook second,
Palisade third, the others scattered in
the rear. At the half Riley was first'by
a head in front of Rospierre, but kept
the lead only a twinkling, Letcher
third. Robespierre ran out, making
the race 1o the three-quarters
when Riley began his race and the rest
began whipping for life, Atonce Riley
went to the front a length, Bill Letcher
coming to second. and leaving Robes-
pierre third, the rest straggling one,
two and three lengths behind, Outiook
last.

BANKING ON PRODUCE. °

Arguments in Favor of Pickler’s
Novel Scheme.

WASHINGTON, May 14.—Mr. Macune,
representing  the Farmers’ alliance,
this morning continued his argument
begun yesterday before the ways and
means committee in favor of the Pickler
bill to establish sub-treasuries for the
receipt of agricultural products. He
was questioned by members of the com-
mittee respecting the details and prob-
able effect of the bill. Mr. Bayne
wished to know if one effect would not

be to encourage overproduction. Mr.
Macune replied that it would
not, for just as soon as

the farmers calling became more profita-
ble than others, there would be an in-
flux of men into that Dbusiness, which
would result in a reaction, and finally
the restoration of an equilbrium. To
his mind, no fixed volume of currency—
no matter how great—would meet the
peeds of agriculture, It wanted an
elastic. medinmn. The farmer sold his.
crops in the fall, when prices were
lower, and bought his supplies before
harvest, when prices were highest.
Crops were marketed in two or three
months of the year, and this marketing
annually caused a great stringeney
in money. Mr. Fiower said that
the plan would lead to banking
on live stoek, iron, lead and silver ore,
They were getting along now in the
latter direction at the otiier end of the
capitol. In time we would have every-
thing in hoc. In the course of ten
years, the government would be nursing
the ehildren and the women working in
the field. The true remedy for the
farmer’s ilis was the manutacturers’
plan. They should rezulate produe-
tion. Raise only enough produce to
meet the pecple’s wants, and thereby
get fair prices. Mr. Macune proceeded
to explain the prices proposed to regu-
fate the issue of produece certificates.
He said-that the necessity for excluding
imports of agricaltural products was ob-
vious if the quality of the certificates
was to be preserved. The ecertificates
would constitute the soundest and best
currency in the world., Probably not
one-half of the §50.000,000 appropriation
asked for to put the new machinery in
action would be required, but the sum
should not be absolutely fixed at a min-
imum, as it would be necessary to ex-~
tend the system to include all products |
of labor not covered by patents.

Chinese exclusion aet. Mr. Coon says
that it is true that the Chinese are eom-
ing into the United States despite the
efforts of the customs department to
keep them out. An examination he
made of the state line, Mr. Coon says,
shows that the opportunities for eross-
ing the Mexican border into California
are many, and with the foree at' the
command of the department it will be
impossible to prevent all of them
.from entering this country. When
they have. onee reached San

Essayists who enjoy formu- -
lating theories for an ideal government’
admit . that their cherished sys«
tems can come only through the politi-
cal activity of the people. Now, to
keep the people active, court must be
made to their personal, individual in-
terest. Let them consider that there is
not only public, but personal advantage
to be gained. Then they will work.
And for working they will be rewarded.””

“Then you donot think this country
would be better off with such a clivil
service as England possesses? ”’

** Most assuredly 1 do not. What—
verpetuate an office—holding clssses of
which every individual mamber upon
arriving at the age of sixty shall receiva
a pension.
