DEMOGCRATS CONFIDENT

That They Will Cut in Twain a
Repubhican Majorivy.
gpecial to the Globe.

CHAMBERLAIN, S.D., May 16.—The
political situation in South Dakota is
decidedly favorable to the Democrats.
While they do not feel that the state
ticket can be elected at the coming
election, they do expeet, and with good
reason, that the Republican majority
will be ecut in half, and that it will
speedily be wiped out entirely. The
Republican party of this state has taken
upon itself the cuardianship of prohi-
bition, and that it is not considered
kindly by a great faction of that party
was shown by the spring elections in
several important towns of the state,
the most notable of which being the
sweeping victory by the Democerats of
the city of Yankton, hitherto a Repub-
Jican stronghold. 1n which it would
have Dbeen folly for a Democrat
to seek office. A better idea of the sit-
wation in the state will be had when it
§s understood that the Republican state
ticket received a majority of nearly
80.000, while prohibition carried by less
than 10,000, The Republican vote in

the state is composed to a great extent
of a foreizn eleinent, nearly all Ger-
mans, Norwegians and  Russians being
Republicans., This powerful faction is
deserting that party in whole platoons
on aceount of the position taken by that
party on the prohibition questiop. In
tuis section there are many genilemen
of  influence, hitherto lepubli-
ean, who have renounced  their
allegiance to that party and taken
up with vizor the cause of
Demoeraey. There is also a strong ele-
ment that voted for prohibition because
it seemed to be proper, that now sees
that there can be nosucha thing as
prohibition 1n the face of the recent de-
cision of the supreme court, wiio now
realize that their only hope for remov-
ing the farce 1s through the Democratic
party. They see almost daily large in-
voices of hquor being taken (rom the
cars and turned over to tiie imvorters in
the original packagzes by agents, and
realize that the license money badly
needed in every city and county is
sacrificed, while the consumption of
liquor is not abated In the least. Any
sane man fully recognized the
fact that prohibitlon under these
circumstances ean be nothing but a
farce. 'The farmers are also beginning to
understand that they are getting de-
cidedly the worstof it on the taritf ques-
tion.  They are beginning to realize
that there is no good to them in a taritf
which increases enormausly the ecst of
all the necessities of the farm, while all
their produets go to sapply an export
trade, They are taking sodecpan in-
terest in the question that meetings are
being held in the eounty, waere the
question is freely and thorouchly dis-
cussed as regards their inierests. - The
Demoeratie state committee, realizing
fully the temper of the. people, has
called an early state convention, and
from the 11th day of June, when the
tivket will be placed in the field, until
election day, a war will be waged sueh
as has mnever before  been  wit-
nessed in the state or territory. A
most thorougzh and complete eanvass of
the state will be made and the ficht will
be pressed with the utmost vigor. The
Farmers’ allianea 1s also organizing for
a vigorous campaign, and will undouht-
edly place a state ticket in the field,
whieh will greatly reduce the subport
of the Republican ticket. The members
of the alliance have in the past been al-

most entirely iznored by the rings and

cligues who earry that party around in
their pecket in the state, dealing out
tine offices without rezard to thie wishes
and desires of the farmers, who com-
buse uine-tenths of the vote of the state.
I'hey have become weary of this man-
ner of running the party, and now  de-
clarethat they have the strength and
provese to exert it in their own behaif.
With these state tickets in the fie Id and
a capital and a women’s suffrage cam-
paign on the side, South Dakota will be
fairty toiling over politically ia a few
weeks.

Kentucky Democrats Name
Him as the Successor of
Senator Beck.

E_leven Hundred Presbyterian

Fraxgrorr, Ky., May 16.—Hon.
John G. Carlisle was nominated to sue-
ceed Senator Beek by the Democratie
caucns at Frankfort to-nizht, The nom-
ination would almost eertainly have
been made last night had not Dr. W. 1.
Norman, the member from Henderson,
without eonsultation announced that he
had all along voted for Knatt, but he no
longer believed Knott conld win, and
would support Carhisle. This ancered
the Knott men and they rallied and.with
the other opvosition, secured adjourn-
ment. The Carlisle leaders have boeen
uneasy all day over thisineident. When
the caucus assembled to-night. how-
ever, with instructions for (arlisle re-
ceived during the day from several con-
stituencies, and with the general senti-
ment for Carlisie becoming steadily
stronger, their anxiety was found to be
greundless. At the opening, Repre-
sentative Seitle, in a neat speech, with-
drew his name from the contest. Then

