Washington, May 17.—Margaret Isa-
bella Biaine, eldest daughter of the
secretary of state, was married at 1
o'clock this afternoon, at the residence
of her father, in this city, to Walter
Damrosch, of New Yerk. The affair
was the crowning event of a brilliant
social season, rendered the more inter-
esting from the privacy which sur-
rounded it. Public curiosity had been
whetted for some time by announce-
ments about the coining ceremony, al-
ways guarded -and never complete. The
Becrecy, which served only to increase
the interest in the event, was due in
great measure to the afflictions which
have fallen upon the family of the sec-
retary of state during the past winter.
The enaatrement of Miss Biaine was
announced some months ago, but the
marriage lias been postponed because of
the comparatively receut death of Mrs.
Coppinger, her sister, and later of her
brother. Walker Blanc. It was the
wish of the secretary of state that the
ppremony should be postponed only so
long as was necessary: but he strongly
wished that Use marriage should

Be Entirely Private
and that tlie witnesses should be con-
fined to the immediate members of the
lamilies of the contracting parties. The
officialposition of Mr. Blaiue rendered
it impossible, however, to maintain tins
strict privacy, especially as Mr.Dam-
rosch wiis anxious that the German
minister at Washington should be pres-
ent. So invitations wen- extended to
all of the members of the diplomatic
corps and to a few persona! friends of
the Biaine and Damrosch families. The
general interest which surrounded the
marriage was evidenced before noon
to-day by the gathering of the curious
in front of the Biaine mansion on La-
fayette square.. There was no crowding
and no disrespect was intended by tin:
assemblage which gathered on the
broad walk opposite the house and
watched with interest lor the arriving
guests. The windows of tne great
bodse were closely curtained and the
glow of many gas jets diffused through
them dimly:isoft, mellow light.Shortly
after noon the guests began to arrive.
They were welcomed by Mr. and Mrs.
Emmons Biaine and then by tho stcre-
iary of state and His wife. The decora-
tions for the event had been of a mod-
est bin effective character. Tall, grace-
fulpalms Tilled the nooks and corners
and flustered about the bottom of the
stairway. <>n the, second floor, in the
lone drawing room extending across the
liont of the hou^e, a

Bower ofNodding Palms
bihl blossoming rose-plants had been
arranged with the oval mirror for a
background. The mirror was framed
ina thick fringe of maidenhair ferns
and masses of marguerites, the bride's
name-flower. The mantel was banked
withgrowing ferns and from itdropped
a pendulous fringe ot asparagus vines.
On either stood brass tables on which
were hutre jars of la France roses. In
the corners of the drawing room were
clumps of palms and on all tlie tables
and brackets were bowls of snowballs
and syringas. Inall or the rooms there
were masses of spring flowers. Mrs.
Biaine preferred these simple decora-
tions. So there were pots of sweet
honeysuckles, jars of snowballs and
wistaria, low dishes ot violets and
pansies, and mingled with them all
were graceful soft preen ferns. A white
satin ribbon stretched across the draw-
ing room, dividing itmidway. On the
other side of this ribbon, and in
the library beyond, was the space
reserved tor the guests. As 1
o'clock drew near they came in
great numbers, and it was soon
evident, thai had the wedding been less
"private" room could never have been
found for those invited. The president
and Mrs. Harrison drove over from the
executive mansion a few minutes be-
fore 1o'clock, and when they appeared
Inthe reception room they quickly be-
came, for the moment, the center of at-
traction. Mrs. McKee was also present

as a member ot the executive party. All
of the cabinet members exceut the at-
torney-general were present.

