BOWEN WHIPS MYER.
The "Streator Cyclone" Fi-

nally Runs Against His
Match.

His Opponent Awarded the
Fight in the Twenty-

Eighth Bound.

Myer Claims His In.it
Hand Gave Out inthe

Tenth Round.

Illinois Backers of Myer at
2 to 1Are Heavily Out of

Pocket.

New Orleans, May BillyMyer,
the "Streator Cyclone," who claims the
titleof lightweight champion of Amer-
ica, was whipped by Andy Bowen, a
local lightweight, in a finish fight for
33,000, with five-ounce gloves, in the
hall of the West End Athletic club this
evening, in the twenty-eighth round.
This .fight was originally ar-
ranged for May 7, but Myer was
trken sick shortly after his arrival in
New Orleans and a postponement until
to-night was arranged. Myer has been
training at Shroeder's garden, Carroll-
ton, and was in excellent condition,
while Bowen was doing his work at
Mulberry Grove and entered the
ring apparently fit for a hard
fight. Considerable money changed
hands on the result, most
or itbeing laid with odds of twoto one
on Myer. Bowen's seconds were Tommy
Danforth and Jim Sweeney, while Myer
was attended by his brother Ed and
Link Pope. Pat Kenrick, a prominent
local sporting man, was chosen ref-
eree. Immense crowds assem-
bled at West End, and every
train brought additions of all
classes, from the toughs to the
plethoric merchants and bankers, all
bent on the same mission. The doors
were thrown open at 7o'clock, and as
prospective spectators had been arriving
as early as 4o'clock there was a great
rush. The gathering was a much more
respectable and gentlemanly one than
is usually seen at the ring side. Among
wellknown gentlemen present were Col.
Joseph A. Walker, John Fitzpatrick,
who refereed the Sullivan-Kilrain fight,
Charlie Rich, of Richburg, Miss., Syd-
ney Bell and members of other stales,
and numbers of other representative
men. A large number of the sporting
fraternity have put inan appearance,
among the most notable being Jake
Kilrain, who is followed about from
place to place by a large mob of ardent
admirers. When he entered the
pavilion, he was greeted with
great applause. The appearances
are that the attendance will be
very large. No smoking or betting is
allowed under the pavilion. A large
delegation from Illinois arrived and
was at the ring side. The management
had secured the services of fiftyofficers
inand about the building, so that should
the attendance have been other than it
was, the tough element would have had
little show. Time was called at 10:39.

THE INCANDESCENT LAMP.

A Wisconsin Man Claims He In-
vented It.

New York, May 22.— An extraordi-
nary claim is made ina suit in the su-
preme court brought by Walter K. Free-
man against the United States Electric
Lighting company. In his complaint
Freeman avers that he invented
the incandescent lamp claimed by
Thomas Edison. He invented it,
he says, prior to August, 1878,
and sent a lamp to Edison
at Menlo Park, N. J., and claims that
two years later Edison announced to
the world the invention of the incan-
descent lamp. The lamp he sent to Ed-
ison was an incandescent lamp, i.c., a
lamp consisting of a carbon filament
of high resistance secured to
platinum wires and enclosed
in : an exhausted glass globe.
Freeman then makes the assertion that
Edison offered him $50,000 ifhe would
refrain from mentioning or publishing
the fact that he was in reality the in-
ventor and had sent a sample lamp to
Edison. Freeman is connected witha
business at Eau Claire, Wis. He was
at Racine when he sent the
lamp to Edison. He afterwards went
into the employ of the defendant, and
he claims they were derelict inpressing
for his patent as they agreed. He asks
for 1150.000 by virtueof that fact. Mr.
Edison is not made a party to the action
and consequently does not appear there-
in to traverse the statements appearing
against him.'

Story of An Awful Black

Flag Campaign by One of
the Crew.

forms swung out over the ship's side on
their way tothe yard.

He took from the North Carolina, I
think, thirty able-bodied seamen, sixty
apprenticed boys and a number of
officers, forming a crew of 120 men in

all. :
The Somers had been fullymanned

and officered when Acting Midshipman
Philip Spencer, then on the John Ad-
ams, made application to go on the
cruise. Through theinfluence of friends
a place was made for.him, and he
started with us as acting midshipman
on the African cruise. -As soon as
Spencer came aboard he attracted the
attention of all and the admiration of
the boys. Tall, dark, straight as an
arrow, withgreat black eyes fullof fire,

his smooth face of the boy of twenty-
one bore the features of a man fullof
determination and ignorant of fear.

Spencer was a remarkably handsome
young fellow, and a perfect dare devil.
He appeared to be afraid of nothing,
and showed in many strange ways a
disposition for daring deeds and disre-
gard for consequences. He was, how-
ever, kind and considerate to . the
younger boys, showing his favors in the
wav of extra tobacco and ruin whenever
he "could do so without coming under
the eye of a superior officer. On Satur-
day, November 26, Lieutenant Ganse-
voort informed Captain Mackenzie that
a terrible conspiracy existed on board
the Somers, involvingthe murder of the
officers and the apprentice boys,
and the conversion of the vessel
into a pirate to sail away with
the black flag, at the masthead,
under command of Midshipman Spen-
cer, on a voyage of death and plunder.
The commander at first refused to be-
lieve the terrible story, but on inquiry
itwas found that Spencer himself had
revealed the details of the horrible plot.

The nightbefore he had invited Wales,
the purser's steward, to join the band.
Invitinghim to go up on the booms,
Spencer, after first swearing him to
secrecy, said to Wales:
"Iam going to speak freely to you,

and 1 tell you"now that if you reveal a
wordof whatItell. you you are a dead
man. For as sure as there is blood in
your veins you will die if you betray
our secrets. Imay not live to kill you,
but the members of my band, who are
waiting for me at the Isle of Pines, will
do the work ifIfail. Iask you, firstof
all, have you the nerve to face death?
Would you hesitate, under sufficient
considerations, to kill a man? Would
you be afraid of a dead man, or lose
your nerve at the sight of one you had
killed?" . , v -1.Wales, terribly startled by these
fearful questions, could scarcely retain
his composure, but managed to reply in
such a manner as to encourage the
pirate chieftain toproceed with the de-
tails of his bloody plot. Spencer then
rapidly plunged into the horrible par-
ticulars of the piratical scheme. He
had matured a plau to capture the
Somers. murder the officers in their
cabins, dispose of the apprentice boys
by making them walk the plank into
the sea, and to send all others of the
crew who were considered useless or
refused to jointhe pirate band to the
same fate. : . ,

Allthis occurred without the. knowl-
edge of the apprentice boys, and we
learned itonly through subsequent de-
velopments, butIwill tell you what we
saw ourselves. On the followingday at
sunset all hands were piped toquarters, \u25a0

and the officers directed to meet on the
:quarter deck. Spencer was standing
well aft, and lwas quite near him, when
Capt. Mackenzie and the officers came
up. Stepping directly in front of him
the captain said to Spencer:
"1understand, sir, that you aspire to

the command of this vessel." At these
words Spencer's dark, handsome face
turned as pale as death and his head
dropped. He replied, however, "By no
means, sir," and attempted a smile. I
heard no conversation regarding the
pirate story being told, as a joke, al-
though itwas afterward: reported that
Spencer admitted telling it, but that it
was merely injest.

To add
to this, signs of insubordination among
the seamen began to appear, and on
"Nov. 27 two seamen, "• Cromwell and
Small, were both placed inirons.
