N REALTY GIRCLES,

Improved Service Will Be
Given Patrons of Grand
Avenue Line.

An Active Market Reported
by All the Real Estate
Men.

The Material for the Eleec-
trical Lines Is Beginning
to Arrive.

General Notes on Trade, and
Business Gossip of the
City.

It is now decided beyond doubt that
within the next ten days electric cars
will again be operated on the Grand av-
enue line, west of Victoria street. The
stoppage of this portion of the line has
been the subject of much newspaper
comment the past week, the @itizens of
Macalester Park making a loud “kick’
against the cutting off of their trans-
portation faetlities. To any one who
has carefully followed the newspaper
correspondence the case of the street
railway company—represented in this
instance by Messrs. Cochran and Ire-
land—had justice on its side. The
trouble has now been happily adjusted.
Messrs. Cochran and Ireland have se-
cured a newagreement, by which Grand
avenue is extended through the park,
and no further difficulty need be antici-
pated. In connection with the resump-
tion of travel through to the river, also
comes the welcome news that all the
cars, instead of one-half as hitherto. will

run the entire length of the
line. It was found impossible to
do this until an additional wire
had been furnished from Oakland

avenue. This wire is to be erected
forthwith, and the additional motive
power will be sufficient to allow extra
cars to be put on the line and cover its
full iength.

The stoppage of the electric line into
the Midway distriet at this time would
have been a serious blow to the exeel-
lent business which was being done in
that property. 1t is surprising the
inquir that there is for lots
in Midway, and the transfers
now being recorded. One reason for
this is the general opinion that the value
of this property is much below the
price that will be obtained in a few
years. There is In consequence g large
amount of money going into this dis-
trict for speculative purposes. A fair
number of lots are being purchased for
immediate improvemeunt, as was already
indicated by a statement in this eolumn
last week of the number of residences
that were shortly to be erected.

The real estate market is not alone
active in Midway property. ‘LThere is
considerable business being done in St.
Anthony hill property, where the prices
obtained are of a most satisfactory char-
acter. There is a steady sale for prop-
erty on the West side and on Dayton’s
bluff. It is remarkable the number of
residences now going up on the bluff.
They are of a class which are quickly
taken up by people requiring a well-
built house, having modern con-
veniences, renting for $25 per month.
There is also considerable activity in
the building of residences in the Ar-
lington Hillsdistrict. These houses are
largely for artisans, and are in con-
siderable demand, renting generally for
$15 per month.

The material for the new electric rail-
ways to be built this year is beginning
to arrive in the city, and within two
weeks it is expected that Mr. Lowry
will have several hundred r:enat work.
There is a little doubt now respecting
the completion of the lines by Novem-
ber, and when they are opened a healthy
impetus must necessarily be given to
the general real%' trade. Work is pro-
gressing on the University line, and in
a few weeks the Wabasha street line to
the West side will be commenced.

Monday evening the residents of Mer-
riam Park are t6 have a conference
with the officials of the Manufacturers’
Loan and Investment association. The
object of the conference, it is under-
stood, is to talk over the location of
factories in the Midway district. The
officials of the Manufacturers’ associa-
tion are very busy now in negotiating
with firms likely to locate here. With-
out doubt, when the capital stock of the
company is raised, this association will
do excellent work for the development
of the city. There is plenty of room
for the association, but nothing can be
accomplished unléss the officers are
backed up with the money of capital-
ists, who are going to be most benefited
by an extension of the industrial houses
located in the city.

Consequently,coffee after meals should
be forbidden in cases of dyspepsia that
are qaused by a lack of acid. On the
other hand, coffee should be prescribed
when hydrochloric acid is produced in
too large quantities, which condition
forms a second and common. variety of
dyspepsia.
