evident. The most important com-
mittee work, at present, is that in
charge of the hotels and entertainments,
and the following appeal should be read
earefully: The committee on hotels
and entertainments of the National
Educational association, which is to
meet in St. Paul from July 7 to 11
next, wishes to cali the attention of the
people of St. Paul to the lmportance of
this convention, and the necessity for
providing accommodations for the visit-
ors who will attend, about 15,000 in all.
In only one way can these acemodations
be provided, and that is by the peo-
ple of St.  Paul  opening  their
omes for the short duration of the
convention, five days, even at persobal
inconvenience to themselves. The
hotels of the city are utterly inadequate
to entertain any such number of per-
sons, and the total number they can
provide accommodations for will not
exceed 2,000. leaving over 13,000 visitors
to be housed. We carnestly solicit the
co-operation of every householder in
St. Paul and, with a view to obtaining
the accommodations desired, competent
solicitors will start on Monday next to
make a thorough canvass of the eity,
and the committee trusts that every one
who ean possibly spare any accomimo-
dations at the time desired, will so state
to the solicitors ot the committee.

The commitiee wishes it particularly
understood that in all instances the
person providing accommodations will
make charge for the same, even if the
amount stipulated is nominal, as the
visitors all wish to pay for their accom-
modations.

I'is appeal to the housholders would
not be made could the city afford the
necessary hotel accommodations, and it
is to be hoped, therefore, that the citi-
zens of St. Paul will respond to this
eall, and throw open their houses to the
visitors. and do their part towards mak-
ing a success of the convention. The
members of the committtee have been
making a personal canvass, with the
resultsappended below, and in addition
to soliciting, have each and all agreed
to entertaing some of the visitors at
their homes. In this way accommoda-
tions have already been pm\'idcd for
about 2,000 visitors. 1t 1s earnestiy
hoped that their example, and that of
their friends, will induce others to
afford equal aid towards making a sue-
cess of the meeting. 1t is further re-
aucsted that should any of the citizens
intend entertaining friends who will
attend the convention, they will notify
the committee of the faect, giving the
names and addresses of their guests.

just what you want, and when you call
he will tell vou it is just what vou ought
to have. To visit oneof these “to let”’
edifices, expecting to find the semblance
of truth in the statement of advantages
offered you, is to meet witha wailing
disappointment. Thesecond-story front,
so often advertised for, has its neck dis-
located and looks out the wrong side of
the house: the room ismoldy and damp,
the floor covered with an abomination
known as “‘oileloth,”” and the furniture
composed of the decayed remnants of
aristocratic sumpiuousness and a leaky
gas fixture and a dozen or so of other
anbearable qualities make up a scene of
desolation almost unequaled.

Advertisements appear of brownstone
fronts, having interiors of boudoirs and
salons, with marbled baths and gilded
plumbing, located in fashionable Iocali-
ties. You may be sure that upon visit-
ing such you will be received with no
apologetic air, but met geuerally by a
female. You will be informed of just
what you ought to expect and what you
Those who insert these
seductive “*ads” are fully able to “stand
you off,” and they do it with an over-
bearing superiority that makes one feel
as if it were a favor to ask more.

A gentleman and his wife recently in-
serted an advertisement ford rooms,
specifying in detail what was required.
1\?0 iess than eighty-seven answers were
received, and but four of them complied
in a single requirement with the de-
mands,yet nearly every letterstated that
exactly what was wanted could be ob-

tained, Everything was offered, from

a garret to a suite of five rooms and a
parlor, and, tbough especially stating
that the rooms must be with a private
family, no less than eighteen letters
were received from large boarding
houses.

1n telling his experience the gentle-
man said: “After visiting forty-nine
places I returned to a house where
things were a little more satisfactory
than at the others. There I was prom-
ised that the rooms selected should be
‘fixed up.” The straw mattress was to
be removed and one of hair placed on
the bed, gas fixtures and window shades
were to be rehabiliated, a wardrobe was
to be placed in the room and seven ab-
sent window lights were to be made
good, two additional chairs and window
curtains were to come in, and a broken
caster of the bed was to be mended, or
a block of wood placed beneath that

Shortly after getting there a sour-vis-
aged female intruded and informed us
that she was the proprietress of the
place and the daughter of the lady who
conducted the negotiations. She was
pleased to have us and taffied us ad
nauseam, but she did not think it pos-
sible to replace the shades.

From
house to house and frem street to street
she may tramp, if she has a list long
enough. But everywhere it is the same
old thing—house dilapidated, furniture
worn out, plumbing deadly, exorbitant
rates, and a thousand other objections.
But each owner urges some particular
fascination attending the. house, either
the locality, the last tenant, or the air,
but the air being free does not get much
praise; it is only those things for which
exorbitant prices can be charged that are
lauded. The poor s'voman travels hither
and thither over the city, and at last
settles down in some miserable tene-
ment where she drags out a few weeks
of misery, ana then tries a change
again.

There are many incidents ridiculous
and amusing in character that happen
during these epidemics of house-hunt-
ing. Sometimes a gentleman finds that
he is to occupy the premises in conjune-
tion with another family; sometimes
his room even is to be invaded by a
member of the family: often the bath
room is a myth and light a phantom in
the shape of a two-foot burner. But
there is no redress but another move,
and that is but another torture.

Any bonest physician will admit that
the primary action of alcohol, the in-
citement of body and mind to make
their best effort, cannot be prolonged;
in general the first dose excites mentally
and quickens the circulation; then fol-
low relaxation and depression. 1f vi-
tality is so far exhausted as to require
this sharp recall, combine with the
spirit some absolute nutriment which
will not tax the organs of digestion.
Several are well known. The gravy of
beef cooked rare; a thick beef-
steak = broiled rare, deeply and
closely scored with a sharp knife
on both sides and then squeezed
between two platters or in a lemon
press; the juice of clams, fresh oysters.
broiled, roasted, or even raw; a cup of
cocoa, or a glass of milk containing a
teaspoonful of phosphates, a glass of
cocoa extracts or wine, some fine raisins
or fresh grapes, some chocolate eaten
with froit. As soon as possible follow
this with a substantial meal of beef-
steak or chops and some bread and
fruit, and rest as soon thereafter as pos-
sible. Unless taere is entire collapse
it is unwise 1o depend upon the action
of stimulants. When it seems impos-
sible to avoid their use take also some
digestiblg bread, a cracker or sample
cake, and®at a plain nuiritious meal as
soon after as can be received by the
system. It is more or less mjurious to
drink liquor of any kind without eating
some substantial food. =