tepresentative  Cooper, for ex-Gov.
Knott, withdrew his name, amid en-
thusiastiec  eheers from  Carlisle’s
friemis. The ballot was then taken
and stoea: Carlisie.52; Lindsay, 33: Me-
Creary, 30. Senator Smith then withdrew
MeCreary’s name and the fight was
ended. The ninth ballot, all eounted,
wis taken, and the announcement
“Carlisle 727 made. when above the
wiid eheering was heard a strong voice
moving to make: the nomination unani-
mous by acclamation. ‘The motion was
carcied. Carlisle’s vote gave him fifteen
majority. There is general congratula-
tion here to-nivht over the result, which
is in harmony with the wishes of a
farge majority oi the voters of the state,
The newspaper oftl+es here were sere-
naded, and a erowd marched throngh
he sureets eheering in honor of the
event,

Eleven Hundre!l #Prosbyterian
Churches Without Pastors.

SanraTtoca, N. Y.. May 16.—The min-
isters and elders conposing the Presby-
terian assembly of 1890 were early risers
this morning. At 9 o’clock when the
assem bly was called toorder every com-
missioner was in his seat and the gal-
leries were well filled with spectators.
The minutes of yesterday’s session were
read and adepted. Nineteen standing
comm.ttees were announced by the
molerator. The more Lmportant com-
mittees and their cehairmen are as fol-
lows: Bills and Overtures, William C.
Roberts;  Judiciary, Dr. Kempshall.
Church  Polity, Herriek  Johuoson;
home missions, H. 8. Little. for-
eign missions, D. J. Burrell; eduocat-
ion, R. F. Patterson; publication. How-
ard Crosby: theological seminaries, C.
T. Thompson; freedmen, E. D. Morris:
church erection, D. P. Putnam; col-
leges, Hemphill Browns; eorrespond-
ence, H. W, Jefferson. The report of
the speecial committee to inquire into
the best means of preventing the liquor
traffic in the Conzo region was read,
adopted and the committee discharged.
‘The report says that after conference
with the proper authorities 1t was
learned that the relation between the
United States and the authorities at
Brussels concerning the Conzo region
were of such a delicate nature that the
United States could not take the initia-
tory in theattempt toabolish the trade,
The stated clerk reported that on the
general question of the revision, 132
presbyteries had answered in the art-
firmative, 66 in the negative, 7 declined
to auswer and 8 had not yet re-
ported. A committee of five was ap-
pointed to ranvass the answers to the
overtures as follows: Dr. Franeis L.
Patton, of Princeton eolleges; Dr. H. M.
Mc¢Cracken, of New York: J. D. Thorn-
ton, San Francisco; Maurice D. Ed-
wards, St. Paul, and R. P. Shanklin, of
Indianapolis. The special committee
on the board of publication reported
against the purchase of a ecomplete pub-
lishing outfit. Its report alleges great
extravazance in the ssatter of publish-
ing pooks, It recommends the appoint-
ment of three additional members of
the board, who shall be elders residing
in different synous. The board of pub-
lication businese committee offered an
adverse report on the same subject.
Botlh reports were reeerved and referred
to the standing committee on publica-
tion. A report on imissionary work in
the United States army and navy
was read and adopted. The report
of the committee on supply of
ministers showed over 1,100 vacant
churches. Three hundred and seventeen
chureches have been disbanded during
the past five years. The committee re-
ported in favor of reducing the standard
of educational qualification and of mag-
nifying the duties of the ministrv. **The
hope of our church is not in theological
edueation, but in the religious instrue-
tion of the family.” The report was re-
ceived, ordered printed and referred for
consideration Monday afternoon. The
afternoon session was  opened with
prayer by Dr. Joseph T. Smith, of
Baltimore. The report of the com-
mittee on methods of amending the con-
stitution was taken up. After reading
the proposed amendment, there was a
general diseussion. Dr. Francis Patton,
of Princeton colleze, said this is the
most important quesiion to' come be-
fore the assembly; vastly more im-
portant than the question of revision, as
it deals with the mode in which revision
may be had. Two features of the report
wera objectional: first, in explicit
terms, it denies to the assembly all
funetions of legislation, wiping them
out forever. This was revolutionary.
Dr. Van Dyke, of New York, said he
liked the report, and his mind was not
changed by the eloquent address of Dr,
Patton, whom he loved, but whom he
proposed to handle without gloves. He
said he knew all about the adopting act
before Dr, Patton was born. Judge
Robert N. Willson, of Philadelphia, a
a member of the committee, defended
the report. Elder Junkin, of Philadel-
phia, opposed the report. Atter fuither
remarks the session was closed without
action on the report,

ROMANISM D&NOUNCED.