The groom'sonly attendant
was Mr. Frank Roosevelt, of New
York. Miss lilaine's little nephews,
bohs of Col. Coppiuger, walked one be-
fore and one behind the bridal party.
Mrs. Biaine followed the wedding
party, and won; a heliotrope satin
town; Mrs. Eminons Biaine, her wed-
ding gown of white satin. Mrs. Era-
nions Biaine carried a bunch of lilies of
the valley, bordered with heliotrope.
Inaddition to those mentioned, there
were within tlie ribboned enclosure the
groom"s mother, Mr. and Mrs. Frank
Damrosch, the groom's two unmarried
sisters, his married sister, Mrs. Wiss-
man, and his aunt, Miss Van Hamburg,
of New York. Of the bride's family,
there were Eintnons Biaine, James (i.
Biaine Jr. and Miss AbigailDodge. The
bride's costume was of dead white silk,
the skirt covered with folds of white
mousselaine do soie, which fell m a
demi-traiu. The edge of the skirt was
finished withembroidery in white cord
appii'iui'd in a leaf pattern. The bodice
was of Hi"silk witha full vest of mous-
selaine de soie, the ve.sl shape defined
by a stripe of embroidery which con-
tinued around the edge of the bodice
til!itmet in the back. There was a
full ruffle of mousselaine around
the n<ck. The long tulle veil was

The bodice
was trimmed with goldand pearl passa-
menterie, and enameled pansy withdia-
mond center was worn in the corsage.
Her hair was dressed high, and orna-
ments of diamonds were worn. Miss
Hattie Blame, who was the maid of
honor, looked charming, in a simple
debutante's costnine of white silk mull.

made the responses in clear, steady
tones, without embarrassment. Mr.
Blame gave away the bride. Atthe
conclusion of the ceremony the bridal
couple turned and received the con-
gratulations of those within the rib-
boned space.

of the cabinet united in a gift of twenty
gold goblets, the stands set with rubies.
Mr.Damrosch's eift to his bride was a
string of diamonds for the neck, and
diamond ear-rings. Mr. Damrosch's
mother sent a superb lace hand-
kerchief. Mrs. Elaine's present was
a quantity of exquisite household
linen. Mr.Blame's gift was a house
on Madison avenue, New York.
The postmaster general and Mr-.
Wanamaker gave an individual present—

large vase of royal Worcester; Mr.
and Mrs. George W. Childs sent a toilet
set of gold repousse; .Senator and Mrs.

big flouring mill, which has been one of
Rochester's landmarks for the past ton
years, is inruins. Itwas destroyed by
lire this afternoon. The first intiina-
tion of fire was about 3 o'clock, when a j
loud explosion was heard, and a largo !
part of the roof of the mill blew off.
Out of the vent- poured a great
volume of smoke, and it could be seen
that the mill was already on fire all
around under the roof. The alarm was
immediately given, but the fire depart-
ment was powerless to stay the progress
of the flames, and the mill was burned
to the ground inside of an hour. Tne
heat was so intense 'that "the hose was
burned from a hydrant at a distance of
100 feet from the

mill. The mill was

five stories high and built entirely of
wood. Itwas built in ISSO by John M.
Cole, and cost between $45.0J0 and
$50,000. It stood in the track
of the cyclone of ISS3. and was badly
damaged and its owner killedinit. The
mill was then sold for $15,000 to John J.
Fulkerson, but itdid not prove a pay-
ing investment, 'and was sold last win-
ter to John A. Cole, son of the builder,

for $20,000. Its daily capacity was 150
barrels.

VIGOROUS RATE CUTTING.

Western Roads Continue to Pare
Passenger Tariffs.

Chicago, May 17.— Some more vigor-

ous rate cutting of Western passenger
rates was indulged in to-day. The Chi-
cago &Northwestern road led off with
givingnotice of a $3 rate, first class, be-
tween Chicago and St. I'aul, to go into
effect Monday. This rate is $2 below
that of the Milwaukee &St. Paul. The
.Burlington system continued the war
with vigor. It announced a $5 rate
from St. Louis to Denver, which is a
lower rate than any other road has yet
made. That road also irave notice of a
17 rate from St. Louis to Minneapolis
and St. Paul. The Missouri raies were
further cut into by the Atchison, To-
peka &Santa Fc. That road announced
a§4 rate from Kansas City, Leaven-
worth. Atchison and St. Joe to Pueblo,
Colorado Springs and Denver, making

this the basis of rate to all local points
south of LajuntH. This was a clear cut
of So.W. The Illinois Central has an-
no jneed as 6rate from Chicago to St.
Louis and $3 rate to Springfield. The
Missouri Pacilic announced a $1 rate
from Kansas City to Omaha and a 52
rate from St. Louis to Omaha.