The M. E. Conference at St. Louis
Attacks the Papacy.
St. Louis, Mo., May 16,—A series of

resolutious signed by a number of dele-
gates were introduced in the §M. E.
conference to-diy, denouncing Roman-
ism, and recommending that the Sun-
day schoo! committee be direeted to
have such instruction as they deem
necessary placed in the catechism in-

forming the ehildrén on Prot 'stantism,

teaching them why they are Protestants
and impressing on them the great evils
of Romanism. After debate the resolu-

tions were referred to the commiitds
on Sunday scheols. Delegate Magee,
cf Georgia, stated that the lmpression
bad gone abroad that the resolution on
worldliness, which was before the con-
ference last week, had been tabled, and
the opinion had gained ground that the
conferenes was afraid to place itself on
record  as oppesed to worldliness.
He urged that the resolution be
taken from the table and considerad.
He was nformed that the resolution
had vassed the conterence, but thata
motion to have it placed in the book of
discipline had ULeen tabled. After a
lonz and somewhat heated discussion a
resolution was passed that a committee
of fifteen be appointed to drait a reso-
lution on worldliress, to be inserted in
the appendix of the book of «iseipline.
A resolution to limit the term of a pre-
siding elder to eight years was de-
feated.  After heanng the repovt of the
commitlee o 6l ssionaries  the con-
ference adjourned.

Resulved, That this assembly again recog-
nizes ihe Amencain Bible society, aceording
to the constitution upon which it is organ-
ized and the pemaples upou whieh ivis at
present condueted, us an aid of our church
in the distribution of the Scriptures, and as
sueh commends 1t to the eonhdence and sup-
pore of &ll our people. That we recommend
our chucches io piace the Sible eanse mnong
the objects cf teneticence, and 10 make an
annual contribuiion for it to be turned over
to auxiliary societies in rheir neighborhood
or direcity 1o the parent society in New York,

Rev. M. H. Houston, seeretary of the
foreizn mission, of Nashville, Tenu.,
titen submitied a repori on toreizn mis-
sions, showing that during the past
year fourteen missionaries have been
sent to the mission  fiela, the largest
number ever sentount by the church in
obie year. An important mission of
great intereat has been undertaken to
the Congo tree state of Africa. ‘Lhe re-
ceipts of the treasury from all shutees
for the vear amounted to SIO7,627—=x11,-
572 more thau for any previous year.
‘The amount received from legacies was
largely incereased, veing  nearly $15,000.
The sums trom other sources weres bat
shghtly.inereased  over former  years.
The comuiiiter urges the assembly to
restore to the foreign missions the same
proportion of coilections as at nrst,
which was one-fourth, instead of one-
siath, as now, buring the response to
*The Faith Onece - Delivered to the
Saints,” by Dr. C.- R. Hemphill, of
Lowsville, Ky.. urged in the mosg fore-
ible wanner steadfastness to old stand-
ards, and opposed the revision of the
confession ot taith. He said he hop-d
God would direct his brethren of the
Northern ehureh,now in session, and
keep them true to the  faub onee deliv-
ered to the saints. He was most en-
thusiastically applauded. The assem-
bly is elearly oppused to revision.

UNDESIRABLE IMMIGRANTS.

Foreign Paupers, (riminals and
Lunatics invade America.

BAaLTiMORE, May 16.—The morning
hours of the national conference of
Charities and Corrections were chiefly
taken up by the reading of papers en
“Immigration,’” and it is evideut that
the conference thinks thau the day has
eome when the law of self-preservation
should be invoked, and the country
protected against the hordes of un-
desirable  ahens  that  have uveen
invading this ecountry of recent
years. Dr. Charles S. Hoyt, of New
York, read the first paper. It stated
that laws have been enacted at various
times by cougress to check the immi-
gration of paupers, lunaties, eriminals
ahd other undesirable aliens, but they
are notas effective as they should ve.
Recently the government has taken
charge of the emigrant depot in New
York and it is to ve hoped that this
same system will soon prevail ai Phila-
delphia, Boston and elsewhere. Mr,
Cadwatlader Biddle, of Philadelphia,
said: “No compiaint is heard avout |
Philadelphia, because the politiciaus
there have not had fuli control of the
immigrant depot at that port and asa
consequence, the immigration laws have
proved effecidive.” E. A. Sawyer, of New
York, stated that one of the most potent
influences in bringing paor immigrants
to this eountry is the aetivity of steam-
shiip companies and their agents, One
company has 3,500 agents in Europe and
3,400 in this country. He would suggest
that the recommendations adonted by
the charity organizations society of New
York on this questicn be adopted. The'
report of the commitiee on charity or-
ganization was read by N. S. Rosenau of
Buffalo. There are seventy-eight ehar-
ity organizations societies in the United
States. The eities in which they are
located have an ageregate population
of 11.050,060. ‘They reported that re-
lief was not deserved or was uineces-
sary in 5,821 eases. and that they ex-
poused or suppressed 1,560 frauds, while
through thew work 1,807 familivs were
made independent of relief or assist-
ance of any kind. It cost $23.32 each to
ferret out the frauds and to preveut the:
unwerthy from obtaining assistance.
On the same basis it cost 397,27 each to
make the 1,807 families self-supporting.