UNDERMINING A RIVAIi.

Peculiar Tactics of Chicago's Old
Boss Carpenters' Combine.

CHICAGO, May 17.—The old boss car-
penters' association has issued a circu-
lar addressed tothose union carpenters

for whom work has not yet been found
under the arbitration agreement with
the new bosses' association. The circu-
lar calls the attention of the men to the
fact that the new association is made
up largely ofowners of buildings wiio
are anxious to have them completed at
once, and that as soon as this is done
they will have no further use for car-
penters, so that the condition of the
union carpenters will soon be worse
than before: that they can get from the
old bosses the bame terms that they se-
cured by arbitration from the new, and
calls on" them to return to their places
at once, or the old bosses will proceed
to fill their places. The opposition
journeymen carpenters' union willis-
sue a circular tocarpenters throughout
the country advising them to come to
this city, join the new union and go to
work for the old bosses' association.

Dixon carries on his person a tomahawk
ready to rob Kenyon of his scalp. But
despite this little characteristic, Dixoa
is a prince among men. There Is not a
better teller of a story, an anecdote or a-
bon mot in the Northwest. Wherever
lie pies he is the center or whole-souled
fun and general good humor.

In these rate wars the modus opprandl
is: Cut by the Burlington; retaliation
by the Milwaukee; rest follow. Among
the first to '-follow"is the Wisconsin
Central. The Wisconsin Central has a
knife to grind, and the local represen-
tative entrusted with that instrument is
City Ticket Agent C. S. Dixon. The
Wisconsin Central is largely to blame for
the continuance of Ilie demoralization
in passenger rates, owing to the refusal
of the road to enter the reorganized

Western Passenger association until
certain concessions were granted them.
The knife carried by genial Charlie is
noticeably large, and, to repeat the
stories of the street, itis said to have
done 'some secret cutting, which led to
Mr. Ki'ii\on's original onslaught several
months ago on passenger rates. There
is one thini? about the Wisconsin peo-
ple—they are never heard tocomplain.
Mr. Kenyon may cut and slash rates to
his heart's content, the Milwaukee peo-
ple'may retaliate by demoralizing tho
rates throughout the Western states,

the Wisconsin officials never utter a
word. If the rates go down the Wis-
consin falls . quiet in line; whenever
they USB the knife it is done without a
Sourish of trumpets.. That is why
Charlie Dixon moves about so stealthily.
You never know where you nave him.
Perhaps that is one reason why the
Wisconsin Central always gets there.

The Kansas City line never allows
itself to be farin the rear in meeting

\u25a0 the rates of its competitors. Itmay no6
take a prominent place in the front ot
the fight,-as -General Passenger Asent
Holdridge, fanning himself with a leaf,
prefers to sit in the rear and watch the

\u25a0fortunes of war. It is in this wayho.
raises the claim that the Kansas City
road never gets left. -While the other
roads are fighting over rates, he is
whooping in the passengers, reducing
and increasing rates according to the
dictum "of his competitors. Mr.
Holdridge claims that the Kan-
sas City load never does any
dark work. The officials of competing
roads do not make any direct charge
against the, Kansas City, but-well, they
gently Insinuate that two and two make
four, and follow this up with a
wicked knowing wink, as much as to
say what "a tale of woe we could un-
foid." Mr. Uoldridge is an ideal rail-
road man. lie is well known, has a
cheery word and a pleasant smile for
every one. The worst that any one can
say against him is: "May his shadow
never grow less."

Anunbroken quantity in these rate
wars is the Suo road. TheSoo is very de
termined in guarding its own interests,
and the least indication of a drop in the
rates lias a startling effect upon Assist-
ant General Passenger Agent Thorn,
who Immediately assumes his war
paint ami proceeds to apply its hatchet.
The Soo hatchet is very formidable.
Mr. Kisnyon crossed his saber with
it a few month?, and, to put it
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