CONFUSION IN THE HOUSE.

Tariff Discussion Merges Into a
Political Debate,

WaAsHINGTON, May 16, — Petitions
were presented in the house to-day
from the employes of several knitting
mills in Philadeiphia, urging the pas-
sage of the McKinley bill. Also one
from Colling Brother & Co., against a
duty on sugar of milk. Referred. ‘The
senate bill was passed authorizing the
registration of census mail matter.
The house then went into eommittee of
the whole on the tariff bLill. A long de-
bate ensued, principally devoted to a
consideration of the subject of farm
mortgages. The discussion oceasionally
drifted into politics and the house was
kept in confusion—entirely  good
humored, but so great as to elicit from
the chair the remark that the recent

resence of the circus intown must have
had a detrimental effect upon members.
Mr. MeceMillan  addressed himself to
the bill antagonizinZ an amendinent of-
fered by Mr. MeKinley, providing that
on manufactures of wool and worsted
‘valued at not more than 30 cents a
pound the duty per pound shall be
three times the duty imposed on a pound
of unwashed wool of the first-class, and
in addition thereto 40 per cent ad val-
orein. The amendment was agreed to.
Mr. MeKinley offered an amendment
fixing the duty on oriental and Berlin

rugs at U eenis  per  square
yard, and 40 per cent ad
valorem. Mr. Maasar, of Missouri,

secured the floor and aroused the indig-
nation of the lowa Republicaus by the
statement that they had been repudi
. ated by their people. The house was
“in an uproar for a few minutes. The
speakersaid the geutleman had been
taking advantage of the chair’s good
nature to insult.the house and to lower
fiis own standing in his own estimation.
Mr. Mansur repliea that mav be the
Lopinion of the chair, but it wiil not be
‘indulged in outside of this chamber.
Pending a vote. the committee rose,
and at 5 o’clock the house took a recess
until 8 o’cloek, the evening session to be
fulr’ the consideration of private pension
biils.

The house at Its evening session (Mr.
Perkins, of Kansas, in the ehair) passed
seventy-one private pension bills, Tne
only incident of the evening was the
applause which followed the announce-
ment by Mr. Caruth, of Kentucky, that
his colleague, Mr. Carlisle, had been
selected by acclamation as the suceessor
of the late Senator Beck. The applause
was participated by members on both
sides of the house. Adjourned at 10:30
p. m.

PATCHING UP A SILVER BILL.

Senators Sherman and Plamb
1ack on Amendments.

WASHINGTON, May 16.—In the senate
to-day after routine the silver bill was
taken up and Mr. Sherman offered a
substitute for the amendment hereto-
fore offered by him (as to covering
into the treasury the funds now held for
the redemption of national bank notes.)
Mr. sherman stated that the substitute
was to the same effect, but in better
form, having been prepared in the
treasury departinent. Mr. Plumb of-

fered an amendment to the Sherman
amendment to insert the following:
“And hereafter no funds available for
the payment ot the public debt (includ-
ing such as are kept for the redemption

of treasury notes) shall be retained in

the treasury to the extent of $110,000,-
000.”” Mr. Snerman ooposed Mr. Plumb’s
amendinent as putting a restraint upon
the treasury department and prevent-
ing it paymg government obligations as
they tecame due. The silver bill went
over without action. The delivery of
eulogies on the late Representative
EKeulley, of Pennsylvania, was postponed
until next Tuesday. After a brief ex-
ecutive session the senate adjourned
until to-morrow.

ONE DEAD, THHOTHER DYING.

Two Mis-Mated Women Shot by
Their Husbands.

Fort WAYNE, Ind.,, May 16.—John
Sieberry, aged twenty-four, lived with
his wife, aged eightcen, on a farm near
Bluffton, south of this city. They were
married a year ago, but their married
life had been very unpleasant, and they
parted about three months ago, only re-
cently agreeing to bury all differences
and live together again. Wednesday
cvehing the husband entered the house
and approached his wife and pointed a
revolver at her breast, exelaiming, in a
playful manner, *“look out.” He
snapped the weapon three times and
suddenly it exploded. ‘The young wife
numediately expired, the ball entering
her iieart. Her husband was crazed
with gricf, and would have committed
suicide bad it not been for the inter-
ference of neighuvors. He is being kept
iu custody pending an inguest.

Bixcaauron, N. Y., May 16.—This
morning Witliamn Moelier, standing not
more than six feet from his wife, dis-
charged a load of shot into her back.
Tue woman is ina eritical eondition.
Moeller had been drinking heavily for
several daysand this morning about 6:30
o’clock became violent and secured pos-
session of a shotgun which was
loaded. His wife, who on many previous
oceasions had been brutally attacked by
him, became alarmed and attempted to
leave the house.  Moeller observed this
aund remarked, *No you Gdon’t; you can’t
slip through my nngers this time.” The
woman sprang through t.e door, fol-
lowed by her husband, who, standing
on the steps of his residence, fired di-
rectly at her. She reeled tor a moment,
then recovered herself, and succeeded
in reaching the house of a neighbor.
Moeller reloaded his gun and after
additionally arming himse!f with alarge
dirk, locked himselt in his room and
swore he would kill the first man who
approached him. 1f was nearly an hour
before the police suceeeded in arresting
nim. While oflicers attracted his attea-
tion to a frent door, Chief of Police
Meade ehmbed through a rear entrance
and seized Moeller, who still hLeld the
gun and dirk. The chief sustained sev-
eral slight cuts on the hands and arius.

The rates to Portland and other
Maine points are § lower than those
quoted from Chicazo. No move was
made yesterday by any other St. Paul-
Chicago lmes in retaliation for the
action of the Soo. It was proven a few
months ago that, unless backed by the
Eastern lines, the St. Paul- Chicago roads
are powerless in competing for Eastern
business with the Soo line, for the lat-
ter will, at all risk, maintain the differ-
ential which it claims the right to en-
foree. The action of the Soo, therefore,
may be looked upon as merely a
protective one, and that any further
reduction in the rate between St. Paul
and Chieazo must be expected from
something arising out of the differences
exisiting among th eSt. Paal-Chicago
lines. 'The only notice of a reduection
among these lines was made by the Mil-
waukee, Assistant General Passenger
Auzent Dixon announcing a $3 first-class
rate to Milwaukee 'The present rate is
§7. The Milwaukee will, however,abide
by the $5 first-class and 33 srveond-elass
rate from Chicazo to St. Pamt and vice
versa. The Omaha road has agreed
with the Milwaukeo to stand Ly
a § first-ciass and 83 second-
class rate from Chicago to St
Paul, while the otber roads cnt at
$3 first-class. 1t was hoped by the Mil
waukee people that the Omaha officials
would also refuse to go Lelow §5 first-
class and &3 secend-class, from St. Paul
to Chieazo, but this they deelined to do,
and it is for that reason the Milwaukce
road is quotine a $3 rate to  Milwaunkee.
They were compelied to do this to pro-
teet their DMilwaukee business, the
Omaha $3 first-class veing good through
Milwaukee. The situation between St.
Paul and Chicago may be stated as fol-
lows: A #3 first-class rate each way be-
tween the two cities will zo into effect
Sunday, over the Burlington. Kansas
City, Minneapolis & St. Louis and Wis-
cousin; a £ first-class from Chica-
ro, and a $£3 first-class from St.
Paul over the Oinaha, and a &5 first-
class rate either way over the Milwau-
kee. ‘The rates quoted to Kansas City,
St. Louis and other points are in a hope-
less mass of confusion, and perhaps the
sooner the oflicials get down to business,
settle their differences and adopt rates
which will place their individual roads
on a paying basis the better it will be
for every one. ‘I'nere are many people
who think that a §1 or even a 50-cent
first-class rate will be made between
St. Paul and Chicago, but this is ex-
tremely doubtful.  The best posted
railroaders are of opinion thac the limit
has been reached, and with the sum-
mer traffic advancing the passenger
men of the disgruntled roads will be
eager to ariive at some amieable under-
standing, whereby the rates ean be
maintained at a paying basis.
